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Abstract: Collection regarding Mary B. Smith who worked on the

YSU campus for over 40 years. During her years of service
at YSU, Smith served as head of the health and physical
education departments, recorder, university registrar and
director of career planning and placement.
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Historical Sketch

Mary B. Smith was born on November 24, 1911 in Pittsburgh as Mary Boyer. She
attended Hiram College in Ohio and began working at Youngstown College in 1937 in
the admissions office. She worked for a time in the physical education department, and
after receiving her master’s in the field from Ohio State University, she became head of
Youngstown College’s Health and Physical Education Department. In 1956, she became
University recorder, registrar in 1967, and assistant dean of admissions and records in
1971. In the spring of 1973, Smith began working in the placement office, and was
named director later that year. In this role, Smith has counseled numerous students in
their search for employment, in addition to planning and managing the financial and
personnel activities of the department.’

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Mary Boyer married Joseph E. Smith, who was teaching at Hiram College and
Youngstown College at the time. He became the Dean of Men at Youngstown College
and retired before the University became State in 1967, some of his awards are included
in this collection. After Mary B. Smith’s retirement she remained active in many groups
and received many awards for her volunteerism and services. She had seen YSU go from
a simple college to a major state university and was often times interviewed about the
history of the University. Mary B. Smith passed away Friday September 28, 2012 at the
age of 100 years.

A majority of the items in this
collection are awards and certificates presented to Mary B. Smith for her services and
volunteer efforts.
