In summarizing, he stated the facts as we know them, namely: I- A true 
need for such legislation has not been shown; 2-Any need that might exist 
ho.s been greatly exaggerated; 3- Any existing need is decreasing rathe, than 
increasing in spite of the over 65 population increase; 4-In Texas, even 
though his state has the aecond largest population of people over 65, there 
has been no particular desire expressed for any new health bills. 

It is becoming increasingly more apparent that when Texans broke tradi· 
lion and elected a Republican Senator Tower they were thinking. In return. 
the Senator has shown them that he is a better American than the usual 
politicians who considers only the next election-Let's hope we have more 
like him after the November election.

REPORT ON OSMA ANNUAL MEETING 
In an action packed three days in Columbus. the House of Delegates of 

the Ohio State Medical Association approved a resolution allowing Blue 
Shield to offer a service plan. approved an emergency resolution against 
King-Anderson legislation. and elected Dr. Horatio Pease of Wadsworth to 
the office of president-elect. 

The emergency resolution was introduced on the floor by Dr. John J. 
McDonough and is reproduced at the end of this article. The resolution 
needed a two-thirds vote in order to be admitted. but received a unanimous 
standing vote. 

The service plan resoluHon was the most controversial at the meeting. 
It was debated for two and one-half hours in a reference committee and 
finally rewritten as produced at the end of this article.
