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WHO SHOULD PRESCRIBE?

Who should prescribe for your patients, you or a pharmacist?

A major effort is being mounted in the Ohio State Legislature to
repeal Ohio’s anti-drug-substitution law. Senate Bill 45 and House Bill
151, if passed, would allow a pharmacist to substitute a “generically
equivalent” drug for the specific medication that you prescribe for your
patient, without informing you of the change. Even if you write “dis-
pense as written” or “D.A.W.” in your own handwriting, the pharmacist
would still be able to substitute a generic if it was manufactured by the
same company that made your brand-name drug.

This proposal may seem rather benign to you since for the most
part you could still order a brand-name drug by writing “D.A.W.”
on your prescription. However, this is just Step One. Kentucky passed
a similar law in 1972, Nothing much happened. The pharmacists con-
tinued as before to dispense brand-name drugs if prescribed. This ap-
parently upset the politicians and the consumerists to no end, because
in 1976 the law was amended to say that the pharmacists “shall” (not
“may”) select the lowest priced therapeutically equivalent drug.” The
Attorney General of Kentucky has written to all pharmacists in the State
warning them that they are liable for violation of this law, with fines
up to $500.

If you agree with me that the person best qualified to judge what
drugs should be prescribed for a patient is the patient’s own physician
and that substitution laws are dangerous to our patients, then we must
work hard to keep such legislation from becoming law. The OSMA is
working hard on the matter, but we must help on a local level.

I believe each of us must become knowledgeable about the facts
concerning equivalents and make our views known to our local legis-
lators. In the near future your Society will try to obtain the views of
all of our members by means of a questionnaire. Then we will convey
our thoughts to our State senators and representatives.

Please give this problem serious consideration. You will be hearing
more about it soon.

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Editorial

In our last editorial, I attempted to examine some of the more common
factors responsible for the ever increasing costs of in-patient medical care.
One must not ignore, however, the fact that practices within our individual
offices are also playing a significant role in medical cost acceleration.

One such factor is the universal concern on the part of the physician
regarding malpractice. In past decades, the usual treatment of a patient in
the office was based upon an adequate history and physicial examination
with assimiliation of this accumulated information into a tenable working
diagnosis which, in the vast majority of cases, led to a proper, relatively in-
expensive solution to the medical problem. This simplistic approach is diffi-
cult to practice at the present time in an environment where malpractice has
now become a household word. Consequently, the use of chemical and bac-
teriologic studies, for confirmation of one’s clinical impression, has greatly
increased in our out-patient facilities. Such studies, some of which are un-
necessary but instead purely defensive in nature, are to some extend respon-
sible for skyrocketing out-patient costs. These studies, however, are not
universally initiated by the physician himself, but on the contrary, they are
frequently demanded by a medically sophisticated public who, because of
extensive third party payments, frequently do not directly incur the cost of
the execessive and redundant laboratory studies.

We as physicians must personally take the initiative for controlling
medical expenses within our individual offices. We must resist the temptation
to practice purely defensive medicine with heavy reliance upon laboratory
data in the face of common disorders, even though there will frequently be
external pressure from patients to do so. In the face of increasing pressure
from a malpractice conscious public, we must continue to use our basic
knowledge to its fullest to give the public quality care at a cost which we

all can afford.

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DRUG DISPENSING CAUTIONS

Do you have a common drug dispensing supply with another doctor or
doctors? Be advised the state drug laws require that you be licensed by The
Ohio Board of Pharmacy if your drug stock is owned by the corporation or
if you dispense from a common drug stock along with any other doctor or
doctors. Refer to Ohio Revised Code 4729.51 (B). A license application may
be obtained from the Ohio Board of Pharmacy, 180 East Broad St., Suite
1126, Columbus, Ohio 43215.

Caution — if you dispense drugs, Public Law 91-601 Section 4-B (A
Federal Consumer Protection Act) requires that prescription drug products
dispensed must be packaged in waterproof, child resistant, safety enclosure
containers, with only one drug product per container. A practitioner legally
may make the judgment not to dispense the medication in a safety container,
However, this is a “judgment”, and it could be a costly one if prudent
management isn’t exercised (example, to a household where children could
have access to the medication).

Still going to dispense? See 3719:08-B — any dispensed RX drugs re-
quires a label to be affixed to the outside of the container which states: the
name and address of the practitioner, the name of the patient, the date, direc-
tions, the proprietary or general name of the drug dispensed and its strength,
if any. If the drug dispensed is a federally controlled drug schedule two
through five, the following must also be labeled: “Caution — Federal law
prohibits the transfer of this drug to any person other than the person to
whom it was prescribed.” Any medication not properly packaged or labeled
is, by law, misbranded by the dispenser.

