Philip Lader, a South Carolina business, 
person and educator, is the administrator of 
the U.S. Small Business Administration. He 
serves in the President's Cabinet and is a 
member of the National Economic Council. 

Lader has also served in the Clinton Admin, 
istration as White House Deputy Chief of Staff 
and Assistant to the President, and formerly 
as Deputy Director for Management of the 
Office of Management and Budget (0MB). At 
0MB, Lader was chair of the President's 
Management Council and the President's 
Council on Integrity and Efficiency. He also 
served as chair of the Policy Committee of the 
National Performance Review, headed by Vice 
President Al Gore and charged by the Presi, 
dent with the "reinventing government" 
initiative. 

In the business world, Lader was president 
of Sea Pines Company, a developer/ operator 
of award,winning recreational communities, 
and later was executive vice president of Sir 
James Goldsmith's U.S. holding company. He 
has served as chair of the South Carolina 
Governor's Small and Minority Business 
Council, and as a director of the First Union 
National Bank (S.C.) and First Carolina Bank. · 

Lader has been active in higher education 
administration, serving as president of South 
Carolina's Winthrop University and as presi, 
dent of Australia's first private university. He 
has also served as a trustee of three South 

Carolina colleges, as a member of Duke 
University's Institute of Public Policy Board of 
Visitors, and chair of the South Carolina 
Rhodes Scholarship selection committee. 

With his wife, Linda LeSourd Lader, he was 
the co,founder and host of Renaissance Week, 
ends, family retreats of innovative leaders from 
diverse fields which have been organized since 
1981 with the objective of personal and 
national renewal. 

Lader was educated at Duke University 
(B.A., Phi Beta Kappa), the University of 
Michigan (M.A. in American history), Oxford 
University (graduate law studies), and Harvard 
Law School G.D.). He is a member of the South 
Carolina, District of Columbia, and Florida 
bars, and is a licensed real estate broker and 
U.S. Army veteran. 

The U.S. Small Business Administration, 
established in 1953, administers a wide array 
of loan guarantee, venture capital, disaster 
relief, export, business counseling, govern, 
ment contract procurement, and other pro, 
grams. Its authorization for the current fiscal 
year exceeds $15 billion, and its current loan 
portfolio is over $26 billion. About sixty 
percent of Americans earn their living from 
the 21 million small businesses registered in 
this country. Small business has consistently 
been the principal generator of new jobs in the 
U.S. in recent years.

ACADEMIC REGALIA AND CEREMONY 

The gowns, hoods, and caps worn in 
academic ceremonies today are relics of clothing 
worn in medieval times by students and 
professors. In the early universities - Bologna, 
Paris, Oxford - the undergraduate students 
had no prescribed academic dress but wore their 
usual clerical or ecclesiastical habits. The 
professors wore more colorful academic regalia 
than their modern~day descendants. Probably 
the gowns and hoods were worn for warmth 
in the unheated halls where the lectures were 
delivered. From the sixteenth century on, there 
is a change to somber black and it is only in 
the hoods worn in academic processions today 
that the warmth and color of medieval 
academic pageantry is retained. 

The hoods representing degrees granted by 
various colleges and universities have linings 
(turned to exhibit their hues to the fullest 
advantage) in the colors of the granting 
institutions. In addition, the facing of the hood 
represents by its color the discipline in which 
the degree has been granted: white for arts, 
letters or humanities; golden yellow for science; 
purple for law; green for medicine; lemon yellow 
for library science; orange for engineering; drab 
for commerce or business; light blue for 
education; pink for music; brown for fine arts; 
apricot for nursing; dark blue for philosophy; 
scarlet for theology; citron for social work; sage 
green for physical education. 

Since 1895, in the United States, the colors 
and types of caps and gowns have been largely 
standardized; in 1932 the code was revised to 
some extent, and in 1960 it was revised once 
more. A few American universities have 
adopted gowns other than black in color, and 
in European universities there is more diversity 
in cut and in the cap than prevails in the 
United States. Trustees and administrators of 
American colleges and universities, too, may 
wear regalia which is different from that 
commonly worn. The trustees of Youngstown 

State University wear a specially designed 
cardinal gown. 

The bachelor's gown is worn closed; the 
master's gown is worn open or closed, 
depending partly on its tailoring; and the 
wearer of the doctor's gown has the privilege 
of wearing it open or closed. The sleeves of the 
three types of gowns are of different lengths and 
cuts, and in addition the sleeves of the doctor's 
gown have three horizontal velvet stripes. The 
doctor's gown also has a vertical facing of velvet 
in front. The stripes and facing may be either 
black or in the color representing the field in 
which the wearer has received the doctorate. 

There are different opinions about the origin 
of the caps worn in academic ceremonies. One 
view is that the "mortar board" is in actuality 
adapted from the wooden square used by 
masons. Another is that it stems from the 
ecclesiastical or clerical head covering of the 
medieval period. The tassels worn on the caps 
may or may not be of the same types. In some 
institutions all masters' and bachelors' tassels 
are black; in others the tassels, which are the 
same as the colors of the facings of the hoods, 
reflect the degree received. The tassels worn by 
doctors may be black or gold thread. 

There is something of the same adherence to 
tradition in commencement processions that 
exists in academic garb, altho ugh eac h 
institution has the right to adapt the ceremony 
to its own requirements. The chief marshals 
lead the line of march , followed by the 
president, the speaker, trustees, and other 
members of the party to be seated on the 
platform. Then follow the facu lty and the 
candidates for degrees. The recessional at the 
end of the ceremony follows the same order. 

Recipients of University Honors will receive 
special insignia, consisting of golden honor 
cords placed around the shoulders.
