Ohio.

Lois Margaret Nora

Dr. Nora comes to NEOUCOM from the
University of Kentucky College of Medicine in
Lexington, where she served as associate dean
for academic affairs and administration and as
a professor of neurology. She also was a
professor of law at the university. In her
administrative role at the college of medicine,
Dr. Nora was responsible for the medical
education mission of the institution and was
involved in the development of productivity
guidelines linking research, education, and
clinical practice.

Dr. Nora earned her medical degree in 1979
from the Rush Medical College in Chicago and
her law degree from the University of Chicago
in 1987. More recently, she earned a master’s
degree in business administration from the
University of Kentucky Gatton College of
Business Economics. Dr. Nora is a neurologist
with subspecialty certification in
electrodiagnostic medicine and fellowship
training in clinical medical ethics.

Among many honors and awards, Dr. Nora
has been an American Association of
University Women Foundation Research
Scholar-in-Residence, an American Council on
Education fellow, and a participant in the

Executive Leadership in Academic Medicine
Program. She is a fellow of the American
Academy of Neurology. Dr. Nora also has been
a visiting professor and an invited lecturer at a
number of universities and medical schools in
the United States and abroad.

Dr. Nora’s research focuses on the interface of
medicine and the law, and topics in medical
education.
