Source Comparison – Due April 21
Reading multiple sources can be confusing, but some of the best insights come from exploring the differences and contradictions between sources.  Choose 2 of your sources, of any kind, that offer different ideas about your text or your inquiry question.  Then complete the following tasks:

1) Write a brief description of each piece that explains what the article, chapter, or website does and how it relates to your text or your inquiry.  
2) Write a 1-page reflection of how the ideas in the two sources compare.  What do they agree about?  What do they disagree about?  What do you think about what they have to say?  What questions do their disagreements raise for you?  How do their disagreements help you understand the novel you’re studying? 
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
