A Youngstown State University 
football player is being held at the 
M a h o n i n g County Jail awaiting an 
extradit ion hearing, A k r o n C i t y 
Police said. Y S U freshman Anthony 
N o r m a n Jr., 19; was arrested 
Tuesday, charged wi th the murder of 
Christopher L. Harris, 23, of A k r o n . 
Police allege that a shootout on July 
18 in A k r o n between N o r m a n and 
Michael Welch,, 19, also of A k r o n , 
resulted in the death of Harris , who 
was an innocent bystander. 

N o r m a n was arrested Tuesday at 
Stambaugh Stadium by tine 
Northern Ohio Violent Fugitive Task 
Force, work ing in cooperation with 
Youngstown and Y S U Police.

Freshman accused in slaying 

Arrest reports and a press release 
f rom the A k r o n , police state that 
N o r m a n is being charged wi th the 
murder ' of 
Harr is , the 
attempted mur­
der of Welch and 
felonious assault. 
Welch was 
arrested at 
Summit County 
Jail where lie is 
currently incar­
cerated for 
domestic violence and a probation 
violation. Welch is being charged 
w i t h attempted murder, felonious 
assault, carrying a concealed weapon

and weapons under disability. 
Lt. Robin Lees, a spokesperson for 

the Youngstown Police Department, 
said Tuesdays arrest on campus was 
"effected wi thout incident." Lees 
said the officers formed a perimeter 
around the stadium in case N o r m a n 
tried to escape. 

"We didn' t want to be playing a 
hide-and-seek game," Lees said. 

July's shooting occurred in a 
parking lot on Plaza*Boulevard in 
A k r o n at 3:26 a.m. Police said the 
shootout was between Welch and 
N o r m a n . Harr i s , an innocent 
bystander, was fatally shot in the 
encounter. W h e n officers arrived on 
the scene, they found Harris ly ing 

face d o w n i n the parking l o t The 
A k r o n Beacon Journal reported that 
Harris had been struck i n the chest. 

Ron Cole, director of marketing 
and communications at Y S U , said 
that the office of student affairs was 
reviewing Norman's case. Cole said 
the university was proceeding wi th 
action in accordance w i t h , the stu­
dent code of conduct Cole stressed 
that the crime took place in A k r o n 
and had nothing to do w i t h the uni­
versity or the athletics department 
on campus. • • 

"The focus here today is the stu­
dent's status here at the university," 
Cole said. 

Cole said that the proceedings 
couldn't be made public unti l they 
were completed, i n accordance wi th

Death 
toll 
reaches

W A S H I N G T O N — A s 
the Iraq war hit a g r i m 
benchmark Tuesday w i t h 
the announcement that the 
death tol l for A m e r i c a n 
troops had reached 2,000, 
President Bush said his 
commitment to victory had 
not changed. 

The pol i t ical environ­
ment i n which he is con­
ducting the war, however, 
is very different from how 
it was earlier i n the conflict. 

H i s lowest-ever approval 
Tarings, conservative anger 
over his Supreme Court 
nominee, and a grand jury 
investigation based in part 
on faulty pre-war intell i ­
gence can only make it 
harder to stay the course, 
said members of Congress 
and political analysts. 

" I f s the bigger picture 
that continues to wear 
d o w n Bush's approval rat­
ing on Iraq, and voter frus­
tration w i t h Iraq," said 
A m y Walter, a senior editor 
w i t h the Washington-based 
Cook Political Report. 

W h e n the 1,000th 
American died in Iraq in 
September of last year, 
Bush stood less than two

State University student, spent a year and 
a half i n Iraq serving as a medic,, a iding 
fellow American soldiers; bandaging the 
wounded, housing the?sick and.always 
staying alert. N o w he's finally home. \... 

Franeis;22> returned home to Erie, Pa., 
O c t 10 and was greeted by friends and 
family members at the Pittsburgh 
International Airport . 

" I ' m just happy to be home," Francis 
said. " I d o n ' t e v e r getemotional or 'any* 
things but seeing everyone tryere real ly 
got tome. I t was awesome." 

