proved this vision would not 

•be economically feasible and 
he now backs McKelvey's idea. 

The construction of the 
original proposed center was 
estimated to cost $30 mil l ion. 

Sweet recently sent a letter 

to McKelvey suggesting using 
the grant money to renovate 
Beeghiy Center. 

Sweet further proposed 
using grant money to reopen 
and restore the Wick Pollock 
Inn to save money on building 
a new and larger hotel down­
town. 

The latest discussion for 
the convocation center has trig­
gered strong responses from 
officials in the Youngstown 
and Y S U communities.

Vindy writer blasts university administration

A columnist for The 
Vindicator and University 
President David Sweet have 
been exchanging heated words 
for months with the columnist 
referring to Sweet and other 
administrators as "the grinch 
who stole Christmas." 

Bertram de Souza, long 
time political columnist for The 
Vindicator, has sharp words 
for the administration and has 
blasted recent pay raises. 

Sweet fired back with his 
own comments about de Souza 
saying the columnist does not 
have all of the facts. 

The latest round heated up 
just before the end of the year 
when an editorial blasted the 
administration for accepting a 
three percent salary increase 
after imposing an eight percent 
tuition increase for fall 2004. 
De Souza followed up with his 
columns, call ing their deci­
sions "misdirected." 

De Suu/.a said the deci­
sions wil l cause more problems 
for YSU's funding on the leg­
islative end and said that 
Ohio's higher education is 
already being closely moni­
tored. 

"When you have an insti­
tution such as Y S U that is oper­
ating with problems such as 
constantly rising tuition, that is 
what they watch in 
Columbus," De Souza said in a 
phone interview Wednesday. 

"This is not a personal 
agenda, this is public policy."

Sweet countered de 
Souza's argument by saying 
the tuition increases are neces­
sary to preserve higher educa­
tion in a time of declining state 
support. He added that Y S U 
ranks first in the state'as far as 
efficiency of "expenditure per 
student." 

"It is essential that we 
maintain and enhance the 
quality of our programs and 
our education," Sweet said. 

Special Assistant to the 

President George M c C l o u d 
agreed with Sweet, urging 
those opposed to the raises to 
take a closer look at the eco­
nomic realities of higher edu­
cation. 

"The situation on higher 
education is much more com­
plex than people think," 
M c C l o u d said, t think they 
wi l l find that simple analysis is 
not enough." 

Sweet said he plans to 
maintain the quality of educa­

tion at Y S U through adminis­
trative pay raises, explaining 
that administrators and /acuity 
alike are involved in a compet­
itive field. 

" O u r understanding is 
that the faculty is open to an 
international job market," 
Sweet said. "If we don't stay 
competitive with salaries they 
may take the option to leave." 

De Souza disagrees that 
raising administrative salaries 
is the proper way to maintain 

educational quality. 
"If there was no tuition

notified Monday afternoon at 
a meeting with Y S U Associate 
Athletic Director Elaine 
Jacobs. 

"She [Bartley] had a one-
year contract with the team," 
Jacobs said. "We just decided 
that her contract wasn't going 
to be renewed. The team felt 
strongly about the final three 
candidates and even more 
strongly about two of the 
three." 

James, who was born i n 
Trinidad, began his career at 
Wheeling Park H i g h School in 
West Virginia where he led the 
women's soccer program to 
two consecutive state titles 
(1998-99) with an overall 
record of 59-6-1. 

When James comes to 
YSU, he w i l l see many familiar 
faces from his days coaching 
West Virginia high school soc­
cer.

Eckman said she is not sure the 
idea is sound and State Senator 
Robert Hagan, D - Youngstown, 
said he has concerns about the 
process. 

Hagan said that while he 
supports any project that 
unites the university and the 
community, he is disappointed 
that he was not contacted by 
either Sweet or McKelvey for 
his input concerning the new 
developments. 

"I was shocked to first be 
made aware of the proposal 
when reading a newspaper," 
Hagan said. "State institutions 
are funded by legislators and 

they should involve us i n any 
discussions." 

