Conductor’s Biography

Dr. Hae-Jong Lee, a native of South Korea, has directed, for more than twenty five years,
church choirs, high school choirs, honor choirs, college choirs, community choirs and
professional choirs in Korea and the United States. He earned his Bachelor of Music de-
gree from the Seoul National University and his Master of Music degree from the West-
minster Choir College, Princeton, NJ. Lee received the Doctor of Musical Arts degree in
choral conducting and literature from the University of Illinois, Champaign, IL. At the
University of Illinois he directed the University of Illinois Chorus and served as Chorus
Master of the University of Illinois Opera Company. While staying in Princeton, he
toured Taiwan, Korea, France (Colmar International Festival), and Spoleto Festival in
Charleston, SC, with the renowned Westminster Choir. He, as vocalist, had performed
with major orchestras including New York Philharmonic Orchestra, Philadelphia Orches-
tra, St. Luke Orchestra, LA Philharmonic Orchestra, and New Jersey Symphony Orchestra
under the baton of world class conductors including Kurt Mazur, Wolfgang Sawallish,
Zdenek Makal, Helmuth Rilling, Joseph Flummerfelt, and Esa-Pekka Salonen. As voice
teacher, he has taught numerous singers including wide range of ages in both Korea and
the U.S. He joined the Dana School of Music as Director of Choral Activities in 2002. At
the Dana School of Music he directs Dana choral ensembles and teaches undergraduate
choral/instrumental conducting and advanced choral conducting classes. He also super-
vises graduate choral conducting students. Lee has been the Chorus Master of the Opera
Western Reserve since 2005. He has been directing the Cleveland Korean Presbyterian
Church Choir and Chamber Orchestra since 2004. His choral music review appears regu-
larly in Choral Journal, the official national publication of ACDA, of which he is a regis-
tered choral reviewer. Lee’s conducting teachers include Joseph Flummerfelt, James Jor-
dan, and Andrew Megill (choral conducting); Donald Schleiger and Bong-Heun Yoo
(orchestral conducting). He is interested in performing not only pure choral composi-
tions but also choral/orchestral works. His recent choral/orchestral performance reper-
toire at YSU include Bach’s Magnificat, Handel’s Messiah, Mozart's Requiem and Coronation
Mass, Schubert’s Mass in G, Faure’s Requiem, Pinkham’s Christmas Cantata, Rutter’s Gloria,
and Mendelssohn'’s Elijah. He remains active as guest conductor, clinician, and adjudica-
tor for a variety of choral events in the U.S. and Korea. Some of his recent activities in-
clude his appearance with the Pusan City Choir (professional choir) in Pusan, Korea as a
guest conductor and in the Ohio Music Educators Association conference as a clinician
presenting “Choral Music in Korea”. He is an active member of professional organiza-
tions, including American Choral Directors Association, International Federation for
Choral Music, Chorus America, and The National Association for Music Education.

Entry of the Gladiators: Thunder and Blazes Julius Fucik (1872-1916)

Fudik was born in Prague on July 18th, 1872 when Prague was part of the
Austro-Hungarian Empire. As a student he learned to play the bassoon, violin
and various percussion instruments, later studying composition under Antonin
Dvoréak. In 1891 he joined the 49th Austro-Hungarian Regiment as a military
musician. He initially played in Krems by the Danube under Josef Wagner and
later joined Karl Komzak's military band in Vienna. In 1895 Fucik left the army
to take up a position as second bassoonist at the German Theatre in Prague. A
year later he became the principal conductor of the Prague City Orchestra as
well as the conductor of the Danica Choir in the Croatian city of Sisk. During
this time, Fuc¢ik wrote a number of chamber music pieces, mostly for clarinet
and bassoon.

In 1897 he rejoined the army as the bandmaster for the 86th Infantry Regiment
in Sarajevo. Shortly after, he wrote his most famous piece the Einzug der Gladia-
toren or Entrance of the Gladiators (also known by the title Thunder and Blazes).
Fucik's interest in Roman history led him to name the march as he did. The
tune is now universally associated with the appearance of the clowns in a circus
performance. In its circus context, the tune is also known by the title Thunder
and Blazes.

Toccata Marziale Ralph Vaughn Williams (1872-1958)

Composed in 1924 as his second work for wind band, Toccata Marziale was
unlike Vaughan Williams’ usual folk song style. For instance, it is filled with
major, minor, whole tone, and modal scales surrounded by rhythmical energy.
“Toccata” in Italian is “to touch.” According to Best Music for High School Band,
Vaughan Williams wanted the wind band to imitate the light touch and beauti-
ful resonance of an organ. The virtuoso piece contains march-like rhythms and
is contrapuntal in nature within the woodwind and brass lines. The piece was
originally written for the Commemoration of the British Empire Exhibition of
1924, and it has become an important piece of literature for wind band.

Daniel in the Lions Den W. Francis McBeth (b. 1933)

Composer W. Francis McBeth stated that this work was written especially for
and dedicated to Danield Perantoni and was premiered in March of 1992 by
Mr. Perantoni and the U.S. Air Force Band, Col. Alan Bonner conducting. The
title of the work is in honor of Daniel Perantoni and has no programmatic sig-
nificance in the music. Perantoni and McBeth were classmates at the Eastman



School of Music in 1962-63. The work is an attempt to create a contemporary
Herbert L. Clarke solo for tuba and the wind ensemble.

In 1924 Ottorino Respighi presented the second of his patriotic symphonic po-
ems titled The Pines Of Rome (Pini di Roma). A sequel of sorts to The Fountains
Of Rome (Fontane di Roma, 1917) The Pines of Rome is a programmatic visual
feast for the ears. A work in four movements, each movement visualizes a dif-
ferent scene from the city of Rome, Italy.

The first movement, The Pines of the Villa Borghese (i pini di Villa Borghese) be-
gins fast and frenetic with soaring brass and piano setting the scene of children
playing beneath the pine trees of the Borghese gardens. This brief opening
statement pushes quickly into the the second movement, Pines Near A Catacomb
(pini presso una catocomba), which opens in stark contrast to the opening by
depicting the pines of the Roman catacombs of Campagna. In this movement a
low drone by the low strings gives way to a stunning and eerie melodic state-
ment by a solo trumpet, distant as though entombed within the catacombs
themselves. This melancholy trumpet solo plants the seed for one of the first
high points of the composition as the strains of his melody blend with an exu-
berant crescendo from the viols to create a gripping and highly aesthetic experi-
ence.

The third movement of Respighi's Pines of Rome, The Pines of the Janiculum (I pini
del Gianicolo), presents a solo clarinet describing in song a nighttime view of
the hill of Janiculum. She plays a gentle, romantic melody atop a bed of hushed
strings. The cellos take up this clarinet melody briefly then pass it on to other
sections of the orchestra before the movement concludes with the recorded
sound of a nightingale helping us to gently segue into the final movement, The
Pines of the Apian Way.

The Pines of the Apian Way (I pini della Via Appia) are some of the most simple,
natural, yet incredibly breathtaking sights to behold in Rome. These giant pine




trees are groomed to remove their lower branches, and soar what seems like
miles into the sky. In The Pines of Rome Respighi paints this image in a manner
and method that can only be described as the most intense and most physically
moving finales of all of his compositions. A slow pulsating rhythm opens the
fourth movement, played on a muffled piano, as one by one other instruments
enter to join in the procession. A solo English horn enters to present the theme
of the movement, a somber yet lilting thought that is picked up by the horns
and eventually the entire brass section. The procession grows louder and
stronger as these soldiers approach, marching down one of the most famous
avenues in all of the ancient world. As the procession arrives the brass, bass
drums, and timpani begin to pound at your senses, not overwhelming them,
but driving your heart into a blissful frenzy. The final stanzas of Respighi's
Pines of Rome conclude with an incredible feast of lush, powerful chords and
crystal clear imagery, leaving you wanting to find a way to hop the next plane
to Italy to see it all for yourself.

Stars and Stripes Forever John Philip Sousa (1854 —1932)
Special Performance with
Willoughby South & Canfield Bands

The Youngstown State University Wind Ensemble & Bands:

The wind band program at Youngstown State University encompasses a wide
range of performance groups, from concert bands and chamber groups to
marching, pep, and jazz organizations. Over 275 students perform annually in
one or more of these bands. Comprised from among the top wind and percus-
sion students in the Dana School of Music, the Wind Ensemble performs a
broad spectrum of music.

The group has been involved in numerous commissions and has had recent in-
residence experiences with Michael Colgrass, Joseph Schwantner, Karel Husa,
Samuel Adler, Eric Ewazen, Frank Ticheli, Adam Frey, Anthony Iannaccone,
Donald Sinta, David Gillingham, James Keene, Don Wilcox, and Ed Lisk. Husa
called the SWE's performance of his music "inspiring," Ticheli stated that the
band "performed my music beautifully" and that the group was "Hot!"
Schwantner complimented the ensemble for "their artistry, and for their care,
and consideration” of his music, and Colgrass thanked the group for its
"wonderful performance and recording" of his work.

The wind ensemble has performed at the MENC National Convention, for nu-
merous OMEA State Conventions, for CBDNA Regional and National Conven-
tions, and for the ABSDA National Convention. In March, 2005, Dr. Gage and
the YSU SWE made their NYC Carnegie Hall debut. The group has released
five CDs: Lions, Jesters, and Dragons, Oh My! (1998); Star Wars and Other
Scores (2000); Carnival (2002); Spin Cycle (2004); and Tipping Points (2006). In
spring 2008, the ensemble will be releasing its first produced CD, Urban Reg-
uiem, on the internationally distributed NAXOS label.

le featuring simple solo instrumental lines often in a child-like fashion; its playful character opposite to the
weight of the Schmitt.

