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"Virtuoso-violinist extraordinaire", Hristo Popov, brings tremendous experi­
ence to the concert stage. Popov made his orchestral debut at the age of nine 
and since then has performed throughout the United States, England, Germany, 
Czech Republic, Poland, Bulgaria, Italy, Switzerland, and Mexico as both reci­
talist and concerto soloist. He is founding member of The New York Empire 
Trio exclusively presented by Bulgarian Virtuosi Artists. Hristo Popov began 
his musical education in Bulgaria at the school for gifted children "Dobrin Pet­
kov" in the city of Plovdiv. However, he has completed most of his studies in 
the United States of America. He is a graduate of ldyllwild Arts Academy, 
Oberlin College, and Kent State University and University of Keucky. otable 
mentors include Taras Gabora, Daniel Mason, Wolfgang Marschner, Todor 
Pelev, Michael Tseitlin, and Oleh Krysa. In addition, he has participated in 
master classes led by Cho-Liang Lin, ffrah Nieman, and Tokyo String Quartet. 
Hristo Popov is a prizewinner at the Kozian International Violin Competition, 
Silver Medalist at the CaUfornia Young Artist Competition, winner of the 
Grand Prize at the lnternational Institute of Music (Germany, USA), first place 
at the American String Teachers' Association Chamber Music Competition. He 
has appeared as guest artist in numerous festivals such as Park City Interna­
tional Music Festival, Plovdiv International Chamber Music Festival, and the 
Sofia Musical Weeks Music Festival. Popov has performed in major Performing 
Arts Centers in the United States including the Dorothy Chandler Pavilion - Los 
Angeles, Severance Hall - Cleveland, John F. Kennedy Center - Washington 
D.C, and Casa Verdi - Milan, Italy. Dr. Popov is a fierce advocate for the arts in 
several communities in Ohio. He serves as Artistic Director of the Chagrin Val­
ley Chamber Music Concert Series, www.chagrinmusic.org, and is Founder and 
Artistic Director of International Festival for Strings & More in Sandusky, Ohio 
- an intense program for string studies that results in numerous perform­
ances. During the season 2004-2005, he served as Audience Coordinator at 
Opera Circle in Cleveland, Ohio, and he has appeared as chamber musician, 
concertmaster and soloist in many of their productions. Formerly, he was the 
Music Director of The Euclid Orchestra and has been on the faculty at Kent 
State University. Currently, he teaches at Youngstown State University and 
Western Reserve Academy in Ohio. Hristo Popov performs music from the 
standard repertoire as well as significant works of the contemporary 
genre. American composer Thomas Janson has recently composed a number of 
works specifically for him. He has also premiered works by the American com­
poser and author, Rick Sowash. Dr. Popov performs over twenty violin con­
certi and he maintains a wide variety of recital programs. His performances 
have been documented on TV and radio stations in United States, Mexico, and 
Bulgaria and has recorded albums for TC Recordings and Bravante Records. He 
continues to receive rave reviews - As described by Kult11r nm Ort, Germany, 
Popov "proved to be a true virtuoso ... he fascinated the audience with his warm 
Bohemian magically sweet tone and unsurpassed briUiance!"

Kathryn Thomas Umble is assistant professor of flute at Youngstown 
State University and has served on the faculties of Bowling Green State 
University and Grove City College. Dr. Umble holds degrees from the 
University of Michigan, Bowling Green State University, and Michigan 
State University and was awarded the Prix d'excellence for Out­
standing Musicianship from the Fontainebleau School of Music, France, 
which she attended on full scholarship. 

In addition to performing principal flute with the Warren Philharmonic 
Orchestra, Umble holds the piccolo position with the Youngstown 
Symphony Orchestra and has performed principal flute with the 
Toledo Symphony Orchestra and the Youngstown Symphony Orches­
tra. She has presented recitals in Europe and throughout the United 
States - venues such as Alice Tully Hall and Symphony Space, New 
York, and the Milhaud Society at the Cleveland Institute of Music with 
members of the Cleveland Orchestra. Among her performances this 
year, Kathryn Umble was featured guest artist of the Pittsburgh Flute 
Club, concerto soloist with Warren Philharmonic Orchestra, guest artist 
in recital with the Aurista Ensemble in New York City and performed 
in recital at the 2008 National Flute Association Convention.

"Virtuoso-violinist extraordinaire", Bristo Popov, brings tremen­
dous experience to the concert stage. Popov made his orchestral 
debut at the age of nine and since then has performed through­
out the United States, England, Germany, Czech Republic, Po­
land, Bulgaria, Italy, Switzerland, and Mexico as both recitalist 
and concerto soloist. He is founding member of The New York 
Empire Trio exclusively presented by Bulgarian Virtuosi Artists. 
Hristo Popov is a prizewinner at the Kozian International Violin 
Competition, Silver Medalist at the California Young Artist Com­
petition, winner of the Grand Prize at the International Institute 
of Music (Germany, USA), first place at the American String 
Teachers' Association Chamber Music Competition. He has per­
formed and taught in major chamber music festivals throughout 
the world such as Oberlin at Casalrnaggiore, Park City Interna­
tional Music Festival, International Chamber Music Courses in 
Positano (Italy), Rondo Music Festival, among others. Popov has 
performed in major Performing Arts Centers in the United States 
including the Dorothy Chandler Pavilion - Los Angeles, Sever­
ance Hall - Cleveland, John F. Kennedy Center - Washington 
D.C, and Casa Verdi - Milan, Italy. Hristo Popov performs music 
from the standard repertoire as well as significant works of the 
contemporary genre. American composer Thomas Janson has 
recently composed a number of works specifically for him. His 
performances have been documented on TV and radio stations in 
United States, Mexico, and Bulgaria and has recorded albums for 
TC Recordings and Bravante Records. He continues to receive 
rave reviews - As described by Kultur am Ort, Germany, Popov 
"proved to be a true virtuoso .. . he fascinated the audience with 
his warm Bohemian magically sweet tone and unsurpassed 
brilliance!" 



Michael Gelfand received his Bachelor of Music degree at Indi- · 
ana University in Bloomington, Indiana, and his Master of Music 
at the Cleveland Institute of Music in celJo and conducting. His 
ceUo teachers have included Janos Starker, Fritz Magg, and 
Marion Feldman. He pursued doctoral studies in conducting at 
the Cincinnati College-Conservatory of Music, and at the Pierre 
Monteux School for Advanced Conductors. From 1980-1990 he 
was Director of Orchestra, Opera and Musical Theater Produc­
tions at the Dana School of Music at Youngstown State Univer­
sity. 
Since 1975 he has been Professor of Music at Youngstown State 
University and Principal Cellist of the Youngstown Symphony 
and Warren Chamber Orchestra, and has performed con~certs 
since 1990 as a member of the Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra. 
ceUo section. He is a former member of the Cleveland Orchestra, 
former principal cellist of the Syracuse Symphony, and member 
of the Cazenovia String Quartet. Gelfand is active as a guest so­
loist, conductor, adjudicator at many high schools, colleges, and 
music festivals throughout the United States. He was awarded 
the Distinguished Professor of Music Award at Youngstown 
State University in 1984, and was promoted to the rank of Full 
Professor in 1994. Mr. Gelfand performs as a member of the 
Amici Trio in residence at Youngstown State University. In Au­
gust 2002 Michael Gelfand was named Music Director/ 
Conductor of the GreenviUe Symphony Orchestra, in Greenville, 
PA. Gelfand was named Music Director/Conductor of the Ashta­
bula Area Orchestra in June 1992, and in that capacity has ex­
panded its season, which now includes subscription and pops 
concerts, as well as performances with the Ashtabula Arts Center 
Ballet, the Ashtabula County Choral Society, and the Youngs­
town Symphony Chorus.

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Dror Biran is one of Israel's most admfred and gifted pianist. His 
playing has been described in Die Bleed as "powerful, but also 

I beautiful sensitive, brilliant but full of artistry, seductively lyrical 
"' but intensely dramatic at the climaxes". The Plain Dealer added 

"his fortissimos crashed and roared, but next to them came pia-
nissimos that whispered seductively ... he has technique to bum 
and uses it effectively ... " He is a graduate of the Givataim Con­
servatory, The Rubin Academy of Music at Tel-Aviv University 

I and he received his Doctoral degree from The Cleveland Institute 
f!I' of Music. Dror Biran won top prizes at the M.K Ciurlionis Inter­

national Piano Competition, and the Cleveland International Pi­
ano Competition where he also received a special prize for the 
best performance of works by Chopin as well as first prize at the 
"Pilar Bayona International Piano Competition" in Zaragoza, 
Spain, first prize at the Israeli Rubin Academy Piano Competi­
tion, and the Rafi Goralnik prize for pianists, in the Aviv Compe­
tition 2000. Dr. Biran has performed widely as a soloist with ma­
jor orchestras including the Lithuanian Philharmonic Orchestra, 
RTVE Symphony Orchestra of Spain, Johannesburg Philhar­
monic Orchestra, and the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra under 
the batons of Etinger, Rodan, Gueller, Gacia Asensio, Lane and 
others. As a chamber musician Mr. Biran has appeared on a 
regular basis with different music ensembles such as Carmel and 
Aviv String Quartets, he has also performed with members of 
The Cleveland Orchestra in different venues. His concerts have 
been broadcast by WCLV! WQXR, The Voice of Music-Israel, 
Classic FM South Africa among others and he can be heard on 
the JMC Gerusalem Music Centre) labels featuring ballades by 
Brahms and Chopin. Currently, Dr. Biran teaches at Youngstown 
State University and Case Western Reserve University.

From the Director ... 

Thank you for participating in our theater production program through 
your attendance at our performance of Karen Sunde's moving drama, How 
His Bride Came to Abraham. 

I first met Karen in the mid-nineteen-eighties when she had the reputation 
of being one of the finest classical actors in New York City. Since that time 
we have kept in touch by email· as she kept me apprised of her career as a 
playwright. I believe it was about a dozen years ago that she first sent me 
a draft of her script for Abraham and I was deeply moved by her sensitive 
use of language and the overpowering impact of the story she was telling. 
1 knew I wanted to do the play, but felt that it needed to be done immedi­
ately, before the subject matter went out of date. However, for a variety of 
reasons, it was not deemed possible for us to do the play here at YSU at 
that time and I felt that we had missed an opportunity. 

However, Karen kept me informed about the production history of the 
play as it developed over the years and has even resulted emerging as a 
film recently completed. This past year I was prompted to read the script 
again and was shocked to discover that it had not gone out of date. Al­
though the sands of time have altered the specifics of the story-line, the 
core of the dramatic conflict remains, unfortunately, relevant today. 

Most of us are all too familiar with the conflicts in the Middle East that 
have been dominating our newspapers for more than a half century. It is 
ve_ry easy for us to become hotly embroiled in the political and societal 
debates that we read about and often find ourselves moving further away 
from solutions to these problems, rather than solving them. What has 
moved me the most about How His Bride Came to Abraham is the man­
ner in which Karen has placed a human face on the dilemma. In a way it is 
by identifying with these characters that we can come to not only a deeper 
understanding of the situation, but perhaps a way to a possible solution. 
The issue presents itself: can a mutual understanding lead to a deeper 
love capable of overcoming seemingly insurmountable obstacles? 

Working on this production has been a soul-searching and rewarding ex­
perience. Cast members have had to explore not only the dimensions of 
the characters they are playing along with the characterc; with whom they 
interact, but also the political, societal, and religious milieus in which they 
operate. Growth on all fronts was substantial. 



I would like to thank the members of the creative team that helped put 
this production together. John Murphy's set and lighting designs provide 
the proper environment for the action of the play and Jane Shanabarger's 
costumes help portray the essential natures of the characters who inhabit 
the drama. Sound design by Joel Stigliano, properties design by Brandon 
Smith, and makeup design by Dana C~auvin all add important dimensions 
to the production. I would also like to thank my Stage Manager, Vi jay 
Welch, and Jacob Rafidi, Assistant Stage Manager/Dramaturg for their 
dedicated work. They helped provide me with valuable understandings 
of Jewish and Palestinian culture of the Middle East. 

Finally, I am indebted to v~rious members of the YSU and Mahoning Valley 
communities for assisting in the Symposium "talk-back" Discussions that 
will follow each performance. It is through their participation that they 
are able to provide a varied blend of perspectives encompassing Jewish, 
Palestinian, Christian, historical, political, psychological, and philosophical 
points of view. We hope that you will actively participate in the discussion 
witt, these authorities and members of the cast at the conclusion of the 
performance. 

I agree with Sir Tyrone Guthrie that the theatre should assert its claim to 
be educational because it presents ideas in the most memorable way. We 
hope that the ideas expressed in Karen Sunde's moving dramll, How His 
Bride Came to Abraham·wm provide you with memorable images that 
could lead to deeper understandings of the issues involved.

My first reaction to writing this play was, "it's impossible." Yet that 
"impossible" took hold of me, would not let me sleep, would not let go, 
until so much of the story had poured out of me, I had to say, "Yes, I'll do 
it." 

I'd gone to the Middle East under UN auspices to research peace-keeping, 
but what captured me was the death-grip of Israelis and Palestinians, who 
each could cite millennia of crimes committed, one against the other; and 
whose every attempt at peace-making polarized both sides to a sfandstill. 
A play about this? What on earth could a play do? 

Hah. Exactly why I had no choice but to try. Since childhood, I've been 
driven by the idea that the peoples sharing this planet must come to 
understand and embrace one another - that thread runs through all my 
otherwise inexplicably varied endeavors, first as actor, then as writer. 
And here was an ultimate test case for me: how could I take this 
implacable dispute, and bring the sides together, make a theatre 
experience that would reach everyone, anyone who came in the door - no 
matter how alienated - and at least for that (yes, sacred) time, imbue them 
with the desire to embrace their enemy. 

Then it came to me that I should create characters very young, very inno­
cent, who could draw the audience into such a deep emotional involve­
ment with them, that they'd forget, for just a moment, which side they 
came in on, and come out shaken, just a bit, from whatever grievance they 
held. 

In the no-man's-land of How His Bride Came to Abraham a wounded Is­
raeli soldier, male, and a Palestinian female, probable terrorist, are forced 
to spend a night together. Their fears collide with an unexpected desire 
for understanding, and the relief from sorrow that another's care can give. 
She, though internally wounded, shelters, feeds him, binds his wound, not 
revealing her mission. He is in shock from the worst day of his life, and 
every day of hers has been full of horrors, and yet they are young, and be­
cause they look into each other's hearts, they find love. Though like Ro­
meo and Juliet, their story also calls up Othello - "She loved me for the dan­
gers I had passed, and I loved her that she did pity them." 

