Fairest of the Fair (1908) John Phi li p Sousa (1854-1932) 

The Boston Food Fair was an annual exposition and music jubilee held by 
the Boston Reta il Grocers ' Association ... In fa irs before 1908, Sousa had 
been impressed by the beauty and cha rm of one particular young lady 
who was the center of attention of the displays in which she was em­
ployed. He made a menta l note that he would some day transfer his im­
pressions of her into music. When the invitation came for the Sousa Band 
to play a twenty-day engagement at the Boston Food Fair in 1908, he 
wrote this march. Remembering the comely girl, he entitled the new 
march "The Fairest of the Fair.' This march, written 100 years ago and in 
the same year tha t YSU was founded, was Sousa's only march written in 
the year 1908. --Happy JO{JIII Birthday, YSU! 

Overture, Ruslan and Lyudmila (1842) Mikhail Glinka (1804-1 857) 
arranged by Franz Henning 

Robert E. Fleming, Guest Conductor, YSU Director of Bands, Emeritus 

Mikhael Glinka was the fir t Russian composer to be recognized outside of 
his native land fo r his ability to combine the musical idiom of the day with 
a personal and strongly original compositional "voice." Glin ka made him­
self at home in metropolitan centers and mastered the procedures of 
Italian and French opera He complemented tha t expertise with skill in 
motivic and contrapuntal working as well as instrumentation. His 
compositions represent cornerstones of what are known as the 'Russian 
classics', and furnished models for later 19th-century composers. 

The composer's second opera, Ruslan and Lyudmila, employs themes of 
sorcery and the fantastic rather than an historic con tent. Magic is 
embodied in new musical ideas, such as the use of whole-tone scales, 
almost 50 years prior to the music of Impressionistic composers. Glinka's 
model of orchestration, use of scale and musica l effects, and blend of 
Oriental effects and influences, would serve to become the compositional 
model for numerous Russian composers for the latter ha lf of the 19th and 
the first portion of th e 20th Century. 
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Starry Crown (2006} Donald Grantham (b. 1947) 

Donald Grantham, University of Texas Professor of Composition, is the 
recipient of numerous awards and prizes in composition, including the 
Prix Lili Boulanger, a Guggenheim Fellowship, three grants from the 
National Endowment for the Arts, and First Prize in the National Opera 
Association's Biennial Composition Competition. Dr. Grantham's music has 
been praised for its "elegance, sensitivity, lucidity of thought, clarity of 
expression and fine lyricism" in a Citation awarded by the American 
Academy and Institute of Arts and Letters. In recent years his works have 
been performed by the orchestras of Cleveland, Dallas, Atlanta and by the 
American Composers Orchestra. He has completed numerous 
commissions in media from solo instruments to opera. A number of his 
works have also been commercially recorded. 

The composer writes: 

Starry Crown is based on gospel music of the 1920's and 30's from 
the Deep South - a style sometimes referred to as "gutbucket" 
gospel because of its raw, earthy and primitive character. Three 
authentic tunes are used in the work: "Some ofThese Days," "Oh 
Rocks, Don't Fall on Me!" and "When I Went Down in the Valley." 
These songs are used at the beginning and the end of the piece. The 
middle of the work recreates the atmosphere and shape of the 
call-and-response sermons typical of the period. The preacher 
(represented by three trombones, then the rest of the brass section) 
makes declamatory statements that the congregation (represented 
by the remainder of the ensemble) responds to. The exchanges 
become quicker until finally all join together in a very fast and 
exuberant chorus. 

The title comes from the text of"When I Went Down in the Valley:" 

When I went down in the valley to pray, 
Studyin 'about the good of' way, 
And who will wear the starry crown, 
Good lord, show me the wqy. 



Concerto for Tuba and Wind 
Ensemble (1988) 

Martin Ellerby (b. 1957) 

Brian D. Kiser, Tuba, YSU Professor of Tuba/Euphonium 

Tuba Concerto was completed in June 1988 and premiered in its orchestra l 
vers ion by its dedicatee Stephen Sykes with the Repton Sinfonia in 
September of that year in Worksop Priory in the United Kingdom. Helen 
Andersson with Solna Brass conducted by Roy Newsome in tockholm in 
January 1989 gave the fir t overseas performance. Sykes with the 
Hampshire Youth Concert Band un der Leighton Ri ch gave the first United 
Kingdom brass performances in April and May 1989. 

Structurally the piece is in two contrasting linked movements. The first 
part-Andante ma non troppo - features the tuba's lyrica l qualities with a 
constant development of the initial rhapsodic theme against contrasting 
textures in the accompaniment. This gradually leads into the second 
section-Allegro con brio - which dis plays the tuba's agility with a toccata 
main theme which, when augmented, gives a contrasting lyrica l second 
subject. Eventually, the cac' nza is reached. This is short and for the main 
part accompanied by the band, who brings the music back to its original 
mood. After a brief recapitulation a short coda brings the work to a 
sparkling close. 

Martin Ellerby was born in Worksop and studied with Joseph Horovitz, 
W.S. Lloyd Webber, and Wilfred Josephs. He received the Arts Council Dia 
Fund Award for young composers, and Allcard Award from the Worshipful 
Company of Musicians and various composers-in-residencies resulting in 
many commissions. His range of compositions includes many works for 
choir, orchestra, ensembles, and concert band. In 1988 he joined the 
professoria l staff of the London College of Music. 

O' Magnum Mysterium (1994} Morten Lauridsen (b. 1943) 
arranged by H. Robert Reynolds 
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Morten Lauridsen is a longtime faculty member at the University of I 
Southern California. Lauridsen wrote O'Magnum Mysterium for the Los 
Angeles Master Chorale in 1994. His inspiration was the nativity, and the 
irony of the newborn King, lying with barn animals. The piece has become 
one of the co mposer's best known and most often performed works. The I 
setting for band by H. Robert Reynolds preserves this "quiet song of 
profound inner joy." 
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Symphony No. 1 in G Minor: 
IV. Finale (1895} 

Vasily Kalinnikov (1866-1901) 
arranged by Glenn C. Bainum 

Dana Alumni Brass Ensemble 

Vasily Kalinnikov was born in 1866 in Voina in the Government of Orlov, 
Russia. He received early musical training at the Orlovsky Seminary, 
where he directed the choir. He received a scholarship in 1884 that 
allowed him to attend the Philharmonic Music School in Moscow. He tried 
to earn a living by playing bassoon, timpani, or violin in theater orchestras, 
but the bitter poverty of his family forced him to abandon his studies. 
Tchaikovsky, impressed by Kalinnikov's skill, secured him an appointment 
as conductor of the Italian Opera in Moscow for the 1893-1894 season. 
Stricken by tuberculosis, he was forced to relinquish the position after just 
a few months. He moved to the relative warmth of the South Crimea, 
where he completed his two symphonies, orchestral intermezzi, a cantata, 
and incidental theatrical music. He unfortunately died in 1901, before his 
35th birthday. 

Symphony No. 1: Kalinnikov's First Symphony was a rousing success at its 
premiere in Kiev in 1897. The 'Finale' provides a summation of the full 
symphony that is thoroughly national in character. Starting with a broad, 
sonorous melody, we hear contrasts in texture and color. Plaintive and 
dance-like motives evolve into a spirited and triumphant ending. The 
Dana School of Music Faculty and the members of the YSU Wind Ensemble 
give a special thank you to our alumni brass friends for joining us in this 
special concert. 



ABOUT THE YSU WIND ENSEMBLE & YSU BANDS: 

The wind band program at Youngstown State University encompasses a 
wide range of performance groups, from concert bands and chamber 
groups to marching, pep, and jazz organizations. Over 300 students 
perform annually in one or more of these bands. Comprised from among 
the top wind and percussion students in the Dana School of Music, the 
Wind Ensemble performs a broad spectrum of music. 

The band has been involved in numerous commissions and has had recent 
in-residence experiences with Michael Colgrass, Joseph Schwantner, Karel 
Husa, Samuel Adler, Eric Ewazen, Frank Ticheli, Adam Frey, Anthony 
Iannacone, Donald Sinta, David Gillingham, James Keene, Don Wilcox, and 
Ed Lisk. 

Husa called the ensemble's performance of his music "inspiring", Ticheli 
stated that the band "performed my music beautifully" and that the group 
was "Hot!". Schwantner complimented the ensemble for "their artistry, 
and for their care and consideration" of his music, and Colgrass thanked 
the group for its "wonderful performance and recording" of his work. 

The Wind Ensemble has performed at the MENC National Convention, for 
numerous OMEA State Conventions, for CBDNA Regional and National 
Conventions, and for the ASBDA National Convention. In 2005, Dr. Gage 
and the band made their Carnegie Hall debut. The group has released five 
CDs; Lions, Jesters, and Dragons, Oh My! (1998); Star Wars and Other 
Scores (2000); Carnival (2002); Spin Cycle (2004); and Tipping Points 
(2006). In June 2008, the ensemble released it's sixth produced CD, 
"Urban Requiem", on the internationally distributed on-line NAXOS record 
label. After the NAXOS release, the following critical reviews were offered: 

"Another solid entry for Naxos's Wind Band Classics series has been made 
by the Youngstown State University Symphonic Wind Ensemble directed 
by Stephen L. Gage. Everything about this disc was well done: perform­
ance, music selection, programming, the whole works." Sequenza21/ 
CD Reviews, Jay Batzner. 

"Listening to this offering, I found myself increasingly disbelieving that the 
Youngstown State University's Symphonic Wind Ensemble is a student 
organization .. .

ROBERT E. FLEMING retired in 1993, after 40 years of teaching in Ohio. 
His teaching career included Ironton, West Virginia and Warren City 
Schools, Youngstown State University, and Hiram College. His bands 
have received great acclaim throughout the nation. Fleming received his 
training and degrees from Marshall University in Huntington, West 
Virginia. 

Fleming remains professionally active in performances with orchestras, 
concert, and jazz bands. He is co-conductor of the W.D. Packard Band, 
a professional organization in Warren, Ohio. He appears frequently 
throughout the United States and Canada as an adjudicator, clinician, 
and guest conductor. 

Fleming is a member of the American Bandmasters Association, National 
Band Association, College Band Directors National Association, Music 
Educator's Association, Phi Beta Mu Bandmaster's Fraternity, Phi Mu 
Alpha Music Fraternity, American Federation of Musicians, and Omicron 
Delta Kappa National Leadership Honor Society. 

Fleming has received the CITATION OF EXCELLENCE AWARD from the 
National Band Association, the DISTINGUISHED PROFESSOR AWARD at 
Youngstown State University and was awarded the COMMUNITY 
SERVICE AWARD by Marshall University as an OUTSTANDING 
ALUMNUS of the University. He was designated EMERITUS PREFESSOR 
by both Youngstown State University and Hiram College. In January 
2000, Mr. Fleming was elected into the Ohio BANDMASTERS HALL OF 
FAME by the Phi Beta Mu Fraternity. 



ABOUT THE SOLOIST: 
BRIAND. KISER joined the faculty of Youngstown State University in 
2005. He teaches applied tuba and euphonium lessons, Brass Methods, I 
and coaches Brass Chamber groups. He has previously served on the 
faculties of Indiana State University and Millikin University. Kiser also 
has been a teaching assistant at Indiana University and the University 
of Illinois. 

As an active studio musician, he regularly records diverse commercia l, 
educational, and religious musical projects in various Indianapolis area 
studios, including projects for Hal Leonard Corporation. Also an active 
orchestral musician, Mr. Kiser has performed with such orchestras as 
the Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra, the Indianapolis Symphony Or­
chestra, the Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra, the Terre Haute 
Symphony, the Waterloo-Cedar Falls Symphony Orchestra, Sinfonia da 
Camera, the Youngstown Symphony Orchestra, the Warren 
Philharmonic Orchestra, and the Millikin-Decatur Symphony 
Orchestra. 

Brian is featured with the Bach 'N Blues 'n Brass on their recently 
released CD - Dominic Spera presents : American Popular Songbook for 
Brass Quintet. Brian has performed over 250 times in thirty-five states 
with the Mr. Jack Daniel's Original Silver Cornet Band, most recently in 
California, Idaho, Alabama, Oregon, Georgia, and Virginia.

Kiser's varied 
professional experience also 
includes consultant work for 
JA Musik GmbH in Germany.

STEPHEN L. GAGE is Instrumental Music Coordinator, Professor of 
Music, and Director of Bands at Youngstown State University (YSU). He 
earned a doctorate at the University of Illinois : Urbana-Champaign, a 
masters degree at the Eastman School of Music, and a bachelors degree 
and the Performer's Certificate at the State University of New York at 
Fredonia. Prior to his current position, Dr. Gage was the Director of 
Bands at Emporia State University (KS) and was the Director of Bands at 
Auburn High School in upstate New York. At YSU he conducts the Wind 
Ensemble, serves as assistant conductor with the Dana Symphony 
Orchestra, and teaches undergraduate and graduate conducting. In the 
academic year, 2008-09, Stephen is serving as conductor of the Dana 
Symphony Orchestra. 

Stephen is in his 16th season as the music director and conductor of the 
Youngstown Symphony Youth Orchestra (YSYO). He has written 
numerous publications on conducting, rehearsal techniques, and 
literature and is an active guest conductor, clinician, and adjudicator of 
international repute. He has been a member of the NBA School Reform 
Committee, the ABA Ostwald Selection Committee, he has served as the 
NBA North Central Division Chair and as the NYS President of the IAJE, 
and he was recently elected to the NBA Board of Directors for this 
biennium. In recent year's Gage and the YSU Wind Ensemble have 
drawn praise from composers, Karel Husa, Samuel Adler, Joseph 
Schwantner, Michael Colgrass, Frank Ticheli, Eric Ewazen, David 
Gillingham, and Anthony Iannacone for interpretation and performances 
of their music. 

Under Gage's direction the YSU Wind 
Ensemble and the YSYO have each 
given guest performances at six OMEA 
State Music Conventions. In 2002, the 
YSU Wind Ensemble appeared in a 
feature performance at the Music 
Educators National Association 
(MENC) Biennial Convention in 
Nashville and in March 2005 Dr. Gage 
and the ensemble made their Carnegie 
Hall debut. The NAXOS label, widely 
regarded as the world's largest on-line 
producer of classical music, recently 
released its first YSU Wind Ensemble 
CD recording in June 2008, Urban 
Requiem; this was the sixth produced 
recording released by the ensemble. 
Stephen lives in Poland with his wife, 
Stephanie, and two of his children, 
Claudia and Brendan.

Things you should know about Maine, and 
ALMOST, MAINE: 

Maine is the easternmost and north easternmost state in the 
United States. 

Maine has 611 miles of international border with Canada, 
more than any other state except Alaska and Michigan. 

Maine is the only state in the country that's attached to only 
one other state. 

Maine is about the same size as the rest of the New England 
states combined, with a total area of about 35,400 square· 
miles. The other New England states (Vermont, New Hamp­
shire, Massachusetts, Connecticut, and Rhode Island) have a 
total area of about 36,600 square miles. Although it com­
prises almost have of New England's total land area, Maine 
contains only 9% of the region's population. 

With 1.3 million residents, Maine is the most sparsely popu­
lated state east of the Mississippi River. It has 40 people per 
square mile. (Consider this: Vermont -Vermont - has 65 
people per square mile; Massachusetts has 810; New Jersey: 
1,100.) 

Maine's largest city is Portland, pop. 65,000. (Consider this: 
Greenwich, CT has 61,000 residents.) Only Vermont, West 
Virginia, and Wyoming have smaller "largest cities." 

Maine's unorganized territories make up more than half of 
the state's total land area. Maine is more forested than any 
other state in the country. it is 90% woods. 
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Maine has more moose per square mile than any other state. 

Maine contains the northernmost terminus of the Appala­
chian Trail: Mt. Katahdin in Central Maine. 

Almost, Maine would be located 120 miles north of Mt. 
Katahdin, in the heart of Aroostook County. Aroostook is 
the largest county east of the Mississippi River, with a an 
area of 6,700 square miles. It is almost as big as Massachu­
setts, whose total land area is 7,800 square miles, and it isn't 
that much smaller than New Hampshire or Vermont, which 
each are about 9,000 square miles. Aroostook County is con­
siderably larger than Connecticut (4,800 sq. mi.) and Rhode 
Island (1.045 sq. mi.) put together. 

Aroostook County's population is about 72,000, making it 
one of the most sparsely populated counties east of the Mis­
sissippi. (Connecticut and Rhode Island's combined popula­
tion is 4.5 million.) Aroostook has about 11 people square 
mile, making it about as densely populated as the Dakotas. 

Population: probably around 300 
Median annual household income: probably about $25,000. 
Hours of daylight in mid-January: about 9 
Average January temperature: 9°F. 
Average annual snowfall: 115 inches. (Appropriate, then, 
that - at the time of the plays publication - one of Maine's 
Senators is Olympia Snow. Senator Snowe. For real.)

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from the Director ... 

Theater critics report that very little dramatic literature of any 
significance was produced in the Italian Renaissance; however two 
contrasting forms of theater were evolving in Italy, the opera and the 
commedia dell a rte. We generally think of the grand scale of opera while 
commedia dell arte is regarded as a "bare-bones" kind of play, even to the 
point being performed sans-script! Performances were staged on 
platforms erected in the town square by actors who portrayed stock 
characters improvising dialogue and often banal physical comedy from 
plot outlines. Acting companies typically numbered between seven and 
ten members which included women. Although legally permitted to trod 
the boards, actresses were regarded to be of loose morals. Despite this 
knowledge many of these street performers became favorites of the 
nobility. Commedia thrived between 1550 and 1750. Carlos Goldoni was 
a Renaissance entrepreneur with the foresight to preserve a few of the 
now infamous plot outlines. 

