NEW PIANOS PLACE YSU 
AMONG TOP MUSIC SCHOOLS 

Ron Cole, manager of news and information services 

Sixty-eight new Steinway pianos, valued at $837,000, 
were delivered to Youngstown State University's Dana School of 
Music, on July 26, 2004, making YSU the first public university in 
Ohio to be designated an All -Steinway School. 

The .Cleveland Institute of Music and the Oberlin 
College Conservatory are the only other music schools in Ohio 
that exclusively use pianos manufactured by Steinway, a 150-
year-old company endorsed by pianists worldwide. 

In all, only 40 music schools worldwide are designated 
All-Steinway Schools, including The Juilliard School in New York, 
Yale University School of Music and the University of Maryland. 

Sally Coveleskie, director of institutional sales for 
Steinway & Sons in New York, said 95 percent of concert pianists 
performing in America today play Steinway pianos exclusively, 
from Billy Joel to Van Cliburn. 

The $837,000 Steinway lease-purchase agreement with 
YSU includes the purchase of 68 new pianos and the rebuilding 
of 10 current Steinway pianos at the university. The cost to YSU, 
after some of the university's current pianos are traded in, will be 
about $685,000, which will be paid primarily with student fees, 
as well as private donations. 

The pianos will be placed in classrooms, practice rooms 
and faculty studios throughout Bliss Hall, which is home of the 
Dana School of Music. The instruments will be used by the 31 0 
students and 41 faculty in the Dana School of Music, which is 
celebrating its 135th year. 

The Steinways will replace the university's aging inventory 
of 92 pianos, most of which are on average about 35 years old. 
Some of the current instruments will be made available to the 
public for purchase.

Director's Notes 

Welcome ... 

Thank you for participating in University Theater's production 
program by attending our performance of Warren Leight's 
critically acclaimed Broadway play SIDE MAN. When I first 
read this play several years ago, I knew it was a play we just 
had to present here at Youngstown State University not only 
because YSU has the best and most prestigious Jazz Studies 
Program in the country, but also because Warren Leight has 
created moving characters who portray the struggles all serious 
artists face when attempting to integrate their personal and 
artistic lives. 

For some, SIDE MAN is about an important era in the history 
of American Jazz that marked the decline of the Big Band Era. 
Indeed, the play is set in the New York City Jazz world from 
1953-1985 and it does portray the dilemma Jazz musicians 
faced during that time. More importantly, however, the play 
puts a human face on this dilemma by articulating in moving 
human terms the personal struggles these musicians 
encountered. 

Warren Leight has created a group of characters to whom I 
could easily relate. On many levels they resemble artists I have 
known and worked with in the professional theater. The toll 
their dedication to their art often takes on their private lives is 
often enormous. They all have families they love, professional 
friends they care about deeply, and a burning desire to excel in 
the pursuit of their artistic muse. The difficulties in providing 
food and shelter to loved ones, support for artistic colleagues, 
and constant stimulation for artistic growth can often be 
overwhelming. In working on this play I have come to discover 
that I not only like these characters, warts and all, but I also 
know them. I have met them in my own life and have come to 
care for them. They are real people who deal with real 
problems. While viewing these characters, I hope that you will 
come to know them as well. 

The cast has worked hard bringing these characters to life. In 
so doing, they have come to develop a deep appreciation for 
the contributions made by artists about whom they may have 



only read. They have come to understand the demands placed 
on artists( both professionally and personally and in the 
process they have come to love these characters deeply. 

One of the real joys I have experienced while working on this 
project has been the collaboration with Kent Engelhardt and 
the YSU Jou program. Kent not only provided valuable 
insights into the musical heritage which forms the background 
of this play, but he also helped to illuminate the nature of the 
personal struggles of these Jou men. Additionally, he 
researched the musical literature of this era, created a 
supporting musical score, and assembled and directed a 
talented group of musicians to execute the music. We are very 
privileged to have this combo perform this music as support for 
the action on the stage. We are deeply indebted to these 
talented artists. 

I would also like to thank Todd Dicken for his imaginative 
scenic design, John Murphy for his sensitive lighting design, W. 
Rick Schilling for his historically accurate costume design, Jane 
Shanabarger for her effective makeup and hair design, 
Anthony Genovese and Zarah Borgmann for their detailed 
property design, Andrew Kim for his sound design to 
complement the work of the Jou Combo, and the many 
students who worked long and hard to bring these designs to 
life. The entire ensemble is grateful for the aedicated work of 
Emily Clark as Stage Manager who, with her assistants 
Johnnethen Pierce and Rachael Lewis, was able to keep me on 
track and hold the production together.

CHRISTOPHER KRUMMEL holds a Bachelor of Music cum laude 
from Miami University and a Master of Music and Doctor of Musical 
Arts from the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign. His major 
teachers include University of Illinois professors Ray Sasaki and 
Michael Ewald, and James Olcott from Miami University. Dr. Krummel 
has also studied with Arnold Jacobs (Chicago Symphony), Marie 
Speziale (Cincinnati Symphony) and Dr. Daniel D' Addio (1st Place, 
Geneva International Solo Competition). 

Dr. Krummel has held positions with numerous orchestras including the 
Canton Symphony, the Champaign-Urbana Symphony, the Danville 
Symphony, Orquesta Sinfonica del Estado de Mexico, the Orquesta del 
Palacio de Mineria and the Middletown Symphony. Additionally, he has 
performed with the Wheeling Symphony, Sinfonia da Camera, the 
Springfield Symphony, the Kankakee Symphony, the Orquesta 
Filarmonica de la Ciudad de Mexico, the Orquesta Filarmonica de la 
UNAM, the Orquesta Sinfonica del ISSTE, the Hamilton Symphony, the 
Cincinnati Chamber· Orchestra, and the Richmond Symphony. Dr. 
Krummel also served as first trumpet of the U.S. Air Force Band of the 
Midwest. 

