The results as decided by the 
faculty committee will be sent to applicants shortly after each audition date.

PIANO: 
A work by Bach, preferably memorized, a movement from a classic sonata, 
preferably memorized, a work from the 19th or 20th century, preferably 
memorized, demonstrate ability in major, minor scales, arpeggios and 
playing by ear. 

ORGAN (an audition on piano to Include): 
A work by Bach, a movement from a classic sonata, a 19th or 20th century 
work. An organ selection may be performed, but the piano audition is 
required including scales and arpeggios. 

VOICE: 
A song with English text, preferably memorized. A second song preferably in 
Italian, German or French. Solos must be accompanied and candidates are 
requested to provide their own accompanist if possible.

Unless otherwise indicated, a solo with piano accompaniment if available, 
selected from the OMEA contest list or equivalent. Demonstrate ability in 
major scales.

A solo in the classical style. Demonstration of technical skills including major 
scales. 

COMPOSITION: 
Present written examples of work in composition. Tapes of performances of 
original works may be submitted. Audition in a performance area. 
Candidates should consult suggested audition material in their performance 
medium.

The Whistler is a rag by xylophone legend, George Hamilton 
Green. Throughout his performing and recording career, 
Green has pushed the boundaries of the xylophone as a solo 
instrument. His compositions are no less influential. Green's 
performances of his ragtime solos are rife with improvisation, 
and xylophone soloists such as Bob Becker follow in Green's 
tradition of spontaneous composition. The Whistler is a jovial 
tune reminiscent of a walk in a park. 

William Schinstine was a graduate of the Eastman School of 
Music and the University of Pennsylvania. Many of Schinstine's 
compositions were influenced by the professional groups in 
which he performed, as well as from his work with the Pottstown 
School District in Pennsylvania (1952-78). Sonata No. 2 is 
arranged in three movements. The first movement contains 
direct and declamatory passages as well as smooth evolving 
passages. The lyrical lines of the second movement contrast 
with the third movement's flexing momentum. 

Come On My Selector is the first track off of Squarepusher' s 
1997 album Big Loada. It has been described as the definitive 
breakbeat record. As a bass player and drummer, 
Squarepusher's music has been described as "a frantically 
energetic attention to detail to rival jazz drumming greats (Buddy 
Rich, Art Blakey) merged with his often complex and beautiful 
melodies" {Richard Hector-Jones). Squarepusher has performed 
at Glastonburg, Mount Figi Rock Festival in Japan, and 
Belgium's Ten Days of Techno. Many shows feature his live 
bass improvisations over his electronic boxes and tapes. This 
arrangement features acoustic percussion and voice that intend 
to transmit the intensity and groove of Come On My Selector.

A commission by the Japan Broadcasting Society (NHK), 
Marimba Spiritual was premiered by Keiko Abe (marimba 
soloist) and the New Percussion Group of Amsterdam on the 
18th of March 1984 in Concertgebouw, Amsterdam, 
Netherlands. Marimba Spiritual's development from 1983 to ( 
1984 was greatly affected by the famine occurring in Ethiopia at 
that time. The piece is composed in an organic fashion, with 
the first section of the piece as a static requiem and the second 
section· a lively resurrection. The title is an expression of the 
total process. (

Stablemates is a popular standard by the composer Benny 
Golson. In addition to being well known for his compositions, 
Golson is famous for his late-swing-era tenor saxophone -sound. 
Some of his most exciting performances and compositions can 
be heard with the Dizzy Gillespie Big Band and Art Blakey's Jazz 
Messengers. Among the leaders of these groups, Golson is 
strongly influenced by the writing of Tadd Dameron.

Runnln' Away was penned during a mysterious and 
introspective period of Sly Stone's life. Sly's success as a disc 
jockey and songwriter/producer led him to create a group of his 
own, Sly and the Family Stone. Their first album, 1967's A 
Whole New Thing, was just that. The group displayed equality 
of races and gender through its members and its new brand of 
funk music. The jubilation and fervor of the band was darkened 
in 197lwith a harsher sound that was represented in There's a 
Riot Goin' On. Runnin' Away marks a change in Sly that is 
contemplative and foreshadowing.

As a founding member of the Percussion Art 
Ensemble, Craig performs classic, contemporary, and original 
percussion trio literature. The Percussion Art Ensemble has 
performed at the Butler Museum of American Art as well as at 
various masterclasses and other venues. Craig plans to pursue 
a Masters Degree following his graduation of Youngstown State 
University.

The year 1685 marked the births of Bach, Handel, and Domenico 
Scarlatti, son of Alessandro Scarlatti, famed opera composer. The 
young Scarlatti began his life as a composer following in the footsteps 
of his father, writing operas, as well as some sacred music as required 
by various posts he held early in his career. However, the music for 
which he is most remembered today consists of his nearly 600 
keyboard sonatas, written mos~y while in the service of Princess Maria 
Barbara in Madrid. These sonatas are primarily in single movement, 
binary form, not imaginative formally, but rather expressively. 

Alexandre Tansman first met Andres Segovia in Paris in 1921, which 
sparked T ansman1s interest in writing for the guitar. Though originally 
from Poland, T ansman traveled frequently and lived abroad, including ( 
five years in Los Angeles as a film composer. These experiences 
undoubtedly contributed to his international style of writing. Cavatina 
was originally a collection of four dances (not including the "Danza 
Pomposo") published in 1950, winning first prize at the International 
Music Competition in Siena, Italy in 1952. The "Danza Pomposo" was 
published later as a separate composition, and added to the suite at 
the request of Segovia, to give a livelier conclusion to a lyrical and 
already popular work. 

Agustf n Barrios Mango re was recognized as a child prodigy in his 
native Paraguay. His early training exposed him to standard European 
musical form and guitar literature (Sor, Aguado, T 6rrega), and this 
combined with the influence of his homeland provided the inspiration 
for a large volume of beautiful music which ranks among some of the 
most popular guitar music today. The Op. 8 Waltzes are wonderful 



examples of Barrios' integration of European form with Paraguayan 
flavor. . 

Portland based composer/guitarist Bryan Johanson has written 
many works for solo guitar and guitar in chamber ensemble 
which are coming to prominence due to exposure by such artists 
as David Starobin and the Los Angeles Guitar Quartet. A 
chaconne by definition is set of continuous variations on chord 
progression, often with a stereotypical bassline. Ciaconna is 
based on an 18th century melody, and consists of 24 
continuous variations on the theme. While the piece draws 
largely from the language of the era from which the form is 
derived, there are a few minor rhythmic and harmonic 
indications that this work was written in the 21st century. 

Ernesto Cordero, also a composer/guitarist, was born in New York, 
and raised in Puerto Rico. His works have also been performed by 
many of the great artists of our day, including Manuel Barrueco, 
Carlos Barbosa-Lima, and Angel Romero. Suite Antillana was written 
in 1980 (revised in 1999) as an homage to Cuba, the Dominican 
Republic, and Puerto Rico. Each movement evokes the atmosphere of 
one of these islands: "Quisqueya" is the indigenous name for the 
Dominican Republic, this first movement interprets a native Indian 
dance; "Homenaje a la Catedral de Santo Domingo" pays homage to 
the first cathedral of the New World; "Pavone Guajira" (Cuban 
Countryside Pavan) uses rhythmic and harmonic material from Cuba; 
"Boriken" is the indigenous name for Puerto Rico, and gives a 
Caribbean flavor to the traditional mazurka; Argentinean influence 
can be heard in addition to Puerto Rican flavor in the final "Seis 
Milonga.11 

In 1907, Joaqurn T urine played a concert in Paris which was attended 
by Falla and Albeniz. After the concert, the three young Spanish 
composers met and vowed to return to their roots, and pursue writing 
in a nationalistic vein. T urine began by writing pieces for orchestra 
and for piano with a Spanish flavor, and upon meeting Segovia, 
began writing works for the guitar. The Sonata shows his formal 
training in the classics by use of traditional form, and rhythmic and 
melodic links between movements, while still exploring his Spanish 
heritage with constant references to the flamenco tradition. 



Martha Masters 

Martha Masters has been 
studying guitar since the age of 
six. She was a finalist in 
numerous competitions, 
including both the Junior and 
Senior divisions of the 
American String Teachers 
Association National Soloist 
Competitions. Ms. Masters was 
a member of the 
Carlson/Masters guitar duo, 

winning first prize in the National Guitar Summer Workshop 
Competition for Guitar Duos and Trios. The group was atso a 
finalist in the Baltimore Chamber Music Awards Competition. 
Ms. Masters received both Bachelor and Master of Music 
degrees from the Peabody Conservatory in Baltimore, Maryland 
under the pedagogy of Manuel Barrueco and received her 
doctorate from the University of Southern California, where she 
studied with Scott Tennant. Ms. Masters is currently on the guitar 
faculty at Loyola Marymount University in Los Angeles. 

Ms. Masters success as a 
soloist and chamber musician 
have earned her appearances 
at music festivals and on recital 
series across the country, as 
well as three appearances at 
the Kennedy Center for the 
Performing Arts in Washington, 
D.C . Masters won 1st prize in 
the Guitar Foundation of 
America International Solo 
Competition, with the prize 



-
including a disc with Naxos, a concert video with Mel Bay, and 
an extensive North American tour. Masters was the only 
American prizewinner in both the 1998 Tokyo International 
Guitar Competition and 1997 Guitar Foundation of America 
International Solo Competition, and was recently awarded a 
Menci-n especial execuo at the 1999 Concurso International 
de Guitarra in Granada, Spain. Her 2002-2003 season 
includes concerts and teaching throughout the United States, a·s 
well as England, Denmark, Puerto Rico and Paraguay. Martha 
also performs in DUO ERATO with guitarist Risa Carlson.

Director's Notes 

Today's concert features two highly romantic German works 
whose historical importance outline tne beginnings of Nazi 
Germany to its end. 

Wagners Siegfried Idyll offers a poetic lullaby written for the 
birth of their son Siegfried and first performed for his wife Cosimo 
on Christmas Day 1870. As she slept, the musicians played this 
work while assembled on the staircase in their home. From 
Cosimo's diary, she wrote: 

When I woke up I heard a sound. It grew louder. I could 
no longer imagine myself in a dream. Music was sounding, and 
what musicl 

After the music had died away, Richard came into my 
bedroom and put into my hands the score of the work he has 
called The Siegfried Idyll. As a birthday surprise for me he had 
set up his orchestra outside my room and thus consecrated our 
joyous home forever. I was in tears, but so was the whole 
household. 