Who can “dispense” drugs? Only a medical practitioner or a pharma-
cist. No clerks, technicians, nor nurses. 4729:5-25(a) defines dispensing.

From the Bulletin

FORTY YEARS AGO — MARCH 1937

W. G. MacLachlan of the University of Pittsburgh told the Society that
Pneumonia was still Captain of the Men of Death and the outlook for its
control was gloomy.

The new revised Constitution was published in that issue to be voted
on at the March meeting. It provided for incorporation of the Society and
made the BULLETIN the official publication to give required legal notice
of meetings to the members.

President Fuzy urged the newspapers to stop publishing advertisements
of “Men’s Specialists”, “Dental Specialists”, “Cancer Cures” and other nos-
trums. Gustafson was still going around to schools and clubs talking about
“Syphilis”. Dr. Poling was concerned about the lack of facilities for care of
surgical emergencies in patients with contagious disease.

THIRTY YEARS AGO — MARCH 1947

Dr. Bill Allsop had an article on the new Lincoln Avenue Hospital, the
first hospital in the U.S. owned and operated by Alcoholics Anonymous.
It is still operating although the old building has been demolished to make
way for the expansion of Youngstown State University.

A survey conducted by the BULLETIN showed that most hospitaliza-
tion plans would pay $4.50 to $5.00 a day for semi-private and were limited
to $35.00 to $50.00 for the entire stay. The Pioneer Mutual Hospitalization
also known as the Youngstown Hospital Agency would pay $6.00 a day for
42 days, $10.00 for operating room, $5.00 for anesthesia, laboratory and drugs
and $10.00 for x-ray. Hospitalization plans have come a long way since then.

TWENTY YEARS AGO — MARCH 1957

President Ondash said that Youngstown was behind the times not to
have a full time, fully qualified Commissioner of Health under a proper
board of control with a properly regulated health district.

Dr. John Heberding died. He was Youngstown’s first Roentgenologist.
He started as a general practitioner but pioneered in x-ray. At one time he
was Roentgenologist for both of our hospitals. He trained Tamarkin and
Baker and Ben Brown. His life was devoted to his work, he had no other
interest. He was a staunch believer in the independence of professional men
from hospital regulation. He left a firm imprint on the progress of roent-
genology in this place.

Conrad Berg, Salvatore Squicquero, L. F. Fagnano, Izydor Werbner and Gene
D. Fry. All of them have enriched the medical scene in the past twenty years.
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TEN YEARS AGO — MARCH 1967

The Medical Society failed to complete important business because of
lack of a quorum. Editor Saadi wrote that the Society showed signs of ter-
minal illness.

President Reese wrote “Surely you can see that the Society is your sole
bulwark against our common foes. It must be a great source of interest and
satisfaction to them to see you slowly destroying yourselves.”

1200 high school teenagers attended a meeting sponsored by the Society
at Boardman High School where Dr. Saadi lectured and showed two films
on heart surgery.

Jack Schreiber received the Freedom Foundation Award for his series
of lectures on “The Last Candle”.

New member that month was: B. Patrick Brucoli, pediatrician.

MARCH
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PROCEEDINGS OF COUNCIL
January 11, 1977

The regular meeting of the Council of the Mahoning County Medical
Society was held on Tuesday, Jan. 11, 1977, at the Youngstown Club.

Dr. Anderson, referring back to the treasurer’s report, noted that an
effort must be made to collect delinquent assessments in order that those
members not be dropped from membership. He stated that he will write a
personal letter to each delinquent member.

A letter was noted from the Ohio State Medical Association which
acknowledged receipt of our letter supporting Stark County’s request for a
specialcsession of OSMA House of Delegates for the purpose of restructur-
ing PICO. .

& A letter was read from the Ohio State Medical Board stating that the
fee paid by physicians for licensing went into the Ohio State General Fund
and that money from the Fund was then allocated to the State Medical Board
for operation. The motion was made by Dr. Melnick, and properly seconded,
that a letter be sent to Sen. Harry Meshel asking how much money received
from the physicians triennial® registration fee goes into the general fund;
how much money is allocated from the general fund to the Ohio State Medi-
cal Board; and how is the money spent by the Medical Board (itemized
account). The motion was passed.