The former Y S U engineering student 
discussed a variety of topics that took 
place overseas, including* some of the 

graphic images witnessed. 
"I took care of a lot of people who had 

lost their arms or legs. It shocked me a.t 
first to see-it/but then I had to just get to 

.work and help them," Francis said. " I f s 
^ a lot worse than any .movie or television 

show can imagine." ,-.//-•

fell vict im to a nearby car bomb.. 

• . "The parents and two little girls were 
sent to us..We gave them medicine and 
patched them up.

? semester to: join the Marines . Francis 

said he enjoyed his time i n Youngstown, 
but felt hfe.could have a bigger impact 
by going overseas. '

Four thefts'from student cars this week­
end, totaling reported losses of over $4,000, 
have led to an urgent message to students 
from Y S U Police. 

"If you see anything even a little out of 
the ordinary, or something that just doesn't 
seem to belong, br ing it to our attention," 

, Y S U Police Chief John Gocala said. 
Gocala noted that officers on patrol 

aren't always in the right place at the right 
time, but if students alert them of unusual 

events or people anywhere on campus, 
they'l l investigate. H e said increased stu­
dent involvement w o u l d help officer 
patrols, which could lead to a decrease i n 
crime, such as the break-ins. " 

" W e ' l l look at anyone if we get a student 
call. If they don't belong o n campus for any 
reason, w e ' l l give them a trespass warning 
and make sure they don't come back," 
Gocala said. N 

The thefts, three of w h i c h occurred i n th^:-
Universi ty Courtyard Apartments parking 
lot, took place between 11:30 p . m . o n

war: 2,000 dead — so far 
The conflict i n Iraq reached another gr im 

milestone this week as the 2,000th 
American soldier died on Saturday from 
wounds received i n combat. T h a f s 2,000 
Americans who have died in support of an 
idea — whether they believed in it or not — 
that their presence overseas was protecting 
their country and a l lowing a new, better 
government to grow in a country that was 
previously ruled by an oppressive dictator. 

The validity of those beliefs is still up for 
debate, and the success or failure of 
America's long-term efforts in Iraq are in an 
area of equal uncertainty. Whether the deaths 

of those 2,000 brave soldiers were noble sac­
rifices for a greater good or tragedies con­
sumed in a lost cause remains to be seen. 

One thing is certain, though. It was w a y 
back in M a y 2003 that President Bush stood 
smi l ing on the deck of the USS A b r a h a m 
L i n c o l n under a huge s ign that read, 
" M i s s i o n Accompl i shed , " as he declared an 
end to the major combat operations i n Iraq 
— a short sighted celebration turned sadis­
tically ironic given the many hundreds of 
soldiers ki l led since that photo-op. 

By September 2004, 1,000 Amer ican sol­
diers had lost their lives. N o w , a little more 

than a year later, we have 1,000 more dead 
Americans to add to that number. 

Joining the Americans are Iraqi civilians: 
men, women, police officers, soldiers and 
children. The last unofficial count tallied 
more than 30,000 Iraqis w h o have died since 
the U.S. invaded. The Iraqi innocents were 
hit harder in 2005 than they ever were pre­
viously; an average of 60 civilians are ki l led 
each day, according to The N e w York Times. 

H o w close are we to f inishing our busi­
ness i n Iraq? It could be that Iraq approving 
a new constitution w i l l give the f ledgling 
democracy the momentum it needs to gov­

ern and protect itself. Conversely, the facts 
that the constitution only narrowly passed 
and that Iraqi insurgents have stepped u p 
their efforts to k i l l and m a i m A m e r i c a n sol­
diers and Iraqi civilians could show that 
Amer ica has become stuck i n a quagmire 
from w h i c h it cannot soon w a l k away. 

America 's operations i n Iraq are lodged 
i n doubt. What/s certain is that if our efforts 
fai l , and Iraq's new government can't w i t h ­
stand inner t u r m o i l and the attacks of 
insurgents, the 2,000 blue stars that adorn 
this page w i l l be joined by 1,000 more in no 
time at a l l .

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months from re-election. The 
2,000th death f inds h i m 
more vulnerable to demands 
to p u l l out U.S. troops soon­
er rather than later. 

" I f s a very sobering hall ­
mark/' said Sen. Dianne 
Feinstein, D-Calif . "It i n d i ­
cates that we need to rethink 
where we are i n Iraq." 