Sweet said he suggested 
the idea because Beeghiy 
Center already has seating 
capacity for more than 5,000 
people, which exceeds plans 
for the original convocation 
center. 

"It's logical to explore 
whether the facility could be 
upgraded to serve as a convo­
cation center to the communi­
ty," Sweet said. 

Eckman agreed that the 
Beeghiy Center renovation 
plan would save money, how­
ever, she added that existing 

structures such as Powers and 
Stambaugh auditoriums cause 
her to question the use and 
worth of any convocation cen­
ter. 

Whi le both Sweet and 
McKelvey say they are opti­
mistic that the renovation pro­
posal could be successful and 
beneficial to both the universi­
ty and community, the idea has 
not been received without seri­
ous questions. 

A s the federal grant cur­
rently stands, stipulations w i l l 
only allow for the S25 mil l ion 
to be used in creating a convo­
cation center. Both Sweet and 

McKelvey said that U.S. Sens. 
M i k e DeWine and George 
Voinovich are currently work­
ing to allow for more flexibility 
of the funds. 

DeWine and Voinovich 
could not be reached for com­
ment. 

McKelvey said if the sena­
tors are successful, the grant 
could also be used for other 
revitalization projects and job 
development in the downtown 
area. 

"We need to eliminate the 
picture of boarded and dilapi­
dated buildings downtown," 
McKelvey said. "It has to be 

scaring away prospective stu­
dents." 

Councilman Art is Gi l lam, 
D - l , said he supports the cre­
ation of an entirely new arena, 
w h i c h he said w o u l d br ing 
more jobs to area residents. 
Gi l lam said some people feel 
isolated from the university 
and he opposes the Beeghiy 
Center plan. 

"I am very positive reno­
vating Beeghiy Center instead 
would not be a good idea," 
Gi l lam said.

University President D a v i d Sweet and Youngstown M a y o r 
George McKelvey have teamed u p to push for a plan that 
w o u l d claim $8 mi l l ion of the $25 mi l l ion that was earmarked 
for a convocation center. 

The plan calls for the $8 mi l l ion to be spent renovating 
Beeghly Center and possibly restoring the Wick Pollock Inn/ a 
hotel on campus that has been closed for several years. 

Youngstown State University entered the $25 m i l l i o n con= 
vocation center fray after Youngstown city council members -, 
and other community leaders failed to act on a plan for the fed­
eral funds. ><.* . . • « 

The money was originally procured by former Valley 
Congressman James A . Traficant, who is now i n jail for his ties 
to organized crime. When Traficant secured the funds, m a n y ; 
strings were attached. The biggest string was that the funds 
needed to be used for a large-capacity arena. : , 

Elected national officials are trying to get some of those 
Strings removed so that Youngstown could use the funds for 
other purposes. 

We hope those elected officials are successful. 
The concept of such a convocation center for the city of , 

Youngstown is a ridiculous proposition and by submitting this 
plan for Y S U , Sweet could jeopardize elected officials' success 
i n getting the money freed for truly worthy projects. 

We applaud Sweet for trying to go after federal funds for 
the university but his actions are problematic. 

The first question that must be asked of the idea for reno­
vating Beeghly Center is simple: Why? Is it truly feasible for 
Beeghly Center to be used more i n the future than it is now? 
What renovations are truly needed? 

The second question concerns the Wick Pollock Inn and it 
is a familiar question: W h y ? The Wick Pollock Inn closed for a 
reason. While there were certainly complicating circumstances, 
the primary reason was s imply a lack of business. If mill ions 
are spent to .renovate the Wick Pollock Inn, where w i l l the 
money come from to operate it? The local economy and the 
demand for a hotel i n the d o w n t o w n region could not have 
changed enough since the hotel closed to warrant its reopen-v 

We hope the time w i l l come when the local community is 
prosperous enough and large enough to fully use a large-capac­
ity facility or a downtown hotel. U n t i l that time comes, we urge 
Sweet and McKelvey to do everything i n their power to change 
the economic landscape of our community. This, means creating 
jobs and opportunities, not birthing other buildings that w i l l be 
neglected and under-used.