Etude 2 from Keiskleiriana 2 (1957) Jacques Delécluse (b. 1933)

Jacques Delécluse studied at the Paris Conservatoire, where he won prizes for per-
cussion, piano, chamber music and harmony. He has written many etude books
and studies for the snare drum. Keiskleiriana 2 uses material from orchestral snare
drum excerpts in etudes emphasizing technique and dynamic control.

The King of Denmark (1965) Morton Feldman (1926-1987)

“The King of Denmark” is written for solo multiple percussion. The score uses
graphic notation, in which sounds are marked on a graph with the y-axis represent-
ing relative pitch and the x-axis representing time. Feldman specifically calls for
some groups of instruments, such as “skins,” and “bell like sounds,” but leaves
much of the instrumentation up to the performer. The score indicates that dynamics
are very low, and as equal as possible, and that the piece should be played with the
hands or arms but not sticks or mallets. The wispy, fleeting sound of skin on per-
cussion lead to the piece’s title. It refers to a silent protest made by the king of Den-
mark during the Holocaust, when he walked around the streets of Copenhagen
wearing the Star of David that the Nazis required of the Jews.

Conversation-Suite for Marimba (1962) Akira Miyoshi (b. 1933)

piece consists of five short movements that each represents a conversation. The
piece employs elements of Japanese folk music combined with modern composi-
tional techniques.

Canaries from Eight Pieces for Timpani (1966) Elliot Carter (b. 1908)

Elliot Carter’s Eight Pieces for Timpani was one of the first attempts by a major com-
poser to write for timpani as a solo instrument. The pieces use many extended tech-
niques, such as playing in the center of the drum or using a dead stroke, to expand
the sound possibilities of the instrument. The central element in “Canaries” is the
concept of metric modulation, when a subdivision of the beat in one tempo becomes
the main beat in the next tempo.

Kyrie is the opening movement of Missa Tempore Quadragesimae, which was intended to
be sung liturgically during Lent. This soulful homophonic setting of prayer is brought to
more personal level with sudden dynamic changes. We will dedicate this song to the
memory of Bill Frichtel, our beloved friend, who was a long time member of the Univer-
sity Chorus. Bill passed away in March 2008.

Since its publication in 1994,
this piece became one of the most beloved Chansons.

Synco-
pated rhythm of the melody presents the ingenuous character of the folk song. The free
spirit is expressed in the frequent change of texture. It is interesting to hear the peculiar
words of Bahamian dialect.

WOMEN’S CHORUS
Kyrie John Leavitt (b. 1956)

Kyrie is the opening movement of Missa Festiva by John Leavitt. This piece juxtaposes the
liturgical text Kyrie and an additional word Allelu Oo... This piece is a wonderful exam-
ple of coexistence of ‘conflict’ and ‘resolution.” If the conflict is expressed by the prayer
‘Kyrie eleison’, the text of ‘Allelu’ marks the resolution in a joyful way of ‘praise.’

*Ave Verum Corpus William Byrd (1543-1623)

The text of Ave Verum Corpus, a Eucharistic hymn, commemorates Christ’s redemptive
sacrifice, and especially focuses on the great symbol of Baptism in “the pouring forth of
water from his pierced side.” Byrd'’s setting of this text is found in his first book of Gradu-
alia. This composition is one of the most profound and poignant settings of this text.

Ave verum corpus natum de Maria Virgine: Hail, true Body, born of the Virgin Mary,
Vere passuni, 3 Who has truly suffered,
immolatum in cruce pro homine was sacrificed on the cross for mortals.

Rejoice in the Lord Alway: This lively piece, formerly ascribed to the mid-sixteenth-
century composer John Redfore, typifies the concise, syllabic style of the first English
anthems. Its text is from the ‘Great Bible’ of 1540: Philippians 4: 4-7.

In Time of Daffodils David C. Dickau (b. 1953)

In Time of Daffodils is the second piece of the suite, Of Life and Love (Four Songs for SATB
Chorus). The beautiful poem In Time of Daffodils by E. E. Cammings describes the natural
way in which flowers go about being as they were intended. The poet challenges the
listener to find that same genuine quality and thus, “forgetting me, remember me.” Each
line of the poem contains a short “aha!” moment at the end of each phrase. The music
pivots to a new key at each of these places, emphasizing the new awareness depicted in
the text. From the program note by David C. Dickau

Sailors’ Song from the opera Shim-Chung-Jeon Arr. Hwi-Jo Kim
Dr. Misook Yun, soprano

Hwi-Jo Kim adapted many Korean folk-tunes into his choral arrangement. Sailor’s Song
is one of them. This choral arrangement appears in the opera Shim-Chung-Jeon, based on
a Korean folk tale. In the story a filial daughter, Shim-Chung, wants to sacrifice herself,
throwing her body into a deep sea, in order to let eyes of her blind father open. Fisher-
men are sailing in the deep sea singing their song, “Eh-he ya-ha, huh-guh-ya-ah-he-ee ya-ha!”
The song consists of three different rhythms of Korean traditional music, moving from
the slow Jin-yang-jo to the fast Ja-jin-mo-ri.

DANA CHORALE

Cantus Gloriosus Jozef Swider (b.1930)

Cantus Gloriosus is an exquisite example of contemporary choral trend from modern
Europe. The composition was written in 1980 by Jozef Swider (b. 1930), a Polish com-
poser. This piece combines a few melodic ideas in the foundation of several old composi-
tional techniques including parallel harmony, totally homophonic writing, and canonic
passages in close distance like stretto; and yet the outcome is a quite modern piece of
music. Itis set in an ABA form, starting with an animated fast section, moving to a som-
ber but appealing slow section, and then coming back to the fast opening material.

Zum Schluss, op 65, no. 15 Johannes Brahms (1833-1897)

Zum Schluss (to Close) is the last movement of Brahms’ popular Newe Liebeslieder. To
conclude the whole set of 15 love songs, Brahms turned to Goethe’s poem, the closing
lines to the elegy “Alexis and Dora.” This poem seems to adequately draw the whole set
together and summarizes the message of love song. Goethe’s words, which conclude that
love is simply inexplicable to mere mortals, serve admirably as a postscript not just to the
Neue Liebeslieder, but to the original Liesbeslieder, op 52.

Rotala Juris Karlsons (b.1948)

Rotala (Round Dance) is the last song of Neslegtais Gredzens (The Unclosed Ring), a cycle
of three pieces, composed by a Latvian composer, Juris Karlsons (b.1948). “Rotala”, in
Latvian, is a game, a play, even a toy. Itis also, as in this case, a song-and-dance game.
Imagine a round-dance, circles, dancers circling around, dancing in the middle, holding
hands, letting go, moving on, stepping fast, and swirling around. There is a caller, calling
dancers to the middle ['Vidu! Vidu!”]. The mood is happy and light, enjoy! enjoy!

WOMEN’S CHORUS
*For the Beauty of the Earth John Rutter (b. 1945)

For the Beauty of the Earth was commissioned by the Texas Choral Director’s Associa-
tion and written in 1980. John Rutter, one of the most prolific choral composers in the
contemporary world, has written many anthems intended for use in the context of a
church service. This charming anthem of the sweet melody is one of the most beloved
ones among the contemporary church works.

Fire, Fire My Heart Thomas Morley (1557-1602)

Fire, Fire My Heart, composed by Thomas Morley (1557-1602), may be categorized as an
English madrigal in a broad sense. This piece first appeared in “The First Set of Balletts”
published in 1595. Many of Morley’s secular pieces resemble the balletti of Gastoldi with
even sprightlier rhythms and with refrains based on nonsense syllables. Morley called
them “ballets.” Fire, Fire My Heart is one of them, although this one presents much more
polyphonic treatment than many other ballets. This piece brilliantly captures the passion
and pain of love.

Scarborough Fair/Canticle Paul Simon and Art Garfunkel

Scarborough Fair/Canticle: This arrangement, made famous by Simon and Garfunkel’s
Scarborough Fair/Canticle, originated in the late 20the century. Paul Simon learned it in
1965 in London from Martin Carthy and set it in counterpoint with Canticle, a reworking
of Simon’s 1963 song “The Side of a Hill” with new, anti-war lyrics. It was the title track
of the 1966 album Parsley, Sage, Rosemary and Thyme, and was released as a single after
featuring on the soundtrack to The Graduate in 1968.

DANA CHORALE
Sleep Eric Whitacre (1970)

Sleep: In the winter of 1999 Ms. Julia Armstrong, a lawyer and professional mezzo-
soprano, commissioned a choral work from Eric Whitacre in memory of her parents, who
had died within weeks of each other after more than fifty years of marriage. And she
wanted Whitacre to set her favorite poem, Robert Frost’s immortal “Stopping by Woods
on a Snowy Evening.” After a glorious premiere performance at the ACDA National
Convention in spring of 2001, the composer discovered that he no longer could use the




text because of copyright issue. Then the composer asked his friend and brilliant poet
s Anthony Silvestri to set new words to the music. The composer tells about this
as “l am supremcly proud of this new work.”

Hear My Prayer Moses Hogan (b.1959)

Hear My Prayer is a spiritual of simple four-part choral style. It is an unusual one among
Moses Hogan's spirituals, because it does not incorporate multiple layers of texture and
repetitive use of syncopation/short rhythmic pattgm which normally appear in his many
other spiritual arrangements. And yet it is one of the most pure and honest ones in the
expression of inner conflict and resolution.

Cantate Domino Vytautas Miskinis (b.1954)

Cantate Domino: Vytautas Miskinis, Lituanian choral conductor, composer and educator,
isa prominent figure in European choral music world. He directed so many outstanding
choirs and received many awards in choral music. He is also known as a composer hav-
ing created many hundreds of choral music. Cantate Domino is based on Psalm 95: 1-4. It
is set for mixed choir of six voices. This motet could be quite appropriate to be sung in
Easter season, considering the joyful beginning and closing section.