In the play, Abraham's journey is to meet his enemy - pass through the 
soul of this innocent victim, on to the solution his soul can devise. He must 
find a way out of the horror. He's the "hero;" and the meaning under the 
myth is that he's saving his people. Heroes go through ordeals, are tested, 
rise to the challenge, find more in themselves than they knew was there, 



and ultimately risk everything to do what's right. He opens her to hope, 
and she arouses the best i11 him. 

With a workshop, I found the play working the way I'd hoped. People on 
every side wanted to talk and talk afterwards. An effect I hadn't antici­
pated was the students. I saw them discuss the play in a class, and was 
astonished to find they identify with the young characters. I'd been so 
busy balancing the politics, I hadn't real ized young people would imagine 
themselves into the situation, and begin lively discussions of international 
issues they didn't relate to before. Then one morning, I happened to sit in 
an audience 75% packed with rowdy high-schoolers, and 25% gray-haired 
retirees, and all, together, were riveted to the story. That was pure joy for 
me. 

The inside part ofmy drive is that I'm American, born, raised and schooled 
deep in the Midwest, and that my stories, no matter from what corner of 
the planet, are all attempts to speak for and to Americans, about things I 
believe are vital to us. So when audience members say, after Abraham, 
"this is about more than it's about," I say "Yes. I think it's about saving our­
selves" - that is, to go so deep into the heart of our enemy that we have no 
choice but to embrace him, and, in that embrace, is the answer to every­
thing. 

Of all the plays I've written, this feels the most essential, like something 
that needed to be. In this terrifying time, our world is smaller and smaller, 
and rife with hatreds, so many growing from a lack of understanding of, 
and empathy for, "the other." A tale that reminds us how to love our en­
emy can be of use.

Michael Glinka (1804-1857) 
Transcribed by Mark H. Hindsley 

Glinka was the first Russian composer to be recognized outside of his 
native land for his ability to combine the musical idiom of the day with a 
personal and strongly original compositional "voice." Glinka made himself 
at home in metropolitan centres and mastered the procedures of Italian 
and French opera. He complemented that expertise with skill in motivic 
and contrapuntal working as well as instrumentation. His compositions 
r~present cornerstones of what are known as the 'Russian classics', and 
furnished models for later 19th-century composers. 

The composer's second opera, Ruslan and lyudmila, employs themes of 
sorcery and the fantastic rather than an historic content. Magic is 
embodied in new musical ideas, such as the use of whole-tone scales, 
almost 50 years prior to the music of Impressionistic composers. Glinka's 
model of orchestration, use of scale and musical effects, and blend of Ori­
ental effects and influences, would become the basis for Russian compos­
ers for the next half century. 

Chorale Prelude: So Pure the Star, 
Opus 91 (1962) 

Vincent Persichetti (1915-1987) 

Born in Philadelphia, Persichetti began his musical life at age five, first 
studying piano, then org~m, double bass, tuba, theory and composition. By 
the age of 11, he was paying for his own musical education and helping to 
support himself by performing professionally as an accompanist, radio 
staff pianist, orchestra member and church organist. Persichetti was a 
student in the Philadelphia public schools and reteived a thorough musical 
education at the Combs College of Music, where he earned a Mus. 8. degree 
in 1935. 

From the age of 20, he was simultaneously head of the theory and compo­
sition departments at the Combs College, a conducting major with Fritz 
Reiner at the Curtis Institute and piano major at the Philadelphia 
Conservatory, in addition to studying composition with a number of im­
portant American composers. He received a Diploma in Conducting from 
the Curtis Institute and Mus. M. and Mus. D. degrees from the Philadelphia 
Conservatory. In 1947 he joined the faculty of tne Juilliard School of Music, 
assuming chairmanship of the Composition Department in 1963. 
Persichetti composed for nearly every musical medium and more than 120 
of his works are published of which many of these are available on 
commercial recordings. This work follows his own willingness to 'cross­
reference' his own works explicitly, as this prelude represents his own 
transcription from an original vocal work. ·

and Bess (1935} 

George Gershwin (1898-1937)

An American composer, pianist, and conductor, Gershwin began his career 
as a song-plugger in New York's Tin Pan Alley, or one who played the 
music of others for purchase in the model of today's MP3 samples. By the 
time he was 20 he had established himself as a composer of Broadway 
shows, and by the age of 30 he was America's most famous and widely 
accepted composers of concert music. 

Gershwin's largest composition, Porgy and Bess, is a drama about black 
Americans living in Charleston, South Carolina during the 1920's. It is 
saturated with the inflected 3rds, Sths and 7ths of black American popular 
music as well as the blues, and often infused with a syncopated, driving 
rhythm. Although both opera critics and black American commentators 
criticized Porgy and Bess for hybrid features, the work is full of moments 
that show Gershwin at his most convincing. Gershwin referred to the work 
as a 'folk opera,' representing its two diverse goals, and over time, the 
melodic selections heard in this arrangement for concert band have shown 
to be more enduring than larger form of the work. 

The Ascension Robert W. Smith (b.1958) 

Brian Harris, graduate conductor 

Robert W. Smith is one the most popular composers of concert band 
and orchestral music. He has over 600 publications in print with the 
majority through Warner Brothers Publications and the Belwin Catalog. 
Mr. Smith's most popular compositions include his Symphony #1 {The 
Divine Comedy), Symphony #2 (The Odyssey), and Africa: Ceremony, Song 
and Ritual. Currently, Mr. Smith is a teacher in the Music Industry 
Program at Troy University in Troy, Alabama. Additionally, he is a man­
aging partner and conductor /producer for American Audio Unlimited. 

"The Ascension" is a tone poem transcribed for concert band from the 
third movement of Robert W. Smith's Symphony #1 (The Divine Com­
edy). The music takes the listener from the mountain of purgatory 
where the main character Dante has been prepared for his journey to 
Paradise. As Dante starts his journey, he begins moving at incredible 
speeds surrounded by the beautiful music of the spheres. The move­
ment ends as Dante ascends into the Sphere of Fire. The "Divine Com­
edy" is based on the literary classic of the same name by Dante Alighieri. 



Marche Militaire Fran~aise Camille Saint-Saens (1835- 1921) 
Arranged by Mayhew La 

Stephen L. Gage, gues t conductor 

Once described as the French Mendelssohn, Saint-Saens was a talented and 
precocious child, with interests by no means confined to music. He made an 
early impression as a pianist. Following established French tradition, he was 
for nearly twenty years organist at the Madeleine in Paris and taught at the 
Ecole Niedermeyer, where he befriended his pupil Gabriel Faure. Proli fic and 
versatile as a composer, by the time of his death in 1921 his popularity in 
France had diminished very considerably, as fashions in music changed. 

He studied with Stamaty and Boely before entering the Paris Conservatory in 
1848. He was a private student of Gounod. Saint-Saens had total recall ; any 
book he read or tune he heard was forever committed to his memory. He held 
the coveted post of organist at the Madeleine from 1857 to 1875. He was also 
an accomplished pianist, conductor, score reader, and astronomer. As a com­
poser, he wrote in many genres, including opera, symphonies, concertos, sacred 
and secular choral music, concertos, and chamber music. 

Saint Saens remained very close to his mother, who had opposed his marriage. 
When she died in 1888, the composer fell into a deep depression, even contem­
plating suicide for a time. He did much travel in the years that fo llowed and de 
veloped an interest in Algeria and Egypt, which eventually inspired him to 
write Africa (1891) and his Piano Concerto No. 5, the "Egyptian".

Shortcut Home is a rousing fanfare that features each section of the ensembl 
With exciting drive and jazz-based interludes, the piece cascades towa rds its 
"home" of C-major. Dana Wilson's music has been commissioned and per­
formed by such ensembles as the Chicago Chamber Musicians, Detroi t Cham­
ber Winds and Strings, Buffalo Philharmonic, Memphis Symphony, Washing­
ton mi litary bands, Netherlands Wind Ensemble, Syracuse Symphony, and th 
Tokyo Kasei Wind Orchestra. Wilson has written numerous solo works for 
such renowned musicians as hornist Gai l Wi ll iams, clarinetist Larry Combs, 
trumpeter James Thompson, and oboist, David Weiss. He has received grants 
from, among others, the National Endowment for the Arts, New York Founda 
tion for the Arts, New England Foundation for the Arts, New York State Coun· 
ci l for the Arts, Arts Midwest, and Meet the Composer. His compositions have 
been performed throughout the United States, Europe, Asia and Austra lia. 
Currently, Dr. Wi lson is the Charles A. Dana Professor of Composition at 
Ithaca College. 



Blue Shades (1998) Frank Ticheli (b. 1958) 

About his work, "Blue Shades", composer Frank Ticheli stated: 
In 1992 I composed a concerto for traditional jazz band and orchestra, 
Playing With Fire, for the Jim Cullum Jazz Band and the San Antonio Sym­
phony. That work was composed as a celebration of the traditional jazz 
music I heard so often while growing up near New Orleans. I experienced 
tremendous joy during the creation of Playing With Fire, and my love for 
early jazz is expressed in every bar of the concerto. However, after com­
pleting it I knew that the traditional jazz influences dominated the work, 
leaving little room for my own musical voice to come through. I felt a 
strong need to compose another work, one that would combine my love of 
early jazz with my own musi<;al style. 

Four years, and several compositions later, I finally took the opportunity to 
realize that need by composing Blue Shades. As its title suggests, the work · 
alludes to the Blues, and a jazz feeling is prevalent -- however, it is in not 
literally a Blues piece. There is not a single 12-bar blues progression to be 
found, and except for a few isolated sections, the eighth-note is not swung. 
The work, however, is heavily influenced by the Blues: "Blue notes" (flatted 
3rds, Sths, and 7ths) are used constantly; Blues harmonies, rhythms, and 
melodic idioms pervade the work; and many "shades of blue" are depicted, 
from bright blue, to dark, to dirty, to hot blue. 

At times, Blue Shades burlesques some of the cliches from the Big Band era, 
not as a mockery of those conventions, but as a tribute. A slow and quiet 
middle section recalls the atmosphere of a dark, smoky blues haunt. An 
extended clarinet solo played near the end recalls Benny Goodman's hot 
playing style, and ushers in a series of "wailing" brass chords recalling the 
train whistle effects commonly used during that era. 

A consortium of thirty university, community, and high school concert 
bands under the auspices of the Worldwide Concurrent Premieres and 
Commissioning Fund commissioned Blue Shades. 



A Grainger Couplet: Percy Aldridge Grainger (1882-1961) 

Amy Shields, graduate conductor 

Percy Grainger was a picturesque nationalist who tried to retain some­
thing of the original fl avor of British folk songs and their singers by strict 
observance of peculiarities of performance, such as varying beat lengths 
and the use of "primitive" techniques such as parallelism. Born the son of 
an architect in Brighton, Victoria, Australia, Percy Grainger was a preco­
cious pianist, and the proceeds of a series of concerts, given at the age of 
twelve, enabled him to study at Frankfurt for six years. After that, he began 
his European career as a concert pianist, settling in London in ·1901. He 
came to the U.S. in 1915 and enlisted as an army bandsman at the out­
break of World War I. He became a United States citizen in 1919. It was 
during his stay in England that he became passionately involved in collect­
ing and arranging folk songs and country-dances. It has been related that 
"Percy never had the slightest hesitation in pumping anybody he came 
across. He would go up to a man ploughing and ask him if he knew any 
songs and as often as not the man wou ld stand for a minute or two and 
sing him a song in the most natural way in the world. 

1. Ye Banks and Braes O'Bonnie Doon (1932) 

The river Doon flows gracefully between the Loch Doon and the Firth of 
Clyde in Stirlingshire, Scotland. It was the inspiration for Robert Burns' 
poem The Banks of Doon, written in 1783, telling of a forsaken young 
woman of rank who bore a child without the sanction of the Church. Burns, 
a scholar of Scottish tunes, set the poem to music a few years later. 

Ye banks and braes o'bonnie Doon 
How can ye bloom sae fresh and fair? 

How can y e chant ye little birds, 
And I sae weary,fu 'o' care? 

Ye'll break my heart,ye warbling birds, 
That wanton through the flow'ry thorn, 

Ye 'mind me o ' departed joys, 
Departed never to return. 

Grainger's setting gives continuous harmonic support to the five-note mel­
ody, implying the steady flow of the river past its banks and hillsides 
(braes) . Originally scored in 1903 for a chorus of single voices, whistlers, 
and harmonium, the wind band version dates from 1932. 



2. In A Nutshell: IV. a rr. Ma rk Roge rs 
The Gum-suckers March (1942) 

Gum-suckers March is the fourth movement of Grainger's orches tral suite. 
The title is derived from a nickname for Australians hailing from the state 
of Victoria, the home state of the composer. The leaves of the 
'gum ' (Eucalyptus) trees are very refreshing to suck in the parching sum­
mer weather. 

Toward the end of the movement is heard a many-voiced climax in which 
clattering rhythms on the percussion instruments and gliding chromatic 
chords on the bass are pitted against the long notes of the 'Australian' sec­
ond theme, a melodic counter-melody and a melodic bass. The March was 
worked out in the summer of 1914 (at Evergood Cottage, Goudhurst, Kent, 
England), and scored late the same year in New York City by the composer. 
In 1942 Grainger set this movement for wind band. 

O'Magnum Mysterium {1994) Morten Lauridsen (b. 1943) 
Arranged by H. Robert Reynolds 

Morten Lauridsen is a longtime facu lty member at the University of Southern 
California. Lauridsen wrote O Magn um Mysterium lor th e Los Ange les Mas ter 
Chorale in 1991. His ins'piration was the n,1tivity, and the irony of the new­
born Ki ng, lyi ng with barn animals. The piece has become one of the com­
poser's bes t known and most often performed works. The setting for band by 
H. Robe rt Reynold s preserves th is "quiet song of profound inner joy." 