We are proud to present YSU's own band of rollicking Renaissance 
players, Penguini Panini! 

It has been a great pleasure to work with this talented cast of performers. 
Some are making their first appearance on the YSU stage - although some 
of the novice actors are veterans of behind-the-scenes work. Others are 
veteran performers with experience in classical acting, dramas, musical 
theater, and contemporary comedy. Most of the assembled company 
performing for you tonight participated in the master classes offered here 
last semester by visiting artist Gale McNeeley. 

Mr. McNeeley, possesses a teaching manner that is gracious, unassuming, 
and masterful. He gently cajoled a performance level from the commedia 
novitiates that was inspiring to all. I, too, participated in McNeeley's 
classes, improvising along with the students who were unaware that I 
was also making mental notes in advance of our auditions. McN eeley 
opened our eyes to new ways of using commedia techniques to help us 
explore the physicality of developing a character in many contexts and he 
stressed the significance of commedia to the history of acting styles. 

I am grateful to my exceptionally talented colleagues in the Department of 
Theater and Dance for their support on this production and for the 
opportunity to direct and I celebrate the remarkable talents of our fine 
students. ·

Biarardo Brizio (bears a striking resemblance to David Munnell) 

Biarardo :Brizio is retuning to his first love after a three year hiatus from the 
stage. He is most noted for his dazzling performances in "The Lawyer of Two 
Judges" and the new translation of the Greek play, ,;The Stone with Two Birds". 
For the past three years, Biarardo has been in his homeland of Bergamo, Italy 
where he studied the noble art of noodle making- another passion of his­
under the tutelage of Aloysius Baldovino, an Italian gourmande. It was here 
that Biarardo first heard of"The Servant of Two Masters". While it intrigued 
him to return to the Penguinis to star in the show, discipline dictated that he 
stay in Bergamo to finish his studies. It wasn't until an unfortunate noodle 
accident that took th~ life of his master that Biarardo decided to return to his 
performing family to produce "The Servant of Two Masters". 

Pasqual Alahandro Roderiguez III (bears a striking resemblance to Calvin 

Originally from Spain, Pasqual is a seasoned actor who prides himself on his 
appearance. He goes to the gym, maintains good hygiene and is a very sharp 
dresser. Some people call it vanity, but Pasqual says it's all about being 
marketable as an actor. He is determined to get to the top of his profession• ... 
even if it means stepping on people as you ascend!" He is new to the style of 
commedia, but understands that he follows in a long line of renowned actors 
who have taken on the mask of Pantalone. Typically prepossessed by his love 
of money, in this production Pantalone is also seen as a dotting father -who 
wants to make the best marriage "deal" he can . 

. Aldobrandino Biagio (bears a striking resemblance to Ryan Bissett) 

Aldobrandino, portraying the role of Dr. Lombardi in the Penguini Panini 
production of THE SERVANT OF TWO MASTERS began his career "perforfuing" 
from the pulpit of the church. Humble though he appeared, Father Biagio 
became embroiled in the politics of the church. When a power struggle for 
control of the source of the altar wine developed Aldo was removed from his 
pastorate and transferred to a small floating church in Venice. There he 
became Master of the Revels at Carvinal and was discovered by this traveling 
troop of Americans. Aldobrandino would like to regain his self esteem and his 
celebrity this time as Di-. Lombardi, the man of many, many, many words! 

Katarina "lrenaH Frazzini (bears a striking resemblance to Dana Chauvin) 

Frazzini, who portrays the "Franchescina" character in this play called 
Smeraldina, hails from Aviano, Italy, where her real family is known for wine 
making. Katarina is no newcomer to the stage but she recently spent time 
managing a boarding house in New York. She learned the acting craft from the 
inside out, spending time working backstage as a make up artist, wig stylist 
and costume assistant. After this production, Frazzini plans to travel and to 
share her knowledge and love of theater with children. Katarina dedicates her 
performance with the Penguini Panini to her late grandmother Irena, her name 
sake, who was always supportive and an inspiration for Katarina.

Caterina Alessandra Giachetta (bears a striking resemblance to Maggie Gilmore) 

Caterina, who wears the mask of Brighella, grew up in a small village in Italy -
smaller than Lowellville! She m~ved to Venice to start her acting career at age 
eighteen learnin~ t~ improvise in the s~le of_commedia dell 'arte. ~erforming 
without a script 1s hke an acrobat working without a net. So, Caterma opted 
to make her debut on the stage in production of Murder in the Catedrali. After 
a brief but successful run, Caterina traveled around Italy performing with 
small companies who passed the hat at the end of each show. While in Venice 
she auditioned for Penguini Panini. When she learned that the art form of 
commedia was one of the first to publicly recognize the talents of women, her 
passion got the best of her and she studied the attributes of Brighella, 
traditionally a male mask, but personified by Dorothy Louise in this version 
as an oversexed inn-keeper with a penchant for fine cuisine and Italian men 
of all shapes and size. 

Antonio Procrastinato (bears a striking resemblance to Aaron Kubicina) 

Antonio is performing under a pseudonym to avoid arrest by the Consiglier 
for absconding with the keys to the washroom in the Vatican. 

Helena Juanitaveda Rodriga Piccola (bears a striking resemblance to 
Jennifer Tomerlin) 

Helena grew up in the slums of Italy in a village about 7 miles away from 
Venice. It was there she trained with one of the greatest swordsmen in Italy. 
It was in Venice Helena was introduced to the stage by her cousin. She took 
residence with her Aunt Marguerita and great Uncle Norvallo while she 
started her acting career. She was discovered by the Penguini Panini while 
she was portraying the character Piccolini, a woman who suffered a 
ridiculous growth spurt that made her 7 feet tall. Helena is quite a master of 
the art of Stilts. She would like to dedicate this performance to tua famiglia 
e II bello ragazzo Masoni. 

Isabella Rita McCarthy (bears a striking resemblance to Courtney Nicole Auman) 

Isabella's mother, an Italian, met Isabella's father at an international food 
convention held in Ireland. In the process of buying cheese and potatoes, she 
fell in love and married the dairy farmer from Kirkubbin, Ireland. They gave 
birth to Isabella Rita who later moved to Italy for love. But "love" does not 
put "cheese and potatoes" on the table, so she had to get a real job. When 
that didn't work out, she "sauteed" her skills as acrobat/actress to land an 
acting job with the Penguini Panini as one of the Inamorata. In this produc-
tion of Goldoni's play, Isabella Rita is "unmasked" as Beatrice/Federigo.

Salvador De Los Virgenes Burraches - Savior of the Drunken Virgins 
(bears a striking resemblance to Zachary Campbell) 

Salvador has played Florindo in many productions of The Servant of Two 
Masters fi:om Aviano to Albuquerque and from Sicily to Sheboygan. Born 
in Venice, his father Regalo --A Los Virgenes Burraches (Gift to the 
Drunken Virgins), was renowned throughout Italy as one of the best 
Capitano's of all time, as well as, one of the most infamous playboys. 
Salvador (the father) encouraged all of his offspring to Jove the commedia 
and eventually they began a troupe of their own called, Yes/ We're all 
Related. Salvador (the son) performed in the mask of Capitano and 
followed in his father's popularity both on stage and offl Salvador would 
like to thank his father and his siblings and would also like to encourage 
all of the beautiful single women in the audience with low standards to 
stop_ and say hello after the show. 

Carlotta Fortula Salvitori (bears a striking resemblance to Rebecca Anderson) 

"I have been in the Penguini Panini troupe for less than a year now. I 
always dreamed of a career in show business, but didn't quite know how 
to go about getting my foot in the door. Then, one day my Grandpa took 
me to see the commedia " ... and the rest is herstory" -as Dorothy Louise 
might say! I was bitten by the acting bug, but thinking back, I've always 
enjoyed making people laugh. At night, while my parents said their rosary, 
praying that I would rethink my career choice, I would sneak off to the 
streets to see the latest commedia dell 'arte company. I finally broke the 
news to my family on night during evening prayer. I told them I wanted to 
be an actress. They gasped, they swore, they made the sign of the cross. 
That's wlten I learned the importance of timing to comedy! 

Zan Ganasso (bears a striking resemblance to Kyle Metzger) 

Zan was an orphan, found in a pizza box, by the infamous Isabella 
Andreini, who adopted him and brought him up in the ways of the 
commedia. His mother became famous playing the inamorati, the beautiful 
young Jover. But, the company members named him "Zan" because of his 
affinity for clowning. He began doing pratfalls and imitating the spit lazzi 
as early as age five. For many years Zan worked behind the scenes, 
making and repairing masks, washing smelly tights, and serving as the 
props master while touring from town to town. Zan is making his stage 
debut here in Youngstown with the Penguini Panini. 
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Mlcbelangelo Paolo (bears a striking resemblance to Jake Rafidi) 

1 am a third generation zanni! My_fa~er forc~d me to tak~ ~n this role -I'd 
rather be playing soccer and dancmg m the disco - but, thts ts my fourth 
ear being in the troupe! It's a living and we eat well! I have performed 

in the streets of some of the most beautiful cities in all of Italia including, 
Roma, Firenze, Torino, Milano, Napoli, Bologna, Genoa, my beloved 
Padova, and Venezia -well, no streets there. The zanni are known as 
"regrettably and eternally unfortunate," but I am fulfilled the role of the 
Second Porter because I represent the underdog. Never-the-less, I plan to 
work my way to the top of the company and one day become the 
super-comic in my own company! 

Antonio Bruno DiMaggio (bears a striking resemblance to Cheney Morgan) 

I always felt that I was born to play a zanni, but my father, Bruno DiMaggio, 
the best beet farmer in all of Sicily, wanted me to carry on his legacy. For 
years and years he trained me, but it was all for naught To my mother's 
delight, I chose my true destiny when I was but fifteen. My director told me, 
"Playing a zanni isn't tough, it's an art!" I was a little nervous at first but 
soon became a part of the Penguini Panini family and have been doing show 
after show ever since. My most famous role by far has been The-old-man­
who-carries-baggage-and-complains-yet-may-not-be-as-old-as-he-lets-on, 
The First Porter. Penguini Panini plans to perform in Rome, Venice, and 
Sicily. 

Mario Balleti (bears a striking resemblance to Gary Copley) 

Balleti is a descendant of ancient Roman chariot drivers with money from 
olive groves, but Mario found his way to a life on the stage in a curious 
manner. He avoided the draft, became a chaf!1pion bicycle racer, and then 
had an unsuccessful attempt at politics. When even the Swiss Guard 
wouldn't have him, he was dispossessed of his fortune and had to hide out 
for a few years. Excessive amounts of macaroni caused a vitamin defi­
ciency and left him with a bad hump back. Driven to a life of theft, he was 
caught stealing government cheese and was sentenced to community 
service cleaning up the canals. Culture chock, poverty and despair! What 
better way to find a life in the theater?

Maskerade Overture Carl Nielson (1865-193l) 

Although Finland's extraordinary Jean Sibelius_may be foremost among 
Nordic composers, his contemporary, Carl Nielsen -- best known for six 
highly original symphonies and simple popular songs -- holds an hon­
ored place as Denmark's foremost post-Romantic musical ambassador, 
and has found considerable acclaim amongst musicians and audiences 
alike. 

A painter by profession, Nielsen's father spent as much or more energy 
on his secondary activities as a violinist, and it was in this wa~ that young 
Carl received his first musical instruction. At 14 Carl auditioned for a 
position with a military wind ensemble at Odense (he was hired as a 
bugler, despite his lack of formal training on the instrument). During a 
visit to Copenhagen in 1883, Nielsen was introduced to composer Niels 
W. Gade, who suggested that the young musician enroll at the 
Conservatory for serious studies. During Nielsen's three years at the 
Conservatory (1884-1886) his primary subjects were violin and theory, 
and at no time did he actually receive formal instruction in composition. 
Nevertheless, in 1888 his Suite for Strings, Op.I received a successful 
debut in Copenhagen. 

Nielsen's music is highly individual in both content and construction, 
although only the symphonies and the three concertos (violin, flute, and 
clarinet) have earned places in the repertory outside Denmark (where 
many of his choral pieces have become part of the national heritage). Each 
of the three concertos is a worthy contribution to its instrument's 
literature, ·though perhaps the Clarinet Concerto deserves the most 
attention. While starting out from the perspective of Classical form and 
harmony, his music later developed into an "extended" tonal and even 
atonal language, born of his highly expressive melodic style. 

Like his colleague Sibelius, Nielsen poured his finest material into the 
symphonic mold. From the early First Symphony of 1892 (which is one of 
the first such works to begin and end in different keys), to the famous 
Fourth Symphony ("The Inextinguishable/ a reference to the enduring 
po_wer of both life and music), each is a noble testament to a remarkable 
man's view of the world around him. ·

Witold Lutoslawski 
(1913-1994) 

Witold Lutoslawski studied with Maliszewski at the Warsaw 
Conservatory (1932-7) and soon made his mark as a pianist and 
composer, though few works from before 1945 have been published: 
those that have include the Paganini Variations for two pianos (1941). 
He then developed a clear, fresh tonality related to late Bartok, 
displayed in the Little Suite for orchestra (1951), the Concerto for 
Orchestra (1954) and the Dance Preludes for clarinet and piano (1954). 
But that style was short-lived: in the late 1950s he was able to essay a 
kind of serialism (Funeral Music for strings, 1958) and to learn from 
Cage the possibility of aleatory textures, where synchronization 
be~een instrumental lines is not exact (Venetian Games for chamber 
orchestra, 1961). Most of his subsequent works were orchestral, fully 
chromatic, finely orchestrated in a manner suggesting Debussy and 
Ravel, and developed from an opposition between aleatory and 
metrical textures. These include his Second (1967), Third (1983) and 
Fourth (1993) symphonies, concertos· for cello (1970) and for oboe and 
harp (1980), and settings of French verse with chorus (Three Poems of 
Henri Michaux, 1963), tenor (Paroles tissees, 1965) and baritone (Les 
espaces du sommeil, 1975). During this period he was also internationally 
active as a teacher and conductor of his own music. 

DANCE PRELUDES was written in 1954 for Clarinet and Piano. 
Although the work is based on folksongs from Northern Poland, the 
folk element mingles in decipherably with the composer's customary 
skill, resulting in five little movements of considerable charm, lasting 
for about eight minutes. In 1955, the composer reworked the DANCE 
PRELUDES for Oarinet and orchestra and four years later produced a 
third version scored for Wind Quintet and Solo Strings. 



Piano Concerto in C Minor, Op.37 Ludwig von Beethoven 
(1770-1827) 

I. Allegro con brio 

Eri Nakamura, piano 

Concerto no. 3 in C minor for piano and orchestra op. 37, finished in 1800, 
clearly outlines Beethoven's creative path, revealing works of great value 
and confirming the creative genius of the composer. The third piano 
concerto is the first one to use a minor key and the first one that clearly 
separates Beethoven from the classical music. In this concerto, the 
composer produced a more varied and dynamic work rich in the 
turbulent emotions for which he was becoming known. The piano style 
was suddenly less ornate, more muscular, as if he'd decided that he 
didn't have to conform to established standards and had immediately set 
about challenging the capabilities of the then current instruments. 

The Allegro con brio is constructed like a sonata and the themes, bringing 
a feeling of force and confidence, are first presented by the orchestra, with 
vigorous, masculine tonalities. The second lyrical theme is in powerful 
contrast with the first one. 

The Piano Concerto No. 3 saw its debut three years after its completion on 
April 5th, 1803. The concert held on that day featured only Beethoven 

· compositions. In addition to the new concerto, audiences would also hear 
the First and Second Symphonies and the oratorio Christ on the Mount of 
Olives. It is known that Beethoven played the solo piano part from 
memory since he hadn't managed to write it out entirely. He completed 
the solo part only a year later when his friend and student Ferdinand Ries 
had to play it.

Chants d' Auvergne is a collection of traditional French folk songs that 
Marie-Joseph Canteloube arranged for soprano and orchestra. The 
entire work is comprised of five series, the first of which is featured in 
this performance. The songs are based upon the culture and 
countryside of the Auvergne region of central France where Canteloube 
was born and raised. The songs are written in the Occitan dialect 
native to this region. 

As a musician, Canteloube incorporated his interest in the Auvergne 
region into many of his works. He was an advocate of reuniting fellow 
Auvergne citizens with the folklore and music of their homeland. This 
fact is shown best in Chants d' Auvergne. Each song in the compilation 
describes a characteristic or practice native to the Auvergne region.

Capriccio Italien, Op. 45 Peter Ilich Tchaikovsky (1840-1893) 

Tchaikovsky spent three months in Rome in the winter of 1880 where he was 
set out to write a piece inspired by his impressions of Italy. A lover of folk 
melodies from various countries, Tchaikovsky wrote to his patroness, Madame 
Nadejda von Meck: "Thanks to the charming themes, some of which come 
from collections and some of which I have heard in the streets, this work will 
be effective." The result amounts to a musical tourist guidebook to Italy of 
symphonic proportions, which has been popular with audiences ever since its 
premiere in Moscow in December of 1880. The Capriccio Italien is an original 
string of unrelated contrasting melodies put together with the genius of 
Tchaikovsky's orchestration. The Capriccio begins with a trumpet call in­
spired by the nightly announcement heard from Tchaikovsky's room at the 
Hotel Constanzi overlooking the quarters of the Royal Cuirassiers. With occa­
sional returns to material from the introduction, the various themes proceed: a 
melancholy melody first heard in the lower strings, a gently swaying folk song 
presented in thirds, a march. The tarantella known in Italy as the Ciccuzza 

brings the piece to a dazzling finale.