As an active soloist, Dr. Krummel has been a finalist and award winner 
in solo competitions on the national and international level including 
Ellsworth Smith International Solo Competitions in Bad Sackingen, 
Germany and Tallahassee, Florida. As a commercial musician, he has 
performed in numerous big bands, shows and musicals, having worked 
with entertainers such as Maureen McGovern, the Temptations, Carol 
Channing, Joel Gray, Shari Lewis and Lambchop, Julius La Rosa, 
Frankie Valli and Glass Harp (Rock & Roll Hall Fame members).

ABOUT THE CONDUCTORS 

STEPHEN GAGE is Instrumental Music Coordinator, Professor of Music, 
and Director of Bands at Youngstown State University (YSU). He earned a 
doctorate at the University of Illinois: Urbana-Champaign, a masters degree 
at the Eastman School of Music, and a bachelors degree and the 
Performer's Ce11ificate in Percussion at the State University of New York at 
Fredonia. Prior to his current position, Dr. Gage was the Director of Bands 
at Emporia State University (KS) and was the Director of Bands at Auburn 
High School in upstate New York. At YSU he conducts the Symphonic 
Wind Ensemble and teaches undergraduate and graduate conducting. 

Dr. Gage is in his twelfth season as the music director and conductor of the 
Youngstown Symphony Youth Orchestra (YSYO). He has numerous 
publications including articles in the Kansas Music Review Journal, in the 
Ohio Music Educators Journal, TRIAD, and in the National Band 
Association (NBA) Journal and NBA Newsletter. He has been a member 
of the NBA School Reform Committee, the ABA Ostwald Selection 
Committee and served a four-year term as the NBA North Central Division 
Chair. His many professional credits include serving as a guest conductor, 
clinician, and adjudicator for all state, sectional, regional, and district high 
school concert bands and orchestras across the United States and Canada. 
Gage also recently guest conducted the U.S. Army Band: Pershing's Own 
and the U.S. Army Field Band. 

Under his direction the YSU Symphonic Wind Ensemble (SWE) and the 
YSYO were guest performers at the 1998, 2000, and 2004 OMEA State 
Music Conventions and the YSYO appeared again at the 2002 North 
Central MENC/OMEA Convention in Cleveland. In April of2002 the 
YSU SWE appeared in a feature performance at the Music Educators 
National Association (MENC) Biennial Convention in Nashville, 
Tennessee and in March 2005 the ensemble will perform on the final 
concert of the New York City Wind Band Festival in Carnegie Hall. The 
SWE also was a guest performer at the 1996 CBDNA Convention in Green 
Bay, Wisconsin. The SWE has recorded and released four compact discs: 
Lions, Jesters and Dragons, Oh My (1998), Star Wars and Other Scores 
(2000), Carnival (2002), and Spin Cycle (2004). Gage's groups have also 
performed at state music conventions in Kansas and New York. In recent 
years Stephen and the SWE have drawn praise from composers Michael 
Colgrass, Karel Husa, Joseph Schwantner, Frank Ticheli, David 
Gillingham, and Anthony Iannacone for interpretation and perfonnances of 
their music. 

In addition to his conducting career, Dr. Gage has performed with the

He also is a member of the 
instrumental music education faculty, where he supervises student teachers 
and teaches a variety of courses to undergraduate music education majors.

The 9/11 Tragedy and its impact on our nation was significant and the 
memories of that September morning will pe forever imbedded on our 
nation's conscience. To deal with his remorse, composer Jack Stamp 
wrote this solemn arrangement our National Anthem. Whereas this 
piece is normally performed in a rather bouyant, hymn-like context, 
Stamp chose to begin his arrangement in a serene fashion and 
subsequently build momentum through the course of the work to show 
the resolve of our nation and its people when faced with such horror. 
YSU Band Graduate Assistant, Shawn Vondran, will be singing this 
evening. 

Yankee Doodlin' Philip Parker 
(b. 1953) 

Yankee Doodlin ' is a set of continuous variations in which the tune itself 
is left more or less intact but presented with variations in meter, rhythm 
and harmony. The melody is passed among various soloists and sections, 
showcasing the instrumental colors of the band and, every now and then, 
the interjection of a phrase of "Dixie" by the piccolo. Yankee Doodlin' 
was commissioned by the Russellville (Arkansas) High School 
Symphonic Band. 

A Grainger Couplet 

Irish Tune From a County Derry 
Shepherd's Hey 

Percy Grainger 
(1882-1961) 

Jennifer Mollenkopf, Graduate Assistant Conductor 

The Irish Tune is based on a song collected by a Miss J. Ross of New 
Town, Limavaday, County Derry, Ireland, and published in The Petrie 
Collection of Ancient Music of Ireland in 1885. Grainger's setting was 
written in 1909 and was dedicated to the memory of Edvard Grieg. The 
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Repertoire (Cont.) 
"perfect" melody and the rich sonorities of the arrangement have kept 
the Irish Tune in a favored position for decades. 

The air on which Shepherd 's Hey is based was collected by Cecil J. 
Sharpe. In some agriculatural districts in England teams of "Morris 
Men, " decked out with jingling bells and other finery, can still be seen 
dancing to such traditional tunes as "Shepherd 's Hey," which are played 
on the fiddle or on the "pipe and tabor" (a sort of fife and drum).

Malcolm Arnoldi arr. Johnstone 
(b. 1921) 

Arnold's mastery of orchestration is evident on every page of the 
English Dances, the first set of which was completed in 1950 and the 
second in 1951. Listening to them, one might think that the composer 
had done considerable research in order to resurrect several forgotten 
folk-tunes , but in fact, every theme used is original. The Dorian, 
Mixolydian, and Aeolian modes, those most characteristic of folk music 
are used for the set of dances. 