"Now let me die," I exclaimed to him. 

Strauss' Metamorphosen was written after the surrender of 
Nazi Germany. Originally written for 23 solo string instruments, 
this seldom played composition is a memorial for his fallen 
country. The emotions evoked by this work run an almost scary 
array from the cold bleakness of total defeat and devastation to a 
romantic outpouring of melodic genius reminiscent of past glory. 
One can literally taste the sorrow that all peoples of the western 
world felt. Interestingly enough the only emotion that is not visited 
is loneliness. Strauss brings a sense of humanity to this work that 
finally simply says that it is over. Thank goodness that there is the 
art of music which allows us to release the pain that was inflicted 
and endured by so much of the world during this troubled time. 
Best said by Leonard Bernstein, "if Mahler is the prophet of a 
century of death, Strauss shows how a weakened, wounded, 
obdurately human art can survive the catastrophe. Music, he 
suggests, cannot mirror all the terrors of the age. It cannot even 
do them justice. Instead, it should do what it has always done-­
play upon the emotions and conjure emotions from notes. The 
music of emotion is greater than the music of disaster".

Stephen Gage is Director of Bands, 
Instrumental Music Coordinator, and 
Associate Professor of Music at 
Youngstown State University (YSU). 
He earned a doctorate at the 
University of Illinois : Urbana­
Champaign, a masters degree at the 
Eastman School of Music, and a 
bachelors degree and a Performer1s 
Certificate in Percussion at the State 

University of New York at Fredonia . Prior to his current position, 
Dr. Gage was the Director of Bands at Emporia State University 
(KS) and was the Director of Bands at Auburn High School in 
upstate New York. At YSU he conducts the Symphonic Wind 
Ensemble and teaches undergraduate and graduate conducting. 

Dr. Gage is currently serving in his ninth season as the music 
director and conductor of the Youngstown Symphony Youth 
Orchestra (YSYO). He has numerous publications including 
articles in the Kansas Music Review Journal, in the Ohio Music 
Educators Journal, TRIAD, and in the National Band Association 
(NBA) Journal and NBA Newsletter. He has been a member of 
the NBA School Reform Committee, the ABA Ostwald Selection 
Committee and is currently in his fourth year as the NBA North 
Central Division Chair. His many professional credits include 
serving as a guest conductor, clinician, and adjudicator for all 
state, sectional, regional, and district high school concert bands 
and orchestras across the United States and Canada.

(1875-1937) 

Ravel was born in the village of 
Cibour~ in southwest France, on 
March I, 1875. He died in Paris 
on December 28, 1937. The first 
performance of Bolero took place 
at the Paris Opera on November 
22, 1928, when the French 
dancer Ida Rubinstein performed 
a ballet she had choreographed 
to the score. The story of tlie 
ballet provides visual imagery to 
accompany the music. A gypsy 
woman enters a seedy Spanish 
tavern, stamps out the rhythm and 

Starts to.dance. Soon the room fills with men, who one by one begin 
to dance as well, increasing stage adivity paralleling the orchestral 
crescendo. Excitement grows, knives are drawn, violence appears 
certain as the orchestra reaches full strength. Yet all the violence is in 
the music's ending, and the curtain falls. About the 1928 score, Ravel 
wrote: "I am particularly desirous that there should be no misunder­
standing about this work. It constitutes an experiment in a very special 
and limited direction and should not be suspeded of aiming at 
achieving anything different from or anything more than it does 
achieve. Before its first performance I issued a warning to the effect 
that what I had written was a piece lasting seventeen minutes and 
consisting wholly of orchestral tissue without music' -of one long, very 
gradual crescendo. There are no contrasts, there is practically no 
invention except the plan and the manner of the execution . .. I have 
carried out exactly what I intended, and it is for listeners to take it or 
leave it."

March Mllitaire Francaise from Suite Algerlenne 
Camille Saint-Saens 

( 1835-1 921 ) 

Camille Saint-Seans was born in 
1835 and died in 1921 . Once 
described as the French 
Mendelssohn, Saint-Saens was a 
talented and precocious child, with 
interests by no means confined to 
music. He made an early_ 
impression as a pianist. Following 
established French tradition, he was 
for nearly twenty years organist at 
the Madeleine in Paris and taught at 

. the Ecole Niedermeyer, where he 
befriended his pupil Gabriel Faure. 

Prolific and versatile as a composer, by the time of his death in 
1921 his popularity in France had diminished very considerably, 
as fashions in music changed. 

Camille Saint-Saens composed the suite five years after the 
dissolution of his disastrous marriage. During these five years, 
he was traveling extensively throughout the world. The suite was 
composed while visiting Algeria tnus explaining the exotic 
element present throughout the other movements of the suite. 
The march militaire is representative of the French military 
presence in Algeria.

Piano Concerto #2 In G minor Opus 22 
Camille Saint-Saens 

(1835-1921) 
I. Andante Sostenuto 

In 1868, Anton Rubinstein performed a cycle of eight piano concertos 
in Paris, with Camille Saint-Saens as conductor. As a result of this 
experience, the two musicians developed a lasting friendship. Saint­
Saens later stated, "We were very close and often played duets 
together ... Those were the da¾sl We mad music simply for the joy of 
it, and we never had enough.' After the final performance, Rubinstein 
remarked that he had never conducted a concert in Paris, and 
suggested that another perf9rmance be scheduled with himself at the 
podium and Saint-Saens at the piano. Since the hall where they 
wished to perform could not be booked for three weeks, Saint-Saens 
decided to use that time to compose a new concerto for the occasion. 
The result was concerto No. 2 in G minor, which premiered in Paris in 
may of 1868. It is now generally considered to be the most popular 
and well respected of his five piano concertos. 

The first movement, which has been compared to a Bach transcription 
by Liszt, begins with an impressive cadenza for the pianist. The brass 
and woodwinds then enter on a sustained tonic chord, and the heroic 
first theme is stated by the soloist. This theme is amplified and tossed 
about by the piano and the strings, until a plaintive, syncopated theme 
is presented, again by the soloist. Further development of the two 
themes ensues, culminating with a second cadenza. 

Program /Yates by Dr. Rodda 

Lieder elnes fahrenden Gesellen Gustav Mahler 
( 1860-1 911 ) 

Mahler was 23 in 1883 when he was 
appointed to his first important post: 
assistant conductor at the Opera House in 
Kassel. He took up his new duties late that 
summer and soon met another young artist 
who had also just joined the staff: Johanna 
Richter, a blue-eyed, flaxen-haired singer who 
immediately became the focus of Gustav's 
attentions. An affair (whose intimate details 
Mahler gallantly guarded) soon sprang up 
between conductor and soprano. Each of 



Mahler's love affair was marked by a seething, obsessive emotional 
turmoil and this encounter was no different. On New Year's Day 
1885, he wrote to his friend Friedrich Lohr about Johanna, "She is 
everything that is lovable in this world . I would shed ·my last drop of 
blood for her." His enthusiasm was apparently not fully requited-the 
affair ran a bumpy course and ended when Johanna refused to marry 
him. This bitter personal fruit had the sweet seed of artistic inspiration 
hidden inside, however, since the first work of Mahler's maturity, the 
Lieder eines fahrenden Gesellen, grew directly from his experience in 
Kassel. 

Of the Songs of a Wayfarer, Mahler said, "I have written a song cycle 
dedicated to Johanna. She does not know the songs. But they can 
tell her only what she already knows. Their burden is this: a man who 
has found only sadness in love goes forth into the world as a 
wanderer." This music vision of the lonely, homeless, unloved 
outsider had a precedent in Schubert's eloquent song cycle Die 
Winterreise (The Winter Journey). Like Schubert, Mahler's wanderer is 
given to severe, almost morbid depression pierced now and again by 
the arrow of a sweet memory. Unlike Schubert, however, who ended 
his song cycle with a bleak and disturbing setting of Der Leiermann 
(The Hurdy-Gurdy Man), Mahler's work concludes with a mood of 
quiet resignation.

Tableaux de Provence Paule Maurice 
- (1910-1967) 

Paule Maurice was born on September 29 1910 in Paris and died on 
August 18, 1967. She completed her studies at the Paris conservatory 
and eventually became Professor of sight reading at the Paris 
conservatory between 1942-1967. S~e also taught harmonic analysis ( 
at the /'Ecole normale during those same years. 

T ableauz de Provence was written between 1948 and 1955. The 
piece was premiered on December 9, 1958 with Jean-Marie Londeix 
as soloist. The piece is a series of five musical postcards depicting 
picturesque and attractive images. This type of genre music was very 
popular with soloists during the late nineteenth and early twentieth 
centuries. 



Paule Maurice describes each of the Tableaux: 

1. Dance of the Young Girls-It expresses the joys of youth. The 
solo instrument has most of the rhythmic interest, and shares a 
few interspersed dialogues with the oboe and flute. 

2. Song for my Beloved-It opens with the notes based on guitar 
tuning pitches. The saxophone then introduces a tender and 
poetic phrase over an accompaniment reminiscent of a 
serenade. 

3. The Gypsy Girl-A strongly emphasized rhythm expresses the 
fiery temperment of gypsy people. 

4. From ·the Graveyard Les Alyscamps, a Soul Sighs-The 
Saxophone sings a plaintive melody. This is constructed in the 
form of a lied. A sonorous background of darker colors is 
created by the strings. The English horn's melancholic timbre 
plays a dialogue with the solo instrument. 

5. La Cabridan-lt is the name of a large, buzzing insect native to 
France. The saxophone's agility is well-suited for presenting 
the rapid and swirling agitated figures found in this piece. It is 
written in the form of a perpetual motion work whose 
continuous motion is briefly interrupted by a short cadenza. 
The reprise of the theme, played in canon by the soloist and 
the orchestra, seems to depict the rapid escape of the insect, 
which disappears in a general diminuendo.

Besides the major opera 
production in the Spring quarter, an active Opera Workshop performs in 
schools and community centers throughout the area. 

John Wilcox, Opera Workshop Conductor 

John WIicox is Associate Professor of ViolinNiola at the Dana School of 
Music, Youngstown State University. He received his Bachelor of Music in 
Violin Performance from Florida State University in 1973 and his Masters of 
Music from Kent State University in 1986. 