Dr. Tandatnick, constitution committee chairman, reported a proposed
amendment to the by-laws that had been referred to his committee by
council. In essence, the amendment would require a former member applying
for reinstatement to pay one half of the total dues and assessments that ac-
crued during his absence. The motion was made by Dr. Tandatnick, and
properly seconded, that the amendment be accepted by council and brought
before the Medical Society. The motion was made by Dr. Lambert, and pro-
perly seconded, that the wording be changed so that the reinstated member
be required to pay only the accrued assessments. The amendment was passed.
The amended motion was passed. The first reading will be made at the next
Medical Society meeting.

Dr. Lambert presented a proposed amendment to the consitution, signed
by 12 members, which would create the category of “Emeritus Membership.”
The motion was made by Dr. Lambert, and properly seconded, that the
amendment be approved by council and brought before the Medical Society.
Motion was passed. The first reading will be made at the next Medical
Society meeting.

The motion was made by Dr. Perry, and properly seconded, that Council
recommend to the Mahoning County Medical Society that the Society rescind
the motion of Nov. 18, 1975, which increased the Physicians’ Welfare Fund
assessment from $5 per year to $25 per year. An amendment to establish the
Fund at $30,000 was defeated. An amendment to make the decreased pay-
ment effective for 1978 was passed. The motion was made by Dr. Schreiber,
and properly seconded, to postpone definitely until the next council meeting
following the report of the investment committee. The postponing motion
was passed. The secretary was requested to produce the original motion that
set-up the Physicians’ Welfare Fund.

The motion was made by Dr. Melnick that a letter be sent to OSMA
asking that the appropriate committee of that association inquire of the JUA
why they are proposing an increase in malpractice premiums in view of the
fact that they have approximately $30 million in their treasury and have
paid out no claims. Motion was seconded and passed.

Dr. Pichette requested that a monthly notice be published in the Bulletin
reminding members that they must accumulate 150 hours of continuing medi-
cal education prior to renewing their license in 1980.

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PROCEEDINGS OF COUNCIL
February 8, 1977

The regular meeting of the Council of the Mahoning County Medical
Society was held on Tuesday, Feb. 8, 1977, at the Youngstown Club.

Dr. Pichette, Sixth District Councilor, reported OSMA annual meeting
dates to be May 15-18 and that resolutions must be in by March 15. He
stated that PICO is doing well.

The following applications for membership were presented by the Cen-
sors:

The applications were approved. Applicants will become members of the
Mahoning County Medical Society 15 days after publication in the Bulletin,
unless objection is filed in writing with the secretary before that time.

A letter from OSMA was read informing us that not enough requests
for a special meeting of the House of Delegates were received, so there will
be no special meeting. -

A letter from OSMA was read in answer to our request for information
about the increase in JUA rates. The letter stated that JUA is not in a posi-
tion to establish its own rates because it has not been in operation long
enough, so it uses services of the Insurance Services Office. JUA receives an
average of one new claim per each working day. Legislation is being consid-
ered for a “more reasonable” approach.

Dr. Wiltsie reported for the Hospital Relations Committee. The com-
mittee met to discuss the question of a physician being an active member of
both hosptial staffs if he so desired. Since this would require a change in by-
laws of both hospital staffs, the question will be proposed to the Medical
Executive Committee of each hospial. The motion was made, seconded and
duly passed that the recommendations of the committee be accepted and
implemented. A copy of the committee report is attached to the minutes.

The following motion, postponed from the last meeting, was again stated:
That the Council recommend to the Mahoning County Medical Society that
the Society rescind the motion of Nov. 18, 1975, which increased the Physi-
cians’ Welfare Fund assessment from $5 per year to $25 per year, effective
with 1978 billing. Motion was passed. The motion will be presented to the
general membership at the March 15th meeting.

A motion was made by Dr. Schreiber that the Medical Society send a
seconéi and-third billing to those who have not paid AMA dues. Motion was
passed.

Dr. Melnick called attention to a letter from Sen. Harry Meshel in answer
to our inquiry. The figures showed the amount of money received from
physicians’ registration fees, which is deposited in the General Fund, to be
approximately the same as the money allocated from the General Fund to
the State Medical Board.

A motion was made by Dr. Lambert, and properly seconded, that the
Constitution Committee be directed to review and suggest revisions for the
MCMS Constitution and By-laws. Motion was passed.

Dr. Melnick read a resolution of recommendation to Dr. Kurt Wegner
for chairing a number of immunization programs for the Medical Society in
recent years, and moved its adoption. The motion was seconded and passed.