Bush told a group of mil i ­
tary spouses in Washington on 
Tuesday that the United States 
w i l l continue helping Iraq's 
military and political system 
to the point where they can 
operate independently. 

" N o one should underes­
timate the difficulties 
ahead/' he said. " N o r should 
they overlook the advan­
tages we br ing to this fight." 

Speaking at Bo i l ing A i r 
Force Base, Bush d i d not 
specifically cite the 2,000th 
death but said, "Each loss of 
life is heartbreaking." 

"The best way to honor 
the sacrifice of our fallen 
troops is to complete the 
mission and lay the founda­
tion of peace by spreading 
freedom/' Bush said. 

Bush and his aides touted 
the Iraqi electorate's recent 
approval of a constitution as 
a major step forward. They 
n o w look forward to the 
election of a permanent Iraqi 
government i n m i d -
December, though that does­
n't automatically mean a 
d r a w d o w n of troops. 

"The president doesn't 
believe in artif icial time 
l ines ," said White H o u s e 
press secretary Scott 
McCle l lan . "It w i l l be based 

on circumstances on the 
ground. " 

Bush and supporters said 
a democracy can spread 
from Iraq to the rest of the 
M i d d l e East, thereby reduc­
ing the influence of terror­
ism. 

Critics laud the goals but 
question the cost, and 
marked the 2,000th death by 
cal l ing for a clearer p lan , 
leading to withdrawal . 

"If he is suggesting an 
open-ended, long-term com­
mitment, I 'm afraid thafs 
not good enough," said Sen. 
Dick Durb in , D-IU. 

Feinstein said the election 
of a new government i n 
December is an opportunity. 

"It seems to me that that?s 
the time to look at getting to 
downsize, and change the 
mission i n Iraq," she said. 

Some skeptics fear things 
w i l l get worse before they 
get better. 

M a n y A r a b Sunnis voted 
against the constitution, 
some of these critics pointed 
out, and c iv i l war between 
Sunnis and Shiites remains a 
possibility. 

In any event, critics note 
that Iraq has become a haven 
for al-Qaida and other m i l i ­
tants. 

Others pointed to recent 
testimony by Gen. George 
Casey, who said only one 
Iraqi battalion is ready to 
fight without Amer ican sup­
port, d o w n from three last 
year. 

The Government Account­
ability Office reported this 
month that security costs are 

diverting money from needed 
infrastructure projects i n Iraq. 

Sen. Barbara M i k u l s k i , D -
M d . , said the Bush adminis­
tration has to w o r k harder 
for more he lp f rom more 
countries i n combating the 
insurgency. 

"The fact is we have to get 
other nations involved , " she 
said. "We went to war w i t h 
Iraq; n o w we're at war wi th­
in Iraq." 

N e w s of the 2,000th death 
also underscored the 
nation's pol i t ical polar iza­
tion. 

"Opponents of the w a r 
w i l l seize this moment to 
attack our policy i n Iraq," 
said Sen. John M c C a i n , R-
A r i z . "They're already doing 
that. We k n o w that. It w i l l 
not affect m y view, except 
for the sorrow and regret 
that I feel at the loss of 
American l ives." 

Sen. C a r l L e v i n of 
Michigan, the top Democrat 
on the Senate A r m e d 

- Services Committee, called 
the 2,000 deaths "a nonparti­
san issue" and "an immense 
tragedy personally for the 
families of those 
Americans." 

O n e result, he said, is 
already lost public support. 

" A m e r i c a is n o w ques­
tioning more and more the 
president's decisions," Lev in 
said. " N o t only the state­
ments, the policy w h i c h led 
to the war, the w a y we got 
into it, but the failure to 
acquire allies and to get the 
Iraqis to take over the securi­
ty of their country." 

Bush could normally look 
to his conservative base for 
support, but the Iraq war has 
also been criticized by nomi­
nal allies. 

Lawrence Wilkerson, for­
mer chief of staff to former 
Secretary of State C o l i n 
Powel l , said last week that 
Iraq has had a "deleterious 
impact" on foreign policy, 
and " i s going to resonate 
wi th the military for a long 
time to come." 

Meanwhile , Bush's deep 
pool of conservative support 
has been drained by opposi­
t ion to Supreme Court nomi­
nee Harriet Miers . Some con­
servatives say the W h i t e 
House counsel lacks qualif i­
cations for the job. 