U n t i l it is k n o w n for sure whether there is any flexibility 
with the funds, we urge Sweet to remember the future of this 
university and this community is its residents and students.

YSU "treading water" with tuition increases 
Editor: 

A s a spring 2003 graduate of Youngstown State, I feel that it 
is my duty as an alumnus to respond to the article "Student 
tuition w i l l rise in fall '04." 

I must first commend Michael Balale on wri t ing a very good 
article and providing the reader w i t h a good background of the 
gravity of the situation. 

N o w , as many students already know, Y S U is one of the 
biggest bargain colleges i n the state of Ohio, or should I say was. 
Y S U is really treading some water by raising tuition for a seventh 
consecutive year! When I began at Y S U in the fall of 1999,1 
believe tuition was around $4,000 a year. A t that time, enroll­
ment was way down. Fast forward to now: enrollment is over 
11,000 students and tuition is soon to be $5,884, realistically over 
$6,0000 to go to Y S U . When y o u look at it like that you think, 
" Y S U should be raking i n the money." Enrollment is 2,000 stu­
dents higher than i n 1999, and they are charging roughly $2,000 
more per student. 

I feel that an area that is being kept quiet i n the administra­
tion is the fact that Y S U really mismanages money. For example, 
the raises given to [University] President [David] Sweet and 
some of his administration. Don't get me wrong, many deserve 
the raises they got. I only realized the mismanagement while I 
have been attending graduate courses at the University of A k r o n . 

The University of A k r o n looks at cutting spending and staff 
before they even touch those tuition costs. But through my 4 
years at Y S U all I saw was spending, spending and spending. 
Another example is the schedule of class booklets that are print­

ed for students. It's nice to have them a year i n advance, but they 
are never done on time and they cost the university and students 
a very high amount of money compared to the old newsprint . 
ones, which are done i n a timely manner. 

Another area I feel needs examined is the student raises. You 
know it is great co have more cash; I worked on campus while I 
was at Y S U , so I know what it's like to make m i n i m u m wage 
and feel broke. However, let us really think this through. A l l that 
your extra twenty cents is going to do is go back into the univer­
sity via increased tuition, higher technology fees, and those 
schedule books. So if you really look hard at it, a service the stu­
dents fought for w i l l end up hurting them i n the long run 

In conclusion, I am a proud graduate of Y S U , and I am only 
writ ing this because 

I feel that Y S U should offer the best and fairest education to 
students. It is obvious to me that the tuition increase w i l l hurt 
enrollment numbers, maybe not this next year, but after that. 
A n d as Emily Eckman said, the increase w i l l hurt YSU's competi­
tive edge. Administrators may not admit this, but if tuition was 
$1,000 dollars less, they may have a lot more students than they 
do currently. The only way to fight this is to stick w i t h Student 
Government. 

Remember your voice cannot be heard unless you can be 
seen and heard.

FLYING SOLO: Ani Difranco is a solo performer for the first time in more than 
a decade on her latest album "Educated Guess."

A n i Difranco's new release, 
"Educated Guess" is eloquent poet­
ry in the form of composition, har­
mony and song. Her 2 1 s t album 
hosts melodic activism and heart­
felt feminism in the guise of striking 
and clean lyrical mischief. 

That sums it up in one sentence, 
although an entire book inspired by 
the muse of all muses would be nec­
essary to summarize the magic 
Difranco has put forth on this 
album. 

Flying solo for the first time in 
more than a decade, Difranco wrote, 
performed, recorded, mixed and 
released "Educated Guess" on her 
own. Shedding her band — and her 
baggage — she delves into a new 
realm of self, starting the album off 
with spoken word of "life knocked 
me off my platforms, so I pulled out 
my first pair of boots bought on the 
street at Astor Place before N e w 
York was run by suits and I suited 
up for the long walk back to myself, 
closer to the ground now with sor­
row and stealth." 

Spoken word is prevalent on 
the album, with "Platforms," "The 
True Story of What Was" and 

" G r a n d C a n y o n , " an ode to 
activists, stewardesses, ancestors 
and most importantly, "the coolest F 
word ever." 