Ernesto Cavallini was a clarinetist, and at the age of nine he became a stu-
dent at the Milan Conservatory. He became the most outstanding clarinet-
ist of the 19" century. His technique was phenomenal for playing the eight-
keyed instrument. He played with La Scala orchestra and was the solo clari-
netist of the court in St. Petersburg.

The adagio and tarantella is an Italian dance. Adagio meaning “with ease”
or “without hurry”. Tarantella was taken from the old stories of moving
quickly to get rid of the spider venom after being bitten by a taran-

tula. When listening to this piece you will hear the adagio, lyrical section,

Solo de Concours Henri Rabaud

Notes written by Giovanna Pinto

Born November 10, 1893, Henri Rabaud is the son of Hippolyte Rabaud, cellist
and singer. Hippolyte was a professor of cello at the Paris Conservatory. Asa
young man, Henri studied composition under Andre Gedalge and Jules Masse-
net at the Paris Conservatory. From 1914 to 1918, Rabaud conducted the Paris
Opera and was the music director of the Boston Symphony Orchestra for a brief
period of time. With the resignation of Gabriel Faure in 1922, Rabaud became
the director of the Paris Conservatory. He remained at the Conservatory until
his retirement in 1941.

Over his years of composition, Rabaud completed many works stretching over
a variety of styles. Some of Rabaud’s more famous works are considered to be
his 1900 work Job and his 1914 opera M, rouf, save tier de Caire. He also wrote
five other operas, incidental music, and movie scores. Rabaud composed sev-

eral works for cello and piano.



His work for clarinet composed in 1901, Solo de Concours, was written for the
graduation and solo competition at the Paris Conservatory in 1901, 1908, 1925,
and 1937. With a dramatic opening, melting into a peaceful center section and
finishing with a playful flourish, Solo de Concours is truly an enjoyable and
challenging piece for clarinet.

Johannes Brahms was born in Germany in 1833 to a father who played horn
and double bass in local dance halls in their hometown of Hamburg. While his
father was a local musician, Johannes” parents did not want their son to com-
pose because they feared it would not be a fruitful occupation. As a teenager,
he left home to tour as an accompanist for a famous violinist. In his travels,
Brahms made many friends and musical connections, including those of Robert
and Clara Schumann. Because Brahms was composing in a period after Beetho-
ven, a lot of pressure was put on the very young composer at an early stage in
his career. Brahms always was extremely self-critical and he composed in a
very slow, meticulous manner.

Brahms wrote most of his chamber music later in his career, and his two clarinet
sonatas Opus 120 were composed later than many of his chamber works. His
chamber works for clarinet are different from his other chamber works.
Through these eloquent pieces, Brahms further developed his compositional
voice. Despite being in good health in the years preceding his work on Opus
120, Brahms announced his retirement due to the emotional stresses of deaths
in his close circle of friends. Inspired out of retirement by clarinetist Richard
Miihlfeld’s virtuosic and artistic abilities, Brahms composed the Sonatas (one in
F minor and one in Eb major) in 1894. Opus 120 was published in the following
year.

The second movement of Brahms First Sonata for Clarinet is an excellent exam-
ple of this early romantic composer’s heart wrenching and entrancing lyricism.
To me, this movement is a proclamation of love in extraordinarily gentle way.
The clarinet sings throughout Andante un poco Adagio. Half of the way
through the movement, the piano answers the call of the clarinet; the love be-
comes requited. In the end, the melody reaches a calm almost static state, at
which time the love becomes everlasting and unchanging.

Mozart was born on January 27, 1756 in Salzburg, Austria. His natural

talent for music showed itself at an early age, and he completed his first
symphony at the age of nine. This was not unexpected, as much of his fam-
ily was musically inclined - he and his sister both played piano and violin,
and his father was a successful composer. Mozart is not especially known
for his Clarinet Concerto, as it is overshadowed by the several great operas,
symphonies, and piano concertos he wrote during his lifetime, such as The
Marriage of Figaro and Don Giovanni.

The Clarinet Concerto is significant to the life of Mozart because it was his
final great wind concerto. He wrote it for a friend of his who never repaid
him a debt equivalent to $25,000 by today’s standards. It was one of the last
pieces Mozart wrote, and although there is little culturally or socially sig-
nificant about it, it is a beautiful piece that has become a staple among clari-
netists’ repertoire.

The Adagio is the slowest of the three movements of the Concerto. It is not
overly challenging technically, but it allows the musician to emote and be
expressive with the notes being played. It is very simple and fluid, which
provides a nice contrast the rest of the piece. However, part of the first
movement is echoed in a cadenza midway through the piece, tying the
work together. The clarinet and piano voices echo and complement each
other throughout the piece without any major changes in style or mood.
The Concerto is stylistically typical of the Classical Period during which Mo-
zart did his composing.

Two Movements for /v imba written in 1965 is a staple in Japanese and American
percussion literature. The piece was originally written for two mallets but re-
vised due to its difficulty without the mobility of holding four mallets. The first
of the two movements is a harsh, driven, relentless burst of rhythmic energy
with only a brief pause in the middle. This segues into the second movement
with a chordal opening exploring many of the same chords from the first move-
ment but with different texture and dynamic. Tanaka quickly recaptures the en-
ergy to bring an end to the piece. This piece was described by Tanaka as "An or-
nate lamp, put together with many small pieces or fragments." 1

A Recital Piece William Cahn (b. 1946 )
"A Drama for the Solo Xylophonist"

This is a conceptual piece composed in attempt to open up the mind of the per-
former during a performance and also share the composer’s thoughts, often in a
light-hearted manner. This piece is only effective when personalized by the per-
former using the format given by the cori'\poser.

Mourning Dove Sonnet Christopher Deane (b. 1957)

"This work has a quasi programmatic title. Contained within the piece is a literal
transcription of a mourning dove song on the exact pitches. The term Sonnet was
borrowed from the Renaissance use of the term for certain instrumental so-

los." (Christopher Deane) Mr. Deane uses a variety of extended techniques to
make this solo vibraphone work come to life. The many devices employed in-
clude bowing the bars, producing harmonics, bending the pitch of certain notes,
using "dead strokes", and muting areas of the keyboard. The result is a very col-
orful work that is unique to the vibraphone and makes it stand out as a solo in-
strument.

Discipline ; King Crimson
transcribed by Dean Anshutz

Discipline is taken from the album of the same name, originally written for two
guitars bass guitar and drums. It is based on 5 note patterns both ascending and
descending while phasing between each guitar (marimba).
One of the most interesting instruments in the piece is the African slit drum. It is
used in place of a hi-hat or ride cymbal making it possible for all the instruments
to blend without any one sticking out more than the other. This piece was writ-
ten in effort to sound simple but complex at the same time leaving the listener
comfortable with the groove while uneasy with the tension of the odd metered
phrases.

THE SYMPHONIC BAND—KEITH HALLAS, PRINCIPAL CONDUCTOR

_ Rhythm Danse Richard Saucedo

This energetic work was composed to explore rhythm, meter, and
the organization of sound. Saucedo, an Indiana music educator, uses
distinct styles including a “hoedown” section.

Chorale and Shaker Dance John Zdechlik (b. 1937) —

This composition combines a simple chorale theme, introduced by
the woodwinds, with variations of the well known Shaker Hymn
“Simple Gifts.” There is a progression of instrumental timbres and
chord textures as the themes alternate and comming]le. The brass and
woodwinds exchange the themes as time signatures cause an in-
crease in both tempo and intensity. Sustained brass sections play the
chorale with woodwinds performing an obligato based on the
Shaker hymn as the development peaks. A demanding timpani part
punctuates the dramatic ending. John Zdechlik is a native of Min-
neapolis, Minnesota.

Rollo Takes a Walk David Maslanka
Stephen L. Gage, Guest Conductor

The composer states the following: Rollo is a fictional character cre-
ated by Charles Ives and used in his musical writings to illustrate
contra conservative musical tastes. Rollo may not know anything
about music, but he knows what he likes: usually something banal or
too-often-played. Among the kinds of music Rollo does not like are,
not surprisingly, Ives” own pieces and modern music in general.
Rollo and the audience are taken on a musical outing in which all the
ideas, though original, are commonplace, very familiar sounding,
and even deliberately banal. The piece is intended as a good hu-
mored, gentle parody of concerts in the park and of some bands in
which the composer has played where the tuning was less than per-
fect. The piece is not intended as a put-down of bands but rather as
an exploration of the “out of tune” or “microtonal” character that
Maslanka views as a forceful, original element in American music.
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I Ave Maria Frank Ticheli
Amy Sabol, Guest Conducttor

This timeless classic was originally composed my Franz Schubert.

He composed this beautiful vocal piece in 1825 when he was 28

years old. This version was arranged by Frank Ticheli. He tran-

scribed the original piano and vocal parts in a full band arrange-

ment. Ticheli did this without compromising the dignity and beauty
I of the original piece.

Vesuvius Frank Ticheli

Mt. Vesuvius, the volcano that destroyed Pompeii and Herculaneum
in A.D. 79, is the icon of power and energy in this work. The tension
and suspense of the impending cataclysm characterizes the introduc-
tion of the main themes. Driving rhythms and complex mode changes
convey a bacchanalian mood that is interrupted by quotations from
the Dies Irae of the medieval Requiem Mass, invoked as a symbol of
death and destruction. An image of everyday village life in the towns
oblivious to the danger, portrayed in a quiet interlude, is disturbed by
the first fiery events on the mountain. A final battle of themes builds
to a state of extreme agitation, conveymg the chaos of the pyroclastic
explosions and suffocating ash.

I Dance of the Jesters (1873) Peter I. Tchaikovsky (1840-1893)
, Transcribed by Ray E. Cramer

| Originally transcribed for Russian military band, this arrangement
comes from the ballet entitled The Snow Maidens. In 1868, Tchaikovsky
met with fellow Russian Nikokai Rimsky-Korsakov, who allegedly re-
newed the nationalistic energy in Tchaikovsky. The energetic drive and
playful melodies of both the composer and his native Russian folk dance
I music can be heard throughout this work.