Starry Crown (2006) Donald Grantham (b. 1947) 

Donald Grantham, University of Texas Professor of Composition, is the re­
cipient of numerous awards and prizes in composition, including the Prix 
Lili Boulanger, a Guggenheim Fell owship, three grants from the National 
Endowment for the Arts, and First Prize in the National Opera Associa­
tion's Biennial Composition Competition. Dr. Grantham's music has been 
praised for its "elegance, sensitivity, lucidity of thought, clarity of expres­
sion and fine lyricism" in a Citation awarded by the American Academy 
and Institute of Arts and Letters. In recent years his works have been per­
formed by the orchestras ·of Cleveland, Dallas, Atlanta and the American 
Composers Orchestra, and he has fu lfil led commissions in media from solo 
instruments to opera. A number of his works have also been commercially 
recorded.

The composer writes: 
Stany Crown is based on gospel music of the 1920's and 30's from the 
Deep South - a style sometimes referred to as "gutbucket" gospel because 
of its raw, earthy and primitive character. Three authentic tunes are used 
in the work: "Some of These Days," "Oh Rocks, Don't Fall on Me!" and 
"When I Went Down in the Valley." These songs are used at the beginning 
and the end of the piece. The middle of the work recreates the atmosphere 
and shape of the call-and-response sermons typica l of the period. The 
preache·r (represented by four trombones, then the rest of the brass sec­
tion) makes declamatory statements that the congregation (represented 
by the remainder of the ensemble) responds to. The exchanges become 
quicker until finally all join together in a very fast and exuberant chorus. 

The title comes from the text of "When I Went Down in the Va lley:" 
When I went down in the valley to pray, 
Studyin' about the good ol' way, 
And who will wear the starry crown, 
Good lord, show me the way. 

THE YOUNGSTOWN STATE UNIVERSITY WIND ENSEMBLE 
The wind barrel program at Youngstown State University encompasses a wide 
range of performance groups, from concert bands and chamber groups to 
marching, pep, and jazz organizations. Over 300 students perform annually in 
one or more of these bands. Comprised from among the top wind and percus­
sion students in the Dana School of Music, the Wind Ensemble perform~ a 
broad spectrum of music. 

The group has been involved in numerous commissions and has had recent 
in-residence experiences with Michael Colgrass, Joseph Schwantner, Karel 

'Husa, Samuel Adler, Eric Ewazen, Frank Ticheli, Adam Frey, Anthony 
Iannaccone, Donald Sinta, David Gillingham, James Keene, Don Wilcox, and Ed 
Lisk. Husa called the YSU Wind Ensemble's performance of his music 
"inspiring", Ticheli stated that the band "performed my music beautifully" and 
that the group was "Hot!" Schwantner complimented the ensemble for "their 
artistry, and for their care, and consideration" of his music, and Colgrass 
thanked the group for its "wonderful performance and recording" of his work. 

The Wind Ensemble has performed at the MENC National Convention for 
numerous OMEA State Conventions, for CBDNA Regional and National 
Conventions, and for the ABS DA National Convention. In 2005, Dr. Gage and 
the YSU Wind Ensemble made their NYC Carnegie Ha ll debut. The group has 
released six CD's: 

Lions, jesters, and Dragons, Oh My! (1998); Star Wars and Other Scores (2000); 
Carnival (2002); Spin Cycle (2004); and Tipping Points (2006). In spring 2008, 
the ensemble released its first produced CD, Urban Requiem, on the Interna­
tiona lly distributed on-line NAXOS label. 



ABOUT THE SOLOISTS; 

ALLAN R. MOSHER, Professor of Voice at the Dana School of Music, joined 
the faculty of Youngstown State University in 1992. Dr. Mosher holds four 
earned degrees: the first in Theater Arts from San Francisco State Univer­
sity, as well as three degrees in Music, the first a B.A. from the University of 
California at Berkeley, the second, an M.M. from the Eastman School of Mu­
sic, and third, a D.M.A. from the College-Conservatory of Music, University 
of Cincinnati. 

Dr. Mosher, a baritone, has performed widely. His performance at New 
York's Carnegie Hall in J. S. Bach's "Magnificat" was termed "exemplary" by 
the New York Daily News. He has also performed in Lincoln Center's Avery 
Fisher Hall with the Manhattan Philharmonic in Haydn's Creation . Other 
organizations with which he has performed include the Rochester Philhar­
monic Orchestra (under David Zinman and Jerzy Semkow), and the Buffalo 
Philharmonic (under Eiji Oue). Within the last ten years the baritone has 
sung the following opera roles: Germont in La Traviata, Tonio in I Pagli­
acci, Peter the Woodcutter in Hansel and Gretel, Count Rodolpho in La Son­
nambu/a, Dr. Du lcamara in L'Elisir d'Amore, Sharpless in Mada ma Butterfly, 
Scarpia in Tosca, Marcello in La Boheme, Count Di Luna in II Trovatore, Al­
fio in Cavalleria Rusticana, Monterone in Rigoletto, Valentin in Faust, and 
the title role in Don Giovanni with either the Va ll ey Lyric Opera Company 
or Opera Circle. Since 1982, Dr. Mosher has directed over twenty-five op­
eras, mostly in a collegiate setting. He is an active recita list, a member of 
the National Association of Teachers of Singing, and adjudicator for Voice 
competitions. This past summer he was on the Voice faculty of the Opera 
Theatre and Music Festival of Lucca, sponsored by the University of Cincin­
nati. He is married to soprano Jennifer Davis Jones and resides in Canfield, 
Ohio with their daughter Julia. 

JENNIFER DAVIS JONES earned a Bachelor of Music in Vocal Performance 
from the University of Cincinnati's College-Conservatory of Music, and a 
Master's of Music in Opera Performance from the The Curtis Institute of 
Music in Philadelphia. This was fo llowed by apprenticeships with opera 
companies in Miami and San Francisco, and language study at L'Universita 
per Stranieri in Perugia, Italy. 

Jennifer Davis Jones toured as Violetta and Mimi in LA BOHEME for San 
Francisco Opera Center's Western Opera Theater, and has performed nu­
merous other roles including Fiordiligi in COS! FAN TUTTE, Marianne in 
DER ROSENKAVALIER, Pamina in THE MAGIC FLUTE, Micaela in CARMEN, 
Konstanze in THE ABDUCTION FROM THE SERAGLIO, Rosalinda in DIE 
FLEDERMAUS, Leonora in IL TROVATORE, Donna Anna in DON GIOVANNI, 
the title role of SUOR ANGELICA, Liu in TURANDOT, and Marguerite in 
FAUST with various opera companies in the United States.

Miss Jones has taught voice at Ashland University and at the Dana School of 
Music at Youngstown State University, and was chosen by the National 
Association of Teachers of Singing as one of twelve summer interns in 
2004.

ABOUT THE CONDUCTORS: 

CHRISTOPHER P. HEIDENREICH began serving at Youngstown State Uni­
versity in the fall of 2006 as Associate Director of Bands and Director of the 
YSU "Marching Pride." He began teaching public school in Ohio in 1989 and 
served as Director of Bands at Lancaster High School, Lancaster, Ohio, from 
1992-2003. In February 2002, he was awarded the American School Band 
Directors Association's "Distinguished Band Director" Award for Ohio and 
the North Central Region, recognizing young band directors for their 
achievements conducting concert and marching bands. 

Heidenreich continues to be in demand as an adjudicator for concert and 
marching bands throughout Ohio, Kentucky, and Illinois. He will be pre­
senting at the 2009 OMEA Convention on the topic of meeting the National 
Standards in the Arts with concert programming and hosting a round-table 
discussion with four first year teachers.

Joseph Murphy has been the saxophone professor at Mansfield Uni­
versity of Pennsylvania since 1987, where he has also served as Depart­
ment Chair and Director of Bands. He received the Bachelor of Music 
degree from Bowling Green State University (OH), and the Master of 
Music and Doctoral of Musical Arts degrees from Northwestern Univer­
sity. Dr. Murphy was the music director of Tiffin (OH) Calvert High 
School from 1983-85. In 1985-86 he received a Fulbright Award for a 
year of study in Bordeaux, France, where he received a Premier Prix. In 
June 1996, Dr. Murphy performed a solo recital at Lincoln Center. He 
has performed in Europe, Taiwan and Japan. He is a clinician for the 
Selmer Corporation and has been recorded on the Ero! (France), Opus 
One, and Mark Record labels. Dr. Murphy's memberships include Music 
Educators National Conference, Music Teachers National Association, 
North American Saxophone Alliance, National Association of College 
Wind & Percussion Instructors, College Band Directors National 
Association, Phi Mu Alpha and Kappa Kappa Psi. Murphy has been 
involved in commissioning and premiering more than twenty new 
works for the saxophone, including pieces by Libby Larsen, Michael 
Colgrass, John Harbison, Bernard Rands, and Gunther Schuller. 

Having received acclaim as a performer, teacher, and scholar, Matthew 
Slotkin is one of the most prominent young guitarists in the United 
States. Appearing in leading venues throughout North America and 
Europe, he has achieved success in solo performance, chamber music, 
and as a soloist with orchestra. He has appeared at colleges and univer­
sities throughout the United States and Canada as well as at the 
Alexandria Guitar Festival, the Bowdoin Summer Music Festival and the 
DuMaurier Jazz Festival in Toronto, Ontario.

Judith Martin's Miss Manners newspaper column, distributed three times 
weekly and carried in more than 200 newspapers in the United States and 
abroad, has recorded the continuous rise and fall of American manners since 
1978. Readers send Miss Manners not only their table and party questions, 
but those involving the more complicated aspects oflife - romance, work, 
family relationships, child-rearing, as well as philosophical and moral 
dilemmas. In her columns and her books, Mrs. Martin explains the etiquette 
element present in nearly every aspect oflife. Dominick Argento set some of 
Miss Manner's advice in a song cycle consisting of seven excerpts, including 
advice on how to behave at the opera, at the symphony, at a church recital, 
and so on.

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Keihala is a selection from Soundchants, which consists of three distinct songs that 
utilize sounds, not words taken from any real language. These songs have a chant­
like quality akin to music found in some folk cultures. Although the composer men­
tions that the composition has been no conscious attempt to emulate particular mu­
sical styles or languages, it undoubtedly reflects the composer's personal linguistic 
cultural, and musical background as a native of Manitoba, Canada. While many of 
Robinovitch'~ works are rooted in traditional or folk material, they often have a dis­
tinctly contemporary flavor as clearly presented in the slow section of this composi­
tion. It is notable to hear what the composer tells about the impulse of writing these 
compositions: "In writing these pieces, I came to realfze that we all have sounds­
musical and otherwise-buried deep within us, based on all the things we have 
known and even on things unknown as well. Perhaps it is one of the jobs of the com­
poser to discover these sounds and make them available for a ll to hear and contem­
plate."

The text was written by an Uruguayan, Juana de lbarbour6u. The use of ta ngo 
rhythm in the piano accompaniment enhances the flavor of Latin America deeply, 
particularly of Uruguay as a birthplace of tango.

Celtic 
mouth music, sometimes called lilting, diddling or port-a-beul ("tunes from the mouth"), 
is a music straight from the heart and the mouth. Its tantalizing rhythms and its driving 
melodic lines reveal the unique partnership of song and dance in the folk music tradi­
tions of the Celts and the Gaels. Sung during weddings, dances, chore times, or just for 
sport, mouth music combines astonishing verbal acrobatics with direct, heartfelt harmo­
nies to create an irresistible musical experience.

Sensemaya (Chant for Killing a Snake from Canciones par las Americas) echoes the 
African heritage of the text by Cuban author, Nicolas Cuillen. This is an effective setting 
in capturing primitive aspects of the text with the driving ostinato in the left hand of the 
piano accompaniment and the thick layer of vocal unison in three octaves generating a 
uniquely colored sound. In addition, more contemporary flavor is evident in the use of 
avant-garde techniques such as speech-like notation, randomly placed tremolos, and 
block chords.

(Director), is a Christmas Spiritual arrangement. The arranger, Andre J. Thomas is one of 
the leading composers in arranging the Spirituals. This piece is characterized by the 
ethereal opening accompaniment followed by a fast section of alternating tutti and soli. 
predominant mood of the composition is an ultimate joy of witnessing the mystery of 
incarnation.

Tres Cantos Nativos dos Indios Kra6: Marco Leite is well-known in Brazil as a conducton 
composer, pianist, and musical director of many theater productions. His arrangements 
typically bring the essence of Brazilian urban popular music to the vocal music universe. 
Currently Leite is the arranger and director of the vocal quartet Gargan ta Profunda and a 
member of the Conservatorio de musica Popular Brasileirea de Curitiba where he teaches · 
directs a choir. Composed in 1982, Tres Cantos is freely based on melodies sung by the 
Kra6 tribe - a group of native Brizilian Indians who live in the Xingu river area of the Am 
nia forest of northwerstern Brazil. The work is divided into three short sections or cantos. 
The meaning of the text is not known; it was treated by the composer as a group of phone 
mes.

Vamuvamba (They Crucified Him) is based on a traditional Tiriki melody from Kenya . . 
Boniface Mganga, a native of Kenya, is founder and director of the Muungano National Ch 
Mganga and the National Choir distinguished themselves, with the traditional Kenyan mu 
at several international choral festivals, including the World Choral Symposium in 
Vancouver, BC. This setting is one of those repertoire presented by them. It is a simple 
presentation of the traditional melody in a homo phonic fashion . The consecutively used 
triplet rhythm and syncopation present the authenticity of African music. It is interestin 
see the unlikely combination of the somber text of Jesus' crucifixion and the somehow joyful 
music of lilting rhythm and major tonality. Perhaps the singers may sing the song in an 
ultimate faith foreshadowing the final victory of the life to come.