He has been 
a member of the YSU Wind Ensemble, Dana Symphony Orchestra, Dana Chamber 
Orchestra, Dana Chamber Winds, the clarinet choirs, and numerous chamber ensem­
bles. Currently, Patrick acts as the concertmaster and section leader in the YSU Wind 
Ensemble that recently performed at the OMEA State Conference in Columbus. 

In the summer of 2008, Patrick participated in the Cincinnati College -Conservatory 
of Music's Opera Theater and Music Festival of Lucca, Italy, a five-week intensive 
opera and orchestral summer festival.

sTEPHEN L. GAGE is Professor of Music, and Director of Bands at 
Youngstown State University (YSU). He earned a doctorate at the 
University of Illinois: Urbana-Ch~paign, a masters degree at the 
Eastman School of Music, and a bachelors degree and the Performer's 
Certificate at the State University of New York at Fredonia. Prior to his 
current position, Dr. Gage was the Director of Bands at Emporia State 
University (KS) and was the Director of Bands at Auburn High School 
in upstate New York. At YSU he conducts the Wind Ensemble, serves 
as assistant conductor with the Dana Symphony Orchestra, and teaches 
undergraduate and graduate conducting. For the 2008-09 academic

Stephen is in his 16th season as the music director and conductor of the 
Youngstown Symphony Youth Orchestra (YSYO). He has written 
numerous publications on conducting, rehearsal techniques, and 
literature and is an active guest conductor, clinician, and adjudicator of 
international repute.

Micah Howard 

Micah Howard enjoys a very rewarding career as both a 
performer and a teacher. He joined the world renowned Pittsburgh 
Symphony Orchestra in 1996 at the age of 25. As a member of the 
Pittsburgh Symphony, he has toured five continents, including 
Europe, Asia, Australia, South America and North America. Mr. 
Howard regularly performs as a recitalist, and chamber musician. 
He has also been featured as a soloist with the Pittsburgh 
Symphony Orchestra. 

Mr. Howard has always been active as a music educator. In 
addition to private teaching, he regularly serves as lecturer for 
various Universities, coaches youth ensembles, such as the 
Pittsburgh Youth Symphony Orchestra and the Youngstown Youth 
Symphony Orchestra, and in collaboration with the Pittsburgh 
Symphony's outreach program, visits local grade schools and high 
schools to coach ensembles and promote music education. He 
taught string bass as adjunct faculty at the Dana School of Music, 
Youngstown State University from 2000 to 2006, and he is 
currently teaching as adjunct professor at Duquesne University in 
Pittsburgh. 

As a member of the Pittsburgh Symphony, Mr. Howard has 
served on several committees. Most notably, he was a member of 
the core audition committee for five years, serving as chair for two 
of those years. While on this committee, he played a role in hiring 
more than twenty full-time and substitute members of the 
orchestra. He was also involved in creating a new process, which 
was instituted in 2005, for hiring new musicians. Currently he is a 
member of the Orchestra and Artistic Committees. 

Mr. Howard received his Bachelor of Music degree from 
Youngstown State University, and his Masters of Music degree from 
Duquesne University School of Music. His teachers include Tony 
Leonardi, Rodney Van Sickle, Edward Pales, Peter Paul Adamiac, 
and Jeffrey Turner. While still a student, Mr. Howard performed as 
a member of many regional orchestras, such as the Youngstown 
Symphony Orchestra, the Wheeling Symphony Orchestra, and the 
Erie Philharmonic. He also played as a substitute with the 
Columbus Symphony Orchestra, the Pittsburgh Ballet and Opera 
Orchestras, and the Pittsburgh New Music Ensemble. And in 1995 
he took first place in the International Society of Bassists Orchestral 
Competition.

Paul Silver, Viola 

A native of Cleveland, Ohio, violist Paul Silver holds a 
Bachelor of Music degree and a Performer's Certificate from the 
Eastman School of Music. He also holds a Master of Music degree 
from the Cleveland Institute of Music. His teachers include Robert 
Vernon, Francis Tursi, Heidi Castleman and Edward Ormond. 

Mr. Silver has been a participant in the Aspen and Casals 
Music Festivals, performing in numerous chamber music and 
orchestral concerts. Locally he plays chamber music with friends 
and colleagues from the orchestra and also has performed In 
Beijing, Hong Kong, Moscow and throughout the United States. In 
western Pennsylvania he has appeared as soloist with the 
Westmoreland and Butler symphony orchestras. 

Paul was a member of the Rochester Philharmonic and the 
Detroit Symphony prior to joining the Pittsburgh Symphony in 
1981. His viola, made by Frederick Haenel in 1938, is a copy of a 
Testore. He and his wife, Linda, a violinist and string teacher in the 
Mt. Lebanon School District, reside in Mt Lebanon. They have three 
children, Sarah, David and Jeremy.

James Wilding's work has been performed in South Africa, 
Zimbabwe, Lesotho, Senegal, Germany, Holland, France, 
Switzerland, Britain, Canada, and the USA, and published by 
The Foundation for the Creative Arts and the University of 
South Africa. His compositions have been broadcast on 
Fine Music Radio (Cape Town), SAFM Oohannesburg), and 
KKGO (Los Angeles). 

His Etude for solo piano was prescribed for the 1996 UNISA­
Transnet International Piano Competition and Poem was 
prescribed for the 1998 Hennie Joubert National Competition 
in South Africa. He won the Oude Meester Prize and the 
Potchefstroom University Chancellor's Trust Prize for 
South African composers. He received a graduate scholarship 
from the Southern African Music Rights Organisation and the 
David B. Smith Fellowship from Kent State University.

James Wilding is an active pianist, performing regularly as a 
soloist and chamber musician, and collaborating frequently 
with his wife, Caroline Oltmanns. He is on the Theory and 
Composition faculty at the University of Akron, Ohio. 



Ed Largent started his career as pianist and composer at the 
age of seven. He studied with John Quincy Bass at the College 
of Music in Cincinnati during the 1950s and subsequently 
earned degrees in music from Ohio State University (1960, 
1963, 1972)and the University of Illinois(l 964). He taught at 
Ohio State, Western Kentucky and Youngstown State Univer­
sity for a total of 42 years, concentrating in the areas of piano, 
music theory and composition, analysis and period styles. His 
compositional output is mostly for chamber music although 
he has written three piano concerti and a symphony based on 
Indian themes. Included in his repertoire are a sonata for 
clarinet, a trumpet sonata and two sonatas for trombone and 
piano. He has written 20 songs in French, German and Italian 
and several works for mixed chorus. The First Suite for Piano 
Solo was written especially for Jamie Wilding, whose wife 
Caroline Oltmanns, premiered the third piano concerto. The 
First Suite for Piano solo has also served as the springboard 
for a series of tocattas for solo piano which are still in process 
and will eventually be premiered by Caroline. Since retiring 
from YSU (in 2001) Ed has travelled mostly in Europe, with a 
side trip to South Africa to attend Caroline and Jamie's 
wedding. 

The Piano Suite comprises four eclectic movements which 
reflect Ed's intense liking for Brahms (and Chopin) and 
Debussy (and Joplin) plus American folk dances and music. 
The third section of the third movement is a direct steal from 
his third piano concerto: this section has the color and feel of 
the American square dance except that the meter is 
asymmetrical. It is not, however, designed for people wearing 
cowboy boots. The first, second and fourth movements also 
have a slight jazz flavoring which adds to the overall 
American taste for mixed grill. The internal structures of the 
first, second and fourth movements are largely ternary (thank 
you Brahms and Chopin) while the fugue in the middle of the 
third movement has no structure except that which is purely 
contrapuntal. The treatments of the fugue subject are remi­
niscent of Hindemith's Ludus Tonalis (if you can follow them).

Today, this is a two volume work of preludes and 
fugues written by Bach, and are considered standard repertoire for ar.y 
pianist 

Roland L. Moehlmann's arrangement of Bach's Prelude And Fugue In Bb 
Major is consistent with the style found in the Well Tempered Clavier as well as 
the Baroque period. Moehlmann is responsible for transcribing many classic 
works from the Baroque and Classical periods for the concert band, making 
these beautiful works available for the concert band player and listener.

David R. Holsinger used an unusual gospel song, written by Philip Paul Bliss,

for the theme of this piece. Unusual, because Bliss did not write the text that 
accompanies this melody. The text was written by Horatio G. Spafford, a 
Otlcago Presbyterian layman and successful businessman. Spafford's four 
daughters were killed when a ship named the Lochearn stuck their ship. His 

I wife survived the accident and cabled that she was saved alone. Spafford 
shortly left by ship to meet his bereaved wife. It is believed that the text 
Philip Bliss would later use was composed as Spafford passed the area were I the accident took place.

Amy Shields, Conductor I Clare Grundman earned his bachelor's degree in 1934 from Ohio State 
University. He taught instrumental music in the Ohio and Kentucky public 
schools. He then received a master's degree in 1936. He studied under Paul 

I Hindemith, whom he credited for providing the practical techniques for 
composition and published over 70 band compositions. Norwegian 
Rhapsody was written in 1979, and is based on six old Norse folk melodies.

/Am Andrew Boysen Jr. (b. t968) 

Andrew Boysen, Jr. is presently an assistant professor in the music 
department at the University of New Hampshire. He received his 
Bachelor of Music Degree from the University of Iowa. He began 
composing for piano at age 9 and has written works for many 
ensembles like concert band, orchestra, brass choir, brass quintet and 
horn choir. He has received many commissions over the years 
including the Cedar Rapids Prairie High School Band, who 
commi~sioned I Am in February 1990. Boysen says the following: 
I Am was written in memory of Lynn Jones, a baritone saxophone 
player in the Cedar Rapids Band who was killed in an auto accident in 
January 1990. The piece is tonal for the most part, with an aleatorlc 
section and singing of the members of the ensemble. The aleatorlc 
section is intended to represent the foggy morning of the crash in 
which Jones died. The words, "I Am" are taken from a poem that he 
wrote just days before his death. This is not an elegy, but a 
celebration of life.

Robert Washburn is Dean and Professor Emeritus and Senior Fellow in 
Music at the Crane School of Music of the State University of New York at 
Potsdam. After completing his undergraduate studies at Potsdam he was 
awarded a Danforth Foundation Fellowship to complete a Ph.D. in 
composition at the Eastman School of Music where he worked with Howard 
Hanson, Bernard Rogers and Alan Hovhaness. Later studies included a 
summer at the Aspen Music School where he studied with Darius Milhaud, 
and a season in Paris with Nadia· Boulanger. He also participated in seminars 
at the Sorbonne in Paris and at the University of Oxford in England. 

In addition to his activities as composer/conductor and teacher, Washburn 
is a specialist in the musics of Africa and Asia and has made a number of 
field study trips to those areas, including a sabbatical leave spent in North 
Africa and the Middle East, a Fulbright Senior Fellowship in Cairo, Egypt, 
and an African Cross-Cultural Study Program in Senegal, Ivory Coast, Mali, 
Ethiopia and Tanzania. He also spent a month in Ghana studying the music 
of the country under a federal grant. He has participated in seminars in 
ethnomusicology at Wesleyan University and York University in England.

Joaquin Turina was the son of a painter of Italian descent Music 
played a large part in his life from his early childhood, and although 
in deference to his family's wishes he began to study medicine, he 
soon abandoned everything that interfered with music, for which he 
showed a strong aptitude. He became well known in Seville as a 
composer and, from 1897, as a pianist. In 1902 he began to study the 
piano at the Real Conservatorio Superior de Musica wih Jose Trag6. In 
1905 Turina moved to Paris, where he studied the piano with Moritz 
Moszkowski for a time and worked at composition at the Schola 
Cantorum under d'lndy - though it was hard to escape the influence 
of Debussy and others of the Schola. Shortly after Turina's 
graduation from the Schola in 1913, the first major event of his 
compositional career took place with the premiere of La procesion del 
Rocio in Madrid by the Maqrid Symphony Orchestra. At its premiere, 
it proved so popular that it had to be repeated on the spot. The 
work's great success was repeated in Paris. In 1914 Turina returned 
to Spain, and in the following year he was honored at the Madrid 
Athenaeum. Turina was by that time one of the most highly regarded 
Spanish composers. During his lifetime, he received a national tribute 
and finally the Grand Cross of Alfonso the Wise. He died after a long 
and painful illness. ·

Just as its title suggests, this three-movement contemporary work 
draws from various types of pop music and dance forms, and sets 
them in a symphonic framework. The opening movement, "Overture• 
is a short fanfare based loosely on Irish dance rhythms and melodies.' 
The second movement, "Ballad", receives its inspiration from various 
aspects of pop ballads, though no direct references are made. Dense 
harmonies and interesting textures play an important role through­
out the movement. The final movement, "Fusion", is a literal 
combination of rock, funk, swing, and classfcal in a contemporary· 
setting. (Notes found on FJH website). 

Brian Balmages is an active composer, conductor, producer, and 
performer. He received his bachelor's degree in music from James 
Madison University and his master's degree from the University of 
Miami (FL). Mr. Balmages's works for symphonic band, orchestra, 
and brass have been performed throughout the world, including the 
College Band Directors National and Regional Conferences, the 
Midwest Clinic, the International Tuba/Euphonium Conference, the 
International Trombone Festival, and the International Trumpet 
Guild Conference. His active schedule of commissions has included 
groups ranging from elementary schools to professional ensembles, 
including the Baltimore Symphony Orchestra, Miami Symphony 
Orchestra; University of Miami Wind Ensemble, Dominion Brass, and 
others.

LAKOTA WESTHIGHSCHQQL BANDS 
The Concert program is the heart of the Lakota West band program. 
There are seven concert bands and five jazz ensembles, grades 9-12. 
Symphonic Winds is the premiere-performing ensemble, having 
performed twice at the prestigious Midwest Band and Orchestra Clinic 
in Chicago. The band has performed on numerous occasions through­
out the state and country, and also throughout Europe. Each member of 
the ensemble participates in the Winds Chamber Program, performing 
throughout the community at least once bi-monthly. The Symphonic 
Bands and Concert Bands have earned superior ratings at OMEA 
district and state adjudicated events. 

The Marching Firebirds have earned a superior in class AA at state 
finals for 12 years, as well as a superior rating at every OMEA marching 
band competition entered. The band marched in the 1999 Hollywood 
Christmas Parade, and at the 2003 Sugar Bowl in New Orleans. In 
November 2005, the group traveled to Hawaii to perform at Pearl 
Harbor and in the Waikiki Holiday Parade. In January 2008, the 
Marching Firebirds became the first Greater Cincinnati band to march 
in the Tournament of Roses Parade in Pasadena, California.

ritten in 1909, the Suite in E-Flat is generally regarded as a cornerstone 
work for concert band and is one of the few band originals that has been 

nscribed for symphony orchestra. The opening theme of the Chaconne 
repeated by various instruments as others weave varied filigrees about 

the ground theme. In the middle of the first movement, the principal 
eme is inverted for several repetitions. The Intermezzo is based on a 
riation of the Chaconne theme, presented first in an agitated style, then 

in a cantabile mood, the two styles alternating throughout the movement 
'th remarkable and deceivingly simple-sounding counterpoint that is as 
arming as it is masterful. The March is introduced by a British band

Alligator Alley is the nickname for the east-west stretch of Interstate 
between Naples and Fort Lauderdale that crosses through the Florida 
Everglades National Park This park is home to many endangered 
species, one of them being the American alligator. One might see an 
alligator along the roadside when driving along this stretch of road 
Michael Daugherty invokes two themes in this piece: the first called the 
"alligator's theme'i is played at the beginning with bassoons and evokes 
the slithering nature of the alligator; the second is called the "hunter's 
theme" which is performed by the brass and includes sounds of an 
alligator snapping its jaws with the two pieces of wood struck together, 

Taranto Reflections for Solo Horn 
(2004)

Taranto Reflections is a six-minute work for solo horn and winds and 
percussion in a fast-slow-fast structure and an ABCAB format. The 
rapid 6/8 meter with many shifts between major and minor tonalities 
revisits the tarantella, originally a folk dance of southern Italy that took 
its name from the town of Tarant. The main motive, a half-step 
followed by a major seventh initially stated by the solo horn, is 
developed, inverted, mirrored, and repeated several times. The first 
theme, in the tonality of Eb, becomes the main source of motivic 
development and is the most difficult music for the soloist The second 
theme, in Bb, features a subtle polyrhythmic groove in the percussion 
and accompaniment underneath a lyrical melodic line in the solo part. 
The slow section, now in D major, features a Hollywood-like melody 
that tends to capture the passion, warmth, and bravura that only the 
horn can produce. The final section is a recapitulation of the first 
section with some slight variation culminating in an exciting coda. 
Gregory Snyder and the Lakota West HS Symphonic Winds 
commissioned this work in 2004 with horn soloist, Kathryn Turner. 
The composer serves as the Directqr of Bands at Northern Kentucky 
University.