The first dance is an andantino in the Dorian mode. The lilting theme is 
first heard on flute and oboe against an ostinato accompaniment by the 
horns, timpani, and muted trumpets. The second vivace dance is 
Mixolydian, having a flattened seventh degree of an otherwise normal 
major scale. The gloomy, Aeolian third dance has a simple pentatonic 
theme which is heard four times, each time rising a major third . The 
final allegro dance is in the Mixolydian mode with the theme being 
handed from one section of the band to another with the brass playing 
the chief role. 

In Heaven's Air Samuel R. Haza 
(b. 1966) 

Hazo's work In Heaven's Air was commissioned by Dr. Robert 
Cameron, Director of Bands at Duquesne University in Pittsburgh,

Pennsylvania, after experiencing the passing of his mother. Because the 
death was accidental and completely unexpected, there was never a true 
feeling of acceptance or closure. This piece was composed to help him 
during his time of healing. The work is about letting go of a loved one 
from your hands into the hands of God, as well as the glorious 
transformation of the soul to Heaven. The title is taken from William 
Shakespeare's Sonnet 21 : "And then believe me, my love is as fair/ As 
any mother 's child, though not so bright/ As those gold candles fixed in 
heaven 's air." 

Incantation and Dance John Barnes Chance 
(1932-1972) 

Shawn Vondran, Graduate Assistant Conductor 

The title of this piece suggests a religious orientation, but not toward 
any of the established religions of a Western or Eastern culture. To the 
standard deities one offers prayers. Incantations are uttered in rituals of 
magic, demonic rites, the conjuring up of spirits both evil and benign. 
And when the spirit comes and the worshiper is possessed, there is 
dancing, and abandonment. 

The Incantation of Chance's piece serves formally as an introduction. It 
is full of mystery and expectation, wandering, unstable, and without 
tonality. Instruments are gradually added, but the general dynamic level 
remains soft, hushed, waiting. 

The Dance also begins quietly. But percussion instruments quickly 
enter, one by one, building a rhythmic pattern of incredible complexity 
and drive. The other instruments are added and the dance grows wilder 
and more frenzied . The brasses hammer out ferocious snarls-the 
woodwinds fly in swirling scales. Here is not a pretty tune but a 
paraoxysm of rhythm, a convulsion of syncopation that drives on, and 
one mounting in tension, to a shattering climax of exaltation. Then - the 
dance is over - the worshiper is fulfilled .

I Shortcut Home is a rousing and rather elaborate fanfare that features 
each section of the ensemble.

Allerseelen Richard Strauss/ An: Davis 
(1835-1899) 

The art songs of Richard Strauss achieved fame and success the same as 
his well-known tone poems. Among these art songs, Allerseelen (All 
Souls' Day) became a great favorite. Several times it has been 
transcribed for orchestra. In this transcription for the symphonic band 
the melody surges throughout, much in the style of Wagner. 

Concerto for Trumpet Alexander Arutunian 
(b. 1920) 

Christopher Krummel,. Trumpet 

The concerto of Alexander Arutunian (scored for trumpet in 8-flat) 
composed in 1950, is cast in a single movement which is sectionalized. 
The work is in romantic style, written idiomatically for the trumpet. 
Despite employment of the upper register the work is still "somewhat 
more than moderately difficult," particularly when the optional cadenza 
is included. 

Arutunian's Concerto opens with a short introduction. A dramatic 
tremolo in the low voices sets the stage for the entrance of the solo 
trumpet, which intones a declamatory chromatic melody rich in near­
Eastern overtones and prepares the way for a gay uninhibited dance-like 
theme. A second theme, somewhat reminiscent of Borodin, is in vivid 
contrast, being highly romantic and expansive in nature. The two 
themes, together with the sinuous melody from the introduction, are 
developed at length. A middle section follows, featuring the solo

trumpet-now muted- in a reflective mood. The two principal themes 
return against an accompaniment rich _in displaced rhythmic accents, and 
the work comes to a brisk close following a virtuosic trumpet cadenza. 

Symphonic Metamorphosis Paul Hindemith/ Arr. Keith Wilson 
on Themes of Carl Maria von Weber (1895-1963) 

I. Allegro 
IL Turandot, Scherzo 
Ill. Andantino 
IV. March 

In late May of 1938, a notorious exhibition was mounted in DUsseldorf 
by officials of the Nazi party. Entitled. Entartete Musik ("Degenerate 
Music"), it criticized the compositions of modernist, atonal composers, 
especially those of Jews such as the talented Arnold Schonberg. Though 
he was not himself Jewish, Hindemith's works were prominently 
displayed to support the exhibition's motto, "Who eats with Jews, dies 
of it." Although Hindemith bad clashed with Hitler's minions 
repeatedly, this was the beginning of the end. In September of 1938, 
Hindemith and his wife Gertrud left Berlin, where they had lived for ten 
years, to take refuge in Switzerland. 

When World War II broke out in late 1939, some of Hindemith's friends 
in the United States decided that he was in danger and made somewhat 
fictitious arrangements for him to lecture at various universities so that 
the American immigration authorities would permit him to enter. 
Hindemith accepted, and in February of 1940 arrived in what he had 
once called "the land of limited impossibilities." 

For some years, Hindemith had maintained a working relationship with 
the ballet impresario Leonide Massine, and in early 1940 they began 
discussing the possibility of producing a ballet based on the music of 
Carl Maria von Weber. However, Hindemith discovered that Massine 
intended to use costumes and sets designed by Salvador Dali, whose 
work he detested, and Massine felt that Hindemith's drafts were "too 
personal." A falling-out ensued, and the ballet project was dropped. The 
music was not lost, however, and three years later he reworked it into 
the Symphonic Metamorphosis, which has become one of his most 
popular pieces. 