Prior to joining the YSU faculty in 1979, he was a violinist with the National 
Symphony Orchestra under the direction of Antal Dorati and Mstislav 
Rostropovich. During his six-year tenure with the National Symphony, Mr. 
Wilcox performed with many of the world's greatest musicians. He was guest 
Concertmaster with the Wolf Trap/American University summer orchestral 
program in a live National television broadcast with Yehudi Menuhin as 
violin soloist. Principal teachers include Richard Burgin, former 
Concertmaster of the Boston Symphony and Ruth Posselt, internationally 
known violinist. He has been Concertmaster of the Warren Philharmonic 
since 1981 and was Concertmaster of the Youngstown Symphony from 
1979-1986. Mr. Wilcox is first violist with the Amici Trio and is active a 
violinist with several area churches. He maintains a large private studio and 
is an adjudicator for a variety of organizations. He is the current Director of 
the Dana Chamber and Opera Orchestras. 



Hae-Jong Lee, Choral Conductor 

Hae-Jong Lee, a native of South Korea, 
has served as Manager and Assistant 
Conductor of the Seoul Motet Choir, one of 
the most active professional choirs in Korea . 
He has directed church choirs, high school 
choirs, college choirs, and community choirs 
in Korea and the United States. 
At the university of Illinois he directed the 
University of Illinois Chorus and served as 
the chorus master of three opera productions. 
He earned his Bachelor of Music degree from 
Seoul National University and his Master of 
Music degree from Westminster Choir 
College. Currently, he is pursuing doctoral 

studies in choral conducting at the University of Illinois. He has been Minister 
of Music at the University Place Christian Church in Champaign, IL since 
1997. He joined the Dana School of Music as director of choral activities in 
2002. 

William Slocum, Dana Symphony Orchestra Director 

WIiiiam B. Slocum received the 
bachelor of fine arts and master of music 
degrees from the University of New Mexico 
and earned an artist's diploma at the Julliard 
School of Music where he studied French horn 
with James Chambers. 
William Slocum is a member of the faculty of 
the Dana School of Music of Youngstown State 
University. At the Dana School he is music 
director of the French horn, and a member of 
the Dano Faculty Brass Quintet. He is also a 
lecturer in conducting, symphonic literature 
and the history of art and music. 

Previously, Mr. Slocum was conductor of the Cheyenne Symphony Orchestra in 
Wyoming. He played principal horn in the Buffalo Philharmonic under Josef 
Krips, toured Japan under Leonard Bernstein, Europe and South America 
under Zubin Mehta with the New York Philharmonic Orchestra and toured 
under George Szell while he was member of the Cleveland Orchestra. 

Slocum has conducted numerous district, region and state orchestras, most 
recently the All -State Orchestra in Cleveland on January 25, 2003. During the 
summer of 1994 he appeared as guest conductor with the Aguascalientes 



Symphony Orchestra in Mexico performing a program devoted entirely to the 
music of Manuel de Falla. 

In May, 2000 Slocum was the guest artist at the Hom Swoggle in New Mexico 
where he played a solo horn recital, conducted master classes and conducted 
the professional ensemble. He was guest professor of horn at the Harid 
Conservatory in Boca Raton, Florida, and most recently played extra horn with 
the New York Philharmonic Orchestra. 

Slocum has appeared on two comped disc recordings issued through the 
Dana Recording Project.

Kathryn Thomas Umble, Dana Flute Ensemble Director 

Kathryn Thomas Umble was awarded a Prix d' excellence for 
Outstanding Musicianship from Fontainebleau School of Music, France. Dr. 
Umble is Instructor of Flute at the Dana School of Music at Youngstown State 
University and performs with the faculty Dana Wind Quintet. She is Principal 
Piccolo with the Youngstown Symphony Orchestra and Principal Flute with 
the Warren Philharmonic Orchestra and is an active chamber musician as 
well. Recent recitals include Mostly Modem Recital Series in Cleveland, 
Bowling Green State University's Concert Series, and performances at the 
Cleveland Art Museum and the Cleveland Center for Contemporary Art. Dr. 
Umble performed in recital and gave a pedagogical presentation at the 
2000 National Flute Association Convention. She has taught at Grove City 
College and Bowling Green State University, where she was featured in a 
concerto during the annual New Music Festival. Dr. Umble holds degrees 
from the University of Michigan, Bowling Green State University and 
Michigan State University. 

Kent Engelhardt, Jazz Studies Program Director 

Dr. Kent Engelhardt, a Youngstown native, makes his home in the city of 
Youngstown with his .wife Dr. Beth Hargreaves. Kent graduated from 
Boardman High School in 1981 and continued his education at Youngstown 
State University. He graduated from YSU in 1986 with a Bachelor of Music 
degree (summa cum laude) in Performance (jazz studies/clarinet). After 
graduation, Kent toured internationally with the "Tommy Dorsey Orchestra 
conducted by Buddy Morrow,• where he was a featured soloist. While he was 



a member of the orchestra, Kent appeared in the PBS television special 
"Tommy Dorsey - Sentimental Gentleman of Swing." The special featured Mel 
T orme, Buddy Rich, Maureen McGovern, Jack Jones, the L.A. Voices, and 
the ''Tommy Dorsey Orchestra." 

In the Fall of 1991, Kent began teaching at YSU in the Jazz Studies Program 
as a member of its part-time faculty. He completed a Master of Music degree 
in Performance (clarinet) at YSU in the Fall of 1993. In 1994, Kent was hired 
at YSU as a full-time faculty member. His teaching responsibilities have 
included jazz ensemble, jazz combo, jazz fundamentals, jazz improvisation, 
jazz arranging, jazz keyboard, jazz history, jazz in the secondary schools, 
flute, clarinet, and saxophone. In 1999, Kent received a Master of Arts 
degree in Ethnomusicology from the University of Pittsburgh. In 2001, he was 
awarded the Doctor of Philosophy degree in Ethnomusicology from the 
University of Pittsburgh.

YSU Jazz Ensemble 1 

The Jazz Ensemble program at Youngstown State University began its 
tradition of excellence in 1969. Under the direction of Tony Leonardi, 
Coordinator of Jazz Studies, the YSU Jazz Ensemble gained national 
recognition. They earned numerous honors including "Most Outstanding 
Band" at the Wichita Jazz Festival in 1976 and at the Central Ohio Jazz 
Festival in 1980, 1982 and 1984. The YSU Jazz Ensemble was the first to 
win both the Big Band and Small Group competitions during the same year 
in the history of the Wichita Jazz Festival. They have also performed at such 
prestigious events as the International Association of Jazz Educators 
Convention, the Notre Dame Jazz Festival, the TRI-C Jazz Fest in Cleveland, 
Ohio, and the Central New York Jazz Festival in Syracuse, New York. In June 
of 2000, the YSU Jazz Ensemble won the "College Outstanding Performance" 
Award in the 23rd Annual Student Music Awards in Down Beat magazine for 
their latest recording enti~ed Biddle de Bop. In 2003, The YSU Jazz 
Ensemble 1 was the only university jazz group chosen to perform at this 
year's OMEA conference.

Stephen Gage is Director of Bands, 
Instrumental Music Coordinator, and 
Associate Professor of Music at 
Youngstown State University (YSU) . He 
earned a doctorate at the University of 
Illinois: Urbana-Champaign, a masters 
degree at the Eastman School of Music, 
and a bachelors degree and a 
Performer's Certificate in Percussion at the 
State University of New York at Fredonia. 
Prior to his current position, Dr. Gage 
was the Director of Bands at Emporia 
State University (KS) and was the Director 

of Bands at Auburn High School in upstate New York. At YSU he 
conducts the Symphonic Wind Ensemble and teaches undergraduate 
and graduate conducting. 

Dr. Gage is currently serving in his ninth season as the music director 
and conductor of the Youngstown Symphony Youth Orchestra (YSYO) . 
He has numerous publications including articles in the Kansas Music 
Review Journal, in the Ohio Music Educators Journal, TRIAD, and in 
the Notional Bond Association (NBA) Journal and NBA Newsletter. 
He has been a member of the NBA School Reform Committee, the 
ABA Ostwald Selection Committee and is currently in his fourth year as 
the NBA North Central Division Chair. His many professional credits 
include serving as a guest conductor, clinician, and adjudicator for all 
state, sectional, regional, and district high school concert bands and 
orchestras across the United States and Canada. Gage also recently 
guest conducted the U.S. Army Band: Pershing's Own and the U.S. 
Army Field Band. 

Under his direction the YSU Symphonic Wind Ensemble (SWE) and the 
YSYO were guest performers at the 1998 and 2000 OMEA State 
Music Convention. In April of 2002 the SWE will appear as a feature 
ensemble at the Music Educators National Association (MENC) 
Biennial 2002 Convention in Nashville, Tennessee. The SWE also was 
a guest performer at the 1996 CBDNA Convention in Green Bay, 
Wisconsin . The SWE released its first produced compact disc, Lions, 
Jesters and Dragons, Oh My in the fall of 1998 and its second CD 
project, Star Wars and Other Scores was released in December 2000. 
A third CD will be recorded in the spring of 2002 for a November 
2002 release. Gage's groups have also performed at state music 
conventions in Kansas and New York. He serves on the Board of 
Advisors for the St. Patrick's Day Festival in Dublin, Ireland, and in May 
of 1999 he was selected as Distinguished Professor at YSU . Professor 
Gage's biography has been listed on two occasions in the Who's Who 
Among America's Teachers Journal. 



In add ition to his conducting career, Dr. Gage has performed with the 
Eri e Philharmonic (PA), the Champaign-Urbana Symphony Orchestra 
(IL) , the Youngstown Symphony Orchestra (OH), and the Jimmy 
Dorsey Jazz Orchestra; and he was a marimba concerto soloist with 
the Fredonia Symphony Orchestra . From l 987-89 he served as the 
President of the International Association of Jazz Educators--New York 
State Chapter. 

Dr. Gage's professional affil iations include a March 1999 induction 
into the prestigious American Bandmasters Asssociation (ABA). He is 
also a member of the CBDNA, NBA, OMENMENC, Kappa Kappa 
Psi, Kappa Delta Pi , Phi Beta Mu, and Phi Koppa Phi .