A grand jury, meanwhile, 
is investigating the news 
leak of the name of a C I A 
operative, the wife of a for­
mer d ip lomat w h o chal­
lenged the administrat ion 
claims about S a d d a m 
H u s s e i n and weapons of 
mass destruction. 

Indictments of high-level 
aides could make the admin­
istration more vulnerable to 
criticism over Iraq, analysts 
said, at least temporarily. 

M i c h a e l O ' H a n l o n , a 
senior fe l low at the 
Brookings Institution, said 
Iraq preceded the presi­
dents other difficulties and 
w i l l l ikely linger after the 
rest fade. 

" A lot of these recent 
problems," he said, "are sort 
of classic temporary prob­
lems — w i t h the notable 
exception of Iraq."

Gocala also said that the 
recent situation of funding 
for jails and prisons i n the 
area could be leading to the 
break-ins, noting h o w cr im­
inals who are arrested for 
these types of crimes are 
often released w i t h no jai l 
time, putt ing them back o n 
the streets w i t h no punish­
ment. T h i s makes a stu­
dent's w a t c h f u l eye even 
more i m p o r t a n t 

" A n y o n e or anyth ing , 
anywhere on campus that 
seems l ike it doesn't belong, 
we want students to let us 
k n o w , " Gocala said.

"That's not w h y we're there 
and I know that We are try­
ing to help establish some­
thing in Iraq that they have 
not seen: peace." 

Francis said l i e was sur­
prised by the many w a r m 
receptions he and his pla­
toon received f rom some of 
the Iraqi people. The hos­
pitable treatment by some of 
the citizens d i d not, howev­
er, overshadow Francis ' 
deep feelings of fear. 

"I was scared and nervous 
everyday," Francis said. 
" M a n y of the people are nice 
as all hell, but there are obvi­
ously enemies trying to take 
y o u out. I prayed not to meet 
those guys." 

Francis became close with 
his fellow medics and said 
they formed a strong unit. 

"We were never attacked, 
thank God, but we took care 
of many who were. We took 
care of Amer ican soldiers, 
and even some Iraqi citizens. 
We tried to help everyone, 
not just the Americans , " 
Francis said. 

Francis said he was aware 
of the public's current per- 1 

ception of President George 
W. Bush. Francis tried to be 
diplomatic in regards to the 
president. 

"Its easy to bash the presi­
dent right n o w but he is our 
leader. We have to remain 
strong and have faith i n 
h i m , " Francis said. 

V -Rachel Boring, Francis' sis­

ter, said she is happy her big 
brother is back home. 

"Everybody missed h im. 
We are really proud of what 
he d i d , " Boring said. 

" I 'm looking forward to" ; 
spending as much time wi th , 
h i m as 1 can. We have a lot' of a ' 
catching u p to do , " Francis's 
dad N o r m Francis, born and 

raised in Youngstown, said. 
Francis said his plans for 

the future are unclear. H e 
does not k n o w if he w i l l 
continue any further 

- involvement ' w i t h the 
\ Marines . Francis expressed 
a strong ctesire to gcTbacS.' to 
school and has not ruled out 
a possible return to Y S U . 

"I liked Y S U when I was 
there. The classes were great, 
I made a lot of friends, and 
the campus looks nice too. I'll 
take some time and look at all 
my options. I might be back," 
Francis said. "Right now, its 
just time to relax' and enjoy 
being home."

jar of eyeballs. Everything has i f s place and reason, but for an 
observer, with extra body parts strewn here and there, it simply 
seems a better-lit extension of die fright show going on upstairs. 

They are two of the makeup artists that comprise the crew 
for the haunted house and laboratory. They talk shop: a mon­
ster face tore last night, and i f 11 need repaired by Saturday 
night. 

I can't take it anymore, and finally ask what possesses them 
to work a job like this. 

James Schick crosses tattooed arms and considers, finally 
answering with a smirk, "Just feeding the addiction. Make 
someone scream and run into a wal l once... If s a rush to know 
your work d i d it." 

Marty Whitmore, with the bullet hole, gets distracted by 
someone walking into the studio. They shake hands and toss a 
bit of gossip back and forth before settling into business. I 'm 
fascinated by the work both the men are doing, taking an aver­
age employee and quickly blackening eyes, layering masks 
and gore, flayed skin and hanging eyeballs. 