Difranco says, " W h y can't al l 
decent men and women call them­
selves feminists? Out of respect for 
those who fought for this, I mean, 
look around, we have this." 
Feminism is a common subject of 
Difranco's songs, but it is apparent 
she has cleared her view of the bat­
tle. 

Her new experiences and real­
izations have given her more direc­
tion and ammunit ion for her 
activism. Lessons learned and uni­
versal truths are the subjects of 
Difranco's newest lyrics, while time­
ly wisdom shines through the music 
keeping on par for her music. The 
music itself is clean, almost fragile, 
w h i c h is a new direction for 
Difranco who's famous for her pow­
erful guitar picking; The guitar 
work is still extraordinary, but unex­
pected for avid fans. 

According to a Righteous Babe 
Records' press release, "Educated 
Guess was recorded on vintage reel-
to-reel equipment i n a shotgun 
shack i n the Bywater neighborhood 
of N e w Orleans and back home i n 
Buffalo. Deliberately restricting her­

self to 8 tracks of audio and happy 
to incorporate such accidental 
accompaniment as falling rain and 
passing trains, A n i uses the self-
imposed limitations of her minimal 
set-up the way poets embrace the 
formal restraints of a sonnet: as a 
vehicle for personal expression. The 
end result is an album as intimate 
and fresh as the very best of her 
work has always been." 

Difranco always has been on 
her own. She started her own record 
label at the tender age of 19 because 
she d id not want to conform to any 
record company. She has gone full 
circle, successfully returning to her 
roots as a solo artist. 

Difranco w i l l be hitting the road 
to perform these exploding atoms of 
activist philosophy for her friends 
and fans. She w i l l be at Denison 
University outside of Columbus on 
Jan. 31. Tickets have not yet gone on 
sale, but y o u can watch for the 
announcement at www.righteous- 
baberecords.com.

young people to seek God. She 
was so concerned w i t h the 
youth knowing and accepting 
G o d , " Stanford said. 

Stanford also remembered 
Richard as a strong, indepen­
dent woman. 

"She was always moving 
toward something good, 
always doing something posi­
tive," he said. 

Evans remembered 
Richard's dedication to learn­
ing and recalled how excited 
she was to be returning to 
school. 

"She was so excited about 
being at Y S U . She wanted to 
motivate her daughters to pur­
sue their education," Evans 
said. 

Rochelle Ruffer, an associ­
ate professor of economics, 
was introduced to Richard last 
semester when she registered 
for one of her classes. 

Ruffer said Richard never 
sought special treatment and 
never made excuses for herself. 

"She absolutely amazed 
me," Ruffer said. "She only 
mentioned that she had cancer 
because she was worried about 
missing a class because she 
had chemotherapy on 

Wednesdays." 
A t times, Richard would 

find it difficult to take notes or 
sit through class, but she kept 
coming, Ruffer said. 

"I would ask her, ' W h y are 
you doing this?' and she 
would reply, T have to do this 
for my girls. I have to show 
them what is important i n 
life, '" Ruffer said. 

A s the cancer began to 
spread rapidly through her 
body, friends say Richard 
always kept a positive attitude. 

Evans remembered that 
positive attitude, "I was with • 
her the two weeks prior to her 
death and although you could 
tell she was in pain and agony, 
she still smiled and tried to 
encourage those around her," 
Evans said. 

Dennis Forney shared sim­
ilar thoughts. 

"I spoke with Cathy right 
before the end of fall semester. 
I had no idea that she was that 
sick," Forney said. 

Forney, a sophomore, said 
that Richard would often come 
to the Y S U Gospel Choir ' s 
rehearsals and served as an 
adviser. 

"Whatever we needed, she 

was there," Forney said. "If we 
needed encouragement or 
prayer, she was there." 

Fomey said Richard was a 
virtuous woman who fought 
for her beliefs. 

"She was productive i n 
every aspect of her life. You 
caught her working even to her 
dying days." 

Richard's friends said they 
all miss her and are still trying 
to accept her death. 