By the end of his life in Russia, Tchaikovsky came to be consid-
ered by many as a national treasure, his music admired by all of society.
He enjoyed the favor of the Imperial court, where he had a number of
influential protectors (including two Grand Dukes), as well as the per-
sonal patronage of Tsar Alexander III, who had granted him a hand-
some government pension. After his second tour of America in 1891,
and being awarded an honorary doctorate at Cambridge University, he
was accepted as a world figure. During the tour in which he helped
opened the newly renamed music hall in New York City as Carnegie
Hall, the program booklet proclaimed him, together with Brahms and
Saint-Saéns, to be one of the three greatest living musicians of the day.
(Information from Grove’s Dictionary of Music.)

Selections from Suite of Old American Dances (1948)
Robert Russell Bennett (1894-1981)

I Cakewalk
IV. Wallflower Waltz
V. Rag

Each movement of Bennett's Suite of Old American Dances repre-
sents a popular dance of his childhood. The piece was originally entitled
“Electric Park” after an amusement park in Kansas City. According to The
Autobiography and Selected Essays of Robert Russell Bennett, Bennett states,
"Electric Park in Kansas City was a place of magic to us kids. The tricks
with big electric signs, the illuminated fountains, the big band concerts,
the scenic railway and the big dance hall... One could hear in the dance
hall all afternoon and evening the pieces the crowd danced to."

The first movement, entitled “Cakewalk,” was a dance often performej
at minstrel shows. The triple feel sets up the “Wallflower Waltz” while th
“Rag” is a highly syncopated jazz tune (information found on wind-
band.org).

By the time Bennett wrote this work for wind band, he was already fa-
mous for his orchestrations of works by famous musical theater compos-
ers such as Jerome Kern, George Gershwin, Irving Berlin, Cole Porter and
Richard Rodgers. He even completed the condensed score to Suite of Old
American Dances during his “free time” while he was working on the or-
chestrations for Kiss Me, Kate and South Pacific. It is easy to hear these in-
fluences in many of the movements of this piece. (Prepared in partial ful-
fillment of the requirements for Honors Degree by Sara Gulgas.)




l Solitary Dancer (1969) Warren Benson (1924-2005)
Erianne R. Raib, Dance Soloist

Warren Benson became a professional performing percussionist by
the age of fourteen, performing timpani with the Detroit Symphony Or-
chestra under conductors such as Eugene Normandy, Fritz Reiner and
Leonard Bernstein. While a Professor of Music at Ithaca College for
fourteen years, he organized the first touring percussion ensemble in the

I eastern United States. From 1967-1993, he taught composition at the
Eastman School of Music, being appointed Professor Emeritus after
completing a distinguished 50 years in teaching.

In 1969, Solitary Dancer was commissioned by the Clarence Senior
High School Band, New York, and dedicated to Bill Hug. The composer
states in his program note that the work “deals with quiet, poised en-

l ergy that one may observe in a dancer in repose, alone in her inner mu-
sic.” Most of the work is built around the opening D minor chord, the
motive first heard in the soprano saxophone, and the rhythmic motives
first begun by the piccolo. The work is written specifically for one per-
former to a part, save for the clarinets and tuba.

Cajun Folk Songs (1991) Frank Ticheli (b. 1958)
I Amy Sabol, Guest Conductor

This two-movement piece was written based on the Acadians, a
group of early French colonists. The first movement, "La Belle et le
Capitaine," is a slow flowing movement about a girl who would rather
face death than be seduced by a captain. The second movement, "Belle,"

I portrays a love story about a man that sacrifices everything to save his
very sick sweetheart. This movement is also based on folk melodies and
has a dance-like feel.

Symphonic Dance No. 3, “Fiesta” (1964) Clifton Williams (1923-1976)
Keith Hallas, Guest Conductor
l James Clifton Williams (1923-1976) was born in Traskwood, Ar-

kansas. He grew up playing French horn, mellophone, and piano. He
attended Louisiana State University where he studied under Helen Gun-
derson, and the Eastman School of Music where he studied with Ber-
nard Rogers and Howard Hanson. He went on to become a professional
horn player and performed with the San Antonio and New Orleans



Symphony Orchestras. Williams also served in the Army Air

Corps band as a drum major. He did all of this while composing in
his spare time. He won the inaugural American Bandmasters
Association's Ostwald Award for his first band composition, Fanfare
and Allegro, in 1956. Williams won the award again in 1957 for
Symphonic Suite.

Williams' five Symphonic Dances were commissioned by the
Minnie Stevens Piper Foundation for the San Antonio Symphony
Orchestra to celebrate their 25th anniversary in 1964. In the original
suite, each of the five dances represented the spirit of a different time
and place relative to the background of San Antonio, Texas. Fiesta,
the third Symphonic Dance, is the most often performed of the dances.
Fiesta is a depiction of the city's numerous Mexican celebrations. This
piece is known for its use of the 5/4 time signature. The percussive
instruments help to create the Latin feel. The pieces’ rhythms and
finely intertwined melodies portray what is said to be “the
pageantry of a Latin-American celebration - street bands, bull fights,
and bright costumes- the colorful legacy of a proud people.”

This work was first performed by the San Antonio Symphony
Orchestra on January 30, 1965. Williams later scored the work for
band and it was first performed in March 1967, by the University of
Miami’s band under his own direction. (Prepared in partial fulfill-

- ment of the requirements for Honors Degree by Danielle Bozek.)

The Washington Post March (1889) John Philip Sousa (1854-1932)

Sousa’s Washington Post March became very popular work during
the 1890’s as a partner six-eight two-step dance, complete with
‘vigorous’ sliding and hopping. The Marine Band premiered the
march in 1889 at an award ceremony for an essay contest sponsored
by the newspaper. The march held the advantage for the Marine
Band as it could be used in the ballroom, the parade ground, or any
number of the concerts performed by the band throughout the
United States. According to his own words in the book entitled
Marching Along, Sousa states that a “good march must be as free
from padding as a marble statue.” The listener in the audience was
always Sousa’s primary compositional concern, and this march re-
mains a standard because of the memorable tunes and dance quality.




l Erianne R. Raib is currently an active telecommunications major at

vania.



Keith is currently the Brass Caption Supervisor for the Glassmen
Drum and Bugle Corps where he oversees the entire brass educa-
tional program. Previously he was part of the brass instructional
staff for the Boston Crusaders and the East Coast Jazz. He was a
member of the Cadets of Bergen County during two of their more
recent World Championship seasons (1998, 2000). He was a featured
soloist in 2000.

Keith is an active performer in northeast Ohio and beyond. He
has performed with the Youngstown Symphony Orchestra, Warren

and served as Director of Bands at Lancaster High School, Lancaster,
Ohio, from 1992-2003. While at Lancaster, his bands consistently
were recognized for their excellence in both the concert hall and on
the marching band field. His bands performed for the 1996 Bowling
Green State University Reading Clinic and for the 1997 Ohio Music
Education Convention held in Toledo, Ohio. In February 2002, he
was awarded the American School Band Directors Association's
“Distinguished Band Director” Award for Ohio and the North Cen-
tral Region, recognizing young band directors for their achievements
conducting concert and marching bands.

Heidenreich continues to be in demand as an adjudicator for con-
cert and marching bands throughout Ohio, Kentucky, and Illinois.
He was a clinician at the 2005 Midwest Clinic and 2008 OMEA Con-
vention, presenting tools for surviving the first years of teaching
public school in instrumental music. In addition, he is a continuing
contributor to Teaching Music Through Performing in Band, Vols. 5, 6, &
7, and published an article based on the Midwest Clinic topic in the
June 2007 The Instrumentalist.

In Memory of Robert D. Fitzer (1956—2007)

Prof. Robert D. Fitzer had a distinguished 25-year career as a clarinetist
and music educator. After making his Carnegie Hall debut at the age of
19, he played for two years with the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, with
whom he toured and recorded the Grammy Award-winning Four Sym
phonies by Johannes Brahms. He has also been a member of the
Orquesta Filarmonica de la Ciudad de Mexico (Mexico City Philhar-
monic), the San Antonio Symphony Orchestra and the Civic Orchestra
of Chicago, and has performed with the Pittsburgh Symphony Orches-
tra.

Fitzer has appeared as clarinet soloist in Italy with the Rome Festival
Orchestra, in Austria with Das AIMS Orchester of Graz, and in Pitts-
burgh with the American Wind Symphony Orchestra, with whom he
performed as principal clarinetist on a 12-state tour and on three re-
cordings. He has played on various motion picture soundtracks in Hol-
lywood , including Stephen King’s Sometimes They Come Back, Death
Wish V and Scarecrows. He has played many long-run Broadway
shows on tour, including Fiddler on the Roof (starring Theodore Bikel),
Ragtime, Titanic, South Pacific (starring Robert Goulet) and 42nd Street.
Fitzer has performed on stage with jazz great Dizzy Gillespie, rock
bands Yes and Styx and many other top entertainers. In 1994, the Robert
Fitzer Quintet spent a week performing on Grand Cayman Island in the
Caribbean, including a reception for the visiting Queen Elizabeth of
England. He performed with some of America 's noted bandmasters,
such as Robert Boudreau, John Paynter, Loras Schissel, Leonard B.Smith
and Commander Donald Stauffer. He was a member of the W.D. Pack-
ard Concert Band, and was a soloist with them in 2001.