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Gloria: During the course 'of the 17the century the Mass as a musical form underwent a 
dramatic change from the homogeneous and fairly succinct a cappella settings of the 
late Renaissance tc the extended, grandiose orchestral settings of the late Baroque. 
One of the important steps in this development was the gradual division and sub­
division of the five sections of the Ordinary: Kyrie, Gloria, Credo, Sanctus, and Agnus Dei. 
The final product, dating from about the turn of the 18th century, is the "Cantata Mass" 
in which the text is dividec;l up into a large number of separate movements, each given 
its own distinctive vocal and instrumental treatment, each standing in sharp contrast to 
its neighbors through changes in key, tempo, meter and expressive content, and yet the 
whole held together and unified by a carefully worked-out tonal scheme. Although 
Vivaldi's Gloria would appear to be an independent composition and not part of a 
complete setting of the Mass, it corresponds in every detail to the description of the 
Cantata Mass, dividing the text into 12 sections. Movement I. Gloria in excelsis is 
written in a total homophonic style. And yet it is a powerful music with a exquisite use 
of harmony, dynamic contrast, and a driving rhythm of consecutive 16th notes in the 
accompaniment. Movement XII. Cum Sancto Spiritu, the final movement of the Gloria, is 

. written in a fugue form. It is not uncommon to witness a fugue in the concluding 
section of Gloria or Credo mQvements of any "Cantata Mass."

lgraj Kolce (Dance the Round Dance) is a folksong from Bela·Krajina, Slovenia. Jakob 
Jez, the arranger, is an award-winning composer (some twenty prizes). In 1991 he 
received Slovenia's highest honor, the Preseren Prize, for his life work. His works 
include wide range of genres including cantatas, orchestral music, chamber music, 
piano music, solo works, songs, choral music, and children's songs. lgraj Kolce, 
arranged for 4 voice women's chorus, is an excellent example of musical economy to 
capture the beauty of the folksong. In the composition Jez utilizes two contrasting 
techniques in balance to enhance the power of the folksong melody: Pseudo-canonic 
technique and simple homophonic writing.

Although Duet/or Cats (Duetto buffo di due gatti/Humorous duet for two cats) is typi­
cally attributed to Gioachino Rossini, it is not actually written by him, but is instead a 
compilation written in 1825 that draws parts of his 1816 opera, Otel/o. The lyrics are 
atypical, consisting entirely of the repeated word "miau (meow)." 

Arirang, one of Korea's best-known folksongs, is a reflective lament about a mystical 
mountain pass to which lovers climb when parting. Kenneth Jennings is Tosdal Profes­
sor Emeritus of Music and Conductor Emeritus of the St. Olaf Choir (St. Olaf College in 
Northfield, Minnesota) . In almost 40 years under his direction, the St. Olaf Choir per­
formed in all the major centers throughout the US, Europe and Asia. As composer, he is 
known for writing well-crafted choral works for mostly advanced choral ensembles. As 
clearly seen in Arirang, his writing is marked by the elegant and-efficient part-writing 
and grea~ attention to the meaning of the text.

Dravidian Dithyramb embodies traces of ragas from the Carnatic music of South In­
dia, but it also bears an astonishing resemblance to the Tarana - a form of Hindustani 
classical music, which uses Persian and Arabic phonemes as nonsense syllables. Dra­
vidian usually refers to the languages and races of South India, as distinct from Aryan, 
which usually defines the linguistic and racial group to the north. Dithyramb is a 
Greek term for a wild, passionate hymn. The composer describes the composition as 
follows: "Notable for its use of typical Indian melodic motifs, this work for wordless 
double choir demands the highest precision of rhythm, and a wide range of tonal and 
dynamic values. The Dravidian Dithyramb is an expression of uninhibited festivity. An 
elusive by persistent pulse motivates the music, which is based on mere fragments of 
melody - the pulse driving onward faster and faster toward the final frenzied utter­
ance." 

Cluck 0/'Hen is the first of the Three Appalachian Settings written for SATB chorus and 
solo violin. This setting was commissioned by the Carleton Singers in 2000 to cele­
brate Rhodes' 25 th year of teaching at Carleton College. Cluck 0/'Hen is one of those 
great traditional banjo/fiddle tunes, which probably has as many variants as there are 
musicians who play it. The tune exhibits a fairly common pitch structure in traditional 
Appalachian music, which is related to the tuning and "clawhammer" style of banjo 
playing: pentatonic combined with mixolydian mode. Traditional musicians have 
always shown a penchant for made-up nonsense verses to go with tunes like this.

For An American Thanksgiving, Carol Barnett chose three hymns from the original 
Sacred Harp correction based on their compatible texts and compelling melodies. 
The original text was written by Samuel Stennet in 1787 and the melody by S. M. 
Denton in 1908.

Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov's Russian Easter Overture is based upon themes from 
the Russian Orthodox church service. It was composed between August 1887 
and April 1888. The score calls for 3 flutes, 2 clarinets, 2 bassoons, 4 horns, 2 
trumpets, 3 trombones, tuba, bass drum, triangle, cymbals, glockenspiel, tam­
tam, harp, and strings. The opening Andante lugubre alternates between two 
themes. The first is stated by the woodwinds, "Let God Arise, let His enemies be 
scattered" and the second the hymn, "An Angel Cried Out "Then the trombones 
and strings repeat the first theme antiphonally. The allegro section has a syn­
copated and very lively theme which quotes the hymn, "Let them also that hate 
Him flee before Him," and the mood builds up triumphantly. A calming melody 
also appears, which is the based off the famous Russian Easter chant "Christ is 
Risen." All these themes appear at the climax and the chant "amidst the trum­
pet blasts and the bell -tolling, constituting a triumphant coda." Each section is 
also separated by short violin or flute cadenza .

In the Steppes of Central Asia was completed on 1880. The score calls for 2 
flutes, oboe, English horn, 2 clarinets, 2 bassoons, 4 horns, 2 trumpets, 2 trom­
bones, bass trombone, tympani, and strings. Borodin devoted his life to the 
research on phosphoric acid and composing was simply just a hobby, "Science 
is my work, and music is my fun." In the Steppes of Central Asia, starts with a 
stark, sustained high harmonics in the violins. Over these harmonics the clari­
net is introduced and is followed by "the melancholy strains of Oriental melo­
dies" played by the English horn. Eventually the two melodies intertwine in a 
sensuous counterpoint.

A native of Pays Basque, born of th e Basses Pyrenees at Ciboure, it seems fi t­
ting that Maurice Ravel's last completed composi tion, Don Quichotte a Dulcinee 
(a lso known as Trois chansons de Don Quichotte a Dul cinee) (193 2-1933) 
should reflect his Spanish he ri tage. The work is a live with traditional Iberian 
music and also contains the most fa mous character in Iberian literature. The 
work was part of a competition of 1932 in which de Fa lla, Ravel, Milhau d, Mar­
cel Delannoy, and Jacques Ibert took pa rt, fo r the per fo rmance in Georges W. 
Pabst 's film Don Quixote sta rring the Russian bass Feodor Chaliapin.

Slightly occupied with a European tour of his Piano Concerto in G with Marguerite 
Long, Ravel's Don Quichotte was written slowly due to failing health that was compli­
cated by a car accident. which occurred in the same year. Unable to deliver the compo­
sition in time, Ravel's skills and composition were passed up for those of lbert. Regard­
less of Pabst's rejection, Ravel's work had its first performance with conductor Paul 
Paray and baritone Martial Singher on December 1, 1934, and was recorded at that 
time. The three songs of Don Quichotte a Dulci nee, poems by novelist Paul Morand, 
reflect the tenderly sincere and humorous moments of this well-known tale. The intro­
ductory quixotic so ng, "Chanson Romanesque," uses a pleasant vocal melody for Don 
Quixote's declaration of devotion to Dulcinea with a guitar-like accompaniment of the 
orchestra in a four-verse set of variations. 

"Chanson Epique" is the Knight's humble prayer, for blessings and protection, to the 
Virgin and the saints, in which the orchestra is used in the style of a church organ with 
rhythm derived from the Basque zortzico. Its austere chant, near the end of the song, 
concludes with a peaceful "Amen." The song cycle closes with "Chanson a boire," a ro-. 
bust jota in triple time, suitabl e for the lively exaggerations and embellishments written 
for the so ng's toa t, "I drink to joy! Joy is the one a im for which I go straight...when I've 
drunk." Through this ong Ravel bids an inadvertent adieu to music, from then on he 
suffered from ataxia and aphasia, which kept him from coherently completing musical 
ideas such as the npera-ballet Morgiane and the opera-oratorio Jeanne d'Arc. When 
Ravel provided the world with Don Quichotte a Dulci nee he furth ered the possibility of 
his belief that "mus ic must a lways be beautiful," by creating a composition that was 
charming, moving, and thoughtful. ~ All Mus ic Guide

The late 1930's were not a good time for Dmitry Shostakovich. His successful opera, 
Lady Macbeth of Mtsensk, was banned after Stalin saw it in 1936 and was offended 
by its veiled criticism of the Communist regime. This was no small matter; most 
who drew the dictator's wrath soon died in a labor camp. Shostakovich was luckier, 
perhaps because the young composer had already achieved some international rec­
ognition, but the attacks in Pravda turned him into a pariah who began keeping a 
packed suitcase beside his bed in case he were arrested in the night

Shostakovich's next misstep came with the Fourth Symphony, which he had been com­
posing in his mind for some time. Despite the risk of associating with an "enemy of the 
people," the Leningrad Philharmonic agreed to premiere it, but the rehearsals went 
badly, and it became clear to Shostakovich that a performance of such a forward­
looking work would be dangerous to his life. In December of 1936, he announced that it 
was a failure and withdrew it, ostensibly to work on the finale. The Fourth was lost 
during the war, and it was only in 1961 that it was reconstructed and premiered ex­
actly as written. 

Meanwhile, Russia was undergoing what would later be called the " Great Terror." For 
his own reasons, Stalin had concocted an assassination and then responded to it with a 
level of repression rarely seen in human history. After he declared that five percent of 
the population was "unreliable," orders went out that the number of arrests must 
match this figure. Guilt was irrelevant; it was sufficient to round up ten or fifteen thou­
sand people from a given town and send them off to Siberia. His.torians disagree on the 
exact number of Russian citizens murdered during this time (partly because many of 
the deaths were later blamed on World War 11), but it was certainly in the millions. 

In such an atmosphere, and with a wife and two young children to worry about, it was 
only natural that Shostakovich would pull his head back into his shell and try to please 
the authorities. And so he did, at least on the surface: the Fifth Symphony's subtitle is 
"A Soviet Art.ist's Practical Creative Reply to Just Criticism." 

But throughout history, artists have thumbed their noses at authorities who were too 
dense to see through their parody and satire, and Shostakovich was no different One 
does not need to look far beneath the surface of the Fifth to discover just what this 
" practical" reply actually contains. The first moverrient begins with a cry of despair, a 
tragic lament that goes on for some time before suddenly being interrupted by a goose­
stepping march led by a two-note tympani theme, a motive that musicologist Ian Mac­
Donald calls the "Stalin theme." The third movement is one of the most despairing 
pieces of music ever written, a memorial for Mother Russia and all those sent to the 
labor camps. And of the finale, Shostakovich wrote in his memoirs (smuggled out of 
Russia after the composer's death): 

What exultation could there be? I think it is clear to everyone what happens in 
the Fifth. The rejoicing is forced, created under threat... It's as if someone were 
beating you with a stick and saying " Your business is rejoicing, your business 
is rejoicing," and you rise, shaky, and go marching off, muttering, " Our 
business is rejoicing, our business is rejoicing." What kind of apotheosis is 
that? You have to be a complete oaf not to hear that. 

The Fifth was hugely successful. The government was pleased that the rebel had knuck­
led under, while the Russian in the street saw the truth behind the facade. Western 
listeners, generally unaware of what was going on behind Stalin's mask, took the work 
at face value, yet were still overwhelmed by its grandeur and beauty. The symphony 
has become Shostakovich's most popular work, and the relatively recent revelation of 
its true meaning can only enhance our enjoyment of this testament to one man's strug­
gle to express his people 's anguish under a brutal tyrant. © 1997, Geoff Kuenning 



ABOUT THE SOLOIST: 
ALLAN R. MOSHER, Professor of Voice at the Dana School of Music, joined the faculty of 
Youngstown State University in 1992. Dr. Mosher holds four earned degrees: the first in 
Theater Arts from San Francisco State University, as well as three degrees in Music, the first a 
B.A. from the University of California at Berkeley, the second, an M.M. from the Eastman 
School of Music, and third, a D.M.A. from the College-Conservatory of Music, University of 

Cincinnati. 

Dr, Mosher, a baritone, has performed widely. His performance at New York's Carnegie Hall 
in J. s. Bach's "Magnificat" was termed "exemplary" by the New York Daily News. He has also 
performed in Lincoln Center's Avery Fisher Hall with the Manhattan Philharmonic in Haydn's 
"Creation." Other organizations with which he has performed include the Rochester Philhar­
monic Orchestra (under David Zinman and Jerzy Semkow), and the Buffalo Philharmonic 
(under Eiji Oue) . Within the last ten years the baritone has sung the following opera roles: 
Germont in "La Traviata," Tonio in "I Pagliacci," Peter the Woodcutter in "Hansel and Gretel," 
Count Rodolpho in "La Sonnambula," Dr. Dulcamara in "L'Elisir d'Amore," Sharpless in 
"Madama Butterfly," Scarpia in "Tosca," Marcello in "La Boheme," Count Di Luna in " II Trova­
tore," Alfio in "Cavalleria Rusticana," Monterone in "Rigoletto," Valentin in "Faust," and the 
title role in "Don Giovanni" with either the Valley Lyric Opera Company or Opera Circle. Since 
1982, Dr. Mosher has directed over twenty-five operas, mostly in a collegiate setting. He is 
an active recitalist, a member of the National Association of Teachers of Singing, and adjudi ­
cator for Voice competitions. This past summer he was on the Voice faculty of the Opera 
Theatre and Music Festival of Lucca, sponsored by the University of Cincinnati. He is married 
to soprano Jennifer Davis Jones and resides in Canfield, Ohio with their daughter Julia. 

ABOUT THE CONDUCTOR: 
STEPHEN L. GAGE is Instrumental Music Coordinator, Professor of Music, and Director of 
Bands at Youngstown State University (YSU). He earned a doctorate at the University of Illi­
nois: Urbana-Champaign, a masters degree at the Eastman School of Music, and a bachelors 
degree and the Performer's Certificate at the State University of New York at Fredonia. Prior 
to his current position, Dr. Gage was the Director of Bands at Emporia State University (KS) 
and was the Director of Bands at Auburn High School in upstate New York. At YSU he con­
ducts the Symphonic Wind Ensemble, serves as assistant conductor with the Dana 
Symphony Orchestra, and teaches undergraduate and graduate conducting. For the 2008-09 
academic year, Professor Gage is serving as conductor of the Dana Symphony Orchestra. 