Throughout his career, Leonard Bernstein struggled to balance the competing 
mands of his gifts as composer, conductor, pianist, and media personality. Time 
composition was potentially the most endangered in the mix that packed his 

te-book, and he had to take special care that it didn't get entirely crowded out 
by his day-to-day obligations as a performer. In this, as in so many other regards, 

rnstein shared the burden that in a previous generation had been visited on his 
iritual exemplar, Gustav Mahler. 

August 19, 1957, West Side Story opened in a try-out run in Washington DC, 
d it proved a firm hit when it reached Broadway, running for 772 
rformances-just short of two years-before embarking on a national tour and 

making its way back to New York in 1960 for another 253 performances, after 
hich it was turned into a feature film in 1961. "The radioactive fallout from West 
de Story must still be descending on Broadway this morning," wrote Walter 

Kerr, critic of the Herald Tribune, in the wake of the New York opening, and one 
ight argue that his assumption remains true more than a half-century later. 
est Side Story stands an essential, influential chapter in the history of American 
eater, and its tale of young love against a background of spectacularly 

choreographed gang warfare has found a place at the core of Americans' common 
lture. 

In the opening weeks of 1961 Bernstein revisited his score for West Side Story 
d extracted nine sections to assemble into what he called the Symphonic 
nces. In the interest of efficiency, Bernstein's colleagues Sid Ramin and Irwin 

ostal, who had just completed the orchestration of West Side Story for its film 
version, suggested appropriate sections of the score to Bernstein, who placed 

em not in the order in which they occur in the musical but instead in a new, 
interrupted sequence derived from strictly musical rationale. Paul Lavender 

was commissioned by the President's Own, The United States Marine Band to set 
is arrangement for wind band; ·subsequently, the Marine Band recorded and 
leased a CD including this transcription in 2008.

Gillingham, James Keene, Donald Wilcox, and Edward Lisk. 

Husa called the Wind Ensemble's performance of his music "inspiring" 
Ticheli stated that the band "performed my music beautifully" and that the 
group was "Hot!". Schwantner complimented the ensemble for "their 
artistry, and for their care and consideration" of his music, and Colgrass 
thanked the group for its "wonderful performance and recording" of his 
work. 

The Wind Ensemble has performed at the MENC National Convention, for 
numerous OMEA State Conventions, for CBDNA Regional and National 
Conventions, and for the ABSDA National Convention. In 2005, Dr. Gage 
and the YSU Wind Ensemble made their Carnegie Hall debut. The group 
has released six CDs; Lions, Jesters, and Dragons, Oh My! (1998); Star Wars 
and Other Scores (2000); Carnival (2002); Spin Cycle (2004); and Tipping 
Points (2006). In June 2008, the ensemble released its first produced CD, 
Urban Requiem, on the internationally distributed on-line NAXOS record 
label. After the release, the following critical reviews were offered:

Tuba Miniatures (2008) 
The Tuba Miniatures is a set of three short movements for tuba and piano. 

The first movement, marked Allegro, opens with the only cadenza of the 
work; then, the piece descends into a dark, contrapuntal texture that 
dominates throughout The second movement, Lento, begins with low, 
repeated chords in the piano which mimic the knell of bells in the distance. 
The music slowly builds into a passionate swell until finally the music dis­
solves, returning to the bell tones. The third and final moment, Presto, is 
fervent and rhythmic. The tuba tears through different motives while the 
piano keeps pace with quick, light passages. 

The work as a whole serves to compare three different modern styles of 
writing: the Neo-Baroque (Allegro) , Neo-Romantic (Lento), and purely 
contemporary (Presto) . 

Three Seasons for Two Flutes (2007) 
The Three Seasons for 1\vo Flutes is a set of three short, modal duos 
written under the direction of Dr. Rollin. Fall suggests brisk air and the 
stirring ofleaves in the wind. Winter depicts the stillness and silence of a 
barren field of snow. Finally, Spring is an energetic piece that exemplifies 
the restoration of living things. 

Three Sheets to the Woodwinds (2006) 
Three Sheets to the Woodwinds was written under the direction of Till 
Meyn, and was the first piece that Brandt wrote at YSU. It was written with 
only dissonant intervals, and accordingly it has a particularly contempo­
rary sound. The titles of the three movements, Zephyr, Adrift, and Gale are 
merely suggestions; the listener may define the music however he pleases. 

Sarcasm (2006) 
Sarcasm was written in the fall of 2006, under the direction of Dr. Rollin It 
is a modal piece, with emphasis on the equality and independence of the 
three instruments. Being rhythmically conceived, motives are traded 
between parts often while the accompaniment parts change continually 
from one instrument to another. 

Druzyna (2009) 
The Druiyna where 10th century Polish warriors who served as personal 
guards for royalty; these soldiers would later became nobles. Druiyna is a 
powerful piece that works to bring forth the images of these medieval 
warriors.

PROGRAM NOTES 

In addition to being Professor of Music and Chair of Composition at 
the Dana School of Music, Youngstown State, Robert Rollin has 
lectured as a guest composer at universities and festivals in Australia 
South Africa, New Zealand, Mexico, France, and Canada, and at The ' 
New Zealand National Young Composers Workshop. 

Rollin received his education from Juilliard, City College of New York. 
Cornell University, and the Musikhochschule Hambourg, studying 
under Mark Brunswick. Ravi Shankar, Robert Palmer, Karel Husa, 
Elliot Carter, and Gyorgy Ligeti. He has been recognized with ASCAP 
awards consecutively for over two decades, and has held many 
important awards, post-doctoral fellowships, and grants, including 
the Ohio Governor's Award for Creative Excellence. 

Rollin's works are published and commercially recorded, have been 
performed/broadcast on six continents, and have been used as 
required jury pieces in U.S.A., France, and South Africa He serves as 
Associate Editor of Extempore, a theoretical journal, and has 
authored numerous articles for international journals. An active 
pianist, he is founder and coordinator of the International Dana New 
Music Festival, and conductor of the Dana Festival Chamber 
Orchestra, a professional group. Rollin's recent premieres and guest 
residencies have taken him to New York. Johannesburg, Zurich, and 
Kiev. 

Robert Rollin's Sonata for Cello and Piano is an early work The first 
movement is in sonata form with the unusual device of starting the 
recapitulation with the main cadenza. The slow movement alternates 
an original chromatic theme with lively variations on two Jewish Folk 
Songs in a seven-part arch form rondo. The rapid finale reprises the 
innovative use of sonata form with the cadenza used to start the 
recapitulation. 

Daniel Arte Brandt is a junior music composition major at the Dana 
School of Music. His works have been performed by numerous 
ensembles, including the YSU Tuba/Euphonium Ensemble, the 
Mercer Community Band, the Mercer High School Wind Ensemble, 
the Trinity Brass Quintet, the YSU New Music Ensemble, and a 
number of chamber ensembles. He has also written film and pop 
music for "Hands of Steel," a yet-to-be-released film based on the 
Little Steel Strike of 1937 in Youngstown, Ohio. His composition 
teachers include Till Meyn and Robert Rollin. 



Mouse vs. Broomstick programmatically depicts the battle be­
tween an ordinary house-mouse and an ill-tempered home-owner; 
it is inspired by the antics of Saturday morning cartoons. The 
abrupt ending suggests the sudden demise of the rodent. 

Born in North Wales, United Kingdom in 1975, Paul Mealor has 
developed into one of Britain's most versatile and widely­
performed young composers. He read music at the University of 
York, England and studied composition at the Royal Danish 
Academy of Music, Copenhagen with Hans Abrahamsen and Per 
N~r~rd. His music has been commissioned by many festivals 
around the world and by such leading ensembles as the BBC 
National Orchestra of Wales and the Britten Sinfonia, and has been 
broadcast on BBC Radio Three, Four, Japanese, Swedish and Danish 
Radios. Dr. Mealor is a founding member of the Music Department 
at the University of Aberdeen, Scotland where he is currently 
Associate Professor Of Composition. In 2003 he was elected a 
Fellow of the British Royal Society of Arts.

Reserve and its Seneca Indian Museum. A young Seneca woman, who 

s also a musician, was working in the Museum store, and 
ecommended recordings of the Seneca music and books on tribal 

legends. Five Pieces for Flute and Piano on Legends of the Seneca 
ndians, largely is in Rollin's own style. There is also a short reference 

0 a Seneca Round Dance in the "Intrada." The second and fourth 
movement titles amount to a friendly nod to the composer Robert 
chumann. The interesting folklore helped generate formal plans 

d mood of the five movements: 

Intrada - "He Who Sets Forests on High Hills and He Who 
Gnarls the Trees" - based upon the Seneca creation myth of 
two original conflicting deities. 

Arabesque- "Spirit of the Wind" - a wind spirit appearing to tribal 
founders. 

Grave - "The Peace Tree" - The Iroquois Tribal Confederation is 
symbolized by The Peace Tree. Benjamin Franklin visited the 
Iroquois to study their confederation which, in turn, influenced 
the framers of the United States Constitution. Linear motion and 
registral change in the movement reflect the visual symbol of the 
Peace Tree. 

Fantasia-Scherzo - "The Little People Who Move Underground" 
depicts a legendary race of small but benevolent pranksters. 

Processional and Presto - "Masks that Cure the Sick and Wind 
Spirit Magic" - Part One symbolizes the annual "False Face 
Ceremony," in which both spiritual and physical cleansing take 
place. Part Two returns to the rapid, intense wind spirit, who 
symbolizes the turbulence of earthly experience.

He has 
appeared as guest artist in numerous festivals such as Park City International 
Music Festival, Plovdiv International Chamber Music Festival, and the Sofia 
Musical Weeks Music Festival.

1111 The Haydn Trio in E flat major is a fairly early work of the great 
I Classical master. It has not been dated with certainty-- scholars 

seem sure that it pre-dates 177 4 but may have been written much 
earlier, possibly before 1760. The "earliness" of the work is evident 
in two aspects: the manner of part-writing and the structure of the 
piece. 

I This trio, unlike the works by Turina and Mendelssohn on this 

-

program, is not a piece for three equal partners. Instead, it is a 
piano piece enriched by violin and cello. You will hear that the cello 
part has no real life of its own, but is instead enslaved to the piano's 

I 
left hand. The violin has some opportunities to answer the piano 
melodies with repetitions of those melodies, but usually plays a 
supporting role, and never introduces new material on its own. As 
Haydn's career progressed, the violin and cello parts in his trios 

lia became somewhat more independent, but he never made the 
I transition to full equality of voices the way he did in his numerous 

string quartets. 

Haydn made many experiments with form in his compositions. 
Even so, the layout of this E flat major trio is a bit of an odd duck 
The first movement is a sort of immature sonata form (which would 
take several pages to explain fully - just take my word for it) in a 
neither-here-nor-there moderate tempo. The middle movement of 
a three movement piece would usually be a slow, songful number 
or a stylized dance. The stereotypical dance movement of the 
Classical era is the minuet, but here we find instead something 
called "Polones". Polonaise is the French word for a Polish dance 
and the polonaise was quite fashionable in European high society. 
So "polones" seems to be a German transliteration of the French 
word for a dance from Poland. We do not, however, escape from 
the minuet entirely, as the final movement is a souped-up minuet 
It has the normal minuet metric pattern and normal minuet ABA 

• structure but is played in an extra fast Allegro nw/tv.

With the rise of musical nationalism in the late nineteenth century, Spain 
achieved a second musical "Golden Age" (the first occurring during the 
Renaissance) represented by the composers IsaacAlbeniz, Enrique 
Granados, Manuel DeFalla, and Joaquin Turina. The works ofTurina are a 
unique blend of French coloristic sonorities and the spirit of his native 
Andalusia. He first studied piano and composition in Seville, then 
enrolled in the Madrid Conservatory, and from 1905 to 1914, Torina lived 
in Paris, where he was a student of Vincent D'Indy, and a friend of 
Debussy and Ravel. While Turina absorbed the aesthetics of French 
impressionism from these mentors, it was Albeniz who encouraged 
Turina to find his inspiration in the popular music of Spain, and 
personally paid for the publication of Turina's first string quartet 

Written in 1933, Trio no. 2 in B Minor, op. 76, is one ofTurina's three 
mature piano trios. The influence of Cesar Franck is apparent, not only in 
the textures, but in the cyclical interweaving of themes between move­
ments. It evokes both the classical and romantic piano trio traditions as 
well as the harmony, color and relaxed form of his French and Spanish 
contemporaries. The first movement, cast in a sonata form with contrast­
ing themes and development is a blend of Brahmsian warmth and 
Ravel-like clarity. The second movement is a short and concise scherzo in 
a characteristic Spanish dance rhythm of 5/8, while the finale begins with 
dramatic and grandiose chords suggestive of Mussorgsky, and then 
presents a kaleidoscope of various themes that evoke a colorful Iberian 
landscape, complete with guitar imitations and Spanish dance rhythms. 

Felix Mendelssohn was born in Hamburg in 1809 into a remarkable 
Jewish family. His grandfather Moses Mendelssohn rose from an 
impoverished childhood to become a successful writer and philosopher. 
Moses' son Abraham was a prominent banker and Felix and his brothers 
and sister grew up amid wealth and culture, and received a thorough, well 
rounded education. In 1816 Abraham had his children baptized, and 
added Bartholdy to the family name. For Abraham, this was an act of 
social rather than religious significance, but for Felix, both faiths had a 
profound spiritual meaning. Several works including his oratorios 
endeavor to portray his religious dichotomy. They emulate 
Mendelssohn's endeavor to integrate his Jewish heritage into a Christian 
society. In the second Trio Mendelssohn describes this same passion as 
he switches between major and minor, conveying a kind of struggle. The 
first movement opens with the Piano presenting a restless minor theme 
that yields to a triumphant major second theme. The second movement in 
a major key is like an extended "Song Without Words". The third 
movement is one of his many famous Scherzi, Mendelssohn's signature, 
with its lightness, charm, impish humor and brilliance that leave his 
uniquely personal stamp. The C minor Finale gives way to the Chorale 
Hymn in .C major, thus announcing the major to be triumphant 
Mendelssohn dedicated the work to the violinist Louis Spohr, who played 
through the piece with the composer at least once.

THE LEONARDI LEGACY 

Tony Leonardi came to YSU as a student in 1968, and by 1969, Bill Bodine 
and Phil Wilson had persuaded Tony, formerly of the Woody Herman Band, 
to start a jazz ensemble as a student organization. In 1971 Tony graduated 
from YSU and was hired to teach jazz part-time at YSU, while teaching 
full-time at Poland Middle School, and later at Canfield Middle School. In 
1977, Tony took a hiatus of two years from YSU, but returned in 1979 as a 
full-time faculty member when the Dana faculty established the Performanc 
Qazz Emphasis) degree. 

The rest is history. The YSU Jazz Program has grown into an internationally 
renowned program and has earned many significant awards and honors. 
Some of these include Most Outstanding Band at the Wichita Jazz Festival in 
1976 and at the Central Ohio Jazz Festival in 1980, 1982 and 1984. The YSU 
Jazz Ensemble was the first to win both the Big Band and Small Group 
competitions during the same year in the history of the Wichita Jazz Festival. 
They have also performed at such prestigious events as the International 
Association of Jazz Educators Convention, the Notre Dame Jazz Festival, the 
TRI-C Jazz Fest in Cleveland, Ohio and the Central New York Jazz Festival in 
Syracuse, New York. In June of 2000, the YSU Jazz Ensemble won the College 
Outstanding Performance Award in the 23rd Annual Student Music Awards i 
Down Beat magazine for their recording Biddle de Bop. 

The first Leonardi Legacy Concert was a tribute to Tony from former 
students, alumni and colleagues. Dr. Kent Engelhardt said that, "the Legacy 
was a natural. Tony was going to retire and Bill Bodine, Mike Crist, Jimmy 
Masters and I were planning a tribute concert." However, Tony became very 
ill in January of 2001, and the plans were put on hold. Tony's illness 
prevented him from teaching during spring semester and he died in July, 
shortly after his retirement 

After Tony's passing, the idea of a tribute concert gained momentum. The 
Leonardi Legacy Concert took place on January 28, 2002 with the YSU 
All-Star Alumni Jazz Ensemble performing. The personnel for the concert 
represented alumni from 1968 to 2000. The concert was a huge success 
with the Chestnut Room at Kilcawley Center filled to capacity. A CD 
recording from that has been released by the YSU Jazz Studies Program titled 
Leonardi Legacy: The YSU All-Star Alumni jazz Ensemble. 

The success of the Leonardi Legacy Concert led to the idea of a new concert 
series. Dr. Engelhardt says, "the idea of the Leonardi Legacy Concert series is 
to continue some of the traditions Tony initiated." The mission of the series 
is based on a model established by Tony: to bring outstanding jazz musicians 
to the YSU campus to teach and to perform with the students in the YSU Jazz 
Studies Program. 



e second Leonardi Legacy Event brought to campus the renowned Dave 
Hand Quintet The quintet was in residence at YSU for three days of 
ching and rehearsing which culminated in a gala concert with YSU Jazz 

Ensemble 1 at Powers Auditorium. On the heels of their residency at YSU, 
Dave Holland Big Band CD What Goes Around won a Grammy for Best 
Instrumental Performance in the Large Ensemble category. 

z pianist/ composer Jim McNeely was the featured artist at the third 
onardi Legacy Event. After a residency that included multiple facets of 

jazz education, McNeely performed his music with the Faculty Jazz Group, 
azz Tentet made up of faculty and students, Jazz Ensemble 2 and Jazz 
semble 1. 

e fourth Leonardi Legacy Event was a special concert featuring the 
nford Marsalis Quartet The entire Quartet spent an afternoon teaching 

e YSU jazz students and then performed an evening concert which also 
featured YSU Jazz Ensemble 1. 

arid-renowned jazz saxophonist Joe Lovano was the fifth Leonardi 
Legacy artist. Lovano came to campus for an outstanding day of teaching,

ogram. It was a truly enlightening experience fur all in attendance. 

e sixth Leonardi Legacy Event was presented in conjunction with the 
ny Leonardi Bass Society and the Regional Symposium of the 
ternational Society of Bassists. The event featured jazz bassist/ 

omposer/arranger John Clayton and Jazz Ensemble 1. Mr. Clayton's 
aching, performing, composing and arranging were outstanding. 