Reperto~re (Cont.) 
The "themes" mentioned in the title are from Weber's Piano Duet, Op. 
60.4 (first movement), the Overture to Turandot (second), the Piano 
Duet, Op. 3.2 (third movement), and the Piano Duets, Opp. 60.2 and 
60. 7 (final movement). No better characterization can be given than that 
of the critic Olin Downes, who wrote, "As for what Mr. Hindemith has 
done with the Weber themes he must take the full responsibility. He has 
remarked that because these are by no means the best of Weber themes, 
he has felt freer to treat them as he pleases! Nothing like frankness 
between friends, and the wonderful Carl Maria is safely in his grave!"

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Conquering Legions of Rome (1958) John S. Pratt 
(b. 1931) 

John S. Pratt has been considered by some to be the most admired 
drummer and composer of rudimental snare drum in the last half of the 
twentieth century. After joining the army he played in many drum and 
bugle corps in the 50' s and 60' s. He retired from the army in 1969 only 
to start another career as an English teacher. Conquering Legions of 
Rome is found in his book 14 Modern Contest Solos for Snare Drum. He 
is still active as a performer where he recently attended PASIC in 2000 
and 2001 .

Johann Sebastian Bach grew up in a musically gifted home. At the age 
of 18, he became the violinist for the prince at Weimar. In his organ 
book, Orgelbuchlein, he wrote over 45 preludes and fugues. After 
becoming organist at Kothen, he concentrated on instrumental 
compositions. While at St. Thomas in Lipzig, he composed many sacred 
compositions and oratorios. The Suite is an instrumental form derived 
from dance. It contains numerous movements with the same or closely 
related keys as well as different rhythmic patterns. 

The Lord's Prayer (1992) Dr. Julia Hillbrick 

Dr. Julia Hilbrick received her Doctorate of Musical Arts in Performance 
at the University of Oklahoma in 1999, Masters of Music Performance at 
Eastman School of ¥usic in 1993, and Bachelor of Music Performance 
at Lawrence Conservatory of Music. She is an active arranger/composer 
in the church music. She currently plays for Christian Fellowship 
Church in Columbia, MO. She is the first call extra for the Missouri 
Symphony Orchestra, and Oklahoma City Philharmonic. She is also a 
member of the Ardmore Choral Society. 
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Blues for Big Sid (1971) Max Roach 
(b. 1924) 

Max Roach was one of the most influential drummers in jazz history. 
Roach was one of the founding fathers of the Be-Bop style of jazz and, 
has played with such jazz greats as Charlie Parker, Dizzy Gillespie, 
Miles Davis, John Coltrane, helonious Monk, Sonny Rollins, and many 
others. Through his illustrious career, he has been involved in the 
ground-breaking recording of at least three jazz styles; mostly notably 
bebop, cool jazz, and hard bop. Though, Roach is a part of jazz history, 
he continues to be a part of today ' s jazz scene. He is considered, by 
many, the closest thing that jazz has to an elder. 

Worlds Apart (1995) Jars of Clay 

Since winning the Gospel Music Association' s Spotlight Competition in 
1994, Jars of Clay has achieved multi-platinum status and collected 
numerous awards, including a 1997 Grammy, 4 Dove Awards and 15 
career Dove nominations. They have also received extensive radio 
airplay on contemporary Christian, mainstream alternative rock and 
alternative pop stations resulting in 10 # 1 singles. But what keeps 
audiences clamoring for more is the group's talent for blending edgy and 
dynamic sounds with thought provoking and pointed lyrics that challenge 
listeners to thrive outside of the typical. 

My Glorious (2001) Delirious 

Delirious was making waves in its native land of England long before its 
music hit the States. But when its music finally made it here, it rose to 
popularity fast. Delirious had the creative product of its seven years 
deposited on American soil in less than 24 months. At the end of '97, 
Sparrow Records released the massive two-disc pop/worship album, 
Cutting Edge, to both strong reviews and an incredible audience response 
in the States. Some of the songs on that album had been recorded over 
four years earlier, and the collection had been released throughout the 
U.K. and Europe on the band' s own Furious? Records label. Then in 
mid '98, Sparrow released the band' s pop/rock follow-up, King of Fools, 
which at that time was already a year old in the U.K., where the band has 
a successful mainstream single with "Deeper."

Septet is a solo setting for bongos and timbales, with accompaniment 
provided by roto-tom, triangle, cymbals, cowbells, and cabasa. The 
opening 16-bar theme recurs, in various orchestrations, throughout the 
piece, setting-off developmental sections; it returns in its original form 
just before the brief coda. Composer and percussionist Daniel Levitan 
(b. 1953) studied composition at Bennington College with Henry Brant, 
Vivian Fine, and Marta Ptazynska. Percussion studies include marimba 
with Tom Hemphill, Indian tabla with Phil Ford and Ray Spiegel, and 
conga and Latin percussion with Frankie Malabe. Levitan's numerous 
works for percussion have been performed at conservatories throughout 
the world. Notes by Daniel Levitan and Glenn Schaft. 

Latin American Marimba Selections 

Since the late 19th the marimba has served as both icon and instrument in 
Mexico's southernmost state Chiapas, as well as neighboring Guate­
mala. The marimba is heard in many different contexts; at fiestas, in 
restaurants, civic and even religious functions. In fact, it is difficult to 
walk down any street without hearing the sound of las maderas que 
cantan (the wood that sings). During the early twentieth century 
Chiapan marimba ensembles began to tour the United States as well as 
Europe. Their repertoire was quite eclectic and remains so to this day. 
As there are no symphonic or string/wind chamber groups in Chiapas, 
the marimba serves the dual function of performing (and thereby sus­
taining) traditional music of the region and nation, as well as performing 
arrangements of the repertoire that a symphony orchestra or concert 
pianist might perform. Above all, the marimba unites the people of 
Chiapas. In a state that is divided by rugged geography as well as many 
different languages, customs, and traditions, the marimba is indeed a 
unifying element.