(b. 1957) 

A native of Canada, Gary Wright moved to the United States 
.. in 1985 after composing, performing, and teaching in Australia 

for twelve years. Upon receiving his Bachelor of Music degree 
in composition and trumpet from the University of Melbourne in 
1979, Mr. Wright spent two years studying in Sweden and 
Denmark. While completing his Master's degree in composition 
at Washington State University in 1986, he met Cleveland­
based composer Donald Erb and subsequently began doctoral 
studies in composition with him at the Cleveland Institute of 
Music. In 1989, Mr. Wright was appointed full-time 
conservatory faculty member at The Cleveland Institute of Music, 
where he taught theory courses and electronic music 
composition. He has lecture in computer music applications for 
Case Western Reserve University's Department of Music and was 
Director of its Center for Music and Technology. During 1987 
and 1988, Mr. Wright spent his summers teaching theory and 
composition at the National Music Camp in lnterlochen, 
Michigan. His music has been performed in Australia and in 
various states throughout the U.S. The Washington-Idaho 
Symphony Orchestra premiered his Concerto for Piccolo 
Trumpet and Orchestra in October 1990 with Gerald Webster 
as soloist. Gary Wright has received several honors and 
awards, including a grant from Meet the Composer and 
scholarships from the University of Melbourne, Washington State 
University and the Cleveland Institute of Music. He is an active 
member of ASCAP, the Computer Music Association and the 
Cleveland Composers Guild. 

The Nikalaska Express was written in memory of Allan Quinn, a 
friend and mentor of Mr. Wright. Using thick chordal structures, 



a haunting melody and brisk technique for both performers, this 
somewhat through composed sonata was first premiered in 
1993 at the Cleveland Institute of Music. 

Sergei Rachmaninov 

Vocalise Op. 34 No. 14 S. Rachmaninov 
(1873-1943) 

(arr. T. Smith) - One of the 
finest lyrical composres of the 
neo-Romantics, Rachmaninov 
came from a musical family 
where his grandfather had been 
a pupil of composer-pianist 
John Field (inventor of the 
nocturne). Rachmaninov went 
on to study at the Conservatoire 
in St. Petersburg. Several of his 

i ·· ·· · _,_ earliest compositions were to 
become his most popular: the Prelude in C Sharp Minor, his 
opera Aleko (1893), and the Piano Concerto No. 2 (1901). He 
was already famous at the age of 26 when he conducted a 
concert of his music in London. He became a conductor at the 
Bolshoi Opera in 1904. On a family estate at lvanovka, he 
composed the Piano Concerto No. 3 (1909), the gripping 
symphonic poem The Isle of the Dead, his choral symphony The 
Be/ls, and several other works. Leaving Russia after the October 
Revolution, he never returned, sailing for America in late 1918. 
As a concert pianist, he was much in demand, and recorded 
many of his own works. At Lake Lucerne, he wrote the Rhapsody 
on a Theme of Paganini (1934), Symphony No. 3 (1939), and 
Symphonic Dances (1940). His Vocalise Op. 34 No. 14 (1943), 
from Fourteen Songs, Op. 34, is a striking example of his 
melodious output as a composer, not to mention one of his 
most famous compositions. Originally written for solo soprano 
or tenor and orchestra, it has been transcribed for nearly every 
instrument. As performed tonight, it was re-transcribed by 
Salem, Oregon musician Timothy Smith for flugelhorn and 
piano. 



George Enescu 

Legend G. Enescu 
(1881-1955) 

Born as Liveni V,rnav (now 
George Enescu) on 19 Aug 
1881, Enescu died in Paris, on 
May 3 (4) in 1955. A Romanian 
composer and violinist, he 
studied at the Vienna 
Conservatory (1888-94) and at 
the Paris Conservatoire (1895-9). 
Paris remained the center of his 

. ., professional life, though he spent 
much time in Romania as a teacher and conductor. He is 
regarded as the greatest and most versatile Romanian musician 
and was widely admired as a violinist. Apart from the two Liszt­
like Rhapsodies roumains for orchestra (1901) his music has 
been neglected, perhaps partly because of the complexity and 
diversity of his stylistic allegiances: Romanian folk music is a 
recurrent influence, but so too are Wagner, Reger and early 
Schoenberg. His output includes the opera Oedipe (1936), five 
symphonies (1905, 1914, 1921, 1934, 1941) and much 
chamber music. The Legend for trumpet and piano has stepped 
forth as one of the most important works in the trumpet 
repertoire. Its melodicJet extremely versatile writing reminiscent 
of the earlier mentione Romanian folk tune or a gypsy-like style 
is prevalent throughout the piece.

His Concerto for Tenor Trombone and Orchestra was 
E_>remiered ~y William Zehfuss and the Charleston (SC) 
Symphony Orchestra, his concerto for brass quintet and 
orchestra, 11Shadowcatcher11 received its U.S. premiere by the 
American Brass Quintet with the West Virginia Symphony, and 
his "Concerto for Trumpet, Trombone and Orchestra" is oeing 
E_>remiered by the principal players of the Tucson Symphony. Mr. 
Ewazen has also oeen composer-in-residence at the University of 
Connecticut, as the Wind Ensemble1 under the direction of Jeff 
Renshaw has performed a number ot his recent works. 

The Trumpet Sonata contains three movements; Lento-Allegro 
molto, Allegretto, and Allegro con fuoco. The composition is 
written in a neo-romantic form with warm chords and beautiful 
melodies. It was commissioned by the International T rum~et 
Guild and premiered by trumpeter Chris Gekker at the 1995 
International Trumpet Guild Conference. .

Synopsis: A country estate outside Seville, late eighteenth century. 
While preparing for their wedding, the valet Figaro learns from the 
maid Susanna that their philandering employer, Count Almaviva, has 
designs on her. At this the servant vows to outwit his master. Before 
long the scheming Bartolo enters the servants' quarters with his 
housekeeper, Marcellina, who wants Figaro to marry her to cancel a 
debt he cannot pay. After Marcellina and Susanna trade insul~, the 
amorous page Cherubino arrives, reveling in his infatuation with all 
women. He hides when the Count shows up, furious because he 
caught Cherubino flirting with Barbarino, the gardener's daughter. The 
Count pursues Susanna but conceals himself when the gossiping 
music master Don Basilio approaches. The Count steps forward, 
however, when Basilio suggests that Cherubino has a crush on the 
Countess. Almaviva is enraged further when he discovers Cherubino 
in the room. Figaro returns with fellow servants who praise the 
Counfs progressive reform in abolishing the droit du seigneur - the 
right of a noble to take a manservanfs place on his wedding night. 
Almaviva assigns Cherubino to his regiment in Seville and leaves 
Figaro to cheer up the unhappy adolescent. In her boudoir, the 
Countess laments her husband's waning love but plots to chasten him, 
encouraged by Figaro and Susanna. They will send Cherubino, 
disguised as Susanna, to a romantic assignation with the Count. 

( 



Cherubino, smitten with the Countess, appears, and the two women 
begin to dress the page for his farcical rendezvous. While Susanna 
goes out to find a ribbon, the Count knocks at the door, furious to find 
it locked. Cherubino quickly hides in a closet, and the Countess 
admits her husband, who, when he hears a noise, is skeptical of her 
story that Susanna is inside the wardrobe. He takes his wife to fetch 
some tools with which to force the closet door. Meanwhile, Susanna, 
having observed everything from behind a screen, helps Cherubino 
out a window, then takes his place in the closet. Both Count and 
Countess are amazed to find her there. All seems well until the 
gardener, Antonio, stonns in with crushed geraniums from a flower 
bed below the window. Figaro, who has run in to announce that the 
wedding is ready, pretends it was he who jumped from the window, 
faking a sprained ankle. Marcellina, Bartolo and Basilio burst into the 
room waving a court · summons for Figaro, which delights the Count, 
as this gives him an excuse to delay the wedding. In an audience 
room wnere the wedding is to take place, Susanna leads the Count on 
with promises of a rendezvous in the garden. The nobleman, however, 
grows doubtful when he spies her conspiring with Figaro; he vows 
revenge. Marcellina is astonished but thrilled to discover that Figaro is 
in fact her long-lost natural son by Bartolo. Mother and son embrace, 
provoking Susanna's anger until she too learns the truth. Finding a 
guiet moment, the Countess recalls her past happiness, then joins 
Susanna in composing a letter that invites the Count to the garden 
that night. Later, during the marriage ceremony of Figaro and 
Susanna, the bride manages to slip the note, sealed with a hatpin, to 
the Count, who pricks nis finger, dropping the pin, which Figaro 
retrieves. In the moonlit garden, Barbarino, after unsuccessfully trying 
to find the lost hatpin, tells Figaro and Marcellina about the coming 
assignation between the Count and Susanna. Basilio counsels that it is 
wise to play the fool. Figaro inveighs against women and leaves, 
missing Susanna and the Countess, ready for their masquerade. 
Alone, Susanna rhapsodizes on her love for Figaro, but he, 
overhearing, thinks she means the Count. Susanna hides in time to 
see Cherubino woo the Countess - now disguised in Susanna's dress 
- until Almaviva chases him away_ and sends his wife, who he thinks 
is Susanna, to an arbor, to which he follows. By now Figaro 
understands the joke and, joining the fun, makes exaggerated love to 
Susanna in her Countess disguise. The Count returns, seeing, or so he 
thinks, Figaro with his wife. Outraged, he calls everyone to witness his 
judgment, but now the real Countess appears and reveals the ruse. 
Grasping the truth at last, the Count begs her pardon. All are 
reunited, and so ends this "mad day■ at the court of the Almavivas.

ALEXA STILL, Speclal Guest Artist, is known internationally 
for her many recordings on the Koch International Classics label. 
She has been described as: "impeccable in technique and taste, 
seductive in phrasing" (Stephensen Classical CD Guide). 
"whatever she plays sounds musical in every turn of the phrase" 
(Gramophone), "a stunning showcase for the astonishing Alexa 
Still" (Fanfare). A native of New Zealand, Alexa's first visit to the 
US was for graduate study at the State University of New York 
at Stony Brook studying with Samuel Baron and also 
independently with Thomas Nyfenger, gaining a Masters and 
Doctorate degrees and numerous competition successes. Alexa 
then won Principal Flute of the New Zealand Symphony 
Orchestra at the age of 23, and returned home for 11 years.