The employee laughs while getting worked on, watching 
themselves be transformed in the mirror. " I f s cool to watch 
yourself turn into something else, something scary. See the 
effect you have on people, ya know?

James 
did m y makeup, and it was awesome. We made a bunch of 
girls fall d o w n screaming." They sober a moment, thinking 
over their creatures and demons; their art. 

"Ifs really cool to start with a blank canvas, and end u p 
with a monster i n just five or-ten minutes," he says. 

Schick agrees. "There's something gratifying about being 
the makeup artist for a haunted house, especially one this 
good. I fs not often y o u get to take the incredible ugliness 
thaf s inside yourself, put it on someone else, and instead of 
having someone say ' G o d , thafs awful! H o w could you do 
that?' say, 'Wow, thafs really cool looking,' or scream i n terror 
when they see it in the house. If s just really satisfying.". 

Open since 1974, and scaring people ever since, the 
Haunted School House and Laboratory isn't just another little 
haunted house on the radio. Scene magazine has rated it the 
best haunted house in northeast Ohio, and Nickelodeon mag­
azine considers it the number two spot in the United States. 
According.to.the Ohio Paranormal Society,, there's also a certi­
fied haunting in the lab. Not only that, but their effects are 
superior, not simply leading guests through a black maze with 
people jumping out randomly at them. The sets are elaborate, 
carefully done, and even beautiful in a horribly macabre kind 
of way. 

So I'm being treated, and I k n o w it, and part of the experi­
ence is promising to keep secrets, which lets them keep scaring 
their guests, who wouldn't want it any other way.

Donation gives Dental 
Hygiene clinic a boost

A donation from Dean 
John Yemma of the Bitonte 
College of Heal th and 
H u m a n Services provided 
most of the $30,000 neces­
sary for new 360-degree X -
ray machines in Youngstown 
State Univers i ty ' s Dental 
Hygiene Cl inic . 

These new panoramic 
radiograph machines pro­
vide dental hygiene majors 
an upgrade over previous 
equipment, which only took 
small individual X-rays. 

"It is important that they 
are trained i n the latest tech­
nology," Madele ine 
Haggerty, director of the 
dental hygiene program, 
said. "We want our students 
to be able to use what the 
doctors are practicing on , " 
she said. 

Dental Hygiene students 
receive first-hand experience 
practicing on students and 
people i n the community, 
although they are carefully 
monitored. Ora l exams and 
polishing teeth are some of 
the services the students pro­
vide. 

"They must complete a 
radiology lecture and labora­
tory course before they can 
work o n patients," Haggerty 
said. 

One Y S U student, Lauren 
Alfreno, regularly checks the 

patients for problems. 
"We give them oral exams 

and check everything; cavi­
ties, g u m disease, gingivitis 
and then we refer them out 
to their private dentist," she 
said. 

Patients must s ign a 
release that gives their den-
tisfs name for the clinic to 
send the X-rays to for use in 
their prognosis. 

There are also 16. new-
computers w i t h the latest 
programs available. O n e 
program is C A E S Y , which 
allows the examiner to make 
a model of the patienf s teeth 
and chart problems. 

W o r k i n g w i t h C A E S Y 
were Alfreno and L o r i De 
Salvo. 

"The really nice thing 
about it is the chart, that 
when a patient has a cavity 
fi l led we can mark what 
progress has been made and 
keep a record for that partic­
ular person," DeSalyo said. 

Haggerty said she 
believes the experience is 
particularly useful once the 
students graduate, and that 
these new machines w i l l 
help them prepare for the 
equipment i n a dent i s f s 
office. 

"They may go into an 
office and it might not be 
exactly the same program, 
but they w i l l be familiar wi th 
it ," Haggerty said.

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Civil rights champion's 
son to visit YSU campus

The son of c i v i l rights 
leader M a r t i n Luther K i n g 
Jr. w i l l conduct an invita­
t ional consultat ion w i t h 
Valley leaders on Fr iday i n 
K i l c a w l e y Center. M a r t i n 
Luther K i n g III w i l l lead a 
group of representatives 
from M a h o n i n g Valley i n an 
attempt to help the c o m m u ­
nity unify. 