"I am just taking it one day 
at a time," Evans said. "This is 
the hardest thing I ever had to 
deal with. Eventually, I w i l l be 
able to let her ago." 

Fighting back tears, Ruffer 
expressed the lessons she 
learned from Richard. 

"She inspired me to appre­
ciate life, to remember how 
precious life is," Ruffer said. 

Forney said the impact left 
by Richard is one that can't be 
explained. 

"She left an impression on 
all of our hearts. She left a trail 
of footprints that w i l l always 
be there."

SGA, continued from page 1 
hours, it would be more afford­
able for a student taking 18 
credit hours or more to go to 
Ohio State." 

Health and H u m a n 
Services Representative 
Anthony Candel agreed with 
Vukovic and offered another 
aspect to the bulk rate issue. 
"YSU's bulk rate is 16 credit 
hours but it is virtually impos­
sible to get a degree i n four 
years without taking 18 
hours," Candel said. 

Vukovic said the bulk rate 
is just one perspective of the 
tuition problem. 

"We need to look at differ­
ent angles also, including state 
budget cuts," he said. "We 
can't just say we want our 
tuition lowered, we have to do 
something to show why." 

S G A members voted to 
send the issue to its academic 
affairs committee. The repre­
sentatives then discussed 
strides being made at holding 
an online election for the 
spring S G A election. 

S G A President E m i l y 
Eckman said the organization 
has been w o r k i n g with 
Computer Services to work out 
any bugs in the system. 

"We are trying to make 
sure it is user friendly," 
Eckman said. "We plan on 
holding a mock election some 
time within the next month." 

S G A Parliamentarian 
Daniel Griesemer said he 
believes online elections wi l l 
increase voter participation. 

" I f s easier to vote online," 
Griesemer said. "We just have 

to regulate candidate's behav­
ior toward campaigning on 
line." 

Eckman said another con­
cern is making sure only regis­
tered students can vote in the 
election. "We are going to test 
the system during the mock 
election to make sure only stu­
dents registered for spring 
semester can vote," she said. 

Representatives are also 
w o r k i n g toward a possible 
radio station that would be run 
by Y S U students and w i l l play 
music geared toward students. 

"We are still looking at the 
guidelines and red tape, look­
ing at the financial aspect and 
the feasibility," Vukovic said.

YSU police department gets relocated 

After two years of organizing and planning, 
the Youngstown State University police depart­
ment's move to a new facility on Wood Street is 
final. 

Its o ld 3,600 square foot b u i l d i n g on 
University Plaza compares to the new bui ld­
ing's 12,000 square feet. University police Chief 
John Gocala said the new area includes elec­
tronic alarm monitory equipment, a backup 

radio console, an expanded evidence room, pro­
cessing rooms, a booking room and hopes for a 
physical fitness center. Gocala said parking has 
also expanded from three or four parking spots 
to about 40 spaces. 

The University Plaza police bui lding has 
been torn d o w n and Gocala said Parking 
Services is discussing using the space to expand 
parking entrances to M - l l and Bryson Street. 

Enrollment up for eighth semester 
Enrollment at Youngstown State University 

has increased for the eighth consecutive semes­
ter — an increase of about 1 percent since last 
spring semester. 

Monday, there were 152 more students on 
campus, a total of 12,142, compared to last 
spring's 11,990. 

University officials attributed the increase 
to low tuition, new housing projects and an 
increase of student activity internationally. 

Ron Cole, manager of news and informa- . 
tion services, said he believes the increase in 
enrollment is great for YSU's reputation. 

"It is another example of increasing recog­
nition of the community," Cole said. " Y S U is a 
vibrant and exciting place that is moving for- ' 
ward. 

Bi l l Countryman, interim executive direc­
tor of enrollment management, said i n a writ­
ten press release that low tuition is just one fac­
tor mat has caused enrollment toincrease. 
Other reasons, he said, include more student 
housing, new academic programs and an 
increased activity i n the Office of International 
Programs and Studies. 

Associate Registrar Jeanne Herman said 
that more people are realizing that a college 
education means success. Herman attributed 
YSU's "beautiful campus and reasonable 
tuition" as a factor i n the increase of enroll­
ment. 