He was also a member of Cleveland 's Lakewood Band, and performed
with the U.S. Navy Band, the Ohio Director’s Conference Band and the
Blossom Festival Concert Band. He also served as soloist in 2004 with
the Youngstown State University Symphonic Wind Ensemble. Fitzer
served on the faculty of the Dana School of Music since 1996. He over-
saw and taught a studio of 25 clarinet majors. He formed two clarinet
choirs and several clarinet trios and quartets in recent years. He held
faculty positions at Trinity University in San Antonio and at Allegheny




College in Meadyville, PA,, where he was also Music Director of the Alle-
gheny Civic Symphony. He was a private school band director for four
years, and spent several years serving as a first—call substitute teacher in all
31 Youngtown City schools. He maintained a thriving private clarinet stu-
dio with students commuting to Youngstown from as far away as Pitts-
burgh.

Fitzer was born in Youngstown, a son of the late musicians/teachers James
Robert and Dolores Severino Fitzer, who were both Dana School of Music
faculty members, making him a second generation Dana musician and edu-
cator. Aside from his work as a musician and teacher, Fitzer was ex-
tremely active in Youngstown-area community and civic affairs. He was a
development advisor to Youngstown Mayor Patrick Ungaro, president of
the Citizens’ League of Greater Youngstown, a member of the Mahoning
County Democratic Party Executive Committee, chairperson of the Wick
Park Model Neighborhood Project and a trained, volunteer crisis counselor
at Help Hotline Crisis Center. He ran several successful political campaigns,
produced a film festival, and was credited with saving several historic
buildings from the wrecking ball in downtown Youngstown. As a board
member of the Greenville Symphony, he was instrumental in major fund-
raisers, including the appearance and conducting debut of TV star Alex Tre-
bek. From 1987 to 1994, Fitzer was a feature writer and senior consultant
with the arts and entertainment magazine Speed of Sound. From 1995 to
2001, he served as host and producer of the WYSU —FM political radio show
Commentary Cafe. He has appeared many times on local and regional televi-
sion broadcasts, and has been interviewed by a number of national newspa-
pers and magazines. Among the scores of individuals Fitzer has inter-
viewed are presidential historian Doris Kearns Goodwin, political humorist
Molly Ivins, United Nations ambassador Jeanne Kirkpatrick, Hollywood
composer Henry Mancini, ex-world lightweight boxing champion Ray
“Boom Boom” Mancini, presidential candidate Ralph Nader, Ohio state offi-
cials Jim Petro and Joseph Deters, U.S. congressmen Tim Ryan and James
Traficant and British rock band Psychedelic Furs.

Mr. Fitzer was diagnosed with pancreatic cancer in September, 2006. He

passed away on May 16, 2007. The Dana Clarinet Day is dedicated to his
memory.

Stravinsky’s neo-Classical works in part reacted against what the
composer perceived as ultra-romantic excesses in the music of Ger-
man symphonic composers. However, these works must also be seen
as a rejection of Stravinsky’s own earlier stylistic thinking. The Octet
was the first masterpiece in the composer's new style. Scored for
flute, clarinet, two bassoons, two trumpets in A and C, and tenor and
bass trombones, the Octet reflected Stravinsky’s_general reduction in
instrumental forces during and after the First World War. Although
the war and its dismal aftermath necessitated economical scoring,
these events do not explain the composer's intriguing choice of in-
struments -- he could have written for eight strings. It seemed that
Stravinsky was striving for an extreme (and un-Romantic) clarity of
timbre and texture. As he explained in his 1924 article, "Some Ideas
About my Octour [Octet]": "Wind instruments seem to me to be
more apt to render a certain rigidity of the form I had in mind than
other instruments -- the stringed instruments, for example, which are
less cold and more vague.” Stravinsky further outlined his neo-
Classical credo by stressing that the Octet "is not an 'emotive’ work,
but a musical composition based on elements which are sufficient in
themselves." Accordingly, he chose classical forms commonly associ-
ated with absolute music: sonata form for the first movement, theme
and variations (incorporating a fugue) for the second, and a rondo
finale.




The composer’s application of sonata form in the first movement
mostly involves surface features. A slow introduction gives way to a
fanfare-like main theme, which in turn is followed by a development
section featuring incessant running notes and fragments of the fan-
fare. The main theme then returns in full, but is performed only
once, and the movement closes abruptly. A theme and five varia-
tions make up the second movement. The theme is octatonic, and
does not point to any tonal center, although the harmonies under the
theme strongly suggest D major. The first variation makes use of the
first few notes of the Dies irae chant, immersed in flurries of running
notes, and returns before the third and fifth variations. The second
variation is march-like in character, the third a waltz, the fourth a
can-can, and the last a fugue. Stravinsky closes the Octet with a true
rondo, which opens with a constant pulsing accompaniment from
one of the bassoons while the other plays the main theme. The ensu-

. ing episode opens with a brass outburst and trumpet melody, which
eventually dissolves into a reappearance of the main theme. The sec-
ond episode features the flute, while the final appearance of the
main theme, re-orchestrated and rhythmically altered, closes the
movement.

The work was dedicated secretly to Vera Soudeikine (born de Bos-
set), whom Stravinsky had met in 1920, and with whom he had
fallen in love and eventually married. Stravinsky conducted the first
performance of the piece on October 18, 1923, the first time the com-

. poser had introduced one of his own works. ~ All Music Guide
Querture, Poet and Peasant Franz von Suppé (1819-1895)

Composer Franz von Suppé - in full, Francesco Ezechiele Ermene-
gildo, Cavaliere Suppé-Demelli — was the leading light of Austrian
operetta in the middle and late nineteenth century, enjoying a suc-
. cess that rivaled that of Frenchman Jacques Offenbach. Suppé's pedi-
gree perhaps hinted at his promise as a composer of stage works: He
was a distant relative to Italian opera luminary Gaetano Donizetti,
who took an active hand in Suppé's education when the budding
composer’s talent became evident. Suppé was born in Spalato, Dal-
' matia (now Split, Croatia); his parents, who discouraged his musical



career, were Austrians of Belgian extraction. Though he demon-
strated compositional aptitude at a young age — by the age of 13, he
had written a Mass — Suppé studied law in Italy. After his father's
death, however, he returned to Austria with his mother and made
several return visits to Italy, probably resulting from his contact with
Donizetti. Steeped in the music of Rossini and Verdi, he brought a
lifetime's reserve of Italianate melody to Vienna.

Two of Suppé's comic operas have been performed at the Metropoli-
tan Opera in New York, Boccaccio and Donna Juanita, but they failed
to become repertoire works. Though the bulk of Suppé's operas have
nearly sunken to oblivion, the overtures, particularly Light Cavalry
and Poet & Peasant, have survived and some of them have been used
in all sorts of soundtracks for movies, cartoons, advertisements, etc.,
in addition to being played at "pops" concerts. The operas are occa-
sionally performed in Europe, and Peter Branscombe, writing in the
Grove dictionary, characterizes Suppé's song Des ist mein Osterreich
as "Austria's second national song".

Der Rosenkavalier: Trio: Hab’s mir gelobt ~ Richard Strauss (1864-1948)

In this operatic masterpiece, Richard Strauss gives the three leads
plenty of beautiful melodies and harmonies to work with. But here’s %
the thing about this opera: the singers portraying the love triangle of
sorts (comprising the Marschallin, Princess Marie-Thérese; Count
Oktavian Rofrano; and Sophie) are all female voices — two sopranos
and one mezzo-soprano, the latter of course singing the trouser role
of Count Oktavian. Hugo von Hoffmannsthal’s excellent libretto
provides a funny and genuinely moving tale underscored by some
deep emotional truths. Thus we find ourselves caring about the fates
of the Marschallin, wife of the Field Marshall von Werdenberg; her
young lover, Count Oktavian Rofrano; and Sophie, with whom Ok-
tavian will soon fall madly in love.




Ultimately, it’s all about love, but love in its many guises. There’s the
older Marschallin who's starting to feel her age. She muses on her love
for the seventeen-year-old Oktavian, an affair that the Marschallin
knows all too well will not and cannot last. Then there’s the youthful
passion of Oktavian for the Marschallin on the one hand, and on the
other, his excitement about the young Sophie, fresh out of the convent
and unfortunately already betrothed to the Baron Ochs auf Lerchenau
when Oktavian first meets her. Not to mention the love that will blos-
som within Sophie for the gallant Oktavian. And then there’s the pru-
rient ‘love’ of Baron Ochs. The Marschallin’s story is at the heart of this
tale, and focuses on her dignified, generous and heartbreaking renun-
ciation of Oktavian’s attentions in favor of Sophie. Yet, since the libret-
tist has also subtitled it, A Comedy for Music in Three Acts, the story also
offers lots of humor to spare.

Symphony No. 2 in D, Op. 43. Jean Sibelius (1865-1957)

I. Allegretto
II. Andante, ma rubato
IV. Finale: Allegro moderato

Perhaps no composer is as strongly associated with nationalism as Jean
Sibelius, author of the intensely patriotic Finlandia. Nor is this associa-
tion undeserved, for Sibelius was deeply involved in the struggle to
keep Finland free from the rule of Tsarist Russia. More than one of his
works was banned by the authorities because the populace found it too
inspiring. Even when he was not explicitly protesting oppression, Si-
belius wrote music strongly tied to his homeland and its traditions, ex-
emplified by works such as Keller, Lemminkiinen, and the ebullient Kare-
lia suite.

Yet contrary to the assertions of some writers, nationalism did not rule
the composer's life. The Second Symphony serves as an example: the
major themes were developed during a stay in Italy, and several were
originally conceived for a tone poem to be based on Dante's Divine Com-
edy. One of the most picturesque melodies is a bassoon duet that ap-
pears near the beginning of the symphony's second movement, which
had been intended to represent Death's visit to Den Juan's castle. Yet the
style of the symphony is so unmistakably Sibelian, so inescapably Fin-
nish that perhaps the critics can be forgiven for seeing it as one more
expression of the indomitable nature of the tiny nation that has insisted
on maintaining its identity in the face of a seemingly endless parade of
would-be conquerors.