Stephen is in his 16th season as the music director and conductor of the Youngstown 
Symphony Youth Orchestra (YSYO). He has written numerous publications on conducting. 
rehearsal techniques, and literature and is an active guest conductor, clinician, and 
adjudicator of international repute. He has been a member of the NBA School Reform Com­
mittee, the ABA Ostwald Selection Committee, he has served as the NBA North Central 
Division Chair and as the NYS President of the IAJE, and he was recently elected to the NBA 
Board of Directors for this biennium. In recent year's Gage and the YSU Wind Ensemble have 
drawn praise from composers, Karel Husa, Samuel Adler, Joseph Schwantner, Michael Col­
grass, Frank Ticheli, Eric Ewazen, David Gillingham, and Anthony Iannacone for 
interpretation and performances of their music. 

Under Gage's direction the YSU Wind Ensemble and the YSYO have each given guest perform­
ances at six OMEA State Music Conventions. In 2002 the YSU Wind Ensemble appeared in a 
feature performance at the Music Educators National Association (MENC) Biennial Convention 
in Nashville and in March 2005 the ensemble made its NYC Carnegie Hall debut The NAXOS 
label. widely regarded as the world's largest on-line producer of classical music, recently re­
leased its first YSU Wind Ensemble CD recorded in June 2008, Urban Requiem; this was the 
sixth produced recording released by the ensemble. Stephen lives in Poland with his wife, 
Stephanie. and their two children, Claudia and Brendan.

Ostinato Pianissimo {1934) Henry Cowell (1897-1965) 

Bob Young-xylophone 

The work is based on an ostinato (repeated) phrase that varies in length 
for each performer and these are juxtaposed in various ways. Only at the 
very end do the performers come together in unison rhythms. Early 
percussion music including Ostinato Pianissimo was frequently played by 
non-percussionists since percussion ensembles largely did not exist at this 
time. Cowell states in his score that the only "professional" percussionist

Variations on a Ghanaian Theme {1981) Daniel Levitan (b.1953) 

Variations on a Ghanaian Theme uses rhythmic patterns from the folkloric 
music of Ghana, Africa. He manipulates these patterns and varies them 
using different musical techniques such as permutation and counterpoint 
Notes by Daniel Levitan. 

Fox Grove {2004) Jeffrey Alan Matter (b. 1978) 

Fox Grove is written in memory of my friend Amanda who was taken from 
this earth by an act of violence. The title is based on the subdivision in 
which we would take long walks and discuss the important social issues of 
high school and life in general. The opening motive represents the tears of 
everyone who has lost a loved one through a violent act Notes by Jeff 
Matter. 

Music for Five Pieces 
ofWood {1973) 

Steve Reich (b. 1936) 

Music/or Pieces of Wood is scored for five sets of tuned claves and consists 
of three sections each systematically decreasing in length. Reich's 
compositional technique involves a gradual-process whereby each player 
successively adds to the original rhythm. The three sections consist of 
progressively shorter rhythmic cycles - section one 12 notes, section two 
8 notes, and section three 6 notes. Each player begins with a one-note 
pattern and adds notes, one at a time, until a complete pattern results. 
This process is then repeated with successive players. The music allows 
the listeners to perceive various tempi and rhythmic patterns. Notes by 
Joshua Haggerty. 



Three Argentinean Tangos {1996) Charlo 
arr. Werner Thomas-Mifune 

Mifune's arrangements are published for string quartet and are 
transcribed here for marimba quartet The Tango is an Argentine urban 
song/dance form that remained popular throughout the 20th century but 
which originated in the poor neighborhoods of Buenos Aires in the late 
19th century. The dance, for couples in a tight embrace, is characterized 
by sensual movement, the music is frequently in a minor mode, and 
includes dramatic rhythmic and dynamic contracts.

Piru Bole (1986) John Bergamo (b.1940) 

Although Piru Bole is based on East Indian drumming concepts, it is not 
traditional but rather more in line with some of the experiments 
happening with non-traditional percussion ensemble throughout India. 
The chant-vocalizations utilize some of the syllables, or vocal chant 
language called Konocol of South India.

Piano Phase {1980) Steve Reich (b. 1936) 

Cory Doran & Tetsuya Takeno - marimba 

Piano Phase may be performed by two pianists or two marimbists. This 
work explores the concept of music as gradual process. This process 
determines the note-to-note details and the overall form simultaneously. 
The process is audible because it is happening gradually. One cannot 
improvise in a musical process as the concepts are mutually exclusive. The 
piece consists of three large sections ( composed of various repeated 
melodies) each of which undergoes a rhythmic phasing process. For 
example, the first section is comprised of a twelve-note pattern that is 
constantly repeated, joined (in unison) by the second player, and then the 
second player begins to embark on a series of twelve phasing episodes. 
During each phasing the second player gradually accelerates his pattern 
(against the fixed tempo pattern of player one) until he advances to the 
second note of the pattern, then the third, etc. This process continues until 
player two arrives back at the original unison pattern. Then the second 
section, an eight-note pattern, undergoes the exact same process. And 
finally, the third section is based on a four-note pattern. Notes by Glenn

At certain points of the compo­
sition, the performers shout "Yo-Ho"- In Native American music, this is 
sounded by the 'head singer' and signifies a change of direction in the 
music as well as a change in the direction of the dance.

His "High Class Brass", (also De Haske Re­
cordings), is a wonderfully unique classical and jazz blend co-produced, co­
written and performed with fellow trumpet artist, composer and conductor, 
JeffTyzik along with a 90 piece studio orchestra. Also of interest are "Baroque 
and Beyond", from Sony, "The Carnival ofve·nus", (Summit Records), and "A 
Trumpeter's Dream, (Ludwig Music Publishing). 

As Artist in Residence, Allen has taught at the Eastman School of Music, the 
Ban ff Center for the Performing Arts, Kansas State University, Ohio State Uni­
versity, West Texas State University, the Skidmore Jazz Institute, and the 
Trompeten Akademie of Bremen Germany.

His writing includes solo pieces for flute, clarinet, 
saxophone, trombone, tuba, and harp, chamber groups, wind ensemble, jazz 
ensemble, and symphony orchestra.

After the world premier of his "Emerald Concerto" with the Syracuse 
Symphony Allen's writing was described in review: "The Emerald Concerto 
sparkles!. .. a vivacious treatment which speaks well for both his dramatic in­
stinct and technical prowess as a composer." 

While growing up in Montana, Allen was taught by his father, a self taught 
musician and trumpet player, until he left home to attend the Eastman School 
of Music on full scholarship. There he earned the Bachelor of Music and Mas­
ter of Music degrees, a Performer's Certificate, a chair in the Eastman Brass 
Quintet faculty ensemble, and the only Artist's Diploma ever awarded a wind 
player in Eastman's 85 year history. 

While living in Los Angeles during the 80's, Allen performed on over 100 mo­
tion picture sound tracks, (such as Back To The Future and Star Trek), as well 
as countless TV shows, commercials and recordings with such artists as Frank 
Sinatra, Barbra Streisand, Neil Diamond, Chick Corea, the Commodores and 
Prince. His soaring sounds can be heard on recent projects including the mov­
ies "40 Days and 40 Nights", "Unfaithfully Yours", Gridiron Gang", "Scary 
Movie Four", and the "Medal of Honor" and "Halo II " video games.

From the Director ... 

LITTLE WOMEN is one of the most recognized titles in the 
history of American fiction. Published in two parts between the 
years 1868 and 1869, Louisa May Alcott's semi-autobiographical 
novel has since inspired the screenplay for at least three feature 
films, two television movies, four TV series, and one TV mini-series. 
Yet, it wasn't until 2005 that LITTLE WOMEN was adapted to, and 
brought to life on the Broadway musical stage. True to the novel, 
the musical adaption of this beloved story follows the adventures of 
the four March sisters as they come-of-age during the American 
Civil War era. Why it took so long to see this story appear in the 
live theater, is perhaps a function of the problems associated with 
adapting any sweeping novel to the limitations of the stage. The 
number of incidents, locations, characters, and the passage of time 
contained between the covers of a novel is limited only by the abil­
ity of the reader to carry the physical weight of the book. Likewise, 
the time it takes to read a book is usually a matter of choices made 
by the individual reader-you can choose to read for a while, or you 
can choose to put the book down and come back to it later. The 
live theater, however, exists only within the brackets imposed by 
the rise of the curtain in the first act, and the fall of the curtain in 
the last act-usually a period of two to three hours. Such limits, as 
well as the difficulty of reproducing multiple locations in a real­
time setting, while an assembled audience waits, and the associ­
ated budget constraints, makes it necessary for stage adaptations to 
streamline and simplify the story. Such it is with LITTLE WOMEN: 
The Musical. Those familiar with the book will see many incidents 
and characters omitted for the sake of economy of action and locale, 
as well as the ability of an audience to absorb a massive amount of 
information at one sitting. The dramatist's problem is how to make 
such omissions while still maintaining the integrity of the plot, and 
the intent of the author. And in a similar vein, the task faced by the 
University Theater production company was how to take these­
lected incidents of the adaptation, and make them cohesive and 
meaningful for both those who have read the book, and those who 
have not. What made it possible for us to accomplish this task was 
the masterful foundation provided by the show's creators, Allen 
Knee, Mindy Dickstein and Jason Howland, who together painted 
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the essentials of the main characters' lives, and explored their inner 
hopes, yearnings, fears and joys through the fanciful medium of mu­
sical theater. Even with an economy of incidents, this adaptation 
remains a coming-of-age story of strong family bonds, and the 
triumph of love and courage in the face of adversity, that is at the 
heart of Alcott's novel. In that sense, it is still intact and coherent, 
despite its selective use of the material. We hope that our 
production of LITTLE WOMEN will stir your emotions, as the novel 
has stirred the emotions of generations since the late 1860s. 

As with every work of theater, it is collaboration that makes a suc­
cessful production, and as director of LITTLE WOMEN, I could not 
have wished for better collaborators than Bill Hostutler, as 
Associate Music Director, and Professors Christine Cobb and Nancy 
Wolfgang, as Choreographer and Music Director, respectively. 
Together with settings and lights designed by Professor John 
Murphy, and costumes designed by Professor Jane Shanabarger, 
supported by the work of professional staffers, Associate Staff 
Designer Rick Schilling, and Production Manager Todd Dicken, and 
the many student majors of the Department of Theater and Dance, 
we worked as a team to bring this show to life on the Ford Theater 
stage. It is our hope that the product of our collaboration maintains 
the high standards for which the productions of University Theater 
are known. Finally, without you, we wouldn't have all the neces­
sary ingredients to do live theater, and it goes without saying that 
we deeply appreciate your continuing support. Thank you and 
please enjoy the show.

Program Notes 
Written by the Performers 

Fantasy Pieces for clarinet and piano by Robert Schumann (1810-1856) 

Robert Schumann was the last child of August Schumann and Johanna 
Christina Schumann. He was born in Germany. His father was a writer of 
chivalric romances. Robert was able to read a lot of classic literature. 
During his time as chief organizer he wrote in many literature genres. 
Robert Schumann is mainly remembered for his piano works and songs, 
but he made significant contributions to all genres. It was in his middle to 
later teen years he pursued his musical interest. From his diary he writes 
"excellent in music and poetry - but not a musical genius; [my] talents as 
musician and poet are at the same level". However, in July of 1830 he 
wrote his mother describing his plan to study music. Schumann had strong 
interests in literature as well as music, thus leading him to be a powerful 
impact on future composers. 

The Fantasy Pieces was composed and published in 1849. The original title 
was Soireesti.icke. It was also originally played on cello. There are three 
movements of the fantasy pieces. The first movement translates into sweet 
and with expression. This is a lyrical movement with a range of dynamic 
contrast. Animated and briskly is the translation for the second move­
ment. This is a much faster tempo than the first. The ending movement 
ends with fire. The translation is, quick and with fire. 

Sonata for Clarinet and Piano (1939) by Paul Hindemith (1895-1963) 

Paul Hindemith was much more than a talented composer; he was also a 
gifted theorist, pedagogue, and conductor. He was such a talented violinist 
that he was sent to the Hoch Conservatory at the age of 12 to study with 
world class teachers. He also served in the military during World War I. 
Hindemith was a brilliant composer, producing several operas and over 
forty orchestral works, including many sonatas for solo instruments with 
piano accompaniment. 

Hindemith's clarinet sonata is a very challenging piece for both the clarinet 
and pianist. The first movement "Massig bewegt," or "moderately," is very 
expressive, with soaring lines in the clarinet's melody that are echoed in 
the piano. The clarinet and piano parts are very much entwined. When the 
clarinet has a moving phrase, the piano has a simple accompanying part, 
and when the phrase ends, the piano takes over with a moving phrase of its 
own. This piece is fairly brief in the fact that the four movements add up to 
a little more than a quarter hour. Like this piece, the time Hindemith spent 
writing it was also brief; it only took him eight days to compose. 
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Theme and Variations in C, Op. 33 (1811) by Carl Maria von Weber 
(1789-1826) 

Carl Maria von Weber was born in Eu tin in on November 19, 1786. He 
was the son of Eutin's great Kapellmeister Baron Franz von Weber, who 
soon pushed him to study piano, thoroughbass, and counterpoint Young 
Carl Maria soon established himself as a noted composer, conductor, and 
pianist mainly known for his operas and strange experimentation in 
instrumental arrangement. This is no wonder however, as Weber was 
tutored by Vienna's famous theorist Georg Joseph Vogler. He was thus 
introduced into the society of the most influential musicians of the era: 
Salieri, Teyber, Gyrowetz, Schuppanzigh, Wranitzky, Hummel, and Haydn. 
Weber could not help but be inspired to success. 

However, despite Weber's subsequent fame and fortune, he was not a 
well-known chamber composer. This is due mainly to the fact that his life 
was simply too short for him to develop his repertoire in that arena. As a 
Romantic composer, his specialty was the grand German opera, and his 
business was to revolutionize its overture. Though he did find time to 
compose a clarinet quintet, a Grand Duo Concertant for clarinet, two 
clarinet concerti, and his famous clarinet concertina besides the Theme 
and Variations performed tonight. As is seen in the Opus number (33), the 
Theme and Variations are an early work of Weber's and considered one of 
his less mature pieces. 