Trombonist, composer, arranger, and Grammy Award-winner Slide 
ampton was the sixth Legacy artist. Slide spent two days teaching and 
hearsing with YSU students and a trombone ensemble that included 

students, faculty, alumni, and friends of the YSU Jazz Studies Program. 
ide's visit culminated with a grand concert of his music at the beautiful 
oungstown Club in the downtown. 

e YSU Jazz Studies Program is busy planning the next Legacy events 
idst their teaching, writing, composing, and performing schedules.

Paul Henle studied percussion with James Preiss at the Manhattan 
School of Music and was a founding member of the Manhattan Ma­
rimba Quartet. At the same time he was studying classical percus­
sion, he was pursuing his interest in traditional Irish music, playing 
bodhran and bones at sessions around New York City. Paul plays 
with the Scottish dance band Tullochgorum, and with the Irish tra­
ditional band Odd Men Out. Turlough O'Carolan was born in 1670 
near Nobber, County Meath and died in 1738. He was one of the last 
Irish harpers who composed and his fame was not due to his skill 
with the harp but to his gift for composition and verse. The works 
of Turlough O'Carolan survive only as single-line melodies and in­
terpretations of them are as rich and varied as the artists who in­
terpret them.

Once Removed is based on a simple premise: two marimbists play 
the same or related music at a fairly fast tempo, but they almost 
never play together. Individually, each performer must execute 
fairly simple patterns with great rhythmic precision and to help, 
each listens to a click track (not heard by the audience) over sepa­
rate left and right stereo channels. Though both click tracks pro­
ceed at the same tempo, one track stays at a fixed distance behind 
the other, which means that-one performer is always slightly 
"behind" the other. When their patterns are combined, the resulting 

, mosaic is both very fast and quite complex. Musicians are trained to 
communicate and to play together, yet in some ways this work de­
mands that the performers not listen to each other. Though the 
technology of multiple click tracks creates new possibilities of tex­
ture and ensemble precision, the trade-off in Once Removed is that 
each player remains somewhat isolated from the instruments he or 
she plays, and more importantly, musically separated from the 
other performer, like two people trying to reach one another from 
opposite sides of a thin glass pane. Notes by John Fitz Rogers. 



Dragoon (1999) Lynn Glassock (b. 1946) 

In late 16th-century Europe, a dragoon was a mounted soldier who 
fought as a light cavalryman on attack and as a dismounted 
infantryman on defense. The term derived from his weapon, a 
species of carbine or short musket called the dragoon. Glassock's 
Dragoon is scored for a percussion octet using four marimbas, 
various blocks of wood, tambourines, snare drums, bongos, congas, 
maracas, log drums, tom toms, and shekere. Throughout, Glassock 
juxtaposes traditional tribal and contemporary musical practices 
including numerous tribal-like rhythms, various ethnic percussion 
instruments, complex tempo modulations, and the marimbas to 
create dense and dissonant polyphonic textures within driving 
rhythmic grooves.

Threads, written for So Percussion in 2005, is a half-hour-long 
"cantata" for percussion quartet in ten short movements. There are 
three "threads" that are interwoven in the piece: Arias and Preludes 
that focus on the metallic pitched sounds of vibraphones, glocken­
spiel, and metallic pipes; Choruses in which drumming predomi­
nates; and Recitatives made largely from Cage-like "noise" instru­
ments, bottles, flowerpots, crotales, etc. The aims of the different 
threads are to highlight the wide range of qualities that percussion 
instruments are capable of, from lyrical and tender to forceful and 
aggressive, and weave them into one continuous texture. The move­
ments are performed without interruption.

Laudate Dominum is the fifth movement of Vesperae solennes de 
confessore (K 339) composed by Mozart The Vesperae is originally 
the penultimate religious service of the Catholic Church held in the 
evening. It evolved to an independent musical from consisting of 
five pieces based on the text of the specific psalms. Mozart wrote 
the two Vesperae when he served as cathedral organist in Salzburg 
before leaving there. Both of his works, the Vesperae de dominica 
and the Vesperae solennes de confessore, however break from this 
tradition and consist of six parts based on the text of the same 
psalms and in the same order. The Laudate Dominum takes its text 
from Psalm 117 and Gloria Patri. This piece can be seen as having 
two parts. After an extensive introduction, it introduces the so­
prano solo using the text of the Psam 117, Laudate Dominum, and 
Mozart brings the second part with choir using the text of the Gloria 
Patri.

Festival Te Deum is one of smaller choral compositions by Benja­
min Britten. This is featured by its use of independent meters in the 
choir and organ accompaniment: an original approach to the text, 
which contrasts markedly with the traditional chordal textures of 
the earlier setting. The name of Festival Te Deum is popular for an 
1872 composition by Arthur Sullivan, written to celebrate the re­
covery of Albert Edward, Prince of Wales (later King Edward VII of 
the United Kingdom) from typhoid fever. The prince's father, Prince 
Albert, had died of typhoid fever in 1861. The libretto uses an Eng­
lish translation of the tr~ditional Te Deum ("in praise of God"), with 
the addition of the Domine salve fac ("O Lord, save the Queen!"), 
divided up into seven self-contained sections. There are multiple 
choral fugues throughout, and the score calls for instrumentation 
on a grand scale. 



Arirang, one of Korea's best-known folksongs, is a reflective lament 
about a mystical mountain pass to which lovers climb when part­
ing. This piece was arranged with Toraji Tarjung by Kenneth 
Jennings for the St. Olaf Choir's performance at the 1988 Seoul

Even though this edition is for SATB voices, the first 
section of this goes with three parts (soprano, alto, and men singing 
the lowest part of three).

In South Korea, he 
taught music classes as a full-time music teacher in Nam-Sung Private 
Elementary School (2003-2006). He has taught various styles of music, 
including vocal, choral, and keyboard; he has also taught music theory and 
history in a variety of settings.

Born in Ottawa into a family of guitarists, he has performed 
professionally on classical guitar for more than 17 years, 
touring France in 1990 with the ensemble Guitares Nouvelle 
France and premiering some of the earliest work of famed 
Canadian guitarist/composer Patrick Roux. In 2003, the 
Governor General of Canada invited him to be the featured 
soloist at her Performing Arts Awards ceremony; in July 2005, 
he performed a concert for an audience of 3,000 at the 
residence of the Governor General as part of the Ottawa 
International Chamber Music Festival.

It is included in 
his first published collection, the 4- and 5-part Motecta of 1572. Poignancy 
and mystical fervor are the main emotions of this music. This motet ends 
with exultant 'alleluia' section.

These works clearly display Mendelssohn1s mastery of textual 
intensification, achieved by a series of archetypal harmonic suspensions.

Ray's mind that God played a role in the writing of his now famous Mass, 
which sets the words from the Catholic Mass to the rhythm and harmony 
of African-American music.

"It was written in about a two­
week period. The hard part for me was not being a formally trained 
composer. The creativity was a result of divine inspiration. He was 
working with me." "It is my desire to combine centuries of old traditions 
of Mass settings with sounds of the contemporary Black Olurch," explains 
the composer." '"The move from Latin to English created new 
opportunities for composers to express their feelings about the texts of the 
Ordinary of the Mass. I wanted everyone to experience the sense of joy 
and celebration that is generally felt in true African-American worship." -

Earth Song 
Frank Ticheli, professor of composition at the University of Southern 

California, is primarily a composer for instrumental music. However, he 

wrote a few choral compositions that are some of the most frequently 
performed choral works. Earth Song is a powerful outcry for peace, di­

·rectly translating the original text written by the composer himself: "Sing, 

Be, Live, See .. 1his dark stormy hour The wind, it stirs. The scorched earth 
Cries out in vain: 0 war and power, You blind and blur. The tom heart 

Cries out in pain. But music and singing Have been my refuge, And mu­

sic and singing Shall be my light. A light of song Shining strong: Alleluia! 

Through darkness, pain and strife, I'll Sing, Be, Live,-See .. Peace." 

Pange lingua 
Bruckner's music for the Roman Catholic liturgy is among the finest of the 

past two centuries. He had a profound faith in the doctrines of the church 

and a persistent belief in his own abilities as a composer. In addition to his 
large-scale liturgical music, Bruckner had always practiced smaller-scale 

forms of church music. His four-part setting in the P~gian mode Pange 
lingua, the devotional text attributed to-St. Thomas Aquinas, composed in 

1868, generally typified the composer's creative approach to reductive 

vocal idioms. The setting of the hymn is chorale-like, with the same music 

used for all three verses, only a heartfelt Amen being added to mark its 

finish.

St. Aloysius, the 

subject of this composition, died at the young age of 23, having helped 

victims of the plague before suffering the same fate himself. He has 

become known as the patron of Catholic. The choir sings first in English, 

in a direct and forceful manner that might be compared with the 

proclaiming nature of the text on outside of the church. The composer 
then invites us inside, using a more mystic style and the Latin text to · 

conjure up a contemplation of the saint. Finally we return outside as the 

text continues to ring in our ears, as incisively as the peal of the church 

bells across the city.

Howard Helvey is an internationally recognized composer, conductor, or- · 

ganist/pianist, and speaker. Known particularly for his published choral 

music, many of his compositions have been featured on countless re­

cordings, national network, and PBS television broadcasts, in such eminent 

concert venues as New York's Carnegie Hall, the Walt Disney Concert Hall 

(LA), the National Cathedral (Washington, D.C.), and nu~erous locations 

throughout Europe and Asia.

Program Notes 
Written by the Performers 

Concerto Op.36 in E Flat Major by Franz Krammer 

Franz Krammer was born on November 27, 1759 in the town of Kamenice In 
Moravia. He began his career as an organist and violinist Throughout his life he was 
in the Hungarian court orchestra, served as director of music at the cathedral In the 
Hungarian town of Pees and the court of Count Karoly!. In 1795 he returned to 
Vienna and began concentrating on composing. In 1818 he succeed to Leopold Anton 
Kozel uh as composer to the Hapsburg court and remained in this post for the rest of 
his life. Krammer wrote over 300 works of music. He wrote for every genre except 
opera and solo piano. Though his music was popular at the time, after his death In 
1831, Krommer's music fell Into almost complete oblivion. Only recently has his 
music been revived and gained its deserved appreciation. 

Krammer was known for his well written solo concerti and Concerto in E-flat for 
Clarinet is no exception. Concerto In E-flat major for clarinet and piano, op.36, was 
composed by Franz Krammer and published in 1803 by Johann Andre. The concerto 
is written In the late classical period of music and can also be connected to the 
Viennese classical period. The concerto does not make extensive technical demands 
of the clarinetist Instead, it emphasizes the attractions of the clarinet as a lyrical 
instrument The soloist is given a rich mixture of melodies which cover a wide range 
of the clarinet Originally this concerto was written for clarinet and orchestra. 
Krammer wrote the first movement in two _halves, the first half is just for the 
orchestra and a couple minutes into the piece the clarinet comes in as a soloist The 
first section of the clarinet solo is very lyrical and allows the player to really express 
the musical phrases. The second section is simpler and has several variations on the 
main melody. The last section revisits the first section and after the clarinet finishes 
extravagantly, the orchestra, or piano, closes the movement Franz Krammer Is not 
widely known as one of the great classic composers but his music has been revived 
and his Concerto in E-flat for Clarinet has helped this rejuvenation. 

Oarinet Concerto in A Major, K. 622 by Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart 

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was one of the most influential and prolific composers of 
the classical era. He was born on January 27, 1756 In Salzburg. From an early age, 
Mozart displayed immense musical talent By the age of five, he was competent on 
the piano and violin, and he was composing and performing before various European 
royalties. When he was seventeen, Mozart was performing as a court musician In 
Salzburg, but he quickly became restless and left in search of a better position. In 
1781, he was visiting Vienna when he was dismissed from his Salzburg position. He 
chose to stay In the capital for the rest of his life where he achieved fame, but little 
financial security. It was here that he composed some of his best-known symphonies, 
concertos, and operas. Over the course of his life, he composed over six hundred 
works. Many of these are acknowledged as pinnacles of symphonic, concertante, 
chamber, piano, operatic, and choral much. He died in the year 1791, at the age of 44. 
The cause of his early death is much mythologized, but his wife Constanze and two 
sons lived years after him. Mozart is known as one of the most enduringly popular 
classical composers. His style had a brilliance and maturity to it unlike anything 
before it His music encompassed the light and graceful along with the dark and 
passionate. It was his work that lead Beethoven and Haydn's work. 



Mozart died in 1791 he composed the Clarinet Concerto. The piece was )ult~-= specifically for a clarinetist named Anton Stadler. Over his career, Mozart 
~-y of his clarinet pieces for Stadler, Including the "Kegelstatt Trio" K. 498 and 
_,oee ma~ Quintet K 581. Stadler usually played second clarinet in orchestral 
the Clarin ot t>ecaUSe he was the inferior player, but because he simply enjoyed the 
settiJJIS~ of the clarinet more. In fact he enjoyed it so much that he customized a 
iower et by adding several keys to extend the range lower. This version of clarinet is 
~ to as a basset clarinet Unfortunately, none of Stadler's instruments have 
-,vtved Into modem times, so the evidence of this Is purely documentaL Mozart 
orf81nally wrote the Clarinet Concerto for Basset clarinet in G. However, because 
IJaSSet darinet Is such a rare commodity it ls usually performed on A clarinet The 
piece sounds similar in most ways. Howev~r. because the A clarinet does not have as 
)oWofa range, certain Jines are broken up, and some notes had to be taken up 
an octave to accommodate this difference In horns. 

Per(onners commonly refer to the first movement of the Clarinet Concerto as the 
•exposition•. They refer to it as such because it is the only part of the piece that they 
play In auditions. The movement opens with an orchestral statement of the main 
theme, The clarinet then enters with a restatement of the theme. The theme is 
presented many times throughout the first movement in a variety of transpositions. 
nie movement finally ends in an exciting series of arpeggios before the orchestra 
taJres the melody back, where it is finished 

RbapsOdy for Oarinet by Willson Osborne 

Willson Osborne was born on April 4, 1907 and died August 1979. He 
was considered a neoclassical composer. Osborne completed an 
undergraduate program at the University of Michigan for composition and 
music theory studying under Ross Lee Finqey. After leaving Michigan, 
be became a student of Paul Hindemith who was a teacher at Yale 
University. In his lifetime he only published a few of his many 
compositions with Rhapsody being his most famous. · 

Rhapsody was actually written for solo bassoon. It was 
originally called "Study for Bassoon• and ~tten in 1952. Sol 
Schoenback, a bassoonist In the Philadelphia Orchestra, was the first 
ID record it At 8 p.m. It was broadcasted over a New York owned radio 
station, WNYC. It was published with many changes and no one known has 
seen the original copy. After all this it's said Osborne "disappeared" 
from Philadelphia and his name was last ~n on a program in England. 

Rhapsody for solo clarinet is not the same but the adapted version 
ID the bassoon part The main difference between the two are the 
dynamics in the piece. You'll hear the tempo change from slow to fast 
ID faster then right back to slow with not much but a noticeable 
contrast Also, you'll will hear a variety of different sounds from the 
Phrygian scale and rhythms that may not always sound right 



Clarinet Concerto by Gerald Finzi 

Gerald Finzi was born in London, 14 July 1901. He studied privately with several 
well known musicians such as Sir Edward Bairstow and Ernest Farrar. In the 
1930's Finzi taught at the Royal Academy of Music in London. Finzi, however, left 
his teaching position after three years after he got married to Joyce Black. 

The Clarinet Concerto is considered to be one of Flnzl's greatest works. It was 
premiered in 1949 by the London Symphony Orchestra with guest artist Frederick 
Thurston. The concerto got great reviews and is considered to be one of his best 
instrumental works. Finzi did not write a large amount for instrument he mainly 
focused on vocal pieces and wrote few instrumental works. The instrumental 
works that he did write are well liked if not well known. 

Gerald Finzi died September 27 1956. He had lived a life full of music and had 
written some of the most beautiful music of the twentieth century. Finzl suffered 
from Hodgkin's disease and was told that he had less than ten years to live. This 
did not stop him from composing and in his last few years and he premiered many 
more works before his death.

Program Notes 
Written by the Performers 

Introduction and Rondo 
by Charles-Marie Widor (1898) 

Born in Lyon, France in 1844, Charles-Marie Widorwas the son ofan 
organ builder and well-known organ performer. C.M. Widor first 
studied organ with his father. He displayed a great aptitude for the 
instrument. At the age of eleven, Widor became employed at the lye~ 
in Lyon. Several years later he traveled to Brussels to study with the 
well-known organist J.N. Lemmens at the Brussels Conservatory. J.N. 
Lemmens, having studied with a student ofJ.S. Bach, focused young 
Widor on the works of the Bach during his time at the conservatory. He 
also studied composition with Fetis while in Belgium. Upon returntng 
to France, Widor earned one-year position at St Suplice Cathedral in 
Paris. He remained employed at the cathedral for 64 years. 