Raptures of Undream (1998) 
Bruce Hamilton 

"Generally, the music I compose reflects my wide-ranging musical 
interests. My aesthetic involves a balance: a mixture of musical 
ideas, concern for pure sound and energy, and aspects of theater 
and humor. Naturally, being a percussionist has had a major impact 
on my approach to rhythm and gesture. Often, my pieces integrate 
my experience with rock, funk, jazz, and Latin music into a 
modernist framework. Raptures of Undream was written for the 
Indiana University Percussion Ensemble. The piece is scored for 
six players, armed each with a floor tom tom and a cymbal. The 
work is divided into four sections delineated by tempo. Rhythmic/ 
melodic motives are presented and developed through a series of 
divergent textures and rhythmic guises. A prominent theme is the 
contrast between contrapuntal sections and unison passages. 
Essential to the piece is the sense of "groove" which serves as the 
underpinning to the sometimes wild (and rapturous) rhythmic 
excursions." Notes by Bruce Hamilton 

Percussionist and composer Bruce Hamilton was born in 1966 in 
Philadelphia and grew up in New Jersey and currently lives in 
Bellingham, Washington. He received a BM in percussion 
performance and Performer's Certificate from Indiana University 
and completed a doctorate in composition there. Hamilton 
performances focus primarily on recently composed music and he 
is an active music educator. Notes by Glenn Schaft.

country and in France. He was named Ohio Composer of the Year for 1998 by 
the Ohio Music Teachers Association. Sloan has two recent CDs of his music, 
with Tributaries and Or Zarua performed by the Cleveland Chamber Collective 
and Flights of Fancy performed by the Crescent Duo.In addition to his work as 
a composer, Mr. Sloan has also been active in the field of computer music 
standards. Mr. Sloan taught for eight years on the faculty of Binghamton 
University, and is currently Professor of Music at Ashland University in Ohio, 
where he heads the theory and composition program. In more trivial matters, he 
was a three-time champion on Jeopardy! in 1996. 

The three panels of Triptych come from Emerson's 5 Pieces for Alto Sax.ophone, 
Piano and Wind Ensemble, commissioned by saxophonist Gary Louie and 
conductor Harlan Parker. Centricity scheme, sonority, melody, counterpoint. . . 
nearly all attributes are generated through musical manipulation ofa single three­
note motive. Emerson's approach, though rigorous, is not formulaic. The composer 
is in control at all times and is free to adjust the tools or materials in order to 
achieve the sonic goal. 

As is common in Emerson's multi-movement works, the large-scale form is defined 
by the juxtaposition of sometimes seemingly incongruent characters or genres. 
Buried deep, however, is a skeleton that touches each part of the musical fabric. 
The desired end is a tightly constructed organic work kept fresh by the collection 
of individual characters. 

New Hampshire native Ty Alan Emerson began formal training in composition 
during his undergraduate years at Shenandoah Conservatory. Emerson went on 
to receive a master of music degree from Louisiana State University and a 
doctor of musical arts degree from the Peabody Institute of The Johns Hopkins 
University. His primary instructors have included Thomas Albert, Dinos 
Constantinides, Stephen David Beck and Morris Moshe Cote!. Emerson's 
compositions have been featured on many programs in the U.S. and abroad. 
Regarding the performance of his Dedications at the Resolution 2000 Music 
Festival, music critic Andrew Adler wrote in the Louisville Courier-Journal that 
it "possessed surprising emotional resonance and was quite expertly wrought." 
Other notable festival performances include Devotions at the Lasker Summer 
Music Festival ('04), Trombone Quartet at the Huddersfield Contemporary 
Music Festival ('98) in Huddersfield, England and Thera at the 50lh Annual 
Contemporary Music Festival ('95) at Louisiana State University. 



In 1999 Emerson won the Washington Chapter of the National Society of 
and Letters composition competition. Also that year he received an ASCAP 
Morton Gould Young Composer award. Other awards include two from the 
Louisiana Music Teachers Association, the Music Te~chers National

As a soloist, ho 
has performed with orchestras, in recitals and chamber music concerts in the 
United States and Asia. Included in his busy professional schedule for 2004 was 
a perfornrnnce and lecture at Central China Normal University (China). 
Upcoming concert fol' this season include cities in hina and Malaysia. 

DI'. Koo is in demand a II lecturer for national conferences and as an adjudicator 
fol' piano competitions. Most recently he is an invited lecturer for the 2005 
Mu ic Teacher Nationnl Associntion conference in Seattle. A native of Pcnnng, 
Malaysia Dr. Koo received his performer's diploma, Licentiate (L.T. .L.) from 
Trinity ollege of Music, London. In 1990 he was awarded a scholarship to 
study at the levelm1d Institute of Music where he received his Bachelor of 
Music degree.

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Notes 

THAI CLASSICAL MUSIC 

Thai classical music is a highly dignified and sophisticated 
composed tradition going back hundreds of years in old Siam, now 
called Thailand. Thai music is also played seated on the floor. 
Consequently the required etiquette is different from that of the Western 
orchestra. Players must remove shoes, may not step over instruments, 
and- at least traditionally_:_were required to keep their heads lower 
than the master's . Before playing, each person puts their hands together 
in a kind of bow called wai, which is the musicians' way of honoring 
their teacher and his/her lineage back to the gods which originally taught 
the human masters. Indeed, before one can learn traditional music- or 
any other traditional art-one must participate in a ceremony to honor 
the teacher and his/her lineage called wai khru in which each student 
brings certain ritual objects (such as candles, incense, flowers , token 
money, etc.). This binds the student to that teacher for life and is never 
taken lightly. 