Antonio Vivaldi 
(1678-1741) 

The famed baroque composer Antonio Vivaldi was born 
in Venice, Italy on March 4'h, 1678. Ordained a priest in 
1703, within a year Vivaldi took a position at the Ospedale 
Della Pieta. This institution was a school for young girls, and 
had a formidable musical reputation, of which, Vivaldi was a 
large part. A prolific composer, Vivaldi wrote over 500 
concertos, of which, most are believed to have been pieces for 
his students at the Ospedale. Along with his many concertos, 
Vivaldi is also known for his works written for theatre and church, 
and his later involvement in opera. Besides the Ospedale, he 
also held positions with the Teatro Sant Angelo, an opera 
theatre, and was the Chamber Capellmeister at the court of 
Landgrove Philips van Hessen-Darmstadt. Vivaldi had much 
success not only in Italy, but also throughout Europe as 
evidenced by his many commissions from European Royalty. 
Finally, late in his musical career, Vivaldi was nominated 
"Maestro di Concerts" by the Ospedale. Antonio Vivaldi died 
shortly after moving to Vienna in 1 7 41 . 

Concerto for Piccolo & Orchestra, Op. 50

Lowell Liebermann 
(b. 1961) 

The American composer Lowell Liebermann was born in 
New York City on February 22, 1961 . Beginning musical 
studies at the age of 8, Liebermann began his compositional 
career at the age of 14, and made his performing debut at 
Carnegie Hall in New York, performing his own Piano Sonata 
Op. 1, at the age of 16. A composer, conductor, and pianist, 
Liebermann was formally educated at the Julliard School of 
Music, receiving bachelor, masters, and doctoral degrees in

music. Mr. Liebermann is currently in the long-time position of 
composer in residence with the Dallas Symphony Orchestra, and 
has also held the same position with Sapporo's Pacific Festival 
(2001), and the Saratoga Performing Arts Center (2000). 
$panning almost every musical genre, Liebermann's 
compositions have been performed by countless orchestras 
including recent premieres by the Dallas Symphony, the 
Philadelphia Orchestra, the Indianapolis Symphony, the Tokyo 
NHK Symphony, and the New York Philharmonic. In addition, 
Liebermann was nominated for a Grammy award in 1998 for 
best contemporary classical composition. 

The Concerto for Piccolo and Orchestra Op. 50 was 
commissioned by the National Flute Association and written in 
1996. The first performance of the piece was August 18th

, 

1996, and was performed by the New Jersey Symphony with 
solo piccoloist, Jan Gippo, to whom it is dedicated. 

Forowen II for C Flute and Tuba 
Forowen Ill for Piccolo and Tuba 

Glenn Smith 

The prolific composer, Glenn Smith has over 400 choral, 
chamber, and orchestral works to his credit, as well as jazz and 
electronic compositions, many of which have been performed 
extensively. Mr. Smith received a doctoral degree with 
distinction from ln~iana University and has taught at George 
Mason University in Fairfax Virginia holding the position of 
professor of composition and music theory. 

The 'Forowen' song cycle contains 3 pieces, the first 
being for alto flute and tuba, the second for C flute and tuba, 
and the last for piccolo and tuba. Forowen 1 was named after 
Owen Metcalf, a tuba player and friend of the composer and 
also John ·and Lori Turk, to whom Forowen 2 and 3 are 
dedicated. Turk is currently the professor of tuba at the Dana 
School of Music at Youngstown State University. 

Glenn Smith wrote, "The real reason for the Forowen 
series was to explore the relationship between the two seemingly 
diverse instruments and to show the tuba to be as agile and 
melodic as the flute. If one wanted to really wax philosophic, 
one could talk about the yin and yang and/or cosmic polarities 



of it all, but my principal motivation lies closer to the fact that I 
like the way they sound together (ultimately the only reason why 
any composer should write for any two instruments.)"

Francis Poulenc 
(l 899-1963) 

The French composer/pianist Francis Poulenc was born 
in Paris on January 7, 1899. Although primarily a self-taught 
musician, Poulenc was formally trained in music at the Paris 
Conservatory, in 1921, under the tutelage of Charles Koechlin. 
Poulenc was a member of 'Les Six', an informal confederation of 
six French contemporary composers. The other members of this 
confederation were Durey, Tailleferte, Auric, Honegger, and 
Milhaud. A composer of concerti, chamber music, sonatas, 
operas, and a few orchestral works and ballets, Poulenc's 
overall style is of the conservative, neo-classical style. His music 
emphasizes melody and a return to tonality. In the l 930's after 
the death of a close friend, his musical output became mostly 
religious in nature. The Flute Sonate was written between 1956 
and 1957, and is dedicated to Arthur Honneger. The piece 
follows the form of Poulenc's early chamber works in a three 
movement fast-slow-fast form. 

Aubade for solo flute Libby Larsen 
(b.1950) 

Libby Larson was born on December 24, 1950 in 
Wilmington, Delaware. A prolific composer, she has over 200 
works to her credit spanning almost every genre. Sought after 
for commissions and premieres, Ms. Larson was the Grammy 
Award winning producer of the CD, The Art of Arleen Auger, 
which includes Larson's own Sonnets from the Portuguese. 



Holding bachelor, masters, and doctoral degrees from the 
University of Minnesota, she co-founded the Minnesota 
Composers Forum in 1973, now the American Composers 
Forum, and was also the first woman ever to serve as resident 
composer with a major orchestra . Ms. Larson has held 
residencies with the California Institute of the Arts, the Arnold 
Schoenberg Institute, the Philadelphia School of the Arts, the 
Cincinnati Conservatory, the Minnesota Orchestra, the Charlotte 
Symphony, and the Colorado Symphony. 

Aubade for Solo Flute was commissioned in 1982 by the 
Composers Commissioning Program of the Minnesota 
Composers Forum. Libby Larson wrote, "AUBADE is a word 
drawn from several sources: Auba (dawn), Alborada (Spanish), 
Albus (white) . The word means morning music, as opposed to 
the serenade, or evening music. It is a song, or a poem to greet 
the dawn and usually denotes music of a quiet, idyllic nature. It 
is also seen as a morning love song, or song or poem of parting 
lovers at dawn. In the 1 Th century nobleman held gatherings, 
feasts in the morning for which aubades were composed. They 
were played in the open air just as the sun began to break the 
horizon.' 

Carmen Fantasia Francois Borne 
(1862-1929) 

Carmen Fantaisie for flute and piano was composed in 
1900 by a little known French composer named Francois Borne. 
His only substantial work, the Carmen Fantaisie is based on the 
melodies from Georges Bizet's opera Carmen in theme and 
variation form. The opera was based on a book by Prosper 
Merinee, anq is set in exotic Spain, but within the French opera 
tradition. The plot behind this loved work follows the life and 
times of a gypsy, Carmen, and those around her: soldiers, fellow 
gypsies, smugglers, and bullfighters. Bizet's compositional 
originality has kept the opera in favor with audiences for well 
over a century. Two major motivic themes, the Habanera, and 
the Toreador Song, are two of the melodies expounded upon in 
Berne's Carmen Fantaisie. The opera's popularity is due in 
large part to the comic as well as sentimental nature of the plot, 
the realism of the risque morality, the exoticism of Spanish 
settings, and the daring lyrical composition itself.

Canzona (1951) 

Joseph Gervase, Conductor 

Peter Mennin 
(1923-1983) 

Commissioned by Edwin Franko Goldman and the League of 
Composers in 1950, Canzona was Peter Mennin's first and on!Y composition 
for band. The late-renaissance canzoni tradition of Giovanni Gabrieli is 
where the origin of the title Canzona is based. Mennin uses the sectional 
and antiphonal nature of the canzoni and combines it with 20th century 
compositional techniques. He alternates blocks of woodwind and brass 
sonorities while applying 20th-century concepts of harmony, polyphony, and 
rhythm. The idea of renaissance polyphony is also evident with the canonic 
structure of many sections of this composition. Although Canzona was 
Mennin's only composition for band, it will continue to remain a monumental 
work in the repertoire. 

lrlsh Tune from County Derry (ca. 1909) 
Percy Grainger 

(1882-1961) 
This composition originates from the famous Irish folk song NO 

Danny Boy", first published in Ireland in 1885. Grainger wrote four settings 
of this song, all for differing instrumentation and all between the years 1902 
and 1918. The title page bears the inscription, "Lovingly and reverently 
dedicated to the memory of Edvard Grieg". This is understandable because 
Grieg had died a few years earlier and was a friend of Grain9er's. The 
composition is only 64 measures in length and entirely in the key of F, but it 
features characteristic Grainger contrapuntal treatment. The melodic material 
is often "buried" within the texture, a technique reminiscent of Grieg's late 
Romantic period style.

Each of the six movements of the Divertimento covers completely 
different moods and styles. The work has a beautiful balance from the 
agitated woodwind figures and aggressive brass polychords in the first and 
last movements to the delicate and lyrical inner movements. This 
compendium of styles is rare for a single work. It has been said that 
Persichetti's use of instruments makes the reeds the movers, the brass the 
pointers, and the percussion the connectors and high-lighters. The Prologue 
is driving and electric, while the Song demonstrates Persichetti's lyricism as he 
weaves two simple and attractive melodies together. The music does Dance 
in the third movement as it is tossed about by the woodwinds around a 
trumpet solo passage. The "pesante" opening of the Burlesque suddenly 
changes to "brightly'' with no change in the tempo, but o complete change in 
the texture. The beauty of the Soliloquy belongs to the solo cornet. The 
percussion entrance of the March returns the pace to that of the original 
opening as the brass and woodwind choirs work over the punctuation and 
timbre of the percussion section.

Jacob composed William Byrd Suite, one of his best-known works, in 
1924. This delightful work is actually an arrangement of keyboard music 
written by William Byrd. It is comprised of six pieces from the Fitzwilliam 
Virginal Book1 selected from the seventy pieces in the book because they 
seemed best tor performance by a British military band. We will be 
performing three movements from the suite this evening. 



Byrd was on English Composer who lived from 1543 to 1623. One 
of Britain's greatest composers, Byrd is best known for his superb polyphonic 
settings of sacred texts. He composed both Catholic and Anglican church 
music, including anthems, motets, and Moss Propers; madrigals; solo songs; 
and chamber music. 

Gordon Percival Septimus Jacob studied at the Royal College of 
Music. In 1926 he joined the Royal College of Music and taught there for 40 
years. He was one of the foremost producers of literature for concert bond, 
some of his major works for bond being An Original Suite for Military Band, 
Music for a Festival, William Byrd Suite, and The Batte/I.