K i n g , born 1957, is the 
second oldest of four ch i l ­
dren born to M a r t i n Luther 
K i n g Jr. and Coretta Scott 
K i n g . A human rights advo­
cate, c o m m u n i t y activist 
and polit ical leader, K i n g 
has been aggressively 
involved i n important p o l i ­
cy initiatives to help main­
tain the fair and just treat­
ment of citizens at home 
and abroad w h i l e be ing 
deeply devoted to the strug­
gle for a nonviolent society. 

"We want h i m to lead us 
in an open conversat ion 
about labor-management 
relations, race relations, 
economics, education, class 
and other issues that sepa­
rate and d iv ide us and keep 
us from acting i n our best 
interest," J i m m y M y e r s , 
director of Y S U Equal 
Opportunity and Diversity, 
said. 

K i n g w i l l open the meet­
ing of about 25 representa­
tives w i t h a 30-minute 
speech, f o l l o w e d by two 
shorter speeches by local 
leaders. Groups represented 
at the meeting w i l l then pre­
sent a list of priorities i n 
order of importance. A dis­
cussion on those priorities 
and h o w they affect the citi­
zens of the area w i l l be the 
m a i n topic of d iscuss ion 

throughout the consulta­
tion. 

The groups w i l l consist 
of business, education, 
labor, and other leaders 
throughout the M a h o n i n g 
Valley.

A c c o r d i n g to Myers , Y S U 
asked K i n g to come to 
Youngstown because of his 
nat ional reputat ion for 
resolving conflicts effective­
l y and b r i n g i n g v a r y i n g 
segments of the community 
together. 

In 1984, K i n g traveled to 
f ive poverty s tr icken 
A f r i c a n nations o n a fact­
f inding tour. D u r i n g the late 
1980s he turned his atten­
t ion to the injustices i n 
South Afr i ca and the free­
d o m of N e l s o n M a n d e l a . 
K i n g traveled i n England i n 
1996 to share his message as 
part of a month- long cele­
brat ion of Black H i s t o r y 
M o n t h , and also served as 
president of the Southern 
C h r i s t i a n Leadership 
Conference. 

K i n g w i l l also attend a 
luncheon at the H o l i d a y Inn 
Metroplex i n G i r a r d f rom 
noon to 1:30 p . m . o n Friday. 
The event, sponsored by the 
Y o u n g s t o w n / W a r r e n 
Regional Chamber , w i l l 
honor local school districts 
that received "Exce l lent " 
ratings on the 2004-05 state 
report card.

Groups hope Swoopes will help acceptance

D A L L A S — Sheryl 
Swoopes ' announcement 
that she was coming out of 
the closet shot through 
Houston's gay and lesbian 
community Wednesday like 
a comet. National women's 
groups h o p e d the news 
smashed more barriers in 
the process. 

"I can't tell y o u h o w 
many people have called me 
and said, 'Have y o u seen it? 
H a v e y o u heard i t? ' " said 
D o n n a Junker, a Houston 
Comets season ticket holder 
for the last eight years. 

"Yes, yes, yes!" 
Fears of homosexuali ty 

have flourished in male and 
female locker rooms for 
years, and it affects everyone 
regardless of their sexual or i ­
entation, said D o n n a 
Lopiano, executive director 
of the Women's Sports 
Foundation. 

With a recognizable figure 
such as Swoopes coming for­
w a r d , Lopiano hopes more 
stereotypes are shattered, 
and people begin accepting 
the reality of others. 

"It w i l l go a long way 
toward reducing the hostili­
ty toward lesbian and gay 
athletes and coaches that 
results i n harassment and 
discrimination and negative­
l y affects team unity , " 
Lopiano said. "It has a lot of 
really good i m p a c t " 

Tennis star Bi l l ie Jean 
K i n g supported Swoopes. 

" I ' m glad that Sheryl was 
able to make this decision on 
her o w n terms and for her 
o w n reasons," K i n g said. 
" I ' m happy for her to be able 
to l ive openly and freely, and 
I hope that others w i l l gain 
strength from her decision." 

Pat Griff in, author of a 
book titled "Strong Women, 
Deep Closets , " believes 
Swoopes immediately 
becomes a role model for 
y o u n g people s truggl ing 
w i t h their sexuality. 