"It is pretty neat to come to Youngstown 
State," she said.

Steroids, supplements invade everyday life

H A M D E N , Conn. — When Bud Selig 
says steroid use is not widespread in 
Major League Baseball, Michae l Dusa 
thinks, "Who does this guy think he's k id ­
ding?" 

Dusa is a chiropractor, personal train­
er and bodybuilder, and his clinic in this 
leafy Connecticut suburb near N e w 
Haven has become a hangout for young 
athletes hungry for training tips and nutri­
tion advice. The use of performance-
enhancing drugs has become epidemic at 
every level of sport, Dusa says, even 
among the amateur bodybuilders, high 
school kids and college jocks he works 
with. 

Dusa says 60 percent to 70 percent of 
the athletes he works with use steroids. 

"If I am confronted with so much 
steroid use with athletes who are not even 
of regional caliber, let alone professional 
level, then what's that say about the guys 
we watch every Sunday?" he asks. 

Some of the steroid users he sees, 
Dusa says, juice up because they want to 
play pro ball _ or get a college scholarship. 
"They don't realize you can't get talent 
from a needle," he says. -

Others, he says, are trying to f i l l some 
kind of psychic void — the strength and 
the muscles that come with steroids are a 
substitute for direction and self-esteem. 
"These kids are quite depressed," Dusa 
says. "They have no long-term plans. They 
get into fights. They don't care if they get 
cancer." ^ 

Dusa recently invited the N e w YorkX 
Daily News to meet some of the athletes 
he works with to discuss their experiences 
w i t h steroids and other performance- " 
enhancing substances. Because they have 
purchased and used illegal drugs, most 
agreed to talk only on the condition that 
they not be identified. 

Bennett Streets, 27, is a bodybuilder 
and personal trainer whose clients include.-
several N F L and Major}-'League Baseball 
players. Streets competed i n track and 
played football when he.was 3 student at 
Ohio Wesleyan University; now he com­
petes in the World Natural Bodybuilding 
Federation, which administers drug tests

and polygraphs to keep steroid users out 
of its contests. He says he's never used 
steroids, though he has used legal supple­
ments, such as andro and creatine. 

"There are a large number of people i n 
athletics who depend on steroids," says 
Streets. "They have this perception that 
steroids w i l l give them ability they've 
never had before. They're influenced by 
the fitness magazines. They want what 
they think w i l l make them bigger. But 
these same people don't train properly 
and don't eat properly. They think they 
can get everything they need out of a bot­
tle." 

Streets is adamantly opposed to dop­
ing, but he also fears public outrage over 
steroids and other performance-enhancing 
drugs w i l l go too far. 

"There is a lot more wear and tear on 
athletes' bodies than people realize, and 

-.what's happening now is that people who 
have never hit a home run or scored a 
touchdown are weighing in , " he says. 
"Athletes are bigger and stronger than 
ever before, and we expect a lot more out 
of athletes than we ever have. We have 
linebackers who can run as fast as running 

backs. People get injured a lot more often. 
"Athletes are now paid millions qf 

dollars a season, and they wi l l do anything 
to perform and honor their contracts. But; 
if the World Anti -Doping Agency had its 
way, you wouldn't even be able to have a 
cup of coffee in the morning." 

Larry Lazaroff is the father of two 
teenaged boys who play baseball at N o r t h 
Haven H i g h School. H i s sons stay away 
from performance-enhancing drugs, but 
some of their teammates do not. 

"I'm scared of what I see out there. 
There are a lot of kids using steroids," he 
says. "We were at a party and there were 
kids I hadn't seen for three to six months. I 
noticed a change i n their physiques 
they're much bigger. They're still respect­
ful to me, but I can see they have very dif­
ferent attitudes toward their peers. The 
kids who are using steroids hang out as a. 
clique. They don't hang out with anybody 
else. 

"I ask my kids, "Don't their parents see 
what I see? Donjt the coaches see what I 
see?' If my kid came home with bulging 
muscles and pimples all over his back, I'd 
haul 'em off to a doctor right away."