The Second Symphony was an instant success with the Finnish audi-
ence, and established Sibelius as a major composer. But listeners outside
Scandinavia were less receptive, and it took some time for it to become
the most popular of his symphonies. Even as late as 1940, for example,
Virgil Thomson (himself a Romantically-influenced composer) called it
“vulgar, self-indulgent, and provincial beyond description.” Self-
indulgent it may be, and perhaps earthy, but it is hard to call a work
provincial when it has so thoroughly captivated music lovers world-
wide for nearly a century.

Reflections and Meditations (2007) David Morgan (b. 1957)

Alice Wang, clarinet
David Morgan said of his work, Reflections and Meditations:
«Reflections and Meditations” was commissioned by Robert Boudreau and the
American Wind Symphony Orchestra for Mr. Robert Fitzer. Mr. Boudreau re-
quested a piece of ten to twelve minutes, featuring the clarinet with prominent role
for the alto flute. The piece was to include jazz and Eastern elements, perhaps begin
with a gong, and the title should be something like “Reflections” or “Meditations.”
Having always been impressed by Mr. Fitzer’s lyricism, I emphasized the singing
lqua]ities of the clarinet rather than consciously pushing its technical boundaries.
The beautiful opening of the Copland clarinet concerto, perhaps the most famous
twentieth-century piece for clarinet, was an obvious point of departure. The jazz
'inﬂuences are manifest largely in the harmony and melodic content rather than the
rhythm. There is no attempt to make the wind symphony “swing.” The piece con-
tains several highly-veiled references to the music of Billy Strayhorn, as well as
some not so hidden references to the music of Igor Stravinsky. The composition of
“Reflections and Mediations” coincided with the acceleration of Mr. Fitzer’s illness.
The day before his passing Bob called and asked me to bring over the newly com-
I pleted score and a recording of the midi file. To the very end he maintained his
passion for music and life. This piece is dedicated to Robert Fitzer, who believed in
every note he played and every word he spoke.

Symphony No. 4 (1993) David Maslanka (b. 1943)

Relative to his Symphony No. 4, composer David Maslanka stated:

The sources that give rise to a piece of music are many and deep. It is possible to
describe the technical aspects of a work — its construction principles, its orchestra-
tion -but nearly impossible to write of its soul-nature except through hints and sug-
gestions.

The roots of Symphony No. 4 are many. The central driving force is the spontaneous
rise of the impulse to shout for the joy of life. I feel it is the powerful voice of the
Earth that comes to me from my adopted western Montana, and the high plains and
mountains of central Idaho. My personal experience of the voice is one of being
helpless and torn open by the power of the thing that wants to be expressed -the
welling-up shout that cannot be dehied. I am set aquiver and am forced to shout

l and sing. The response in the voice of the Earth is the answering shout of thanksgiv-
ing, and the shout of praise.

I Out of this, the hymn tune "Old Hundred," several" other hymn tunes (the Bach
chorales "Only Trust in God to Guide You" and "Christ Who Makes Us Holy"), and
original melodies which are hymn-like in nature, form the backbone of Symphony

l No.4.



To explain the presence of these hymns, at least in part, and to hint at the life of
the Symphony, I must say something about my long-time fascination with
Abraham Lincoln. Carl Sandburg's monumental Abraham Lincoln offers a pic-
ture of Lincoln in death. Lincoln's close friend, David R. Locke, saw him in his
coffin. According to Locke, his face had an expression of absolute content, of
relief at having thrown off an unimaginable burden. The same expression had
crossed Lincoln' s face only a few times in life; when after a great calamity, he
had come to a great victory. Sandburg goes on to describe a scene from Lin-
coln's journey to final rest at Springfield, Illinois. On April 28, 1865, the coffin
lay on a mound of green moss and white flowers in the rotunda of the capitol
building in Columbus, Ohio. Thousands of people passed by each hour to view
the body. At four in the afternoon, in the red- gold of a prairie sunset, accompa-
nied by the boom of minute guns and a brass band playing "Old Hundred," the
coffin was removed to the waiting funeral train. \

For me, Lincoln' s life and death are as critical today as they were more than a
century ago. He remains a model for this age. Lincoln maintained in his person
the tremendous struggle of opposites raging in the country in his time. He was
inwardly open to the boiling chaos, out of which he forged the framework of a
new unifying idea. It wore him down and killed him, as it wore and killed the
hundreds of thousands of soldiers in the Civil War, as it has continued to wear
and kill by the millions up to the present day. Confirmed in the world by Lin-
coln was the unshakable idea of the unity of all the human race, and by exten-
sion the unity of all life, and by further extension, the unity of all life with all
matter, with all energy, and with the silent and seemingly empty and unfa-
thomable mystery of our origins.

Out of chaos and the fierce joining of opposite comes new life and hope. From
this impulse I used "Old Hundred," known as the Doxology — a hymn of praise
to God; Praise God from Whom all Blessings Flow, Gloria in excelsis Deo — the
mid-sixteenth century setting of Psalm 100. Psalm 100 reads in part:

Make a joyful noise unto the Lord, all ye lands. Serve the Lord

with gladness; come before His presence with singing... Enter into

His gates with thanksgiving and into his courts with praise: be

thankful unto Him, and bless His name.

I have used Christian symbols because they are my cultural heritage, but I have
tried to move through them to a depth of universal humanness, to an aware-
ness that is not defined by religious label. My impulse through this music is to
speak to the fundamental human issues of transformation and re-birth in this
chaotic time.

Diffusa est gratia is one of a cappella motets written by Vytautas Mi-
skinis. Miskinis, Lituanian choral conductor, composer and educator, is
a prominent figure in European choral music world. He directed so
many outstanding choirs and received many awards in choral music.
He has composed approximately one hundred religious a cappella mo-
tets, thirteen masses, a magnificat, and approximately four hundred
secular songs which are performed by choirs throughout Lithuania and
the rest of the world. It is not unusual to encounter a Gregorian chant-

Cantus Gloriosus is an exquisite example of contemporary choral trend
from modern Europe. The composition was written in 1980 by Jozef
Swider (b. 1930), a Polish composer. This piece combines a few melodic
ideas in the foundation of several old compositional techniques includ-
ing parallel harmony, totally homophonic writing, and canonic pas-
sages in close distance like stretto; and yet the outcome is a quite mod-
ern piece of music. Itis set in an ABA form, starting with an animated
fast section, moving to a somber but appealing slow section, and then
coming back to the fast opening material.

The Last Words of David was commissioned, 1949, by the Boston Sym-
phony Orchestra for Dr. Serge Koussevitzky, in honor of the 25" Anni-
versary of his Directorship. It was first performed on August 12, 1949,
at Lenox, Massachusetts, by the Berkshire Music Center Chorus and the
Boston Symphony Orchestra, under Dr. Koussevitzky. Randall Thomp-
son was one of the most recognized American choral composers in the
twentieth century. Itis interesting to know the English translation of
the inscription (originally written in Latin) of the cover picture of the
printed music. It reads: To all ye who are present where you may hear: I
perceive the coming of Jesus. In the song of my psalms, I say unto ye,
that on earth shall be conceived the Truth of God, His good Son, born of
a virgin unknown by man; and she shall be well beloved of God
through love, and she shall be called the gate of Zion. The text of the
composition was taken from 2 Samuel, xxiii, 3, 4.

He that ruleth over men must be just, ruling in the fear of God.

And he shall be as the light of the morning,

when the sun riseth, even a morning without clouds;

as the tender grass springing out of the earth by clear shining after rain.
Alleluia. Amen.




I Howard Hanson composed Song of Democracy for the 100" Anniversary of the
National Education Association and the 50" Anniversary of the Music Educa-
l tion National Conference in 1957. The composer selected this text from “An
Old Man’s Thoughts of School” by Walt Whitman (1819-1892) written for the
inauguration of a public school, Camden, New Jersey (1874). Hanson is a re-
cipient of many awards and honors, including the American Academy’s Prix de
' Rome (1921) and the Pulitzer Prize (1944). Song of Democracy was also per-
formed at the inaugural concert for incoming U. S. President Richard Nixon in
1969, an event Hanson proudly described as the first inaugural concert featur-
l ing only American music.

The Battle Hymn of the Republic

The tune was written, around 1855, by William Steffe. The song was alternately
called “Canaan’s Happy Shore” or “Brothers, Will You Meet Me?” and it was
sung as a campfire spiritual. Later Thomas Bishop wrote another popular set of
lyrics to the tune, around 1860, titled “John Brown’s Body” which became one
of his infantry unit’s walking songs. The original ‘Battle Hymn’ text was born
during the American Civil War (1861), when Julia W. Howe, the author of the
text, visited a Union Army camp on the Potomac River near Washington, D. C.
She heard the soldiers singing the song “John Brown’s Body,” and had taken
with the strong marching beat. She wrote the words of six verses the next day.
Wilhousky took freedom of selecting only three verses to set his choral arrange-
ment. This setting became one of the most celebrated choral finales.

ABOUT THE SOLOIST

ALICE WANG With a career including solo and ensemble concerts in Belgium,
New York City, Sweden, Los Angeles and Taiwan, Alice Wang's clarinet per-
formances have been described as “lively, assuring” and “incredible [with] fast
and intricate finger work.” She has worked with composers Henryk Gorecki,
Joan Tower and Jennifer Higdon and performed under Christopher Hogwood
and Gunther Schuller. Dr. Wang has also had the pleasure of recording with
jazz harmonicist Jean “Toots” Thielemans and premiered compositions by John
Corigliano, percussionist Kevin Norton and jazz trumpeter Dave Douglas, the
latter as a member of the award-winning American Repertory Ensemble. Some
of the other highlights of Dr. Wang's career include collaborating in a European
concert tour to promote the awareness of Asian cultures, receiving an invitation
from the Royal Conservatory of Music in Stockholm to be a resident guest artist
and giving a solo concerto performance with the Texas Festival Orchestra.