In general, the piece is a joyful one, conveying a spirited and playful 
character to the audience. It does contain dramatic portions in stark 
contrast to the more peaceful variations, but they are short-lived moments 
and overall the variations present a happy mood. This is felt in the uneven, 
swinging rhythms of certain variations; the graceful triplets of others; the 
peaceable, flowing arpeggiated movement of still other moments again 
creates Weber's tone of joy and content The interaction between 
accompaniment and clarinet in these variations is amazingly similar to 
interaction Weber's Concertina (Op. 26), as is particularly reflected in his 
triplet rhythms. A true masterpiece to behold, a performer may only 
entertain hopes of portraying its every intricacy. 



Monolog 3 by Erland von Koch 

Erland von Koch was born April 26, 1910 in Stockholm Sweden. Son of 
composer Sigurd von Koch, his childhood was saturated with music. His father's 
connections as a composer brought Erland in contact with Rachmaninov, Bart6k 
Stravinsky, Hindemith and Alfven at a young age. Surprisingly, von Koch did not 
begin showing interest in music until his teens when he started studying piano. 
He studied at the Stockholm Conservatory from 1931 until 1935. In 1936, von 
Koch traveled to Germany to study composition. Originally, he was to be tbe 
pupil of Hindemith. Hindemith fell out of favor with the Nazis, so von Koch 
found himself under the tutelage of Paul Hoffer. 

Upon returning to Sweden, von Koch worked as a teacher at the Wolfhart School 
of Music and also as a sound technician at a radio station. Later he found a job at 
the Stockholm Musikhogskolan. In 1957, he gained membership to the Royal 
Swedish Academy of Music and became a professor there in 1968. Von Koch als 
served as an executive member of the Swedish Composers Association for many 
years. Among his awards are the Royal Vasa Order and the Litteris et Artibus. 
Currently, Erland von Koch resides in Stockholm and continues to compose. 

Monolog 3 is one of eighteen works for solo instruments that von Koch wrote. 
Written in 1975, Monolog 3 is a prime example of the" ... greater freedom 
encompassing all the trends and isms." von Koch describes in his works after the 
1960s. The solemn mysterious opening sets the stage for a fade into intensity. 
The same opening melody appears several times in both movements, providing a 
grounding aspect in the rushing journey of Monolog 3. 

Sonatina for Clarinet and Piano, Op. 29 (1951) 
by Malcolm Arnold (1921- 2006) 

Malcolm Arnold, a man perhaps best known to the general public for his film 
scores (The Bridge on the River Kwai being one of over 120), was in fact an 
extremely well rounded individual when it came to composing. Attending the 
Royal College of Music on scholarship, he studied composition with Patrick 
Hadley and Gordon Jacob. Arnold composed nine symphonies, which were the 
centerpieces of his work and his life. He also composed approximately 20 
concertos, each one a portrait of the artist to whom it was dedicated. 

The Sonatina for Clarinet and Piano was written in January of 195 l. It is c 
omprised of three short movements. The first movement, Allegro con brio, 
utilizes octave jumps and wild sixteenth note runs, contrasted by a playful 
section alternating between 6/8 and 4/4 time and a slightly more relaxed 
interlude. The piano provides accented chords in syncopated rhythms to 
generate excitement and help push the melody forward. The next movement, 
Andantino is a gentle reprieve from the fire and fun of the first movement, with 
the clarinet and piano trading off the main theme, which is contrasted by the 
middle section, comprised of an almost eerie melody in which the clarinet and 
piano alternate beats. The piece closes out with the third movement, Furioso, a 
(truly) furious dance which is guaranteed to leave everybody breathless. 
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Concerto no. 1 inf minor for Clarinet and Orchestra (1811) 
by Carl Maria von Weber (1786-1826) 

Introduced to a theatre atmosphere as a young child, Weber, became 
composer, conductor, pianist, and a critic. As a young child, he traveled 
with his father who worked for a theatre company and acquired a vast 
amount of knowledge about the stage and performing. He was known as 
"Father of the German Opera." He found a way to get rid of any Italian 
influence from romantic operas and added a German flare when compos­
ing. Many critics even say that Weber's concert works are pale in com­
parison to his operas, but they are two different types of music. His first 
opera was written by the time he was thirteen years of age, but unfortu­
nately is now lost. At a young age, he began forming a reputation of being 
the local piano virtuoso and later toured with clarinetist, Heinrich 
Baermann. This tour was the beginning of his influence on some of the 
most brilliant works for clarinet. Impressed by the Clarinet Concerti no, 
King Maximilian I of Bavaria commissioned Weber to compose two 
clarinet concertos. He composed the Concerti no in Eb major first, then he 
composed Concerto no. 1 in fminor. After these two were completed, he 
decided to write a second Concerto in Eb major. All three works were 
written for and dedicated to Baerman. They all show a complete 
understanding for the beauty of the clarinet. 

Concerto No. 1 is clearly different from the others. It is serious, dramatic, 
and operatically expressive, related to his operas he wrote earlier in his 
life. The first movement is the Allegro. The Orchestra and soloist play a 
subject and a cadenza but the subject never comes back in its original 
form. The second movement, the Adagio, sounds like an operatic aria. The 
finale, the Allegretto, is a nice, neat rondo with a main motif, but there 
practically all similarity to classical form ends. The most important thing a 
performer should get out of playing this piece is to think of it like an opera. 
This piece can be challenging in various ways depending on the performer. 
The best way to think of playing this piece is to pretend the clarinet is the 
lead soprano or tenor in an opera and mimic their style. The mood at the 
beginning is started off by the low strings (cellos and string basses) with a 
melodic line that reappears throughout the whole piece. The mood 
changes many times when the keys change and when the piece is written 
in different registers of the clarinet. In conclusion, this piece is one of my 
favorite pieces of clarinet literature and thoroughly gives the feeling that it 
is an opera. 



Five Bagatelles for Bb Clarinet, Op. 23 by Gerald Raphael Finzi 
(1901-1956) 

Gerald Finzi was born in London, England on July 14th, 1901. Finzi was 
well known for the musical imagery portrayed in his compositions. 
Perhaps Finzi's musical abilities were not of mere serendipity, but of the 
tragic life experiences he endured in his childhood. Finzi experienced 
several losses in his life, including his father, his venerated private music 
teacher Ernest Farrar, and his three elder brothers. 

Drawn to the beautiful countryside, Finzi would move to Painswick in 
Gloucestershire where he would live and work in isolation. In his solitude, 
the countryside would become his inspiration for his compositions and is 
conveyed by his lyrical writing. Finzi's writing also conveys a hymn-like 
sound with a serene texture, characteristic of both his personal interests 
and where he lived. Written in the midst of WWII, Finzi's "Five Bagatelles" 
conveys his want for an utopia of serenity and peacefulness in times of 
sadness, similar to his life story. 

The piece is challenging for the player because the piano does not only act 
as an accompaniment, at some points it acts as the leading voice and is 
often independent of what the soloist is playing. Prelude is a nice piece, 
moving forward and giving hints on what is to come in the following 
movements. Romance is a beautifully lyrical passage which presents a 
sense of sorrow and a sense of moving forward. These movements are 
two of five of the movements in Finzi's "Five Bagatelles." 

Clarinet Concerto No. 2 inf minor, Op.5 by Bernhard Henrik Crusell 

When a person thinks of a famous clarinetist their mind might lead he or 
she to Daniel Bonade, Robert Marcellus, Benny Goodman or Robert Frost 
When a person thinks about a famous composer, common people that 
come to mind may be Mozart, Beethoven, Haydn, or Schubert. However, if 
a person were to mention the name Crusell, most certainly a look of 
confusion would adorn a person's face . He is one of the least talked about 
composers, clarinetists, translators and cond_uctors of music history. This 
artist is in dire need of direct attention to his contributions to the world of 
music. 

Cont. 
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Bernhard Henrik Crusell was born on October 15, 1775 in Uusikaupunki, 
Finland. His father was extremely poor and unable to give the young 
musician training from any major clarinetists. That would have involved 
traveling to another region because there were no famous clarinetists 
available 
locally. This was after all, before the time of Sibelius. He joined the military 
band and was eventually relocated to Stockholm. While in Sweden he 
became a distinguished soloist and performed not only famous clarinet 
works by others, but works that he wrote as well. Originally Crusell played 
with the reed turned upwards until about 1810 when he changed to a 
Grenser clarinet. 

He studied theory in Paris briefly with Berton and Gossec. He conducted a 
military band and composed works for male choir and for the Swedish 
court orchestra. His first big break as a translator was for the famous 
opera "Le Nozze de Figaro." Crusell composed three clarinet concertos. 
The F minor Concerto is one of the more widely known concertos and best 
appreciated. Niall O'Laughlin of The Musical Times is quoted as saying the 
concerto is, "[ ... ] brooding Beethovenian Power[ . .. ]" The strength and 
drama of Beethoven can be felt throughout the F minor Concerto. There 
are many exciting rising and falling lines throughout the piece as well as 
the highlighting of the clarinet's ability to be played lyrically and gently. A 
quick modulation to a new key brings not only added excitement but also 
visits another beautiful tonal center. Crusell died on July 28, 1838 in 
Stockholm, Sweden.

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Centennial! (1986) Alfred Reed (1921-2005) 
(A Celebration Hymn for Winds) 

Written in 1986 by commissicw • the Georgia Tech Band, this composi­
tion was a part of the centennial celebration of the Georgia Institute of 
Technology. The composer describes the mood of the music as one of 
"solemn celebration appropriate to a 100th anniversary of an academic 
institution." The work is based on the opening brass fanfare figures, 
which are accompanied by ringing chimes and bells. The march-like 
center section is meant to evoke an academic procession or convocation. 
Both themes are developed throughout, until the opening fanfare returns 
as a means to bring a "triumphant" conclusion to the work. 

Alfred Reed is thought to be one of America's most prolific and frequently 
performed composers, with more than two hundred published works for 
concert band, wind ensemble, orchestra, chorus, and chamber ensemble to 
his name. Reed was born in New York and began his formal music train­
ing at the age often. During World War II he served in the 529th Army Air 
Force Band. Following his military service he attended the Juilliard School 
of Music, after which he was staff composer and arranger first for NBC, 
then for ABC. In 1953 he became the conductor of the Baylor Symphony 
Orchestra at Baylor University, where he received his B.M. in 1955 and his 
M.M. in 1956. He was professor of music at the University of Miami from 
1966 to 1993 and was chairman of the department of Music Media and 
Industry and director of the Music Industry Program at the time of his 
retirement He established the very first college-level music business 
curriculum at the University of Miami in 1966, which led other colleges 
and universities to follow suit He was a member of Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia, 
the national fraternity for men in music. 
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Lux Aurumque (2005) Eric Whitacre (b. 1970) 

Composer Eric Whitacre writes, "Lux Aurumque began its life as an a cappel/a 
choral work that I wrote in the fall of 2000. When the Texas Music Educators 
Association and a consortium of bands commissioned me to adapt it for 
symphonic winds, I rewrote the climax and included the grand ' Bliss' theme 
from my opera Paradise lost. The work is dedicated with deep admiration for 
my dear friend, Gary Green.' 

For the choral setting of Lux Aurumque, the composer chose the Latin transla­
tion ofan Edward Esch poem, enhancing the elegant simplicity of the work. 
light, warm and heavy as pure gold, and the angels sing softly to the newborn 
babe. 

Selections from Variants on 
a Mediaeval Tune (1963) 

Norman Delio Joio (1913-2008) 

Brian T. Harris, Graduate Conductor 

Norman Delio Joio began his musical career at the age of fourteen when he 
became the church organist and choir director for the Star of the Sea 
Church on City Island, New York. In 1939 he was accepted as a graduate 
student at Juilliard to study composition with Bernard Wagenar. Later, in 
1941, Delio Joio began studying with Paul Hindemith. It was Hindemith 
that told Delio ]oio that his music " ... is lyrical by nature ... " and to never " .. . 
sacrifice to a system .... " Never forgetting this advice, Delio ]oio is known 
for his unique style of orchestration and form. His compositions include 
over forty-five choral works, close to thirty works for orchestra, ten for 
wind band, twenty-five for solo voice, twenty chamber works, concertos 
for piano, flute, harp, a Concertante for Clarinet, a Concertino for Harmon­
ica, three operas, eight ballets, nine television scores, three compositions 
for organ, and many solo piano works. 

Delio Joio's first composition for band was Variants on a Mediaeval Tune. 
It is based on a widely used melody entitled "In dulci jubilo". It begins 
with an introduction and theme, which features several woodwind 
soloists. The third variation exemplifies Delio Joio's unique writing style. 
The listener can hear passages moving from section to section with fluid 
tone color transitions. The fifth variation is fast paced and energetic. The 
original theme is clearly stated throughout the movement and supported 
with colorful moving passages. 



la Fiesta Mexicana (1949) H. Owen Reed (b. 1910) 

Amy Shields, Guest Conductor 

H. Owen Reed was born in Odessa, Missouri, on June 17, 1910. He was a 
pupil of both Howard Hanson and Bernard Rogers at the University of 
Rochester's Eastman School of Music. He also studied with Roy Harris and 
Helen Gunderson. Beginning his long association with the Michigan State 
University in 1939, he served as professor of music and head of composi­
tion until his retirement in 1976. He is the author of several books on 

theory and composition. In the thirties, Reed traveled a good deal in the 
Americas and Europe, capturing the diversity of folk music he heard in 
Scandinavia, Mexico, and the Caribbean islands. 

Subtitled A Mexican Folk Song Symphony for Concert Band, La Fiesta Mexi­
cana was written in 1949 and was based on experiences gained during a 
five-month sojourn in Mexico while Reed was on a Guggenheim Fellow­
ship. The authentic folk tunes the composer used can be found in Chapala, 
Jalisco, and Guadalajara; other themes were borrowed from Gregorian 
motifs and Aztec dances. Tonight's performance will include the second 
movement, "Mass", and the last portion of the first movement, "Aztec 
Dance." The score carries this detailed description of the work by the 
composer: 

II. Mass -- The tolling of the bells is now a reminder that the Fiesta is, after 
all, a religious celebration. The rich and poor slowly gather within the 
great stone walls of the old cathedral [for reverent] homage to their 
Virgin." 

I. Aztec Dance--. At mid-morning a band is heard in the distance. 
However, attention is soon focused upon the Aztec dancers, brilliantly 
plumed and masked, who dance in ever-increasing frenzy to a dramatic 
climax."