In 1890 C.M. Widor became the professor of Organ at the Paris 
Conservatory. Eventually, he also came to teach composition at the 
institution. Widor composed in an assortment of mediums. Three 
symphonies, three operas, several ballets, and numerous pieces for 
chamber ensembles are included in Widor's compositions. In his later 
years, Widor wrote textbooks. His most famous works are his ten 
symphonies for solo organ. Widor preformed until three years before 
his death in 1937. 

Dedicated to Cyrille Rose, Introduction and Rondo was written in 1898 
for the Paris Conservatory solo competition while Charles Turban 
served as professor of clarinet. Introduction and Rondo utilizes the full 
range of the clarinet. The piece is truly a prime example of virtuosic 
composition. Flowing melody juxtaposes driving rhythmic passages 
creating an exhilarating showcase of the clarinet's capabilities. 

Introduction, Theme, and Variations 
By Carl Maria von Weber 

Carl Maria von Weber, born in Eutin, Germany, was a talented 
composer, conductor, pianist, and novelist. He was well known for 
composing operas. His early attempts were not notable, but he 
completed his first opera, Die Macht der Liebe und des Weins, at age 13. 
He composed his most famous opera, Der Freischutz in 1821. He 
enjoyed composing works for the clarinet, including two concertos, a 
concertina, a quintet, among others.

Concerto for Qarinet and Orchestra In A Major, K. 622 
By Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart 

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was born in 1756 in Salzburg, Austria to 
Leopold and Maria Anna. At a very early age, Mozart developed his 
musical skills at an astounding rate; he truly was a child prodigy. 
Wolfgang began playing the piano at age three and composing at age 
five. In 1762, at the age of six, Wolfgang, and his older sister Maria 
Anna (age eleven), concretized throughout Europe for the royalty, 
aristocrats, and church leaders of the most prominent cities. While 
on these tours, Mozart had the opportunity to meet and study with 
some very prominent musicians and composers, including Giovanni 
Martini, and Johann Christian Bach Q.S. Bach's youngest son). After 
all of his travels were finished, he returned to Salzburg to work as a 
Court and Cathedral Organist. After a falling out with the Archbishop 
of Salzburg, Mozart returned to Vienna where he met and wed 
Constanze Weber, a half-niece of Carl Maria von Weber. 

The Clarinet Concerto is, as were the Clarinet Quintet and The 
Serenade, written with clarinetist and friend Anton Stadler.in mind. 
Mozart most likely became friends with Stadler when he moved to 
Vienna The clarinet was originally written for the "bass-klarinet," 
now known as the basset horn, which could play a major third lower 
than modern clarinets. 

Mozart composed many operas and became an exceptional dramatist 
and storyteller through his music. Even his concertos are infused 
with suspense and excitement that seem to tell a tale about a loveable 
protagonist The Clarinet Concerto is no different, and the solo 
clarinet is the protagonist Listen as the protagonist tells the story, 
and let your imagination fill in the details. 



Adagio and Tarantella for Clarinet and Orchestra 
By Ernesto Cavallini 

Ernesto Cavallini began playing the clarinet at the age often at the 
Milan Conservatory. He was a master of his instrument, whether it 
was an older clarinet or the Mueller six-keyed instrument of 1822. 
During his prime performing years, Cavallini performed in Italy, 
France, Belgium, and England. From 1852 to 1867, he was the solo 
clarinetist of the Imperial Orchestra in St Petersburg, Russia Both 
Rossini and Verdi were inspired by Cavallini's playing. Many of the 
beautiful clarinet passages in Verdi's operas were inspired by his 
brilliant playing because Cavallini was usually the clarinetist in the 
opera pit orchestras. In 1845 Cavallini appeared with the London 
Philharmonic in the performance of his own concerto. This piece was 
never published but his appearances in England made a significant 
influence on the clarinetists of this time period. Although he composed 
numerous etudes, short pieces for clarinet and piano, and duets he is 
primarily remembered for his etude book, "Thirty Caprices" and his 
popular solo, "Adagio and Tarantella." 

Many parts of the Adagio and Tarantella are suggestive of his thirty 
caprices. The opening section is a cadenza-like passage that gives the 
performer plenty of room for interpretation. The Tarantella section 
then gains speed and has a repeating triplet rhythm throughout the 
rest of the piece. A tarantella is a southern Italian dance that means 
"tarantula spider." This dance was believed to cure someone who was 
bit by a tarantula. The tarantella section of this piece gains speed all 
the way until the end. 

Time Pieces, Op. 43 
By Robert Muczynski 

Robert Muczynski is an American composer who was born in Chicago 
in 1929. He attended DePaul University to study composition and 
piano. He and his works made their first debut at Carnegie Hall in New 
York when he was age twenty-nine. He is best known for his piano 
works and has performed his own works in public many times over 
across the United States. He has written several other works for solo 
instruments besides the clarinet. He received Pulitzer Prize 
Nominations for his music. In 1988 he retired from being a professor 
at the University of Arizona after twenty-three years of being the head 
of the composition department. This contemporary composer has left 
a lasting impression on the musical world.

Time Pieces was ori~na~ly a_ piece for mixed c~am~er ensemble. 
H wever, for the recital 1t will be performed WI th piano reduction. 
T~e piece was composed for renowned clarinetist Mitchell Lurie. 
The piece was revealed to the musical world on August 15, 1984 to 
the Clarinet Congress of the International Clarinet Society in 
London, England At the performance, Mitchell Lurie was the 
clarinetist and Muczynski was at the piano. It is a contemporary 
classic for the clarinet with four movements and is sixteen minutes 
in length. With each movement that comes to pass, a new aspect of 
the clarinet's versatility as an instrument is exposed. In the first 
movement for example, the clarinet is shown to be a more technical 
1nstroment. But in the very contrasting third movement, the 
clarinet becomes a more lyrical sounding instrument seemingly 
built to play any melody ever composed. Time Pieces discloses ever 
aspect of the solo clarinet.

Graduate Program Notes 
Chaconne in D Minor Johann Sebastian Bach/Ferruccio Busoni 

Johann Sebastian Bach composed his three sonatas and three 
arti tas for unaccompanied violin from popular designs of his day. The 

p atas follow the slow-fugue-slow-fugue sequence of movements common 
:

0
~onata da chiesa, which are suites of dances. The fifth and final movement 

o~the "Partita in D minor BWV 1004" is a dance known as the Chaconne. 

From 1717 to 1723, Bach served as Kappelmeister for Prince 
Leopold of Anhalt-Cothen. In May of 1720 Bach went to Carlsbad with the 
prince; the date of their return isn't recorded but apparently it was after July 

7t11 for that was the date of his first wife Maria Barbara's funeral. Bach 
returned to find her dead at the age of36 and already buried. The Chaconne 
was perhaps developed from Bach's personal loss as well as from the 
musical innovations of the time; the piece is complex in meaning and form. 
The year 1720 on the title page of the autographed manuscript is less than a 
certain indication of when the works were composed, but it is reasonable to 
assume that the works originated around the year indicated. Violinists and 
other musicians have long regarded Bach's Chaconne as one of the great 
treasures of their art-a work equally demanding and rewarding, both to 
play and to hear. It epitomizes Bach's compositions, because it has been 
performed, recorded, published, arranged and written innumerable times, 
which is a testament to its greatness and popularity. 

There are multiple theories regarding the analysis of the Chaconne's 
formal composition. The following two theories are represented: 
1) Rounded Binary (A-B-A) with a thematic statement in the beginning, 
middle and end symbolizing death and resurrection complete with Bach's 
"Christ lag in Todesbanden" encoded throughout and 2) Tripartite formal 
structure symbolizing the Trinity plus the various stages of maturity (birth, 
life and death) . 

Analysis of exterior and interior qualities of Bach's Chaconne in D 
minor for unaccompanied violin BWV 1004 demonstrates that a composer 
can express multiple symbolisms using variation figuration of the harmonic 
formula and techniques. Beneath the technical and surface qualities, Bach 
concealed many symbols that can be uncovered through extensive analysis, 
and it was popular in the music of the Baroque era to use numbers as a 
medium for riddles and messages. 



The average listener does not easily perceive numerical allusions to 
names and theological content such as the Trinity or Creed. According to 
Helga Thoene, a violinist and pedagogue of the University of Dusseldorf, the 
Chaconne includes symbolism of the numerical pattern and chorale 
quotations. The chorale "Christ lag in Todesbanden" may be found as a cantus 
firm us within the main theme of Chaconne. 2 Thoene explains, "it is easy to 
discern 'Christ lag in Todesbanden' (Christ lay in death's bondage) in the first 
four bars of the Chaconne; thirty-seven pitches contain the hidden cantus 
firmus." Thoene suggests the hidden topics are death and resurrection. Her 
theory is that Bach engraved Maria Barbara Bach's name in cryptographic 
form in its opening. Hedi Gigle Dongas says, "number symbolism in the music 
of Bach has been the subject of many articles and essays during the past fifty 
years.3 

According to Rudy Marcozzi, Bach's D minor Chaconne is among the 
most remarkable of the last type of variation-based compositions. The rich 
variety of surface figurations found in the work represents a "suq1ma" of the 
Baroque German art of embellishment, and is a worthy and fascinating subject 
for critical analysis that strives to show structural unity among diverse 
elements.'14 Though the Sonatas and Partitas for solo violin were not printed 
until 1802, the large number of manuscript copies from Bach's lifetime attests 
to their popularity. 

On a deeper level, Bach's Chaconne is similar to Ferruccio Busoni's 
technical version in that it expresses life and death through manipulation of 
"affect" of notes and sounds. Busoni's arrangement represents the climax and 
conclusion for Chaconne's piano arrangement His arrangement contains 
added contrapuntal material that manifests itself in two forms: a harmonically 
supportive accompaniment to the original work and a complementary 
figuration written in contrary motion. Busoni's compositional style requires 
virtuoso techniques in many of the variations. As the pattern of notes become 
increasingly more rapid, Busoni writes brilliant arpeggio figurations to evoke 
the rapid passagework of the violin. His achievement is a synthesis between 
virtuosity, expression and sonority. His virtuosity results in greater technical 
difficulties, because his version is most agitated or laden with passionate and 
tragic expression. The modified restatements of the theme in the middle and 
the concluding sections include rolled octave chords reminiscent of the 
Baroque musical style.

In addition, Busoni's transcription represents the climax and 
onclusion for piano arrangements of the Chaconne. Differentiation of 

'onority, expressive interpretation, virtuosity, polyphonic design, melodic 
:ombinations, random extension and stricter adaptation are characteristic 
of earlier transcriptions combined in Busoni's version. The composer and 
pianist were able to achieve a synthesis among virtuosity, expression and 
sonority. The piece is a unique reflection of Bach's and Busoni's unique 
identity and creativity. Michael Clynes says, "it can touch the heart as 
directly as a physical touch."5 

Bach created a work that combined deeper messages within gen­
ius musical techniques, and Busoni redeveloped the Chaconne with em­
phasis on musical techniques to make it his own. Both composers used 
their musical abilities to develop an intricate musical masterpiece, but 
their results were different Bach used complex musical arrangements as 
a disguise to hide his messages while Busoni used music to reveal his 
technical abilities.

Fantasia in C Minor K 4 75 

Mozart's lifelong relationship with the keyboard whether harpsi­
chord, clavichord, organ or piano produced an astonishing range and vari­
ety of works. At one extreme are the piano concertos, large-scale virtuosic 
works intended for public performance; at the other are the solo keyboard 
works-sonatas, variations, and rondos, fantasias that entered the recital 
repertoire. 

The Fantasia and Sonata in C Minor, K475 and K 457, are among 
Mozart's greatest compositions for the piano. Though the sonata was 
composed first (October 14, 1784) and the fantasia some months later 
(May 20, 1785), they were published together in 1785 as Mozart appar­
ently intended them to be performed, with the fantasia preceding the so­
nata. 

The opening Adagio section creates an atmosphere of utmost ten­
sion and unrest, with its chromatic lines, diminished chords, and powerful 
dark bass octaves. It represents a multiple dimensionality, which unfolds 
through the sequence of all the sections. The most evident feature is Mo­
zart's inclusion of the F sharp into the very first measure. The F sharp is 
underlined, quietly, in the second measure, with a sequence of double 
Lydians all revolving around F sharp - G. The fantasia is typical in explor­
ing a wide range of harmonies and colorful modulations. The freedom 
with which Mozart generates new ideas is contained, however, in a sur­
prisingly balanced structure anchored at beginning and end by the haunt­
ing Adagio section. Mozart cycled through a series of summary cadences, 
each punctuated by double Lydian arpeggios, which recapitulate every 
mode referenced in the work Through multiple comparisons of the suc­
cessive transformations across section we can grasp the actual course of 
Mozart's compositional discoveries. 



Sonata in B Minor, Op. 58 of Frederick Chopin 

Chopin's legendary reputation as a performer and improviser was 
based on his appearance in fashionable society drawing rooms. He made 
a strong contribution to pianistic style through his lyrical, flowing 
melodies, the delicacy of his touch, dynamic shading, and pedaling. 
Chopin's influence was immense on several different levels. 

Liszt and Wagner owe much to Chopin's chromatic harmonies. 
Brahms and other late Romantic composers as well as some twentieth 
century composers (Rachmaninov, Scriabin, Faure and Debussy) are 
indebted to his innovations. 

According to Gerald Abraham, Chopin's development as a 
composer is divided into three periods.6 When following Chopin's 
stylistic growth, it is important to remember the purposes for his 
compositions that he wrote as a pianist, teacher and composer. The third 
period includes the "Sonata in B Minor," op. 58, and Abraham believes 
this period is the most distinguished output in terms ofhannony, melodic 
line, contrapuntal writing and the art of keyboard future-a perfect 
embodiment of all the outstanding features of the new style of piano 
writing: percussive singing melody, use of the pedal, chromatic filigree 
work over a diatonic foundation, and contrast of registers. 7

The third "Sonata in B Minor," op. 58 was composed in the 
summer of 1844 at Nohant five years before his death during his last and 
greatest period (1841-1849) and the same year as his father's death. 
Chopin spent the summers of 1839 to 1843 at George Sand's estate in 
Nohant where he was very productive. Unfortunately, his reputation 
improved while his health worsened. 

The sonata consists of four movements, similar in structure to the 
second sonata, with a lyrical largo replacing the funeral march. The e flat 
minor sonata and B minor sonata were revolutionary in their application 
of classical concepts: structure, motivic development, and counterpoint to 
the unique Romantic idiom. 

The sonata's four movements are arranged identically to Op. 35: 
Allegro, Scherzo, Largo and Presto. Unlike others, the movements show 
few breaks with traditional arrangement (fast, slow, fast). The first 
movement opens on a martial note with heavy chords and filigree leading 
to a melodic second theme and the conclusion of the exposition in F sharp 
major. The original theme emerges momentarily at the beginning of the 
development and unconventionally returns to the second theme (as 
opposed to the first) for the recapitulation, and 8 major concludes the 
movement The first movement's opening notes are similar to the last 
movement's theme; the same pitches and intervals are present The 
design of the first movement is suggestive of sonata form but lacks the 
first theme in the recapitulation. The characteristic point in the 
movement is that the first theme is developed to such a large extent that 
the recapitulation virtually begins with the second subject The first 
theme is in B minor, but the second theme is in D major and appears in B 
major in the recapitulation. 

Most of the passage is virtuosic forte and requires careful tempo 
pacing and dynamics until the second theme. The long and agitated 
transition follows a stormy opening that prepares for a beautiful melody 
in a new key often in the intervallic relationship on the third rather than 
the fifth. After the heroic opening and virtuosic transition, setting proper 
mood of the sustained sound theme may be difficult It is lyrical in 
character but hardly considered to be a point of relaxation after the 
preceding structure. 

In the B minor sonata, Chopin veers from tradition and places the 
Scherzo as the second not third movement, creating greater contrast and 
structural tension. It is in E flat major instead of the expected D major, 
perhaps another way of asserting the B major ending of the first 
movement This is due to the enharmonic effect of E flat = D sharp, 
suggesting the major third of the B major triad.

Despite the dotted rhythm introduction, the largo is serene; a 
mellow and expansive middle section characterized by quaver figuration 
In the background of an intensely harmonic line separates the more 
cantabile outer sections in B major. The slow movement is a long poetic 
monologue that retains Chopin's keyboard improvisation; Chopin always 
gave the impression that he was improvising when he played, even at 
public recitals. The rhythms of the movement constantly change between 
regular and irregular. The long middle section focuses on a winding 
melodic line made of simple materials, yet successful effects. The tonic 
key of the second movement enharmonically transforms E flat into D 
sharp at the opening of the third movement, revealing Chopin's sense of 
modulation and prodigious resources of invention. The movement is in A 
_ B - A form with a lyrical melody. The B section requires more color 
under the arpeggiated figuration for the right hand. 