Ensembles, rather than solo instruments, prevail. There are 
three classical ensemble types: piphat, mahori , and khruang sai. The 
standard hard-mallet piphat consists of higher and lower xylophones 
(ranat ek and ranat thum),, higher and lower gong circles (khawng wong 
yai and khawng wong lek), a quadruple-reed oboe (pi), drums, and 
cymbals. There is also a soft-mallet piphat which adds a saw u fiddle, 
replaces the oboe with a vertical flute (khlui), and plays the same 
repertory one pitch lower. The mahori ensemble is similar in sound to 
the soft-mallet piphat but is led by a 3-stringed fiddle (saw sam sai) and 
adds a higher fiddle (saw duang), zither Uakay), and other instruments. 
The khruang sai consists of two fiddles, flute, and other strings. 

Each instrument realizes the same melody but in a version 
unique to it. For example, the upper xylophone usually plays 
continuously and in octaves while the lower xylophone plays changeable 
and playful figures with much syncopation. The lower gong circle plays 
the most basic part, called luk khawng, while the upper gong circle plays 
a more active pa'1 in single notes with many sliding ornaments . The 
oboe or flute plays around the melody, sometimes falling behind, 
sometimes running ahead. 



Notes (Continued) 

The main notes of the melody (or melodic structure) coincide 
with the pulses articulated by a pair of small bronze cymbals 
onomatopoetically called ching. There are two strokes, an open, 
undamped stroke called "ching" and a closed, damped stroke called 
"chap." The chap strokes are the most important. A basic cycle is 
"ching, chap, ching, chap," with the final chap being most important. In 
other words, Thai music is end-accented. Although performing 
musicians do not use notation, there are notations, especially for 
students. In these notations the notes coinciding with the ching and 
chap strokes appear before the barline, not after it as is normal in 
Western notation. Western listeners, however, will likely feel these 
accented notes as front-accented . The drums play fixed patterns of 
strokes that correspond to the ching cycles. Consequently, Thai classical 
music is organized cyclically, and a complete composition must consist 
of so many complete cycles, with the piece ending on the final chap 
stroke. 

Thai music may sound slightly out of tune to Western ears. The 
instruments of fixed pitch (xylophones, gong circles, fretted 
instruments) are tuned in 7 equidistant pitches, making each interval less 
than a Western equidistant whole tone. Therefore, some notes in the 
tuning sound low or high to Western ears. Instruments with flexible 
pitch, including the voice, however, play a far more complex tuning with 
many tiny gradations of pitch, including slides. 

Thai music consists of compositions, most by known composers, 
but the composers rarely wrote their works in notation. The process 
involved the composer playing the work in the idiom of his/her 
particular instrument and the other musicians in the ensemble realizing 
the composition in the idioms of their instruments. All this had to be 
memorized and all is flexible, except for the highest class of ritual 
compositions, which cannot be varied from what the teacher transmits. 
Thai music can be played alone, accompanies dance, and accompanies 
theater. The repertory is vast but resides in the minds of the players. 
Even young students who devote themselves to Thai music can play for 
several hours relying totally on their memory.

The Kent State University Thai Ensemble was founded in 1978 
by Dr. Terry Miller and Prof Kovit Kantasiri , the latter of Chulalongkom 
University in Bangkok. Prof Panya Roongruang, well known in 
Thailand as an educator, musician, author, composer, and conductor, was 
director from 1991 to 1998, a period of unparalleled growth for the 
ensemble. Our current director is Mr. Praiwan Nanongkham from 
northeast Thailand and a graduate of Chulalongkorn University. This 
ensemble is the largest and most active Thai ensemble in the United 
States. The origina l instruments were purchased by Mr. Max T. Miller 
in 1978 and supplemented by Dr. Terry Mi ller since.

Program Notes 
Copland's Concerto for Clarinet and String Orchestra was 
commissioned by Benny Goodman in 194 7 and completed in 
1948. The concerto is in two sections, bridged by a long 
cadenza. The first section is marked "slowly and expresM 
sively" and is beautifully simplistic. The cadenza poses 
technical challenges to the player while presenting the first 
traces of jazz influence in the work and smoothly transitions 
the listener into the second section. The second is quick and 
rhythmic with obvious jazz and Latin American influences. 

Johannes Brahms had a thought to retire in 1890 and then 
again in 1894, but both times the playing of the German 
clarinetist, Richard Muhfeld inspired Brahms to compose 
again. The Clarinet Trio Op. 114 and Clarinet Quintet Op. 
115 were written in 1891 and the two Clarinet Sonatas, Op. 
120, in 1894. The second Sonata is in Eb major. The first 
movement is a sonata form that forgoes the repetition of the 
exposition. The melodic phrases are ofien arranged short, 
short, long and there is a constant switch between duple and 
triple subdivisions. The second movement is a short ternary 
form. The A sections are in GI> major and slower, sostenuto B 
section is in Cb major. The third and final movement returns 
to a Eb major and begins with a waltzMlike andante con moto. 
The movement ends with a dramatic allegro finale in two. 
The interaction between clarinet and piano and the rhy~lunical 
hemiolas, characteristic of Brahms, add complexity and depth 
to the work.