Norfolk is one of the most beautiful countries in England, famous for 
its charming villages and boundless broods, a popular center for soiling 
holidays. It is also the home of the best known of all British composers, Sir 
Malcolm Arnold. The dote of the premiere of this piece was to foll close to his 
80th birthday, so Philip SF.rke decided to write something of a birthday 
tribute. Some of Arnold s best-loved orchestral works ore his sets of dances: 
there ore two sets of English Donces,·Four Scottish Dances, Four Cornish 
Dances etc., most of which hove been arranged for concert band at one time 
or another. Philip Sporke thought it would be appropriate for the concert 
band to have its own set of dances and wrote this collection very much in the 
style of Arnold's suites. 



If Thou -Be Near J.S. Bach 
1685-1750 

Arr. Al 'Corky" Fabrizio 
The name J.S. Boch is almost synonymous in modem day with 

mastery of baroque music composition. He is universally recognized as one 
of three giants of the art form (along with Mozart and Beethoven) . 
Additionally, he was master of the church organ, harpsichord, and on 
accomplished violinist. Although quite multitolented, musical composition 
was the driving force of his life. Ironically, he achieved virtually no success or 
professional recognition as a composer in his own lifetime. Of the nearly one 
thousand musical compositions currently listed in the Boch musical catalog 
(BWV), only a dozen of these were published in his lifetime. Furthermore, 
some of those were printed at Bach's own expense. Little has been written 
about his chorale, "ff Thou Be Near," but what has been written is unanimous 
in praise of its hauntingly beautiful melody, made grippingly memorable by 
the poem's directly spoken words.

The Revelli Foundation commissioned this work in 1999 for the 
Poynter Project. In composing Vesuvlus1 Ticheli "started with the main theme, 
which was left over from an earlier work, Radiant Voices, and sot around for 
years until I found the right place for it. It suggested the image of a 
bacchanal in ancient Rome." This wild, uninhibited form of dance could hove 
represented a last celebration during the final doomed days of Pompeii when 
Mount Vesuvius, in AD. 79, erupted with such force and fury that it 
completely engulfed the city.

Although Sousa is remembered primarily for his marches, he wrote a 
considerable amount of music of other types, including several operettas. 
One of these, titled The Free Lance, concerned a gathered who left his goats, 
hired himself out as a (free lance) mercenary leader of two rival armies, 
maneuvered his troops so that neither side could win, and declared himself 
emperor of both countries. In 1906 Sousa pieced several of the operetta 
tunes together in composing this march.

A toccata is a rhapsodic form of instrumental music. Originally 
written for the organ, it was essentially a solo piece which was 
improvised. The name "toccata" indicates that it was conceived as a 
"touch piece11 characterized by rhapsodic sections with sustained 
chords, scle passages, and broken figuration. The present toccata 
consists of three sections with tempos of slow, fast, and slow. The 
rhapsodic beginning and closing sections enclose a quick middle 
section, featuring_ French horns, based on a development of a tuneful 
fanfare motive. The subject is treated antiphonally and is varied 
continually through the addition of new counter-subjects and 
accompaniments. The movement concludes with a short, fast coda.

The composer describes 
these three movements as 11cowboy-like,U 11a love song,U and a 
11hoe-down. 11 The imP.etus for this work was both the composers 
interest in folk songs from different countries, as well as his 
belief that more foJk suites needed to be written for young band. 
KoP.etz1s setting of these folk melodies suits the appropriate level 
of c:Jifficulty for young bands and is both interesting and 
enjoyable.

Three of 
the dances, (Basse Danse, Pavone, and Allemande) ore meant to 
emulate the music of Claude Gervaise by drawing on the style of his 
music as well as the characteristics of other compositions from that 
period. 

Dana Chamber Winds 
Seranad• In Eb, Op.7 Richard Strauss 

(1864-1949) 

This piece was composed around the time Strauss entered the 
University of Munich, though the exact date is uncertain. Featuring 
jaunty themes and a relatively simple form, it was the first Strauss 
piece mature enough to withstand regular performance. The work 
quickly caught the attention of the prominent conductor Hans von 
Bulow, who had previously dismissed Strauss' abilities. Bulow not only 
performed the work, but encouraged the young composer in his 
efforts, launching him on a career that would carry the flag of 19th­
Century Romanticism throughout the first half of the Twentieth 
Century.

After a brief transition, a soft, quiet lullaby, "Bissam, 
Bissam Baadne11

, appears, first as a cornet solo and later taken by the 
horns. Next we hear a portion of an old song from Trondheim, freely 
translated "The Lay-man and His Mare". Following this melody is 11Eg 
Beisla Min Stybel-Bakvend Sadf', a sort of "Upside-down" Song, which 
Edvard Grieg utilized (as well as several others of these tunes). The 
piece closes the Rhapsody with free development of portions of the 
two Hailling tunes. _

The Washington Post March John Philip Sousa 
(1854-1932) 

Composed in 1889, this march was written for the newspaper of the 
same name to help promote an essay contest sponsored by the paper. 
The 6/8 march happened to be appropriate for a new dance called 
the two-step and soon became the most popular hit tune in both 
America and Europe. Of the 136 marches which Sousa wrote, The 
Washington Post and The Stars and Stripes Forever March have been 
the most widely known. .

Program lfotes and Text Translation 

Mass In G Ma/or: Schubert composed six Masses for choir 
and orchestra between 1814 and 1826. The first four Masses {in F, 
G, Bb, and C), written during the years 1815 and 1816, are concise 
and relativelY. straightforward. In contrast to these early works, his last 
two Masses (in Ab & Eb) exemplify Schubert's late style, which attains 
"the supreme artistic height," treading new paths, above all in the 
employment of his harmonic resources and symphonic nature. 

When composing his settings of the Mass Schubert had the 
habit, from the outset, of omitting certain central words of the 
Christian doctrine, sometimes belief in the Resurrection and as a rule 
the words "credo in unam sanctam catholicam et apostolicam 
ecclesiam. 11 Instead he directed his attention, especially in the last 
two, highly personal Masses, to the suffering Christ and hence to the 
troubled destiny of every human being. 

Mass in G Major is the second one and was written in 1 815 
between March 2 and 7. In the years 1814-1815, inspired above all 
by the poetry of Goethe, Schubert turned with unrrecedented intensity 
to the lyrical song, which he raised to a new leve of its development. 
It should thus come with no surprise that a strong inclination toward 
lyrical composition also makes itself felt in the Mass, for example in 
the introductory Kyrie with its gen~y flowing melody. The first two 
movements, Kyrie and Gloria, are in a ternary form, featuring the solo 
voices in the middle section. The Benedidus movement, which is set 
up in the fonn of a three-voice canon, stands at an unusual place in 
the song-like Mass. However, the canon structure is scarcely apparent 
to the listener, and the impression of free lyrical flow remains 
dominant.

Sound the Trumpet: Henry Purcell was closely associated with 
British royalty from his early youth until his death. As Composer-in­
Ordinary, one of Purcell's special duties was to write ceremonial odes 
of one sort or another for members of the roY.al family or for some 
special occasion. Between 1680 and 1695 (the year of death) he 
composed more than two dozen of these Birthday Odes, Welcome 
Songs, Odes for St. Cecilia's Day, etc. Of special interest is the series 
of six Birthday Odes for Queen Mary, one for each year from 1689-
1694, of which Come Ye Sons of Art is the last and the finest. Sound 
the Trumpet (originally duet for two altos) is the third movement of 
Come Ye Sons of Art. Purcell often gets hold of a word, enjoys its 
rhythm, and repeats it over and over again, adding new life to it and 
making it sound more and more important at each repetition. In 
Sound the Trumpet he seems to take a special delight in expressing 
those words "all," "sound," and "sprightly." 



Hotaru Kol (Come, Firefly): This Japanese children's song is set 
for three-voice women's choir in a canonic style. The repetition of the 
word "ho" wonderfully captures the effect of the blinking light of a 
firefly. We will sing this composition in Japanese.

The Boatmen's Dance, Long Time Ago and Ching-a-ring 
Chaw: Copland set two collections of Old American Songs for voice 
and piano. The Boatman's Dance and Long Time Ago are included in 
the first set (1950); Ching-a-ring Chaw appears in the second set 
(1952) . Both sets were later arranged for choirs of various voicings by 
Irving Fine (the first set in 1952 and the second set in 1955). The 
Boatman's Dance was originally written for a minstrel show by D. 
Emmit in 1843. The tune of Long Time Ago was written by C. E. Horn 
in 1837; the song was known as On the Lake Where Drooped the 
Willow, using the incipit of the lyric. Copland uses American rhythms 
and tunes to capture the flavor of the early life of this nation. His 
adaptation of Ching-a-ring Chaw, another minstrel song, captures the 
youthful spirit of our young nation. The opening words "ching-a-ring­
a ring ching ching" describe the sound of banjos played by minstrels 
without meaning. 



Slcut Cervus: Palestrina composed about 700 works, including 94 
secular madrigals, l 04 Masses, magnificats, lamentations, litanies, 
psalms, cycles of hymns and offertories for the entire liturgical year, 
and motets. Among them Palestrina's motets constitute the single 
largest chunk of his output. The majority of his motets are written for 
four voices (138) or five voices (124). "His motets display in full 
perfection that equilibrium in every phase of composition that is the 
hallmark of Palestrina's art. Throughout a given motet each voice 
formulates successive melodic segments containing normally complete 
phrases of text in correct declamation, shaped with maximum care to 
create well-balanced melodic motion even in inner voices" (from The 
New Grove Didiona,y) . Sicut Ce,vus is one of his most outstanding 
motets. It was written for four voices in 1581. The Latin text is taken 
from Psalm 42: "As the deer longs for flowing waters, so longs my soul 
for you, 0 God." 

Sing Jo-yfully: The works of William Byrd include English polyphonic 
songs, keyboard pieces, and music for the Anglican Church; 
undoubtedly his best vocal compositions are his Latin Masses and 
motets. Although Byrd poured his final efforts as a composer of 
Catholic sacred music into the two-volume Gradua/io, a giant cycle of 
l 09 Mass Propers for major feasts of the liturgical year, his music for 
the Anglican church is no less important. Sing Joyfully (1641) is one 
of Byrd's most accomplished full anthems. This is set to an English 
translation of the familiar Latin text of Psalm 81: 1-4, better known as 
Exultate Deo. Byrd presents the well-balanced imitative counterpoint 
into six-part texture (ssaatb) and at times uses the effect of two 
antiphonal choirs. Word-painting, notably at "blow the trumpet in the 
new moon," vividly brings the familiar Psalm text to life. 