" I ' m excited for her and 
what it means for continu­
ing and m o v i n g the discus­
s ion about d i sc r iminat ion 
about and gays and lesbians 
out into the publ ic , " Gr i f f in 
said. " A n y k i n d of conversa­
t ion is good rather than 
silence." 

But J im Buzinski , founder 
of a gay magazine called 
Outsports .com, said he can't

The H a l l o w e e n reform 
movement

yet H o m e y ! Sermonized by 
local and national newspa­
pers, a movement was 
begun in the late 1800s to 
m o l d Hal loween into a more 
amiable holiday. A l l fright­
ening and grotesque super­
stitions, inc luding trick-or-
treating, were to be left 
behind i n favor of parties 
and community get-togeth­
ers. By the beginning of the 
20th century, H a l l o w e e n 
had lost nearly all of its reli­
gious, and horrific impl ica­
tions. 

' A s the 20th century wore 
on, H a l l o w e e n rapid ly 
became a more w i d e l y 
accepted secular holiday; it 
was often celebrated w i t h 
parades, neighborhood par-

W h e n the l l t h - r a n k e d Youngstown State 
Universi ty football team travels to Cedar 
Falls, Iowa, Saturday to battle the Northern 
Iowa Panthers, they w i l l not only be play­
ing the N o . 18-ranked squad in D i v i s i o n 1-
A A , but the Penguins w i l l also be facing 
them indoors. 

The Panthers are one of just a handful of 
college football teams to play their home 
games indoors, and the atmosphere creates 
a unique home field advantage for U N I . 

"They feel l ike it is an advantage/' Y S U 
head coach Jon Heacock said. ' ' A n d it has 
been over the years playing there in the 
dome, w i t h the c rowd and the noise and the 
s o u n d . " 

The Panthers' record so far this year 
illustrates this advantage. Just 4-3 
overall , U N I is a perfect 3-0 at the 
dome. 

Heacock said Y S U w o u l d have 
to keep the c rowd quiet in order to 
negate mat advantage. 

"It is going to be loud if we 
al low them to make it l o u d , " he 
said. 

The Penguins (74, 4-0) might 
just have the offense to 
keep the U N I Dome quiet 
for at least one night 
Saturday.

"We have to key on mak­
ing everybody w o r k wel l 
together because i f s a small 
group and we don't have a 
lot of depth," Anderson said. 
"We can't rely on just w i n ­
ning by numbers. We have 
to w i n by quality." 

Being a small group has its 
advantages, however. With 
no seniors on the squad, 
younger athletes have 
assumed the leadership role, 
and the freshmen wil l have 
the opportunity to get experi­
ence in pressure situations as 
they wi l l be counted on to 
contribute immediately. The 
addition of the program's first 
full-time assistant in Jillian 
Coleman wi l l also allow the 
swimmers to get more spe­
cialized personal attention in 
Workouts. 

The team also has goals 
outside of the pool involving 
academic commitment and 
community service. The team 
has the ambition of earning a 
combined grade-point aver­
age of at least 3.3 and having 
the highest C P A of any team 
on campus — a title they fell 
just short of last season after 
having the distinction in 2003-
04. The squad also wants to 

reclaim the Horizon League 
Community -Service Award 
that it enjoyed two years ago.

The freestyle events wi l l 
be YSU's strongest area as-
the squad has solid s w i m ­
mers from the 50-yard free to 
the mile. 

Anchoring the group wil l 
be two of the best sprinters in 
school history in Bertuzzi and 
sophomore Brittany Senh. 

Bertuzzi ranks second ail-
time in school history in the 
100 and 200 free. She missed 
breaking the school mark in 
the 200 free at last season's 
Horizon League Champion­
ships by .4 seconds with a 
12th-place time of '1:55.95. She 
added a 14th-p!ace finish in 
the 100 free at the meet with a 
personal-best-time of 53.74. 

Senn finished 10th in the 
50 free at the conference 
meet last season with per­
sonal-best (time of 24.82, 
which ranks third all-time in 
school history. The sopho­
more ranks fifth all-time in 
the 100 free after placing 
18th in the conference in.the 
event last year. She has also 
stepped into a leadership 
role as a leader-by-example