Since her appointment as Assistant Professor of Clarinet for the Dana School of
Music at Youngstown State University in 2007, Dr. Wang directs the Dana
Clarinet Ensemble and has been a featured soloist with the Youngstown State
University Wind Ensemble and the Ohio District 5 Honor Band. She is also a
member of the Faculty woodwind quartet at Youngstown State University and
has performed with the Valley Lyric Opera, Opera Western Reserve and the
Westminster woodwind quintet. Dr. Wang completed her Doctorate of Musical
Arts in Clarinet at the University of Texas at Austin with Prof. Richard Mac-
Dowell. Her previous teachers include Yehuda Gilad and Mitchell Lurie at the
University of Southern California, as well as Sir Walter Boeykins at the Royal
Conservatory of Music in Antwerpe and Hermann Stefansson of the Stockholm
Royal Philharmonic Orchestra.

ABOUT THE COMPOSER

DAVID MORGAN is an Associate Professor of Jazz Studies and String Bass.
He is best known as a jazz bassist and composer/arranger. His teaching respon-
sibilities include jazz ensemble, jazz combo, jazz improvisation, jazz arranging,
jazz composition, and applied string bass. '

In recent years, he has shared the stage with many leading jazz musicians in-
cluding Larry Corygll, James Moody, Frank Foster, Joe Chambers, Benny Green,
Joe Lovano, Bob Brookmeyer, Maria Schneider, Bobby Watson, and Mose Alli-
son. Dave performs regularly with the Cleveland Jazz Orchestra, the Jack
Schantz Jazz Unit, and with a variety of smaller ensembles. He has also ap-
peared with The Cleveland Orchestra, the Akron Symphony, and the Cleveland
Chamber Symphony. Dave received the 2003 Award of Achievement from
Northern Ohio Live for transcribing and arranging a concert of the music of

Frank Zappa for a TRI-C JazzFest concert that featured saxophonist Ernie
Watts.




Dr. Morgan, who holds a M.M. in Music Theory and a D.M.A. in Composition
from the University of Texas at Austin, is also active as a theorist and composer.
His theoretical research has focused on the harmonic and melodic vocabulary
of contemporary jazz, and he has presented two papers at National Meetings of
the Society for Music Theory. His article "Superimposition in the Improvisa-
tions of Herbie Hancock" will be published in the forthcoming issue of the An-
nual Review of Jazz Studies.

His compositions for jazz and classical ensembles are performed throughout
the world. The 13-piece Jazz Unit has released a critically-acclgimed recording
of his compositions entitled “Choices.” Dave's performance and compositional
talents can also be heard on recordings by The Cleveland Jazz Orchestra enti-
tled "Traditions," and "Night and Day: Barbara Knight & The Cleveland Jazz
Orchestra.” He can also be heard with the Paul Ferguson Jazz Orchestra on
"Friends." The Polish National Chamber Orchestra recently premiered two of
Morgan’s works, “Concert Music for Alto Saxophone and Strings” and
“Romance for Flute and Strings.” Their recording of the “Romance” with
American flutist Katherine DeJongh was released in 2002 on the Errato label.
Dave has two recent premieres. The first is "Consolation” for Alto Saxophone
and Orchestra, which was performed in South Korea in November, 2003. The
second is "Fine Lines” for Flute and Wind Ensemble, composed for Dr.
Katherine Thomas Umble, Assistant Professor of Flute. It was performed with
the YSU Wind Ensemble in December, 2003. Morgan’s music has also been per-
formed by YSU’s Jazz Ensembles, Jazz Combos, Flute Choir, Symphonic Wind
Ensemble, and YSU’s saxophonist professor, Dr. James Umble.

In the Fall of 2005, Dave created a concert of compositions and arrangements
for the Cleveland Jazz Orchestra and guest artist Joe Lovano. The music and
performances were such a success that Joe Lovano invited the CJO to perform
with him at the world famous jazz club Birdland in July of 2006. The perform-
ances of Dave’s music featuring Joe Lovano and the CJO were recorded and a
CD should be available in December 2006.

STEPHEN L. GAGE is Instrumental Music Coordinator, Professor of Music,
Director of Bands, and Assistant Director of the Dana Symphony Orchestra at
Youngstown State University’s Dana School of Music.

PROGRAM NOTES
“Toot Suite” for Trumpet and Jazz Piano is one of Claude Bolling’s jazz suites. These
ieces artfully combine classical solo lines with jazz accompaniment in a seamless manor
reating a unique sound. Bolling composed these works for such artists as Yo-Yo Ma and
Jean-Pierre Rampal. “Toot Suite” for Trumpet and Jazz Piano was composed in 1981 for
enowned French trumpet virtuoso Maurice André who released the only published re-
ording of the piece a year later. The piece consists of six movements each with a different
cl\m‘acter including a jazz waltz, two jazz ballads, a theme and variation, a march, and a
mixed-meter masterpiece which develops into a straight ahead blues. Another unique fea-
e that sets each movement apart is that each movement is performed on a different in-
trument. Allégre is composed for the C trumpet, Mystique for the E® trumpet, Marche for
the B® piccolo tmmget, Rag-Polka for the B® cornet, Vespérale for the B® flugelhorn, and
pirituelle for the B piccolo trumpet. It is no surprise that two movements are written for
Ehiccolo trumpet as André is most noted for his piccolo trumpet playing. André requested
at one movement be written for cornet as this was the instrument that he first learned to
lay. By his own admission, André does not play jazz or improvise. Faced with this chal-
ieﬂge, Bolling had to find ways to incorporate André’s classical styling into what is essen-
ially a jazz combo piece. He did so masterfully and the end result is one of the most
unique sounding pieces that I have had the pleasure of preparing. I hope you all enjoy Toot

Program Notes:
Dance Preludes for Clarinet and Piano by Witold Lutoslawski
Written by Patrick Fulton

The life and works of Polish composer Witold Lutoslawski can be described most
concisely as turbulent. This idea manifests itself at an early age for Lutoslawski re-
flected in the frequent transitions of his family throughout Russia and Poland to
escape political conflict. Lutoslawski’s compositional life can be easily divided into
two realms. The first, publicly viewed works, are of a much more functional and
tame nature due to the unfavorable political pressure of the times and a need to
support his family. These works include many folksongs and children’s songs with
a wide public appeal. The second realm, his private compositions, showcases the
experimental side of his works with the use of interval-pairing and a new style of
twelve-tone writing. This division was caused mostly by the unfavorable political
climate toward the arts in and about Poland in the late 1940’s, forcing him to stay
out of a controversial light in dangerous times. These two styles remained separate
until the 1950’s when his new harmonic styles were introduced to his concert pieces.
The Dance Preludes for Clarinet and Piano were, perhaps, the turning point of
Lutoslawski’s stylistic merge.

Consisting of five separate movements, the Dance Preludes for Clarinet and Piano
was composed in 1954. The work captures a very specific charm in each of its move-
ments, combining Northern Polish folksongs with the new harmonic inventions of
Lutoslawski’s experimental works. This idea of techniques such as interval-pairing
combined with traditional folksongs makes this piece a turning point in his compo-
sitional life. He describes the work as his “farewell to folklore”; a final look at con-
ventional works before developing his own definitive style. While this work pro-
vides both a technical and musical challenge for the performer, it is truly a defining
work in the career of Witold Lutoslawski.



Fantasy Pieces, Op. 43 by Niels Wilhelm Gade
Written by Brad Ferry

Gade was the son of an instrument maker and learned to play several of
them. Gade first began his' career as a violinist in the Royal Danish Or-
chestra. After having his first symphony turned down in Copenhagen,
he sent it to Mendelssohn who greatly enjoyed his work and befriended
him. After Mendelssohn’s death in 1847, Gade was appointed to be chief
conductor until war unfortunately began between Prussia and Denmark,
so he returned to Copenhagen. In Copenhagen, Gade became the direc-
tor of the music society and worked as organist in several churches until
his death. * Grove Music Online (Gade, Niels W.)

Fantasistykker Op.43 shows the side of Gade brings out the ideas of his
chamber music. The piece begins with the opening, the Andantino con
moto, that is soft and has a bit of a relaxing, soothing quality that even
has the piano in the middle range with the clarinet. The Allegro vivace
moves a bit faster and gives a more color to the piece. Moving to the
Ballade, the clarinet uses arpeggios to help convey the movement to the
audience while maintaining a sweet, dance-like quality. The Tempo
animato returns back to the middle range of the instrument to bring out a
warmer sound similar to the beginning, and moves in to some ideas of
the second movement, and finally to the darker, more somber, end of the
phrases. i

Andante et Allegro by Ernest Chausson
Written by Cody Williamson

Ernest Chausson was born Jan. 21, 1855, Paris, France and died June 10,
1899. After obtaining a doctorate degree in law, Chausson entered the
Paris Conservatory in 1879 for a course of study with Jules Massenet and
César Franck. Many of his works were influenced by the famous com-
posers of his time such as Richard Wagner, Claude Debussy, and Isaac
Albéniz. Although these composers may have influenced his writing
Chausson had many ideas that were originally his and they are rather
apparent in his music.



hausson was a French Romantic composer who, in his quest to promote
ench music, served for several years as secretary of the Société Nationale de
usique, while also offering enthusiastic support to younger French com-
osers. Chausson wrote relatively little orchestral music but of the four sur-
ving works, "Poéme", for solo violin and orchestra, is an important item in
violin repertoire. Chausson was also responsible for the renown opera Le

ntasie for Clarinet and Piano by Philippe Gaubert

hilippe Gaubert was a renowned French Flute soloist, conductor and com-
poser of operas. He is most credited for his flute compositions, and orches-
al conducting with the Paris Opera, and Orchestre de la Societe des Concerts
1 Conservatoire. Around the same time, Gaubert was appointed the Flute
Professor at the Paris conservatory and became widely known for his flute
mpositions, among others such as Fantaisie for Clarinette and Piano.

hilippe Gaubert style was reflective of the romantic period it was com-
posed it, in which there is a truly aesthetic feel to the music.

hilippe Gaubert’s Fantaisie for Clarinette is challenging through the melodic
interpretation of the slow opening theme, and the difficult passages

rough the second half. The piece opens with separate piano and clarinet
trances, providing the main theme of the entire solo, and continues on
variations, heard throughout. The latter half starts with a brief piano intro-
uction in which the clarinet rests, and continues to expand until the tu-
ultuous conclusion, that in which the clarinet exemplifies.