Gordon Jacob (1895-1984) 
Edited by C.P. Heidenreich 



Gordon Jacob wrote An Original Suite as a student attending the Royal 
Academy of Music in 1924. Previously, Jacob had transcribed Ralph 
Vaughan Williams' English Folk Song Suite from wind band to orchestra 
and developed an interest in writing for military band. By Jacob's descrip­
tion, the title was given to the work by music publisher Boosey & Hawkes, 
a decision he later regretted as described in the following passage: 

At that time very little original music was being written 
for what was then 'military band,' so the title was a way 
of distinguishing that it was an original work rather than 
an arrangement-not that the music was original in itself. 
It was an unfortunate title, I know. (Kevin Thompson, 
"Gordon Jacob in Conversation," Journal of the British As­
sociation of Symphonic Bands and Wind Ensembles (Spring 
1982), 4.) 

Gordon Jacob led a prolific career as a composer and teacher, an oeuvre 
that included over seven hundred original works for a wide variety of 
chamber, solo, large-scale choral works as well as music for wind and 
brass bands. He spent over forty years at the Royal Academy of Music 
from 1924-1966, often administering the schools entrance exam across 
England. In addition, he authored four texts on music, music composition, 
and score study. Later in life, Jacob showed an increased interest in wind 
bands, becoming the guest of honor at an International Conference of 
Symphonic Wind Bands in 1981 and frequently guest conducting wind 
bands in England. 

March, The Southerner (1908) Russell Alexander (1877-1915) 
Arranged by Glenn Cliffe Bainum 

Russell Alexander was an entertainer, arranger, and composer, active with 
vaudeville shows and musical comedy organizations. He was a 
euphonium virtuoso who joined the circus band at the age of 18. At 20, he 
became an arranger and euphonium soloist with the Barnum and Bailey 
Greatest Show on Earth Circus band, touring Europe from 1897-1902. 
Following his tour with Barnum and Bailey, Alexander worked as a 
novelty musical vaudeville act with his brothers. He died in a tuberculosis 
sanitarium in Liberty, New York, at the age of thirty-eight. In total, he 
~rote thirty-three marches, six gallops, as well as several overtures and 
novelty works. 
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The Sinfonians March (1959) J. Clifton Williams (1923-1976) 

Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia Choir-Joel Tyrrell, Conductor 

The Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia Fraternity of America commissioned this march. It 
opens with an extended fanfare introduction before the horns state the familiar 
Sinfonian theme: "Hail Sinfonia! Come, brothers, hail!" Charles Lutton set the 
words to the music of Arthur Sullivan. The melody is then completed, 
embellished, and extended in the style of the composer. The work is dedicated 
to Archie N. Jones, former president of the fraternity and later director of that 
organization's foundation. Williams conducted the first performance at the 
fraternity's national convention in Cincinnati, Ohio, in July 1960. 

James Clifton Williams Jr. was born in Traskwood, Arkansas, in 1923. Despite 
the financial difficulties of the depression of the early 1930's, Williams fared 
well in school, learning the piano, mellophone, and French horn. In his senior 
class of 600, he was voted the most outstanding in artistry, talent, and 
versatility. In 1942, he joined the Army Air Corps as a bandsman, serving as 
drum major and composing works at every opportunity. After the war, he 
attended Louisiana State University and went on to earn his M. M. degree at the 
Eastman School of Music in 1949. He taught at the University of Texas at Austin 
for seventeen years. In the 10 years before his death in 1976, he served as 
chairman of the department of theory and composition at the University of 
Miami, where he was influenced by and became close friends with Frederick 
Fennell. 

Overture from Ruslan and 
Lyudmi/a (1842) 

Mikhail Glinka (1804-1857) 
Transcribed by Franz Henning 

Robert E. Fleming, Guest Conductor, Director of Bands, Emeritus, YSU 

Glinka was the first Russian composer to be recognized outside of his native 
land for his ability to combine the musical idiom of the day with a personal and 
strongly original compositional "voice." Glinka made himself at home in 
metropolitan centres and mastered the procedures of Italian and French opera 
He complemented that expertise with skill in motivic and contrapuntal working 
as well as instrumentation. His compositions represent cornerstones of what 
are known as the 'Russian classics', and furnished models for later 19th­
century composers. 

Cont. 
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The composer's second opera, Ruslan and Lyudmi/a, employs themes of 
sorcery and the fantastic rather than an historic content. Magic is 
embodied in new musical ideas, such as the use of whole-tone scales, 
almost 50 years prior to the music of Impressionistic composers. Glinka's 
model of orchestration, use of scale and musical effects, and blend of 
Oriental effects and influences, would become the basis for Russian 
composers for the next half century. 

Concerto for Tuba and Wind 
Ensemble (1988) 

Martin Ellerby (b. 1957) 

Brian D. Kiser, Tuba 

Tuba Concerto was completed in June 1988 and premiered in its orchestral 
version by its dedicatee Stephen Sykes with the Repton Sinfonia in 
September of that year in Worksop Priory in the United Kingdom. Helen 
Andersson with Solna Brass conducted by Roy Newsome in Stockholm in 
January 1989 gave the first overseas performance. Sykes with the 
Hampshire Youth Concert Band under Leighton Rich gave the first U.K. 
brass performances in April and May 1989. 

Structurally the piece is in two contrasting linked movements. The first 
part-Andante ma non troppo-features the tuba's lyrical qualities with a 
constant development of the initial rhapsodic theme against contrasting 
textures in the accompaniment. This gradually leads into the second 
section-Allegro con brio-which displays the tuba's agility with a toccata 
main theme which, when augmented, gives a contrasting lyrical second 
subject. Eventually, the cadenza is reached. This is short and for the main 
part accompanied by the band, who brings the music back to its original 
mood. After a brief recapitulation a short coda brings the work to a 
sparkling close. 

Martin Ellerby was born in Worksop and studied with Joseph Horovitz, 
W.S. Lloyd Webber, and Wilfred Josephs. He received the Arts Council Dio 
Fund Award for young composers, and Allcard Award from the Worshipful 
Company of Musicians and various composers-in-residencies resulting in 
many commissions. His range of compositions includes many works for 
choir, orchestra, ensembles, and concert band. In 1988 he joined the 
professorial staff of the London College of Music. 



The Fairest of the Fair (1908) John Philip Sousa (1854-1932) 

The Boston Food Fair was an annual exposition and music jubilee held by 
the Boston Retail Grocers' Association ... In fairs before 1908, Sousa had 
been impressed by the beauty and charm of one particular young lady 
who was the center of attention of the displays in which she was 
employed. He made a mental note that he would some day transfer his 
impressions of her into music. When the invitation came for the Sousa 
Band to play a twenty-day engagement in 1908, he wrote this march. 
Remembering the comely girl, he entitled the new march "The Fairest of 
the Fair.' This march, written 100 years ago and in the same year that YSU 
was founded, was Sousa's only march written in the year 1908! 
Happy Birthday, YSU!!!

(1895) 

Vasily Kalinnikov (1866-1901)

Dana Alumni Brass Ensemble 

Vasily Kalinnikov was born in 1866 in Voina in the Government of Orlov, 
Russia. He received early musical training at the Orlovsky Seminary, 
where he directed the choir. He received a scholarship in 1884 that al­
lowed him to attend the Philharmonic Music School in Moscow. He tried to 
earn a living by playing bassoon, timpani, or violin in theater orchestras, 
but the bitter poverty of his family forced him to abandon his studies. 
Tchaikovsky, impressed by Kalinnikov's skill, secured him an appointment 
as conductor of the Italian Opera in Moscow for the 1893-4 season. 
Stricken by tuberculosis, he was forced to relinquish the position after just 
a few months. He moved to the relative warmth of the South Crimea, 
where he completed his two symphonies, orchestral intermezzi, a cantata, 
and incidental theatrical music. He died in 1901, before his 35th birthday. 

Finale to Symphony No. 1: Kalinnikov's First Symphony was a rousing suc­
cess at its premiere in Kiev in 1897. The 'Finale' provides a summation of 
the full symphony that is thoroughly national in character. Starting with a 
broad, sonorous melody, we hear contrasts in texture and color. Plaintive 
and dance-like motives evolve into a spirited and triumphant ending. 



ABOUT THE GUEST CONDUCTOR: 

ROBERT E. FLEMING retired in 1993, after 40 years of teaching in 
Ohio. His teaching career included Ironton and Warren City 
Schools. Youngstown State University, and Hiram College. His 
bands have received great acclaim throughout the nation. Fleming 
received his training and degrees from Marshall University in 
Huntington, West Virginia. 

Fleming remains professionally active in performances with 
orchestra, concert, and jazz bands. He is co-conductor of the W.D. 
Packard Band, a prof!:?ssional organization in Warren, Ohio. He 
appears frequently throughout the United States and Canada as an 
adjudicator, clinician, and guest conductor. 

Fleming is a member of the American Bandmasters Association, 
National Band Association, College Band Directors National 
Association, Music Educator's Association, Phi Beta Mu Band 
master's Fraternity, Phi Mu Alpha Music Fraternity, American 
Federation of Musicians, and Omicron Delta Kappa National 
Leadership Honor Society. 

Fleming has received the CITATION OF EXCELLENCE AWARD from 
the National Band Association, the DISTINGUISHED PROFESSOR 
AWARD at Youngstown State University and was of the 
COMMUNITY SERVICE AWARD by Marshall University as an 
OUST ANDING ALUMNUS of the University. He was designated 
EMERITUS PROFESSOR by both Youngstown State University and 
Hiram College. In January, 2000, Mr. Fleming was elected into the 
Ohio BANDMASTERS HALL OF FAME, by the Phi Beta Mu 
Fraternity. 



ABOUT THE SOLOIST: 

BRIAND. KISER joined the faculty of Youngstown State University 
in 2005. He teaches applied tuba and euphonium lessons, Brass 
Methods, and coaches Brass Chamber groups. He has previously 
served on the faculties of Indiana· State University and Millikin Uni­
versity. Kiser also has been a teaching assistant at Indiana Univer­
sity and the University of Illinois. 

As an active studio musician, he regularly records diverse commer­
cial, educational, and religious musical projects in various Indian­
apolis area studios, including projects for Hal Leonard Corporation. 
Also an active orchestral musician, Mr. Kiser has performed with 
such orchestras as the Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra, the Indian­
apolis Symphony Orchestra, the Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra, 
the Terre Haute Symphony, the Waterloo-Cedar Falls Symphony 
Orchestra, Sinfonia da Camera, the Youngstown Symphony Orches­
tra, the Warren Philharmonic Orchestra, and the Millikin-Decatur 
Symphony Orchestra.

Heidenreich continues to be in demand as an adjudicator for 
concert and marching bands throughout Ohio, Kentucky, and 
Illinois.

bachelors degree and the Performer's Certificate at the State 
University of New York at Fredonia. Prior to his current position, 
Dr. Gage was the Director of Bands at Emporia State University (KS) 
and was the Director of Bands at Auburn High School in upstate 
New York. At YSU he conducts the Wind Ensemble, serves as 
assistant conductor with the Dana Symphony Orchestra, and 
teaches undergraduate and graduate conducting. In the academic 
year, 2008-09, Stephen is serving as conductor of the Dana 
Symphony Orchestra. 

Stephen is in his 16th season as the music director and conductor of 
the Youngstown Symphony Youth Orchestra (YSYO). He has 
written numerous publications on conducting, rehearsal 
techniques, and literature and is an active guest conductor, 
clinician, and adjudicator of international repute. He has been a 
member of the NBA School Reform Committee and the ABA 
Ostwald Selection Committee, he has served as the NBA North 
Central Division Chair and as the NYS President of the IAJE, and he 
was recently elected to the NBA Board of Directors for this 
biennium.

PROGRAM NOTE FOR GLORIA 

$ 

Antonio Vivaldi, one of the most celebrated composers and violin virtuosos of 
Baroque period, was much admired and imitated by his contemporaries. And yet, immedi­
ately after his death the man and his music were forgotten. The Gloria was not an exception. 
It was not until the second quarter of the twentieth century that the Gloria was rediscovered 
to modern audiences. It was at a Vivaldi festival in Siena, Italy, in 1939 that the Gloria re­
ceived its first modern performance, together with a Sta bat Mater , a solo motet and a Credo. 
These four pieces had been selected and "edited" for modern performance by Alfredo Casella 
and, as must have been the case with Mendelssohn's revival of Bach's Matthew Passion, in 
rather romanticized versions. The Gloria, for example, suffered modifications in 
instrumentation, several cuts (one of over a dozen measures), changes in the vocal line and 
even several drastic harmonic alterations. Nonetheless, we must be grateful to Casella for the 
revival of a work that, after a neglect of over two hundred years, has now become one of the 
most performed items in the choral repertory. Since the revival of the composition, much 
work has been done to restore Vivaldi's authentic edition. The edition of tonight's 
performance is faithful in all respects to Vivaldi's original with a best intention of 
Baroque performance practice. 

During the course of the 17the century the Mass as a musical form underwent a 
dramatic change from the homogeneous and fairly succinct a cappel/a settings of the late 
Renaissance to the extended, grandiose orchestral settings of the late Baroque. One of the 
important steps in this development was the gradual division and subdivision of the five 
sections of the Ordinary: Kyrie, Gloria, Credo, Sanctus, and Agnus Dei. The final product, 
dating from about the turn of the 181h century, is the "Cantata Mass" in which the text is 
divided up into a large number of separate movements, each given its own distinctive vocal 
and instrumental treatment, each standing in sharp contrast to its neighbors through changes 
in key, tempo, meter and expressive content, and yet the whole held together and unified by a 
carefully worked-out tonal scheme. Although Vivaldi 's Gloria would appear to be an 
independent composition and not part of a complete setting of the Mass, it corresponds in 
every detail to the description of the Cantata Mass, dividing the text into 12 sections. 

The Gloria ranks among the best of the composer. It has even been considered as 
almost the climax of Vivaldi's genius, in terms of revealing a power of expression and a depth 
of religious feeling. The whole of the Gloria is a true expression of God's magnificence. The 
quality of the inspiration, the restless energy which is typical of Vivaldi's instrumental music, 
are given here transcendental power in the wide breath of a musical expression overflowing 
with color and feeling, in which we find a renewed polyphonic splendor. In this work the 
human soul rises to God in the last regenerating stage of a deeply felt religious faith.