The last movement is one of the most effective pieces of pure 
bravura, and many commentators rank it as one of the most important 
achievements in this genre. According to Weinstock, "In subject matter, in 
handling, in scope and in sheer sonorous beauty, it is one of the major 
musical achievements after Beethoven. It entitles Chopin to a place with 
all masters of imagination and form."8 Virtuosic notation exists in the 
background of every measure. It is in rondo form with the main theme 
appearing three times. The finale is one of the few sonatas-rondos in 
musical history where the main theme returns out of the tonic key. Aside 
from its dramatic introduction-a rising harmonic progression left 
hanging on the high dominant seventh-the finale in B minor is pervaded 
by a "Galloping" rhythm ( emphasis in the melodic line on the first and 
third beats of each measure outlines the fifth through eighth degrees of a 
harmonic minor scale lending prominence to the augmented second 
between the sixth and seventh scale degrees). The overall melody, 
chromatic yet rooted in the minor tonic, contributes a dark mood to the 
primary sections. 

As discussed earlier, the main theme of the finale movement has 
much in common with the opening theme of the first movement Both of 
these movements begin in B minor and end in B major. It hardly appears 
accidental, but it demonstrates Chopin's effort to unify the piece into an 
organic whole.

Who's Who in Navy Blue (1920) John Philip Sousa (1854-1932) 

Brian T. Harris, Conductor 

John Philip Sousa is known around the world as "The March 
King". However, this is a title that Sousa rather resented. His entire 
professional life was spent tJying to attain recognition as an operetta 
composer. Unfortunately, only one of Sousa's operettas became 
popular, El Capitan, but this was only so because audience members 
loved the march theme later known as the El Capitan March. In all 
Sousa wrote 136 marches, 15 operettas, 11 suites, 2 descriptive pieces, 
70 songs, 7 vocal works;.4 overtures, 2 concert pie~es, 4 instrumental - ' . ~ . 
solos, 12 trumpet and drum pieces, 322 arrangements and 
transcriptions. 

Sousa composed Who's Who in-N<,1vy Blue as the result of a 
request from Midshipman WA Ingram, president of the Class of 1920 
at the U.S. Naval Academy in Annapolis. It had become a custom for 
each graduating class to have its own new song or march performed at 
graduation and the Class of 1920 bypassed all other options in favor of 
the "March King" himself. Sousa had served in the Navy in World War 
I, and the Navy connection no doubt had a great deal to do with their 
decision. The composition of the march was relatively easy for Sousa, 
but the selection of the title was not When one Midshipman insisted 
that Sousa give the march a Latin title Oike Semper Fide/is), Sousa's 
exasperation with a proposed ,Latin title led him to consider with 
drawing the march altogether. Fortunately; the Midshipman relented 
and Sousa eventually decided upon the title Who's Who in Navy Blue, 
and dedicated the march to Tecumseh, the famous Indian Statue that 
stands outside the Bancroft Hall at the Navy Academy. The score was 
completed at Sousa's home in Sands Point, New York on February 14, 
1920. Sousa Composed words to the melody of the trio, which read: 
"The moon is shining on the rippling waves, The stars are twinkling in 
the evening sky, And in our dreams Tecumseh softly tells us we'll be 
Admirals by and by." (Background information published by Integrity 
Press, Westerville, Ohio) (Program Note prepared by Brian T. Harris) 



Chorale and Alleluia (1954) Howard Hanson (1896-1981) 

Brian T. Harris, Conductor 

Howard Hanson was one of the most important figures in the 
American musical world. He exerted widespread influence as a 
composer, conductor, and educator. Born in Wahoo, Nebraska, in 
1896, Dr. Hanson studied music at the Institute of Musical Art, New 
York, and at Northwestern University. In 1921, he was the first 
composer to enter the American Academy in Rome, having won its Prix 
de Rome. Upon his return to the United States in 1924, he became 
director of the Eastman School of Music in Rochester. The Pulitzer 
Prize, awarded to him in 1944 for his Symphony No. 4, was one of the 
many honors and distinctions he had received both in the country and 
aboard. 

Chorale and Alleluia was completed in January 1954, and was 
Dr. Hanson's first work for symphonic band. It was given its premiere 
on February 26 at the convention of the American Band Masters 
Association at West Point with Colonel William Santelmann, leader of 
the U.S. Marine Band, conducting. 

The composition opens with a flowing chorale. S.oon the 
joyous Alleluia theme appears and is much in evidence throughout. A 
bold statement of a new melody makes its appearance in lower brasses 
in combination with the above themes. The effect is one of cathedral 
bells, religious exaltation, solemnity, and dignity. 

The music is impressive, straightforward, and pleasingly 
non-dissonant, and its resonance and sonority are ideally suited to the 
medium of the modem symphonic band. (Program Note prepared by

Faces of Kumbaya (1978) John Zdechlik (born 1937) 

Stephen L. Gage, Conductor 

John Zdechlik is a native of Minneapolis, Minnesota, where he 
is an active composer, performer, conductor, and clinician. He earned 
his Ph.D. in Theory and Composition from the University of Minnesota, 
where he studied with Paul Fetler and Frank Bencriscutto. Since 1970, 
Dr. Zdechlik has written numerous commissioned and published 
works for high school and college concert bands. His works are 
frequently performed in this country and around the world. 

Faces of Kum Ba Yah was commissioned in 1978 by the 
Lutheran Collegiate Music Association, an organization of choir and 
band directors within the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod. The spirit 
of the text and the simplicity of the melody of "Kum Ba Yah" interested 
me and I therefore decided to compose a piece which was 
representative of the various moods or faces of the text; someone's 
laughing, someone's praying, someone's crying, etc. (Program Note by 
John Zdechlik) 

Shenandoah Frank Ticheli (born 1957) 

Amy Shields, Conductor 

The Shenandoah Valley and the Shenandoah River are located in 
Virginia. Many historians disagree about the origins of these areas' 
names. Some claim that the river and valley were named in the 1750's by 
the Cherokee as a friendly tribute to a visiting Iroquois Chief named 
Skenandoah, while others suggest that the region was named not by the 
Cherokee, but by the Senedo Indians of Virginia Valley. In the Senedo 
tradition, Shenandoah means "Daughter of the Moon.n The origins of the 
folksong are equally obscure, but all date to the 19th century. It has been 
attributed variously: to a coal miner in Pennsylvania, to a young protege 
of Stephen Foster, and to a housewife in Lexington, Kentucky. Many 
variants on the melody and text have been handed down through the 
years, the most popular telling the story of an early settler's Jove for a 
Native American woman. Ticheli was inspired by the freedom and 
beauty of the folk melody and by the natural images evoked by the 
words, especially the image of a river. He was influenced by the sound of 
a rolling river. Sometimes the accompaniment flows quietly under the 
melody and other times it is alongside it. The work's mood ranges from 
quiet reflection, through growing optimism, to profound exaltation.

Ho/Iywood! is an arrangement of a few cinema classics that explores a 
variety of musical styles. Each style challenges the musician to quickly 
switch gears. This arrangement includes: Thanks for the Memory, 
Theme from Star Trek the Motion Picture, Moon River, Never on Sunday, 
Over the Rafnbow, and Raiders March. Warren Barker has been 
associated with 20th Century Fox, MGM and Columbia studios as 
compose_r, arranger, and conductor for motion pictures and television. 
He has composed and conducted music for more than thirty-two 
different television series, including seven years as composer and 
conductor of the highly rated comedy series, Bewitched. 



The YSU Concert Band-Heroes and Icons 

George Washington Bridge (1950) William Schuman 
(1910-1992) 

William Schuman's first recollections of hearing wind band 
music occurred during his boyhood in New York City, when he would .. j 
travel uptown to hear the Goldman Band play at Columbia University 
at the impressionable age of 10. During his career as a composer he 
received two Guggenheim Fellowships, held honorary doctorates from 
20 universities and colleges and, in 1943, became the first recipient of I 
the Pulitzer Prize in music. j 

The impetus for George Washington Bridge was upon hearing l 
the 110+ member University of Michigan Band conducted by William 
Revelli in the late 1940's. In his own words, Schuman was "knocked 
out cold!" In 1950, George Washington Bridge represented an 
important contribution to the repertoire of the wind band, not only 
because of its unusual use of bitonality, but the musical substance 
found in the first two measures that bind the entire composition. The 
music is constructed to resemble three changing aspects of a bridge 
beginning with the large pillars that support the structure, to the 
bustle of traffic as vehicles scurry across the bridge, to the long 
expansions that support the weight below. Schuman notes in the 
following in the score: 

There are Jew days in the year when I do not see the George 
Washington Bridge. I pass it on my way to work as I drive along 
the Henry Hudson Parkway on the New York shore. Ever since 
my student days when I watched the progress of its construction, 
this bridge has had for me an almost human personality, and 
this personality is astonishingly varied, assuming different 
moods depending on the time of day or night, the weather, the 
traffic and of course, my own mood as I pass by. I have walked 
across it late at night when it was shrouded in the fog, and 
during the brilliant sunshine hours of midday. I have driven over 
it countless times and passed under it on boats. Coming to New 
York City by air, sometimes I have been lucky enough to fly over 
it It is difficulty to imagine a more gracious welcome or 
dramatic entry to the great metropolis.

Percy A Grainger 
(1881-1962) 

Percy Grainger lived a wildly eclectic and eccentric musical career 
as a solo pianist, composer, theorist, collector of folk songs, and inventor of 
musical instruments. In 1900, he began his solo piano career with 
successes in England, South Africa, and Australia. His playing so 
impressed Edvard Grieg that he was invited to the composer's home, and 
Grainger soon became known as a highly regarded interpreter of Grieg's . 
piano concertos. He immigrated to America in 1914 and enlisted as an 
army bandsman where he was able to play and appreciate many of the 
wind instruments. He began to write for wind instruments, including 
several compositions premiered by the Goldman Band, which would soon 
become foundations of wind band literature. Grainger's music is 
characterized by unique and frequently unexpected harmonies, and a 
unique ability to score for the modern wind band. 

Grainger says the following about Irish Tune:. "For the following 
beautiful air I have to express my very grateful acknowledgement to Miss J. 
Ross, of New Town, Limavady, in the County of Londonderry--a lady who 
has made a large collection of the popular unpublished melodies of the 
county, which she has very kindly placed at my disposal, and which has 
added very considerably to the stock of tunes which I had previously 
acquired from that still very Irish county. I say still very Irish, for though it 
has been planted for more than two centuries by English and Scottish 
settlers, the old Irish race still forms the great majority of its peasant 
inhabitants; and there are few, if any counties in which, with less foreign 
admixture, the .ancient melodies of the country have been so extensively 
preserved. The name of the tune unfortunately was not ascertained by 
Miss Ross, who sent it to me with the simple remark that it was 'very old', 
in the correctness of which statement I have no hesitation in expressing 
my perfect concurrence." 

The word 'Hey' in Shepherd's Hey denotes a particular figure in 
Morris Dancing. Morris Dances are still danced by teams of 'Morris Men' 
decked out with bells and quaint or.naments to the music of the fiddle or 
'the pipe and tabor' (a sort of drum and fife) in several agricultural 
districts in England. The tune of Shepherd's Hey is similar to the North 
English air "The Keel Row'' that is very widely found throughout England. 
The 'hey' involves the interweaving of generally two lines of dancers, 
which may be symbolized by the use by Grainger of two parallel lines of 
music at the opening of the composition, rather than a simple statement of 
a theme that then moves into variants. 



Epinicion (1975) John Paulson 

Amy Shields, Conductor 

Epinicion is based on an ancient Greek song of victory that was 
sung at the conclusion of a triumphant battle. The Greeks would sing 
this tune as they walked through the battlefield sorting the dead from 
the wounded. The piece is very aleatoric and starts with the 
instrumentalists blowing air through their instruments simulating 
wind. The theme is then heard in the trumpets. The piece then takes 
you through the journey of a soldier with a different section of 
improvisation and a new instrument groups playing the battle cry. 
Written during the final days of the Vietnam War, Paulson wished to 
portray the inevitable, insanity, despair and the absolute horrors of 
war. (Note prepared by Amy Shields). 

A Movement for Rosa (1992) 
Honoring Civil Rights Heroine Rosa Parks 

Mark Camphouse 
(born 1954) 

Mark Camphouse was born in Oak Park, Illinois. He holds 
undergraduate and graduate degrees in music from Northwestern 
University where he studied conducting privately with John P Paynter, 
composition with Alan Stout, and trumpet with Vincent Cichowicz. 
Camphouse began composing at an early age, with the Colorado 
Philharmonic premiering his First Symphony when he was 17. His 18 
published works for wind band have received widespread critical 
acclaim and are performed widely in the US and abroad. Camphouse 
was elected to membership in the American Bandmasters Association 
in 1999 and has served as coordinator of the National Band · 
Association Young Composer Mentor Project since 2000. Camphouse is 
Professor of Conducting and Composition and Director of the Wind 
Symphony at George Mason University in Virginia. 

Mark Camphouse writes the following about the score: On 
December 1, 1955, Rosa Parks was arrested for refusing to give up her 
seat to a white man on a segregated city bus in Montgomery, Alabama. 
Mrs. Parks earned the title "Mother to a Movement" for her act of 
personal courage, sparking the Civil Rights movement of the 1950's. 
So significant and inspiring was her peaceful act of defiance that the 
Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. inscribed the following words on the 
frontispiece of his book, Strive for Freedom, a copy of which he gave to 
Mrs. Parks: "To Rosa Parks, whose creative witness was the great 
force that led to the modern stride toward freedom."

A Movement for Rosa, commissioned by the Florida Bandmasters 
Association, was composed and orchestrated over a three-month period 
in 1992. This quasi-tone poem contains three contrasting sections. 
Section I begins with the "Rosa" theme stated by flute solo and evokes 
Rosa's early years, from here birth through marriage in 1932. Fragments 
of the hymn 'We Shall Overcome" and a heroic fanfare theme, used as 
binding material to the entire work, are first heard in various forms in 
this section. Section II portrays years of racial strife in Montgomery and 
the quest for social equity, and is marked by a marching theme first 
heard in the_ percussion section. The third section is one of "quiet 
strength," which is also the title of a short book by Rosa Parks. The hymn 
''We Shall Overcome" is heard in its entirety near the end. The works 
final measures serve, in Camphouses' words, as an "ominous reminder of 
racism's lingering presence in modem American society." 

Semper Fide/is (1888) John Philip Sousa (1854-1932) 

Among the many achievements of Sousa during his lifetime, his work 
with the United States Marine Band set a new course for the wind bands 
of the military. Sousa grew up in Washington DC, and evidence suggests 
he began playing trombone as early as the age of twelve with the Marine 
Band. He remained with the band until he turned twenty, and 
subsequently traveled around the Eastern seaboard performing violin in 
various orchestras and musicals, in addition to composing, arranging and 
proofing music for later publication. A telegram from his father brought 
the young Sousa back to Washington DC to take over the leadership of 
the Marine Band in 1880. Quickly he assumed the role of leader, 
removing the members who had been 'punished' to play in the band who 
were often more interested in 'other' activities with the best musicians 
he could find. He instituted a new level of discipline and musicianship 
that was unparallel by most of the bands in the United States. He 
replaced the music of the band with more transcriptions from the 
symphonic orchestra, and is often recognized as one of the first musical 
directors to play the music of Wagner, Liszt, and Strauss for the 
audiences of the United States. 

In 1888, he composed a new march dedicated to the "officers 
and men of the United States Marine Corps," using the Marine Corps 
motto of "Semper Fidelis" or "Always Faithfur as its title. We end 
tonight's program as we began, performing the music of one of the most 
recognized icons of the wind band world, dedicated to one of the many 
groups of heroes who defend our freedoms-the men and women of the 
United States military.

PROGRAM NOTES: 

Mozart Don Giovanni Overture, K 527 
While in Prague (January-February 1787) attending and conducting concerts of 
his most recently composed opera Le nozze di Figaro and performances of 
several of his instrumental works, Mozart received a commission from Prague 
impresario Pasquale Bondini for a new opera, that was to be produced in later 
that year. Mozart returned to Vienna and asked his librettist Lorenzo Da Ponte 
for another opera libretto. Don Giovanni became the second of three opere 
bujfe Mozart would compose to a libretto by Da Ponte (the third of which is 
Cosi fan tutte) Mozart would complete in early 1790. The premiere of Don 
Giovanni took place to great public and critical acclaim in Prague on October 
29, 1787. The Prague reception of Don Giovanni was more positive than that 
of the opera's first Vienna performances in 1788, for which reviews suggested 
mild dissatisfaction with the work's extended length and unnecessary plot 
elaborations.

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PROGRAM NOTES: 
Beethoven Symphony No. 7 in A major, Op. 92 
Beethoven wrote the Symphony in 1811-12. It was first perfonned at one of 
his most successful concerts, given on December 8, 1813, as a benefit to 
soldiers wounded in the battle ofHanau a few months earlier. The enjoyment 
of the event was hardly surprising given what most people of the Viennese 
audience had gone through during the preceding decade. Napoleon's 
occupations of Vienna had proven to be traumatic, but the tide had turned with 
the Battle of Leipzig in 1813. After so much conflict and misery, impending 
victory could be honored and celebrated. 

Later writers characterized the Seventh Symphony in various ways, but it is 
striking how many of the descriptions touch on its frenzy, approaching a 
bacchanal at times, and on its elements of dance. Richard Wagner's poetic 
account is well known: "All tumult, all yearning and storming of the heart, 
become here the blissful insolence of joy, which carries us away with 
bacchanalian power through the roomy space of nature, through all the streams 
and seas of life, shouting in glad self-consciousness as we sound throughout 
the universe the daring strains of this human sphere-dance. The Symphony is 
the Apotheosis of the Dance itself: it is Dance in its highest aspect, the loftiest 
deed of bodily motion, incorporated into an. ideal mold of tone." 