Sketches containing some of the material for the opening 
Quartet had been around for years, looking for the proper 
setting, An English friend of mine who, belonged to a 
chamber group consisting of a clarinet and piano trio, had told 
me that if I ever wrote anything for that combination, I should 
send it to him. I tacked his group's brochure up on the wall 
next to my piano. It finally dawned on me that this was the 
instrumentation that my sketchbook material was looking for. 
Even after that, it was a long time before the piece was 
finished. l wrote two of the movements in the summer of 
1979, but other projects with specific deadlines came along, 
and I put the work aside. Finally, my engagement as 
composer-in-residence at Chamber Music Northwest in 
Porlland, Oregan provided a deadline, and the other two 
movements were finished in the spring of 1982. 

The premiere took place on July 17, 1982; the tremendous 
performance by David Shifrin, Eriko Sato, Fred Sherry, and 
David Oei was the best birthday present a composer could ask 
for. The work is dedicated to my father, who was into the 
audience that evening. At one point during my teenage years, 
we tried to have a family "orchestra" with my brother on 
violin, my mother on piano, and myself on bassoon; my father 
rarely could be coaxed into getting out his old flute, hut his 
passionate love of serious music (and I do not use the term 
"serious" in any superficial, record store department sense) 
had a greater, and beuer, influence on me than l suspected at 
the time (since he wouldn't let me listen to Spike Jones 
records while he was at home, I was perhaps a lillle bit 
rebellious about seriousness).

(b. 1921) 

A Festival Prelude was written in commemoration of the 251h a111_1iversary 
of the Enid, Oklahoma, Tri-State Music Festival and was performed by 
the Phillips University Band with Reed conducting. The music is built up 
entirely from one main theme and two fanfare-like figures that occur 
throughout the score. The scoring of this work embraces the modern concept 
of the integrated symphonic band with the brasses separated into three 
distinct color groups and the woodwind writing centered on the clarinet 
choir . 

F1111/c11li, F1mlc11/a Rltapsotly setting by Yo Goto 
(b. 1958) 

Shawn Vondran, Graduate Assistant Conductor 

This famous melody by Luigi Denza was written for the 1880 opening of 
Mt. Vesuvius' funicular railway, lyrics were by Pcppino Turco. Mr. Goto's 
fantasy commands immediate excitement with unmuffied percussion and 
bold fanfares that segue into a proper tarantella and trombone soli. 

Nalmcco Overture Giuseppe Verdi/an. Lucien Calliet 
(1813-1901) 

Jennifer Mollenkopf, Graduate Assistant Conductor 

Nabucco, an opera in four acts by Giuseppe Verdi, was given its premier 
performance at La S,cala in Milan on March 9, 1942. Its success 
proclaimed a new hero of the Italian opera, placing Verdi in the 
company of the masters - Rossini, Bellini, and Donizetti. Melodies in 
the overture depict Verdi's affinity for fleeting tunes that seem to leave 
on indelible impression on the listener. The crescendo employed here, 
which builds over lengthy spaces, became known as the "Rossini 
Crescendo' and was a popular device of opera composers of the period .

El Capita11 John Philip Sousa 
( 1·854-1932) 

Shawn Teichmer, Graduate Assistant Conductor 

Sousa was the composer of fifteen operettas, of which the best known is 
El Capitan. The march appears in the second act as a•male chorns. 
Produced in 1896, the opera concerns a Pcrnvian viceroy of the 
sixteenth century who disguises himself.as a notorious bandit to thicken 

, the plot. In 1899 Sousa increased his band to over a hundred musicians 
for Admiral Dewey's victory parade and this march was used to salute 
the retuming Spanish-American War veterans. 

Slaval Leonard Bernstein/arr. Clare Grundman 
(b. 1918) 

When Mstislav Rostropovich (Slava to his friends) invited Leonard 
Bernstein to help him launch his inaugmal concerts as Music Di,:ector of 
the National Symphony Orchestra, he also asked him to write a rousing 
new opening piece for the festivities. This Overture is the result, and 
the world premiere took place on October 11, 1977 with Rostropovich 
conducting his orchestra at the Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts 
in Washington, D.C. 

YSU Symphonic Wind Ensemble 

Passacaglifl am/ Fugue /11 c J.S. Bach/arr. Donald I lunsberger 
( 1685-1750) 

Though one of the great organ classics, the Passacaglia in C Minor was 
not originally written for that instrument. Curiously enough, Bach first 
composed it for the double-manual harpsichord, later rewriting it for 
organ, probably while at Weimar. The nobility of its studied, yet 
spontaneous polyphonic structure has led to numerous transcriptions for 
both symphony orchestra and concert band, where the variations lend to 
brilliant instrumental scoring. The stately eight-measure theme is 
presented in unison by the lower winds, and twenty variations follow, 
leading to an overwhel.ming tutti. After a brief pause the double fugue

begins, built on the first part of the pnssacaglia theme in combination 
with a counter theme in eighth notes. The work closes with a massive 
cl inrnx of suspended hnrmonies and full instrnmental sonority. 

A Grainger Couplet: 

Colonial Song 
G11m-s11ckers Marci, 

Percy Grainger 
(1882-1961) 

Shawn Vondran, Graduate Assistant Conductor 

Grainger used no traditional tunes in the Colonial Song that was written 
for and about the people in his native Australia. He expressed the wish 
to "voice a certnin kind of emotion that seems to me not untypical of 
native-born colonials in general." 

The Gum-Suckers March was composed as a fourth movement of 
Grainger's suite for symphony orchestra entitled "In a Nutshell." This 
composition illustrates a number of tendencies to be found in much of 
Grainger's music: I) drawing upon a variety of musical ideas to 
construct the composition, quoting material that appeared in Colonial 
Song; 2) the score makes great use of the percussion instruments; and 3) 
the performance of directions throughout feature Orainger's "blue-eyed 
English," a peculiar language of his own invention in which he sought to 
purge all terms of non-Nordic derivation. 