Laudat• Jehovam, omnes gentes(Psalm 17): Telemann was 
one of the most prolific composers of all times. He wrote in all 
forms--cantatas, passions, oratorios, operas, chamber music, and 
instrumental music of all types. During his lifetime he was known 
throughout Europe as the leading German composer. His fluent 



command of melody and 
uncomplicated textures show him as on important link between the 
late Baroque and the new Classical style. Psalm 11 7 was composed 
in 1758 during Telemann's lost creative period. In it he consciously 
strived for a simpler technique, which, although written in a Baroque 
idiom, already presents the style of classical period. It is scored for 
two violi_ns, violoncell.o, organ and mixed choir.

Die Wollust In den Malen: Brohms's early and extremely 
successful involvement with choral music come initially from his first 
permanent engagement at the Princely Court Detmold, where he 
directed the Court Choir from September to December in the years 
1857 to 1859. Between 1854 and 1973 Brahms arranged 26 
Germon folk songs, all of which ore scored for SATB a cappello 
chorus and bound in two books. The ultimate excellence of Brahms's 
choral music lies in his use of contrapuntal structure, exemplified in 
such works as Germon Requiem and many motets. And yet Brahms 
presents the simplest expression of sheer joy of singing in his folk song 
arrangements which use straightforward harmonization of folk 
melodies. Die Wollust appears in the second book. It consists of 
three verses.

The voluptuousness of May has come with joy in time, 
With diverse and varied flowers each after its own kind;

Der Abend: In addition to large-scale choral works with orchestral 
accompaniment and a cappella choral works such as folk song 
arrangements and motets, Brahms also composed vocal quartets 
which are usually scored for SATB and piano accompaniment in either 
two hands or four hands. Der Abend, Op. 64, no. 2 (1874) is scored 
for SATB and two-hand piano accompaniment. Brahms captures the 
beauty and visual effect of the poem by Friedrich von Schiller vividly, 
not only through the expressive melody and harmony but also through 
the figurations and articulations of the accompaniment; i.e. in every 
measure of the opening section, the motion of "senke/drop down" is 
supported by the descent of left hand.

Drop down, radiant god, the meadows thirst for refreshing dew, 
Mankind grows listless, feebly pull the horses, the carriage stops.

Epitaph for Moonlight: Murray Schafer is the winner of the 
prestigious Glen Gould prize for Outstanding Contribution to Music 
and winner of two Juno Awards for Canadian Composer of the Year 
and composer of Five String Quartets, voted Best Classical Recording 
of 1991. This composition was composed in 1968 in Vancouver. In 
this composition Schafer uses new words that were invented to express 
in sound the concept of moonlight. The text consists of some of these 
words: nu-yu-yul, noorwahm, maunklinde, malooma, lunious, 
sloofulp, shiverglowa, shalowa, sheelesk, shimonoell, etc. Those 
words were invented by students of a seventh-grade class in an 
assignment of finding suitable synonyms for the word "moonlight." 



Geographical Fugue: Ernst T och is a masterful and original 
classical composer as well as a renowned composer of film scores. 
Geographical Fugue is the last movement of a suite Gesprochene 
Music (Spoken Music), which, from different angles, tries to produce 
musical effects through speech. The suite was performed and 
recorded at the Berlin Festival of Contemporary music in 1930. This 
four-voice fugue incorporates an interesting combination of texts as 
follows :

Turot eszlk a clgany (Gypsy Eats Cheese): Zoltan Kodaly, 
Hungarian composer, made vast contributions to choral music by 
collecting and arranging folk songs, developing an educational 
method for children, composing numerous original works for every 
conceivable vocal ensemble. Turot eszik a cigony was originally 
scored for boys' choir in 1925, after the success of Psa/mus 
hungaricus. While preparing Psa/mus hungaricus for performance, the 
chorus proved so inadequate that Kodaly added a boys' choir to 
double the treble parts. He was so pleased with the sound of the boys 
that he immediately made two SSM folk song arrangements, 
including Turot eszik a cigany. 

Translation: 

The Gypsy eats cheese, duba . 
He argues in the street, leba . 
He even tells me he'll slap me, duba.

Ngana: Stephen Leek is one of the contemporary leading 
composers in Australia. Ngana is the fifth and last movement of 
Songs of Passage, each of whose titles is taken from a place in 
Australia. The indigenous words also have specific meanings in the 
Aboriginal language. Ngana strikingly captures the driving energies, 
rhythms and vivid colors of the island seascape that is to be founcl 
around the northeastern tip of Australia. Constructed of simple 
canonic figurations and ostinatos, Ngana is made up of several words 
that each represent elements of the sea and celebration. "Ngana" is 
the place of the sharks, "yah" is a traditional place and word of 
welcome, "lino" is the place of the translucent blue waters around the 
reef, and "mangana" is the place of many fish. 

Anvil Chorus, from II Trovatore (The Troubador): II Trovatore is a 
typical Italian opera with its famous melodies, big arias, rousing 
choruses and elaborate tragic plot. Written within months of Rigoletto 
and La traviata, Verdi's II trovatore represents a genius in his f inest 
hour, producing brilliant masterpieces that have captivated audiences 
for 150 years. Two archenemies, not knowing they are brothers, vie 
for the love of Leonora. Incident builds upon incident, propelling the 
plot to its fatal end, when a mysterious woman finally wreaks her 
revenge. Anvil Chorus, a chorus of Gipsies, opens Act II in the scene 
described as "a ruined habitation at the foot of a mountain in Biscay; 
within, through a wide opening a fire is seen; day is dawning. The 
Gipsy band is scattered about the stage."

This Little Light of Mine: Paul J. Christiansen conducted the 
Concordia Choir at Concordia College, Moorhead, MN, for 49 
years, building a reputation of excellence as a choral music educator 
and composer. Christiansen said, "I'm so anxious for a beautiful tone 
that has been my ideal for the choir - to maintain that level of sound 
that a major symphony gets." k; a composer, he arranged hundreds 
of pieces and wrote uncounted compositions throughout his career. 
His arrangement of the spiritual This Little Light of Mine transmits the 
deepest spiritual inspiration of the faithful words: "This little light of 
mine, I'm going to let it shine. Everywhere I go, I'm going to let it 
shine. All thru the night, I'm going to let shine, let it shine, let shine." 

Polly-Wolly-Doodle: Born in South Coffeyville, Oklahoma, Gail 
Kubik (1914-1984) studied at the Eastman School of Music, the 
American Conservatory in Chicago, and Harvard University. He won 
the Pulitzer Prize for Musicians in 1952 for Symphony Concertante. 
During his lifetime, Kubik wrote numerous film scores. This 
composition is one of his delightful folk song arrangements. The 
bouncing rhythm and folk style soli trio with nasal tone capture the 
mood of the joyful text very well: "Oh, I went down South for to see 
my sci, sing polly-wolly-doodle all the day; my Sally am a spunky gal, 
sing polly-wolly-doodle all the day .... "

Commando March Samuel Barber 
(1910-81) 

In a wartime spirit, Barber completed his first band work. the 
Commando March, in 194 3. The march reflects some of the basic style 
of Barber, but these characteristics are less obvious when placed 
within the framework of the stirring medium that is suggested in the 
title. Written in quadruple meter, the composition utilizes constant 
contrast of dotted and triplet rhythms, and centers around a tune that 
appears in a different instrumental dressing four times in the course of 
the work. 

On A Hymnsong of Philip Bliss David Holsinger 
(b. 1945) 

On a Hymnsong of Philip Bliss is a radical departure of style for this 
composer. The frantic tempos. the ebullient rhythms we associate 
with Holsinger are replaced with a restful, gentle, and reflective 
composition based on the 187 6 Philip Bliss- Horatio Spafford hymn. 'It 
is Well with my Soul.· 

Toccata Marzlale Ralph Vaughn Williams 
( 1872-1958) 

Varden E. Armstrong, conductor 

English composer Ralph Vaughan Williams is most noted for his 
compositions for orchestra, theater, and chamber groups, but his 
works for band, like the Folk Song Suite and Toccata Marziale /both 
published in 1924), demonstrate his unrivalled skill in scoring· for this 
medium. Together with the two Holst suites for band, this music forms 
a set which has become a traditional cornerstone of concert band 
literature. Composed for the Commemoration of the British Empire 
Exhibition of 1924, the work is first-rate by any measurement. Its 
contrapuntal texture is determined by the juxtaposition of brass and 
woodwind tonal masses, and occasional lyric entrances soon give way 
to the primary brilliance of the basic theme. Skillfully woven together 
into a unified whole, even though complex in_ rhythmic and harmonic 
content, the piece exploits the fundamental properties of the band's 
sonority, its virtuosity color, and places emphasis upon fine gradations 
between long and short, forte and piano. 



March from Symphonic Metamorphosis Paul Hindemith 
{ 1895-1963) 

arr. Wilson 

Hindemith wrote this work in 1943, during his tenure as a professor at 
the Yale School of Music. He felt strongly that the "Metamorphosis" 
should be available in a band version and asked his colleague Keith 
Wilson to do the transcription. This march is the fourth and final 
movement of the work and it reveals Hindemith's knowledge of wind 
combinations and timbral contrasts. 

DANA CHAMBER WINDS 

Rhapsody In Blue 

Caroline Oltmanns, piano 

George Gershwin 
{ 1898-1937) 

arr. Hunsberger 

Gershwin began work on Rhapsody in Blue on Monday, January 7, 
1924. Though a gifted melodist he was ill-equipped to score the 
accompaniment. To assist him, he hired Ferde Grafe, who completed 
the orchestral score on February 4. The first performance was given 
on February 12 as part of the "What is American Music" concert held 
in New York City. IQ 1926, Grafe scored Rhapsoqy in Blue for concert 
band. Because of problems with his original scoring, Donald 
Hunsberger arranged the piece in 1998 for wind ensemble. The 
present edition preserves characteristic timbres and transparent 
qualities of the orchestral setting while texturally capturing - despite the 
absence of strings - its innate vertical densities.

"They are based on original melodies, but one, the melody of 
which was composed by Robert Burns.· The composition utilizes a 
number of rhythms, motives. and harmonies frequently associated 
with Scottish folk music. Originally for orchestra. the work was 
transcribed for wind band in 1978 by John P. Paynter. 