Introduction, Theme and Variations by Gioachino Rossini |

Gioachino Rossini was born in Pesaro, Italy to a horn and trumpet player

and an opera singer. In his early years he studied music and went on to J
perform as a singer, pianist and violist. He was most influenced by Hayd

and Mozart. He wrote his first opera at age eighteen. He wrote Introduc-
tion, Theme and Variations the year before he wrote his first opera. His most
widely known opera is The Barber of Seville. He composed operas nearly
every month and made sure to write for certain singers so the compositions
would fit them best. He married a soprano in 1822, and in 1830 he had anl
affair. After his wife died he married his mistress. He had illness for the la
forty years of his life. His death came about in 1868.

During the time my piece was written opera was immensely popular. Tha_
is most likely the reason that Rossini composed in the style that he did. Op-
era was occurring everywhere in Europe, and a composer must write what‘
sells the majority of the time. Although it is not a piece that made him a
popular composer, it is one of the most important pieces of clarinet reper-
toire. The Introduction section of the piece sets up the underlying feeling
for the entire work. All the sections relay the theme to the listener in obvi-
ous and subtle ways. The piece chariges mood throughout because of the
tempo and key changes. Overall the piece best represents Rossini’s affini
for the opera and the popularity of the style at that point in history.

Concerto for Clarinet and Orchestra in A Major, K. 622 by Wolfgang Amadeu
Mozart
Written by Stephanie Ruozzo

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was born on January 27, 1756 in Salzburg to
Leopold Mozart, and began his career as a composer at the extremely early
age of 5, and performed for the Bavarian elector and Austrian empress at
He even toured Paris and London with his older sister Maria Anna in 176
Between 1770 and 1773 he wrote the operas Mitridate and Lucio Silla as wel
as a Serenata for Milan, then became Konzertmeister in the Prince-
Archbishop’s court in Salzburg. It was while occupying this post that
Mozart composed all of his violin concerti, six piano sonate, and his first
piano concerto (K.271) — his true ambition, however, lay in composing op-
eras. Mozart’s great opera was Idomeneo, which was a success in Munich
because of its deep and provocative orchestrations used to communicate
intense feeling.



ifter leaving a menial and degrading position under the new Prince-
Archbishop, Mozart made a living through performing privately, publish-
dag, writing for commission, and teaching until taking a small job as
-ammermusicus in 1787. Mozart had actually achieved fame in Vienna in
1782 through Die Entfuhrung aus dem Serail, a German Singspiel far more
mplex and elaborate that its traditional counterparts. At this time, he also
arried Constanze Weber and dedicated six string quartets to Haydn.
Later, he wrote fifteen piano concerti in order to serve in both capacities of
mposer and performer, as well as three comic operas with librettist
renzo da Ponte. Mozart’s last works were masonic pieces (Mozart had
first enrolled as a freemason in 1784) and his famous clarinet concerto. His
quiem remained unfinished at his death on 5 Dec. 1791 in Vienna.

Mozart’s clarinet concerto was written for clarinettist Anton Stadler, con-
ining three movements in the customary fast-slow-fast pattern. It is actu-
ly intended to be performed on A Basset Clarinet, a hybrid mixture of the
F Basset Horn and A Clarinet which requires an extension of the lower
dy joint. The resulting instrument was very similar to today’s E-flat Alto
larinet and could reach to and extended range of low C. Unfortunately,
musicologists were unaware of this original version of the concerto until the
th century and are only now reconstructing the A Basset Clarinet to per-
rm this piece with historical accuracy and clarity. Mozart’s clarinet con-
certo in A Major K.622 was premiered by Stadler in Prague on 16 Oct. 1791
overall success, though there was some debate about the extension of the
strument. Final judgment was given by Berlin Musikalisches
Wochenblatt, however, in January 1792: "His [Stadler’s] playing is brilliant
d bears witness to his assurance."

ndré Messager was born December 20, 1853 Montlugon, France. During a
eriod from the late 1890’s until the early 1900’s, Messager wrote few works

‘mself. It was in this time frame, 1899, that he wrote Solo de Concours for
arinet at the Paris Conservatory. The title means, quite generically, Contest

Solo, and was written to be just such a piece.

e piece begins with a cut time piano introduction over which the clarinet fits
in like the final piece of a puzzle. It then contrasts fast, arpeggiated runs with
ng, legato-like lyrical sections. After a rousing climactic finish to the first sec-
n of the piece, the tempo slows down and the clarinet settles into a beautiful
melody before returning to the roaming , lyrical arpeggios. After an extended

denza, the theme makes a glorious return and then the clarinetist sets about
iinging the piece to an exciting finish with a brisk -allegro section.

Living Room Music is to be played on household objects, such as books,
floors, door posts, tables, etc. The second movement, written to a poem
by Gertrude Stein, consists of repetitive rhythmic vocalizations of parts
of the text, from single letters (“t,” “s,” or “z” sounds), to words and
short phrases. It also includes whistling in the fourth percussion part.
The third movement includes a melody written for “any suitable instru-

ment.”

Amores (1943)

I.  Solo for Prepared Piano

II. Trio (9 tom-toms, pod rattle)

III. Trio (7 woodblocks, not Chinese)
IV. Solo for Prepared Piano

The outer two movements of Amores are written for prepared piano, the
inner two for percussion. For the prepared piano, the performer must
insert various objects, such as screws or pieces of rubber, in between
certain piano strings to create different timbres. In this piece, Cage
gives specific instructions for the materials to be used and their place-
ment in the piano. The second movement, for three players on three
tom-toms each (and one with a pod rattle), employs a complex poly-
rhythmic counterpoint. The third movement was originally from an
earlier work entitled Trio, and was subtitled “Waltz.”




4’ 33” (1952)

4’ 33" was originally written for piano, but Cage later transcribed it “for any
instrument or combination of instruments.” I have chosen to create an actu-
alization of this piece for multiple percussion solo.

First Construction (in Metal) (1939)

First Construction is one of Cage’s first mature works for percussion ensem-
ble. At the time of its composition, Cage was primarily interested in formal
structure. The piece consists of sections of 16 measures each, grouped in
phrases of measures in the pattern 4-3-2-3-4. There are 16 of these sections,
which are themselves organized into larger units comprised of 4, 3, 2, 3, and
4 sections. This creates an overall formal plan that Cage called “square root |
form.” The piece ends with a 9 measure coda. The rhythmic material in the
piece comes from sixteen motives. Cage arranged these motives in groups
of four and organized each group in a circle. He then chose consecutive
rhythms by going back and forth around the circle, but never across it. He
introduced motives from the first circle in the first large structural unit, mo-
tives from the second circle in the second large unit, and so on.

Forever and Sunsmell (1942)

This piece was written for a dance by Jean Erdman, and is scored for Chi-
nese cymbal, two Chinese toms, and soprano. The text comes from an E. E.
Cummings poem. The voice part can be sung in any key. The song is di-
vided into sections of solo voice and voice with percussion accompaniment.
Cage stipulates in the score that the piece may only be presented if the full
text of the Cummings poem, without capitalization changes, is presented as
well.

Credo in US (1942)

Credo in US was written for a dance by Merce Cunningham and Jean

Erdman, and it gets its rhythmic structure from the structure of the previ-
ously choreographed dance. The title is a pun on American tenets of indi-
vidualism. The piece calls for four players. The first uses five tin cans and
two muted gongs, the second five tin cans and one low tom-tom, and the

third piano and tom-tom. The fourth player uses a radio or phonograph.

Cage wrote in the score that if a phonograph was used, the recording should
be of classical music (“i.e. Dvorak, Shostakovich, Sibelius, etc.”). This per-
formance will be with a recording of Pierre Boulez conducting music of

Frank Zappa.

This work was composed for Stadler and was given its premiere in Pra-
gue on October 16, 1791. It consists of the usual three movements, in a fast-
slow-fast form. Mozart originally wrote the work for basset clarinet, a special
clarinet championed by Stadler that had a range down to low (written) C, in-
stead of stopping at (written) E as standard clarinets do. As most clarinets coul
not play the low notes which Mozart wrote to highlight this instrument, Mo-
zart's publisher arranged a version of the concerto with the low notes trans-
posed to regular range, and did not publish the original version.

The concerto is frequently described as 'autumnal’ due to the lyrical
Adagio and the emotive passages in minor keys in the outer movements. It was
also one of Mozart's final completed works, and indeed his final purely instru-
mental work (he died in the December following its completion). The concerto
is notable for its delicate interplay between soloist and orchestra, and for the
lack of overly extroverted display on the part of the soloist (no cadenzas are
written out in the solo part).

Pastoral Op. 21 Vincent Persichetti

Vincent Persichetti, American composer, educator and author, studied the pi-
ano with Olga Samaroff and composition with Paul Nordoff at the Philadelphi
Conservatory, and conducting with Fritz Reiner at the Curtis Institute. In 1941
he was appointed to teach at the Philadelphia Conservatory, and in 1947 he

joined the faculty of the Juilliard School. He is noted as one of the major figur
in American music of the 20th century, both as a teacher and a composer. This
woodwind quintet was written in 1943.