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Marimba Suite No. 2 Yoshioka Takayoshi (b. 1955)

Takayoshi Yoshioka studied at Toho Gakuen University and the New 
England Conservatory of Music. He is best known as a marimba player which 
comes across in this programmatic work for solo marimba. Of these six 
movements, each title suggests a different image that is to be conveyed by the 
soloist. Marimba Suite No. 2 includes traditional lapanese styles as well as newer 
contemporary moments. 

Canned Heat Eckhard Kopetzki (b. 1956) 

Canned Heat is an exciting and innovative rhythmic adventure. Canned 
Heat was composed in 2000 for the 2001 Percussive Arts Society International 
Conference (PASIC) multiple surface competition. With its innovative rhythmic 
schemes and metric modulations, Canned Heat placed first in the competition. It 
was subsequently programmed as the feature pieces for the 2002 PASIC multiple 
surface performance competition. 

Canned Heat has a wide variety of surface sounds that range from a tin 
can, a resonant metal sound, a tambourine, 4 bongos, and 3 toms. The composition 
is divided into 4 large sections, each with their rhythmic motives and technical 
challenges. Throughout, there exists a feeling of possible eruption and then the 
unleashing of building pressure. Kopetzki changes meters and extends rhythmic 
phrases by keeping a constant eighth note pulse that is felt in many different 
meters. The climax of the piece is not until the final page of the piece where he 
interlaces the tambourine buzz stroke with fortissimo ostinatos, finalized by three 
accented fortissimo strikes which end the piece.

Solo de Concours (1899~ by Andre Charles-Prosper Messager (1853-1929) 

French composer Andre Messager was most notably known as a composer for the · 
stage. After his formal musical training at the Ecole Neidermeyer, Messager 
studied composition under Camille Saint-Saens and quickly mastered the 
techniques of orchestration and melody writing. His career in the theater was 
marked by many successes, most notably his ballet Les deux pigeons, as well as many 
failures, forcing him into a retirement from the stage in 1896. By 1897, 
however, Messager was appointed the director of the Opera-Comique and began to 
focus on producing the stage works of other composers rather than his own. This 
appointment seriously limited his output of compositions from through 1904, 
making his compositions from this period of particular interest for study. While 
Messager was often written-off as a composer of light music for operettas, his 
serious instrumental and vocal works are just as important in his career. 

Messager composed the Solo de Concours for Bb Clarinet and Piano as a contest piece 
for the Paris National Conservatory in 1899 through the strong encouragement of his 
close friend and director of the Paris Conservatory, composer Gabriel Faure. This 
contest solo represents one of very few compositions at this time in his life making it 
a highly significant work. This multi-sectional piece is highly characteristic of 
Messager's compositional style, requiring virtuosic, flowing technique and melodic 
sensitivity from the performer. 

Concertino for Clarinet and Orchestra (1811) by Carl Maria von Weber (1826-44) 

Carl Maria con Weber was a German composer, conductor, pianist, guitarist, and 
critic during the Romantic time period. He was born in the city of Eutine, Germany to 
Franz Anton Weber. His early life was dominated by a series of moves. Weber is also 
reported to have been a weak, lame child,. who had a slight limp. Combine these two 
elements, and it is clear why his music has such a dramatic tone. Although all of his 
works had a huge impact on German Romantic Operas, his pieces "Der Freishutz," 
"Euranthe," and "Oberon" were the most significant Most of Weber's work was 
operas, and as such, there are many operatic ideas in his other work. Many of his 
opera overtures had a lasting impact on the development of concert overtures, and 
the symphonic poem. Additionally his work influenced composers such as 
Marschner, Mendelssohn, Wagner, Meyerbeer, Berlioz, and Liszt. 



In 1811, Weber began a long awaited tour, with the intention of using it to 
establish his reputation. It was on this tour, in Munich, that court clarinetist 
Heinrich Baermann first performed Weber's Concerti no. This was the first in a 
series of pieces wrote specifically for Baermann. It was Baermann's talent on the 
clarinet that led to Weber's composition of Concerti no, as well as his other clarinet 
pieces. 

Weber's Concerti no for clarinet is a fantastic piece of music. It features all of the 
best aspects of the clarinet- the beauty of the upper and lower registers, as well as 
the contrast between lyrical and technical passages. The piano begins the piece, 
dramatically setting the mood until the clarinet enters quietly, before getting 
louder, and quickly gaining intensity. The first time the theme is presented, it has a 
light, bouncy feel. Halfway through the theme, it dramatically switches gears. 
Though the dynamics stay relatively similar, the music gets faster, and gains a 
more exciting feel. At this point the piece enters the first variation. This section of 
the piece sounds similar to the first half of the theme. It is light and bouncy, though 
this time, the tempo has picked up, and there is a bit more direction . 
Following the first variation comes the second. This is the most exciting the piece 
has been so far. It is faster, and the dynamic contrast is less gradual. Before 
entering the last section of the piece, Weber allows the audience a chance to hear 
the clarinet in its beautiful lower register. This section is referred to as the Lento 
section, and it has a prayer-like quality to it. When the prayer is over, the piece 
enters the final sections of the piece. The music picks up in both tempo and vol­
ume, creating a thrilling technical passage. It slows down one final time after this, 
to state the theme one final time, before launching into the climatic ending. This 
last section is by far the most invigorating section of the piece. It builds in 
intensity and volume until the final note in the piece. There is a noticeable, and 
clear resolution to not only the section, but the entire piece. 

Introduction Et Air Suedois Varie by Bernhard Henrik Crusell 

Bernhard Henrik Crusell was born in Finland, 15 October 1775. He was the son of 
a poor bookbinder and first studied with a clarinetist from the Nyland regimental 
band. In 1788 Cruse ll became a member of the military band a t Sveaborg, located 
by Helsinki. He was later transferred to Stockholm and la ter played in the court 
orchestra. He a lso studied the clarinet with Franz Tausch in Berlin and gave 
concerts at va ri ous places. Many Reviews emphasized his tone and in parti cular 
hi s pi aniss imo. Howeve r, Crusell lea rn ed a different s tyle of playing he played 
with th e reed turn ed upwards, and la te r he changed to the style we are use to with 
th e reed turned downwards. 

Introduction Et Air Suedois Vorie was written at some point in Crusell's life and 
according to records the piece was "quite prolific" and Crusell was" neglected as a 
composer". Crusell composed many works during his life. However few of his 
pieces have gained any fame. Crusell did however arrange many marches and 
opera overtures for men such as Weber and Rossini.

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Sadly on the.28 of July 1838 Crusell died at the age of 63. He left behind a large 
array of compositions and many memories of his performances. He was a brilliant 
composer and truly understood the ability of the clarinet. However his memory is 
preserved within his works and will live on for as long as the clarinet does. 

Clarinet Concerto No. 1 in F minor, Op. 73 (1811) by Carl Maria von Weber 
(1786-1826) 

Carl Maria von Weber was born in Eutin, Germany, but spent most of his childhood 
traveling around the Bavarian region with the Weber Theatre Company formed by 
his mother and father. This allowed him sparse time for education, but his 
teachers, which included Michael Haydn, educated him proficiently enough for him 
to have written his first opera by the age of 13 - his father saw potential for him to 
become a child prodigy similar to Mozart. Weber is most well known his operas, 
more specifically for establishing operas in Germany and breaking from the 
tradition of Italian operas. His most famous compositions include Der Freischuetz 
and Euryanthe. 

The Clarinet Concerto No. 1 was the first of two concertos that Weber was royally 
commissioned to compose after his success performing his Concertina with 
clarinetist Heinrich Baermann for the royal court in Munich. Finished in 1811, the 
First Concerto was composed during the Romantic era and has the period's 
dramatic, operatic style. 

The Concerto has three movements that follow a standard fast-slow-fast pattern. 
The Adagio section is the opportunity for the player to sing out dramatically in the 
style of an operatic aria. It begins peacefully, then develops into a building sense of 
urgency as the tempo speeds up and the moving sixteenth notes move up into the 
higher range of the clarinet. Afterward, the mood is brought back to a peaceful 
state as the melody is repeated and the clarinet and accompaniment decrescendo 
to the end. 

Seven Variations on a Theme from Silvana for Clarinet and Piano in B flat 
major, Op. 33 by Carl Marian von Weber 

Carl Maria von Weber was born in 1786 in Eutin, Germany. He studied music 
under many great musicians such as Michael Haydn, J.N. Kalcher and Abbe Vogler. 
By the early 1800s, Weber had already written many great works of music 
including his opera Silvana (1810) . While Weber wrote Silvana he was working as 
the private secretary to Prince Ludwig of Wurtemburg. After a brief time in prison 
for debt, Weber began to travel and perform his works with other great musicians 
such as Heinrich Barmann, whom which Weber wrote some of his finest clarinet 
music for. 

Seven Variations on a Theme from Silvana for Clarinet and Piano was written in 
1811 while Carl von Weber was traveling throughout Germany. During this time, 
there were multiple wars going on including the Napoleonic Wars, the Black War, 
Russo-Persian War, Russo-Turkish War. Weber continued during this time to write 
under the romantic style, the style of music widely accepted at this time. Weber's 
Seven Variations on a Theme from Silvana, is not one of his most popular pieces of 
clarinet repertoire, but it is performed frequently by clarinet players around the 
world. 



Seven Variations on a Theme from Silvana for Clarinet and Piano was composed by 
Weber using a theme from his opera Silvana. The theme and variations of this 
composition offer many challenges to musicians. It starts with the main theme and the 
clarinet and piano voices play together, complimenting each other's sound. The theme 
is a simple, flowing movement which conveys a happy, calm mood. The first variation, I 
much like the main theme, conveys a happy mood and begins to move at a faster pace. 
The second variation, played only by piano is a graceful section, which continues to 
convey a peaceful mood. Variation Ill slows down dramatically and the clarinet voice 
takes over with many embellished moving passages. Variation IV is another section 
played only by the piano and it continues with the overall flowing upbeat mood of the 
piece. In Variation V the clarinet comes back in with a fast pace and energetic except 
played together with the piano. In the VI variation the mood dramatically changes as 
the piece modulates from Bb Major to B minor and slows down drastically. This 
variation offers a more somber mood and really allows the clarinet player to express 
their musicality. Variation VII goes back intro Bb Major and the mood switches back to 
a pleasant happy one. The piano and clarinet voices play off each other in this 
movement, working in tandem to create a fast paced melody. Finally the song returns 
to the main melody and ends as gracefully as it started . 

Three Pieces for Clarinet Solo by Igor Stravinksy (1882-1971) 

Composed at Morges, 1919. Dedicated to Werner Rienhart. Published by J. & W. 
Chester, 1920. Duration: c. 3 minutes 45 seconds. First performance, Edmond Allegra, 
Lausanne, Conservatoire, 8 November 1919. I 
Stravinsky composed such works as The Rite of Spring (Le Sacre Du Printemps) and 
The Firebird (Suite). Three Pieces for Clarinet Solo, also by Stravinsky, were written for 
and dedicated to Werner Reinhart as a token of gratitude for the generous way he had 

1 financed the first production of The Soldier's Tale. Reinhart was an amateur clarinetist 
and Stravinsky had already developed a liking for that instrument in one of his earlier 
works, Cat's Cradle Songs (Berceuses De Chat). 

The first of the Three Pieces For Clarinet is written to emphasize the low range of the 
clarinet capturing a somewhat tranquil strolling like atmosphere. The second piece, 
making use of the full range of the instrument, is written without barlines. This 
twentieth century technique called "Ametrical Music" (music without meter) has a 
more improvisatory feel almost like Jazz. The final piece in these Three Pieces 
resembles Stravinsky's Tango and the Ragtime of The Soldier's Tale in style with the 
emphasis laid on syncopated rhythms. This type of syncopation was popular at the 
time this piece was written. Jazz, Rag, and Dance were all important influences on the 
music of this era going into what were known as the "roaring twenties". 

Solo de Concours, Op. 10 (1901) by Henri Rabaud (1873-1949) 

Henri Rabaud was born in November 1873 in Paris, France. He was born into a very 
musical family. Henri's father Hippoyte Rabaud was a leading cellist and a professor at 
the Paris Conservatory. His grandfather, Louis Dorus was a flautist and Aunt Julie 
Dorus-Gras was a soprano. Rabaud was very conservative when it came to his music. 

1 His musical influences included Mozart, Hayan and Beethoven. He became conductor 
of the Paris Conservatory and in 1901 he wrote a solo for the schools grilduation 
which he also challenged at a solo competition. That was the same year he composed 
Solo de Concours. This solo is very fun yet challenging with its rapid tempo changes 
and intense rhythms. Solo de Concours definitely moves you. 
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Concerto No. 2 in Eb major, Op. 74 by Carl Maria von Weber 

Carl Maria von Weber was born in the year 1786 to Franz Anton von Weber, a city 
musician in Eutin and Genovefa Brenner. Weber spent his childhood traveling 
with his father's theatre troupe, the Weber Theatre Company. He had a sporadic 
and constantly changing education in music as well as other subjects. Despite his 
frequently interrupted education, he took piano, singing, and compositional 
lessons in the various cities the troupe performed in. As a result of the traveling 
theatre troupe, Weber was exposed to many German Singspiels and French operas, 
which gave him the theatrical and dramatic flare for composing. 

Early in 1811, Weber set off to tour in order to proliferate his works. In March 
1811, his travels brought him to Munich, and on April 5 of that year, his newly 
composed Concertina for Clarinet and Orchestra was performed by Munich court 
Clarinetist, Heinrich Baermann. The Concertina was the first works of his works 
composed for H. Baermann. The Munich Premiere was so successful, that it led to 
the royal commission of two full-length concerti. 

The title and style of the final movement of Concerto No. 2 is that of a Polacca, a 
stately polish dance in triple meter. It is characterized by a rhythmic motif of an 
eight note followed by two sixteenth notes (demonstrated in ex 1). The dance 
originated as a Polish folk song popular in rural areas at weddings and other festi­
vals. They were later popularized and "sophisticated" by Polish Aristocracy before 
the form was then transformed into an instrumental genre that was spread across 
Europe. 

As this movement has its origin in rural Poland as a celebratory dance, it is meant 
to be fun, light-hearted, and energetic. Yet, the Polish nobility have left their mark 
on the vivacious style as well. Weber's Second Concerto Finale, al/a Po/acca, 
embodies the rhythmic motifs, the stately, refined, sophisticated fun, as well as the 
celebratory feeling of this dance. · 
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