Brahms Concerto for Violin and Cello, Op. 102 
Johannes Brahms was the last of the famous "Three B's" - Bach, Beethoven, 
and Brahms. Born six years after the death of Ludwig van Beethoven his 
music followed in the footsteps of his illustrious predecessor. It is well known 
that he waited until late in life before he composed his first symphony, but 
surprisingly, he waited several more years before writing a major concerto for 
strings (his Violin Concerto), and his Double Concerto is one ofhis very last 
works. The delay was most likely because of the technical problems inherent in 
trying to write for multiple soloists. Both solo parts are truly virtuosi'c, but are 
never merely pyrotechnics as in the many Romantic concerti for various 
instruments. The accompaniment is rich, but never overdone yet symphonic. Its 
climaxes make powerful use of the full orchestra, using the same orchestration 
as in his symphonies with a subtle display of elegant restraint. Brahms never 
wrote a concerto for cello, partly because he worried that its capabilities were 
too limited to carry the focus of a big concerto. He had to have shared the same 
apprehensions when he began the Double Concerto. He countered his own 
concerns by giving the very first major statement (which is quite dramatic and 
powerful) to the cello by itself, leaving its solo partner silent. When the violin 
enters shortly afterward with an equally dramatic statement, the cello adds its 
voice to the end of the passage. It was as if Brahms were deliberately saying 
that the cello can carry its own weight... It doesn't need the violin to give it 
legitimacy. The violin, meanwhile, can accept the cello as an equal partner 
when it must.

Danza Finale from "Estancia" Alberto Ginastera/arr. John 
(1916-1983)

We open tonight's program the fourth movement from Ginastera's concert 
version of the dances from Estancia. It is entitled "Danza final," or "Final Dance," 
and is, in part, in the style of a malambo. A malambo is a dance form that 
originated in the 17th century in Argentina on the ranches ( danced only by men). 
The malambo is fast, rhythmic, and characterized by fancy footwork, or tapping of 
the feet · 

Alberto Ginastera was a leader in the musical world of Argentina, and as such, is 
probably the most important Latin American classical composer of the 20th 
century. As a composer, he had a profound influence on younger Argentinean 
composers. One ofGinastera's most famous works is his ballet, Estancia. The 
word "estancia" means a ranch of the pampas, or cattle ranch, which is where the 
ballet takes place. Estancia is a portrait of Argentinean country life. Buenos Aires, 
Argentina is Ginastera's birthplace and Jose Hernandez bases Estancia on the 
poem "Martin Fierro". It tells the story of a young man from the city that proves 
him to be equal to the gauchos (cowboys) and wins the heart of the rancher's 
daughter.

Malcolm Arnold/arr. Johnstone 
(1921-2006) 

Sir Malcolm Arnold was born in Northampton. His father was a well-to-do shoe 
manufacturer, amateur pianist and organist, his mother a fine pianist They 
encouraged his musical interests, which were wide-ranging. He absorbed the 
classics as well as jazz, and studied the trumpet, which he quickly mastered. 
Working with Ernest Hall, a leading teacher of the instrument, he became a 
wunderkind, in demand by all London orchestras. He selected the London 
Philharmonic and soon became principal trumpet; it was at that time his interest 
in composition developed. 

When he showed his comedy overture Beckus the Dandipratt to Eduard van 
Bein um, then conductor of the LPO, Bein um was so enchanted with it that he 
recorded it for Decca in 194 7 - a vivid performance that, unfortunately, has not 
yet been issued on CD. On this recording you can hear the virtuosity of trumpeter 
Arnold. The first set of English Dances soon followed, attracting national attention. 
Later would come suites of Irish, Scottish, Welsh and Comish dances. These are 
not just orchestrations of folk tunes; they are Arnold's own music in the 
appropriate style. His name became firmly imprinted on the British musical scene 
as a composer of tuneful, highly entertaining music.

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Komm, Susser Tod (Come, Sweet Death) J.S. Bach/arr. Reed 

(1685-1750) 

Johann Sebastian Bach belonged to a dynasty of musicians. In following 
inevitable family tradition, he excelled his forebears and contemporaries, 
although he did not always receive the respect he deserved in his own 
lifetime. He spent his earlier career principally as an organist, latterly at the 
court of one of the two ruling Grand Dukes of Weimar. In 1717 he moved to 
Cothen as Court Kapellmeister to the young Prince Leopold and in 1723 made 
his final move to Leipzig. where he was employed as Cantor at the Choir 
School of St Thomas, with responsibility for music in the five principal city 
churches. In Leipzig he also eventually took charge of the University 
Colleglum musicum and occupied himself with the collection and publication 
of many of his earlier compositions. Despite widespread neglect for almost a 
century after his death Bach is now regarded as one of the greatest of all 
composers. 

In 1737, Johann Adolph Scheibe published one of the most infamous 
put-downs in musical history, dismissing J.S. Bach's music as "bombastic," 
overwrought, and lacking in naturalness. Although Scheibe later ate his 
words, Bach's reputation as a fusty academic lingered for decades after his 
death. Scheibe's criticism seems particularly ill advised in light of the simple 
and affecting hymns in Georg Christian Schemelli's Musikalisches Gesang-Buch 
of 1736, to which Bach contributed the continuo accompaniments and at least 
three of the hymn tunes. Komm, Susser Tod heard this evening is prolific 
example of the contents ofSchemelli's anthology. Alfred Reed beautifully and 
poignantly set this Bach chorale for the wind band. The translation of the 
German lyrics of this hymn follows: 

Come, sweet death; 
come, blessed rest; 
come, lead me in peace. 



The Art of Seven 
**World Premiere** 

David Morgan (b. 1957) 

The Art of Seven is a concerto for wind ensemble. It explores many of the ideas, 
textures, and techniques I am captivated by at this point in my musical life. As 
with all of my music, I ignore the invisible walls between classical and popular 
music; high and low art; and the intellectual, emotional, and physical. I have no 
"system" I follow when I compose. I improvise to come up with raw materials 
that capture my imagination, then listen deeply to this material, and try to stay 
out of the way and allow the ideas to develop organically. 

The one-movement work is divided into three main sections, each characterized 
by an underlying rhythmic framework. or "groove." Section I is in 7 /8 time. 
Variety is created by subdividing the seven beats per measure in various ways, 
such as 2+2+3 or 3+2+2. Section II is ~ssentially an A minor blues in 13/4 time, 
with t~e thirteen beats subdivided seven (2+2+3) plus six (2+2+2). Section III is 
in 4/4 time and is based on the popular 3:2 rumba clave. In all three sections the 
underlying rhythmic structure is delineated most clearly by the frame drummer. 
Slow, lyrical interludes between the three main sections serve to develop the 
melodic and harmonic ideas introduced in the main sections. The frame drum 
does not play during these sections. 

The "Seven" in the title of this piece refers to the Law of Seven from the 
philosophical system of G.I. Gurdjieff. In the Law of Seven, the diatonic scale that 
underlies all tonal music, with its uneven series of whole steps and half steps, 
serves as a simile to the orderly discontinuity in every progression of things, 
from out individual awakening to the structure of cosmos. 

The Art of Seven was commissioned by Robert Boudreau and the American Wind 
Symphony Orchestra in 2008, and is published by the C.F. Peters Corp.

Allen Vizzutti, Bb piccolo trumpet, flugelhorn, & Bb trumpet 

Composer, teacher and virtuoso Allen Vizzutti was born in Missoula, Montana. 
Rising Sun, written in 1989, is an appealing, programmatic, virtuosic solo vehicle 
inspired by the composer's frequent journeys to Japan. The composition begins 
with a musical painting of the sun rising over Mount Fuji, one of Japan's most 
recognizable symbols. The melodies are based on several permutations of the 
pentatonic (five note) scale and depict the grandeur of Fuji-san, waterfalls, 
wildlife and the ambience of the lush forests surrounding the ancient volcano. 
The solo instrument used in the first movement is the Bb piccolo trumpet, used 
it's characteristic sound as well as to imitate the shakahachi (Japanese wooden 
flute), toward the end of the movement 

I 
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Kyoto no Otera has as its inspiration the 1500+ temples in Kyoto and nearby 
Nara. Many are world famous historical sites offering a refuge of tranquility 
surrounded by meticulously designed gardens, waterfalls, pools, and pago­
das. It opens with the sound of gongs, finger cymbals, drums and a chanting 
common to all places of Buddhist worship. The haunting melodies and 
counter melodies which build to the soaring upper reaches of the trumpet 
depict feelings discovered in the solitude of a thousand year old temple. The 
movement begins and ends with Mr. Vizzutti playing the flugelhorn, used for 
its mellow timbre. 

Finally, the piece comes to a close witk a return to the 20th century in 
Shinkansen. This Bullet Train is one of the world's fastest and safest trains. It 
rockets throughout the Japanese countryside, from city to city, gleaming 
white on quiet electric power. Similarly, the solo trumpet flies through the 
third movement with dazzling lines and lightning speed. Near the end of the 
movement the soloist embarks on an extended cadenza to be ultimately 
joined by the band in a few exciting exchanges of previous themes. The entire 
third movement features the soloist on Bb trumpet

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ABOUT THE YSU WIND ENSEMBLE & YSU BANDS: 

The wind band program at Youngstown State University encompasses a 
wide range of performance groups, from concert bands and chamber· 
groups to marching, pep, and jazz organizations. Over 300 students 
perform annually in one or more of these bands. Comprised from among 
the top wind and percussion students in the Dana School of Music, the 
Wind Ensemble performs a broad spectrum of music.

Many more of Allen's 
jazz and classical books, play along recordings, and student and recital 
compositions are published by DeHaske/Hal Leonard, Southern Music, 
and Ars Nova. His writing includes solo pieces for flute, clarinet, 
saxophone, trombone, tuba, and harp, chamber groups, wind 
en~emble, jazz ensemble, and symphony orchestra. 

Allen's love of expression through composition has led to premier 
performances by the Los Angeles Philharmonic, Budapest Radio 
Orchestra, the Royal Philharmonic of London, the Nuremberg 
Symphony, Rochester Philharmonic, Syracuse Symphony, London 
Symphony, the renowned Summit Brass and others. After the world 
premier of his "Emerald Concerto" with the Syracuse Symphony Allen's 
writing was described in review: "The Emerald Concerto sparkles!. .. a 
vivacious treatment which speaks well for both his dramatic instinct 
and technical prowess as a composer." 

While growing up in Montana, Allen was taught by his father, a self 
taught musician and trumpet player, until he left home to attend the 
Eastman School of Music on full scholarship.

Certificate, a chair in the Eastman Brass Quintet faculty ensemble, and 
the only Artist's Diploma ever awarded a wind player in Eastman's 85 
year history.

"Finely tuned wind, easy control, polyharmonic wit, orchestral 
penmanship, punctuated spiritual warmth ... rarely do so many qualities 
find themselves in one musician." Chick Corea 

Equally at home in a multitude of musical idioms, Allen Vizzutti has visited 
40 countries and every state in the union to perform with a rainbow of 
artists and ensembles including Chick Corea, 'Doc' Severinsen, the NBC 
Tonight Show Band, the Airmen Of Note, the Army Blues and Army 
Symphony Orchestra, Chuck Mangione, Woody Herman, Japan's NHK 
Orchestra and the New Tokyo Philharmonic, the Budapest Radio 
Orchestra, the Saint Paul Chamber Orchestra, the Leipzig Wind Symphony 
and the Kasie Wind Orchestra. Performing as a classical and a jazz artist, 
often in the same evening, he has appeared as guest soloist with symphony 
orchestras in Tokyo, Germany, St. Louis, Seattle, Rochester N.Y., Syracuse, 
Milwaukee, Buffalo, Phoenix, Edmonton, Vancouver and Winnipeg to name 
a few. Music lovers in Germany, Poland, England, Sweden, Brazil, Canada, 
Japan, Australia and the United States have heard his brilliant sound over 
the airwaves of national television. Allen's status as an artist has led to solo 
performances at the Hollywood Bowl, Carnegie Hall, Newport Jazz Festival, 
Banff Center for the Performing Arts, Montreaux Jazz Festival, the Teton, 
Vail, Aspen and Brechenridge Music Festivals, the Charles Ives Center and 
Lincoln Center in New York City. 

From his home in Seattle Washington, Allen's current career activities 
embody an impressive schedule of recitals, concerts, recording and 
composing. His continued commitment to music education and the value 
of music in everyday life results in an extensive schedule of guest 
appearances at universities throughout North America, Europe, Japan and 
Australia. 

Allen's solo jazz recordings include CDs such as "Trumpet Summit" and 
"Skyrocket" from Summit Records. Classical CDs currently available from 
DeHaske Music Publishing Recordings are "The Emerald Concerto and 
Other Gems", with the Budapest Radio Orchestra, "Vizzutti Plays Vizzutti" 
and "Vizzutti and Soli On Tour". His "High Class Brass", (also DeHaske 
Recordings), is a wonderfully unique classical and jazz blend co-produced, 
co-written and performed with fellow trumpet artist, composer and 
conductor, Jeff Tyzik along with a 90-piece studio orchestra. Also of 
interest are "Baroque and Beyond", from Sony, "The Carnival of Venus", 
(Summit Records), and "A Trumpeter's Dream, (Ludwig Music Publishing).

As Artist in Residence, Allen has taught at the Eastman School of Music, 
the Banff Center for the Performing Arts, Kansas State University, Ohio 
State University, West Texas State University, the Skidmore Jazz 
Institute, and the Trompeten Akademie of Bremen Germany. He is 
currently 'Artist In Residence' at the University of Washington. His 
extensive treatise, "The Allen Vizzutti Trumpet Method" and his "New 
Concepts for Trumpet", (Alfred Music Publishing), have become 
standards works for trumpet study worldwide. Many more of Allen's 
jazz and classical books, play along recordings, and student and recital 
compositions are published by DeHaske/Hal Leonard, Southern Music, 
and Ars Nova. His writing includes solo pieces for flute, clarinet, 
saxophone, trombone, tuba, and harp, chamber groups, wind 
ensemble, jazz ensemble, and symphony orchestra. 

Allen's love of expression through composition has led to premier 
performances by the Los Angeles Philharmonic, Budapest Radio 
Orchestra, the Royal Philharmonic of London, the Nuremberg 
Symphony, Rochester Philharmonic, Syracuse Symphony, London 
Symphony, the renowned Summit Brass and others. After the world 
premier of his "Emerald Concerto" with the Syracuse Symphony Allen's 
writing was described in review: "The Emerald Concerto sparkles!...a 
vivacious treatment which speaks well for both his dramatic instinct 
and technical prowess as a composer." 

While growing up in Montana, Allen was taught by his father, a self 
taught musician and trumpet player, until he left home to attend the 
Eastman School of Music on full scholarship. There he earned the 
Bachelor of Music and Master of Music degrees, a Performer's 
Certificate, a chair in the Eastman Brass Quintet faculty ensemble, and 
the only Artist's Diploma ever awarded a wind player in Eastman's 85 
year history. 

While living in Los Angeles during the 80's, Allen performed on over 
100 motion picture sound tracks, (such as Back To The Future and Star 
Trek), as well as countless TV shows, commercials and recordings with 
such artists as Frank Sinatra, Barbra Streisand, Neil Diamond, Chick 
Corea, the Commodores and Prince. His soaring sounds can be heard 
on recent projects including the movies "40 Days and 40 Nights", 
"Unfaithfully Yours", Gridiron Gang", "Scary Movie Four'', and the 
"Medal of Honor" and "Halo II" video games.

Andre Charles-Prosper Messager 
(1853-1929) 

French composer Andre Messager was most notably known as a 
composer for the stage. After his formal musical training at the 
Ecole Neidermeyer, Messager studied composition under Camille 
Saint-Saens and quickly mastered the techniques of orchestration 
and melody writing. While Messager was often written-off as a 
composer of light music for operettas, his serious instrumental and 
vocal works are just as important in his career. 

Messager composed the Solo de Concours for Bb Clarinet and Piano 
as a contest piece for the Paris National Conservatory in 1899 
through the strong encouragement of his close friend and director 
of the Paris Conservatory, composer Gabriel Faure. This contest 
solo represents one of very few compositions at this time in his life 
making it a highly significant work The piece is multi-sectional and 
highly characteristic of Messager's compositional style, requiring 
virtuosic, flowing technique and melodic sensitivity from the 
performer.

Johannes Brahms 
(1833-1897) 



German composer, Johannes Brahms was born in Hamburg on May 
7, 1833. While he is most noted for his incredible compositional 
career, Brahms is also well-lrnown as an incredible concert pianist, 
editor, conductor, and critic. The compositions of Brahms, as noted 
by close friends Robert and Clara Schumann, were each "so 
different from the others that [each] seemed to stream from its own 
individual source". Many late-Romantic composers, such as Liszt 
and Wagner, explored music as a vehicle for storytelling; Brahms' 
compositions, however, convey a deeply personal story without the 
programmatic encumbrances of his peers' works. 

The Sonata No. 1 in F Minor is highly, characteristic of Johannes 
Brahms' compositional style. The flowing lyrical ease of the clarinet 
aired with the beautiful piano accompaniment tells a strongly 
motional story to the listener. The piece's melodic lines combine a 

strong sense of fluid motion with a passionate, omnipresent rubato. 
This work truly is a test of musicianship for any prospective per­
former.