"Qumulo m'e11 vo" from La Boheme Giacomo Puccini 
(1858-1924) 

Amanda Deagle, Soprano, Miss Ohio 2004 , 

"Quando m'en vo,'' the 'largo' of the concerlato finale, is the longest set 
piece of the Puccini's opera, La Doheme. It is sung by the character 
Musetta in a tense scene in Act If; in this scene, Musetta is agitated by 
the lack of recognition from the Bohemians and hurls a plate to the 
ground. She then plays her trump card, seduction, and the actions 
freezes. In the dreamy waltz that follows, she celebrates her own 
magnetism.

Dan Welcher 
(b. 1948) 

The natural beauty of the American West inspired Zion, like two of 
Welcher's previous works for wind ensemble. In this instance, Utah's Zion 
Canyon is depicted musically. The commission was from a consortium of 
the University of Texas at Austin, the University of Texas at Arlington, 
and the University of Oklahoma. It is dedicated to the memory of Aaron 
Copland, and uses the hymn tune Zion's Wall, effectively used by Copland 
in Old American Songs, Set 2, and the opera 11,e Tender Land. Welcher 
intentionally constrncted the piece to work as the final movement of a 
suite consisting of Yellowstone Fires, Arches, and Zion. The work was 
completed in 1994.

Enrique Granados 
(1867-1916) 

Enrique Granados ( 1867-1916) was not only a pianist and 
composer, but an expressive leader of the movement toward 
nationalism in late 19th-century Spanish music. Twleve Danza 
espanolas (Spanish Dances) were composed effectively not 
only for the guitar, but originally for piano and other various 
instrumental, and orchestral arrangements.

Schottish - Choro Hector Villa - Lobos 
(1887-1959) 

As a Brazilian composer, Heitor Villa-Lobos (1887-1959) 
written the 12 Etudes, featuring the Schottish Choro, in 1928. 
These Etudes were not published until 1953. Extremely 
prolific of profound originality, he was able to express himself 
to the highest of his imagination by inserting the search of 
"modernism" in all its meanings throughout his compositions. 
Villa-Lobos conveyed his true essence as an artist by bringing 
forth the quench of innovation in all works. 

Donna Lee Charlie Parker 
(1920-1955) 

Charlie ("Bird") Parker ( 1920-1955) elaborated "Donna Lee" 
in the 1940's. Was most likely written out of haste. Bird 
needed drug money and if he wrote a tune and played at the 
session the cut would be double. It is surprising such finely 
crafted head can be constructed so easily. Despite his 
problems Bird was and is the one jazz genius to rule them all. 

Waltz for Debbie Bill Evans 
( 1929-1980) 

Late pianist and composer Bill Evans (1929-1980) wrote 
Waltz for Debbie in 1962. Waltz for Debbie is a simple and 
large tune that relies on it's charm to hold your attention. 
Evens was one of the most important jazz legends and if Miles 
Davis admired him and so shall we.

James Pat Metheny

Pat Metheny ( 1954) comprised simplicity and lyricism in his 
festive number "James" under his Offramp recording in 1980. 
Not only was this constituted originally for his quartet, but the 
main thesis of his piece was dedicated to one of his favorite 
guitar players, James Taylor, who is also recognized also as a 
pop/folk singer today. 

The Red One Pat Metheny 
(b. 1954) 

In 1993, The Red One was produced on the album "I Can See 
Your House from Here". This record was collaborated mainly 
with guitarist John Scofield. 
The song stems from a gig in which Pat was being heckled by 
a fan to "Play the Red one". The "red one" is Pat famous synth 
guitar. Nevertheless Metheny composed this bright reggae to 

display "the red one". -

Biography 

David Michael Lynn began to realize his 
passion for music at the age of four as a young 
pianist. In middle school, he continued with the 
oboe in concert band and later, the tenor sax in 
jazz band. It wasn't until the age of Fifteen, he 
discovered his passion for the guitar. Attending 
Boardman High School, he also participated in 
the Jazz Band on guitar. He ended his senior 
year successfully by receiving the Woody 
Hennan Jazz Award. 

His innate ability in music easily led him to the 
decision of pursuing a Music Perfonnance 
degree at Youngstown State University's Dana 
School of Music. Here he elaborated a 
relationship between jazz and classical studies. 

The Jazz Society awarded him with a 
scholarship. David was given the opportunity to 
play in jazz band and combos all five years, 
featured as a soloist at most concerts. He also 
further his education and performance skills at 
many events such as OMEA (Ohio Musician 
Educators Association), Tri-C and Lakewood 
Jazz festivals. 

But unlike his sultry jazz chops, it was his 
classical guitar he corporated mostly into his 
education under the attentive tutelage of 
Professor James Boyce. As David Lynn was a 
self-taught electric guitarist, Professor Boyce 
taught him the importance of Classical Guitar 
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Biography (Continued) 

and music throughout his college years. It was 
Professor James Boyce's antidote of guitar 
repertoire that led him to David's admiration for 
Spanish and South American music. Under 
classical studies, he dedicated his time with the 
Guitar Ensemble. The Guitar Ensemble help 
bring forth the possibilities such as attending 
and performing in many master classes, 
including Eliot Fisk, Martha Masters, and 
Christopher Parkening. He also had the 
opportunity to attend Manuel Barrueco's Master 
class for three days in Baltimore, MD in the 
summer of 2004. 

During his five years at Dana, David matured 
into a cultivating individual establishing an 
astuteness for not only jazz and classical studies, 
but in all genres of music. He carried his 
education throughout his years outside of the 
classroom by dedicating himself to teaching 
guitar and bass lessons at New York and 
Hubbard Music Stores. 

David's aptness and credibility will resume in 
musical studies as preparations for Graduate 
School are on its way. 
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