Fantasle BrHHante sur carmen Francois Borne 
( 1840-1920) 
arr. Fabrizio 

Emily Voye, piccolo, 2003 SWE Concerto Winner 

Berne's exciting and challengin~ solo piece for flute or piccolo is based 
upon the music of George Bizet s classic Carmen. In a theme and · 
variations format. Borne has provided a wonderful vehicle for the 
soloist to recreate the stirring melodies of this opera. 

Fllght of the Bumblebee Nicolai Rimsky-Korsakov 
( 1844-1908) 

arr. lassilli 
Rimsky-Korsakov's music, for the most part is joyous and gay. Unlike of 
Tchaikovsky and Mussorgsky. it reveals the bright side of Russian life. 
being based almost entirely on national, historical, or legendary 
subjects. His art is said to be rooted in the Russian soil. Flight of the 
Bumblebee is an exciting and popular work and has an almost iconic 
place in the repertoire. 

Music for Prague, 1968

Karel Husa 
(b. 1921) 

A monumental work for our time: Karel Husa·s Music for Prague 1968 
was commissioned by the Ithaca College Concert Band and 
composed during the summer and fall of 1968 for the capital city of 
Czechoslovakia. The work was premiered by the commissioning 
ensemble in Washington, D.C. on January 31, 1969, Dr. Kenneth 
Snapp conducting, in a concert for the Music Educators National 
Conference. 



Three main ideas bind the composition together. The first and most 
important is an old Hussite war song from the I 5th century,. 'Ye 
Warriors of God and His Law,· a symbol of resistance and hope for 
hundreds of years, whenever fate lay heavy on the Czech nation. It 
has been utilized also by many Czech composers, including Smetana 
in My Country. The beginning of this religious song is announced very 
solftly in the first movement by the timpani and concludes in a strong 
unison /Chorale) . The song is never used in its entirety. 

The second idea is the sound of bells throughout; Prague, named also 
the City of 'Hundreds of Towers,· has used ,ts magnificently sounding 
church bells as calls of distress as well as of victory. 

The last idea is a motif of three chords first appearing very softly under 
the piccolo solo at the beginning of the piece, in flutes, clarinets, and 
horns. Later it reappears at extremely strong dynamic levels, for 
example, in the middle of the Aria. 

Different techniques of composing as well as orchestrating have been 
used in Music for Prague 1968 and some new sounds explored, such 
as the percussion section for the Interlude, the ending of the work, etc. 
Much symbolism also appears: in addition to the distress calls in the 
first movement /Fanfares), the unbroken hope of the Hussite song, 
sound of bells, or the tragedy /Aria), there is also the bird call at the 
beginning /piccolo solo), symbol of the liberty which the City of 
Prague has seen only for moments during its thousand years of 
existence. 

COMBINED SVHS & YSU WIND ENSEMBLES 
Komm, Susser Tod J.S. Bach 

I 1685-1750) 
arr. Reed 

Come, Sweet Death ('Komm', Susser Tod) is one of a group of 69 so­
called 'Sacred Songs and Airs' attributed to J.S. Bach, each of which 
exists only in the form of a single melodic line with figured bass. For all 
of its apparent simplicity of musical construction /a small, two-part song 
form, played through twice), this music is deeply moving and of great 
expressiveness, culminating in an exalted singing line that perhaps 
signified for the deeply religious Bach the wining embrace of death as 
the final glory. In the present realization for winds from the original 
figured bass, Bach's harmonic intentions have been faithfully adhered 
to throughout and except for specific choices of voicings and 
instrumental colors, very little has been added to the most lyrically 
expressive of all Bach's many creations. 



Stars and Stripes Forever March J.P. Sousa 
11854-1932) 

Sousa stated, 'Aboard the Teutonic. as it steamed out of the harbor on 
my return from Europe in 1896, came one of the most vivid incidents 
of my career. As I paced the deck, absorbed in thought, suddenly I 
began to sense the rhythmic beat of a band playing within my brain. 
It kept on ceaselessly, playing, playing, playing. Throughout the whole 
tense voyage, that imaginary band continued to unfold the same 
themes, echoing and reechoing the most distinct melody. I did not 
transfer a note of that music to paper while I was on the steamer, but 
when we reached the shore, I set down measures that my brain-band 
had been playing for me, and not a note of it has ever changed. The 
composition is known the world over as 'The Stars and Stripes Forever· 
and is probably my most popular march.·

Overture from Nabucco Giuseppe Verd i 
I I 8 13-1 90 I) 

Nearly forty years after Giuseppe Verdi / 181 3-
190 I) wrote the opera Nabucco /premiered in 
1842 at La Scala), he remembered it this 
way: · · With this opera it is fair to say that my 
artistic career began. And despite the difficulties I 
had to contend with, Nabucco was born under a 
lucky star". The overture is based on themes from 
the opera, and opera lore portends that Verdi 
wrote it in a cafe during one of the rehearsals. 
The love story is taken from the Old Testament 
and is set in Jerusalem and Babylon in 586 B.C. 

Nabucco /or Nebuchadnezzar) is the King of Babylon, and his 
Assyrians are at war with the Hebrews, Levites, and Hebrew Virgins. 
The King's daughter, Fenena, is currently prisoner in Jerusalem, and is 
in love with Ismael, the son of Zedekia, King of Jerusalem. Love 
triangles, intrigue, near executions, and disguises ensue. One of the 
themes in the overture comes from the famous chorus in Scene 2 of 
Part 3, · ' Va, pensiero, sull ali decorate" where the Hebrew slaves 
bemoan · · Go my thought on golden wings; go, alight on the slopes, 
the hills, where, soft and warm, the sweet breezes of our native land 
are fragrant I" The grand story ends in repentance for most of the main 
characters. 

Program Notes by Professor William Slocum 8t Naxos 

Marche Militaire Francaise from Suite Algerienne 
Camille Saint-Saens 

( 1835-1921) 

Camille Saint Seans was born in 1835 and died in 
192 1. Once described as the French Mendelssohn, 
Saint-Saens was a talented and precocious child, 
with interests by no means confined to music. He 
made an early impression as a pianist. Following 
established French tradition, he was for nearly 
twenty years organist at the Madeleine in Paris and 
taught at the Ecole Niedermeyer, where he 
befriended his pupil Gabriel Faure. Prolific and 
versatile as a composer, by the time of his death 



in 192 I his popularity in France had diminished very considerably, as 
fashions in music changed. Camille Saint-Seans composed the suite 
five years after the dissolution of his disastrous marriage. During these 
five years, he was traveling extensively throughout the world. The 
suite was composed while visiting Algeria thus explaining the exotic 
element present throughout the piece. The march militaire is 
representative of the French military presence in Algeria. 

Program Notes by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra 

Concerto for Flute and Orchestra Carl Nielsen 
( 1865-1931) 

I. Allegro moderato 

II. Allegretto 

Danish Carl Nielsen composed his Flute 
Concerto in 1926 for Helger Gilbert-Jespersen, 
who gave the first performance on October 21 
in Pans. conducted by Emil Telmanyi. the 
composer's son-in-law. After Nielsen revised the 
ending, the final version was premiered on 
November 9 in Oslo. The orchestra consists of 
two oboes, two clarinets, two bassoons, two 
horns. bass trombone, timpani, and strings. 
Performance time is approximately nineteen 
minutes. 

Although the flute dominates the concerto from measure five to the 
final double bar, it makes its deepest impression by interacting with 
others-conversing with single instruments or taking on the full 
orchestra. In the first movement the flute has major discussions with 
the clarinet the bass trombone, and the timpani, and shorter chats 
with others. Two of the movement's three cadenza-like passages are 
conversations, not monologues. The volatile second movement with 
its scenario of sudden mood shifts and tempo changes. is continuous 
dialogue. !Its mercurial flow also demonstrates Nielsen's belief that 
music "is like a stream in constant movement. ·1 By the end, the heated 
discussion with the timpani and trombone has taken center stage, 
demanding a cadenza a trois. and although the timpani thunders 
furiously and the trombone laughs. it's the flute that el"}joys the last 



word- a sustained high E. (The subtle masterstroke of this ending, with 
the flute's final note ·sempre forte·- 1oud all the way- while the entire 
orchestra diminishes to a whisper, was penciled in by the composer 
only in rehearsal.) 

In addition to capturing Gilbert-Jespersen's charming and witty 
manner. Nielsen tool< great pains to reflect the flute's natural 
character- 'lts home is in Arcadia and it prefers pastoral moods: he 
wrote at the time. He puts the flute through an extraordinary test of its 
legendary Orpheus1il<e powers, from dazzling passage work to sweet 
lyrical song, and he even pits it against the entire orchestra from time 
to time. There's simple joy in much of the flute writing- a radiant 
Papageno-like playing the recalls Nielsen's vision of the ·morning-fresh 
amazement and delight the first humans must have felt at the sound 
of ... the note from a pipe or a horn that they have tried to blow air 
through.·. What makes this concerto so enduring is its mixture of true 
innocence-so rare in music after Mozart- with the messiness of real 
life. By 1926 Nielsen knew that happiness is hard-won, that the only 
lasting pleasure comes with an awareness of pain, as he once put it 
and that even the idealized Arcadia of pastoral legend was in reality 
harsh and mountainous.

T. Rex [rex is Latin for "king" - but does the ambiguous initial T stand 
for "tyrannosaurus" or "trombone?"] is in four connected movements ( 
contrasting in dynamics, rhythms, and tempo: soft and slow, with 
much Rubato; loud and rhythmic, in a moderate tempo; soft and slow, 
with much Rubato; loud and rhythmic, in a fast tempo. When I came 
up with the idea of doing a trombone and tape piece with all the 
sounds on the tape derived from recordings sent to me by various 
trombonists around the country, I first approached John Marcellus, 
who gladly agreed and gave me names of other trombonists to 
contact. In the end, I recruited four more: Andrew Glendening, Kevin 
James, Roger Oyster and Tom Pisek. All five submitted DAT cassettes 
with an astonishing variety of trombone sounds, which became the 
source material for the tape music. All sounds heard on the tape 
come from these recordings or from noises I made with my own very 
old bass trombone. Dozens of individual sounds were selected and 
transferred to a Kurzweil sampling synthesizer, to facilitate filtering and 
pitch shifting, which can be extreme in some places (movement 3) or 
rather slight (movements 2 and 4). Another technique used 
extensively in movement 4 involved digitally compressing and 
stretching the duration of a sound bite without altering the pitch, which 
allows loops of bizarre rhythmic trombone noises to be synchronized 
to a Latin-influenced dance beat.
