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Stephen L. Gage 

Stephen L. Gage is Director of Bands, Instrumental Music 
Coordinator, and Associate Professor of Music at Youngstown State 
University (YSU). He earned a doctorate at the University of Illinois: 
Urbana-Champaign, a masters degree at the Eastman School of 
Music, and the bachelors degree and Performer's Certificate in 
Percussion at the State University of New York at Fredonia. Prior to his 
current position, Dr. Gage was the Director of Bands at Emporia State 
University (KS) and was the Director of Bands at Auburn High School in 
upstate New York. At YSU, he conducts the Symphonic Wind Ensemble 
and teaches undergraduate and graduate conducting. 

Dr. Gage is currently in his tenth season as the music director and 
conductor of the Youngstown Symphony Youth Orchestra (YSYO)and 
second year as the co-director of the Stambaugh Youth Concert Band 
(SYCB). He has numerous publications including articles and he has 
served as a guest conductor, clinician, and adjudicator for all state, 
sectional, regional, and district high school concert bands and 
orchestras across the United States and Canada. Gage also recen�y 
guest conducted the U.S. Army Band: Pershing's Own and the U.S. 
Army Field Band. Under his direction, the YSU Symphonic Wind 
Ensemble (SWE) and the YSYO were guest performers at the 1 998 and 
2000 OMEA State Music Convention and the YSYO appeared again 
at the 2002 North Central MENC/OMEA Convention in Cleveland. In 
April of 2002, the YSU SWE was invited to give a feature performance 
at the Music Educators National Association (MENC) Biennial 
Convention in Nashville, Tennessee. The SWE also was a guest 
performer at the 1996 CBDNA Convention in Green Bay, Wisconsin.

Symphony No.9 Opus 70 Dmitri Shostakovich 
1906- 1975 

Dmitri Shostakovich ( 1906-19 7 5) is regarded as one of the 
most highly skilled composers of the mid-20th century. A native of 
Russia, Shostakovich composed fifteen symphonies, fifteen string 
quartets, two operas and an operetta, six concertos, chamber music for 
piano and strings, solo piano, several cantatas, thirty six film scores. and 
three ballets. 

Shostakovich's career is commonly divided into three periods: 
youth. maturity. and the final years. The first period extends from 1926 
until 1936 and includes his First through his Fourth Symphonies. In 
1945. during his mature period, Shostakovich composed the Ninth 
Symphony as a celebratory piece for the end of World War II. The 
Ninth symphony surprised fellow musicians and countrymen by its 
lightheartedness. The general public expected to hear a regal and 
triumphant processional as opposed to this merry and exuberant work. 

Shostakovich composed during a time of political revolution 
and was often regarded as Russia's ·new style- composer. Although 
highly regarded for his talent. Shostakovich survived great artistic 
repressions. After the end of World War II the USSR tightened its 
cultural and idealistic control of its home land musicians. In a decree in 
1948 Composers such as Shostakovich and Prokofiev were accused of 
representing an anti-democratic tendency in music with their 
dissonance and atonality. Shostakovich responded to the criticism by 
explaining that he tried to remove the negative elements out of his 
music. but ·certain negative characteristics in my musical style 

( prevented me from making the tum ... I again deviated in the direction 
of formalism and began to speak a language incomprehensible to the 
people ... I know that the party is right... I am deeply grateful for the 
criticism contained in the resolution." according to Boris Schwarz. The 
decree of 1948 caused great tension within the Russian compositional 
circle. Cultural regimentation did not relax until Stalin's death in 1953. 

The music of Dmitri Shostakovich is enriched with great 
vividness that continues to enchant listeners today. Although his 
music was composed during the hard and restrictive era of Stalinism. 
he had the ability to express in his music the misery of his people's 
repression, by means of extraordinary dramatic feeling.

Concerto No.Z In B flat Major Opus t 9 
Ludwig van Beethoven 

1770- 1827 

Beethoven. one of the most prolific composers of the Late 
Classical early Romantic periods, is most well known for his Fifth 
Symphony. He has written many works ranging from Symphonies to 
Sacred Vocal Music. Ludwig van Beethoven was born in Bonn on 
December I 61t1

. I 770 and died in Vienna on March 26
tt1

. 1827.

The Piano Concerto in Bb Major was written in 1795, and at 
that time there were no Symphony Orchestras in Vienna. The Second 
Piano Concerto was written exactly two days before the premier was 
to be made and the first rehearsal was held in Beethoven's rooms the 
day before the concert. Ludwig van Beethoven had been living in 
Vienna for over two years before he made any public appearance and 
any large performance in front of an audience. Beethoven filled the 
void that had existed in Vienna with the absence of Symphonic 
Literature. The chance for Beethoven to "emancipate the unhappy 
people and their ar

r 
happened on "March 29th, I 795, at a concert for

the benefit of the wido\NS and orphans of the Society of 
Musicians."(Beethoven Schauffler, Robert Haven.) In 1829, however. 
The Piano Concerto was finished with the Rondo movement being 
completed. 

During his career, Beethoven wrote many impressive works for 
orchestra. solo instruments, chamber ensembles. and vocal songs. 
Beethoven has always been known for beautiful solo passages and 
technically challenging repertoire. During his career as an established 
composer and performer. Beethoven wrote more than 300 works ( 
including nine Symphonies.

William B. Slocum received the 
bachelor of fine arts and master of music 
degrees from the University of New 
Mexico and earned an artist's diploma at 
the Julliard School of Music where he 
studied French horn with James 
Chambers. 

William Slocum is a member of the 
faculty of the Dana School of Music of 
Youngstown State University. At the 
Dana School he is music director of the 

of French horn, and a member of the Dana Faculty Brass Quintet. He is
also a lecturer in conducting, symphonic literature and the history of art 
and music. 

Previously, Mr. Slocum was conductor of the Cheyenne Symphony 
Orchestra in Wyoming. He played principal horn in the Buffalo 
Philharmonic under Josef Krips, toured Japan under Leonard Bernstein, 
Europe and South America under Zubin Mehta with the New York 
Philharmonic Orchestra and toured under George Szell while he was 
member of the Cleveland Orchestra. 

Slocum has conducted numerous district, region and state 
orchestras, most recently the All-State Orchestra in Cleveland on January 
25, 2003. During the summer of 1994 he appeared as guest conductor 
with the Aguascalientes Symphony Orchestra in Mexico performing a 
program devoted entirely to the music of Manuel de Falla. 

In May, 2000 Slocum was the guest artist at the Hom Swoggle in 
New Mexico, where he played a solo horn recital, conducted master 
classes and conducted the professional ensemble. He was guest 
professor of horn at the Harid Conservatory in Boca Raton, Florida, and 
most recently played extra horn with the New York Philharmonic 
Orchestra. 

Slocum has appeared on two compact disc recordings issued 
through the Dana Recording Project.

(' One of the top baritone saxophonists in jazz today, Glenn is a graduate of 
Poland Seminary High School and the Dana School of Music at Youngstown 

· State University. While at YSU, Glenn studied saxophone with Joseph

Leonardi. In his years in New York City (1977-1991 ), Glenn toured and
recorded with Buddy Rich, Lionel Hampton, Machito, Tito Puente, The Bill
Kirchner Nonet, Mel Lewis, Toshiko Akiyoshi, and the Bob Belden Ensemble.

Daniel Gilbert 

Clarinetist Daniel Gilbert has held the position of second clarinet 
in the Cleveland Orchestra since 1995.

Guest artist Micah Howard, string bass, is a Dana Faculty 
member. He is also a Dana alumnus, who studied with Tony 
Leonardi, and holds a Masters of Music degree in bass 
Performance from Duquesne University, where he studied with 
Jeff Turner, principal bassist of the Pittsburgh Symphony. Mr. 
Howard is in his eighth year as a full-time member of the 
Pittsburgh symphony, and has appeared as soloist with the 
Pittsburgh Symphony in performances of the Koussevsky

Lyric Caprices for string bass and electronic tape was inspired by 
three locales in western Pennsylvania which are nof depicted in 
any literal sense. Rather the imagery of these places triggered 
musical correspondences and ideas in the composer's mind. 

1. "Falling Water" - In designing this house in the
mountain forests of Western Pennsylvania, Fronk
Lloyd Wright set his structure atop a waterfall and
integrated his design with the natural beauty of
the locale.

2. "Mt. Davis" - The summit of Mt. Davis, the highest
point in Pennsylvania, overlooks serene mountain
forests.

3. "Laurel Hollow" - Adjoining the entrance to Laurel
Caverns and sloping downwards from the top of
summit Mountain, the hollow teems with wildlife in
its stagnant pools and dense thickets.

Robert Rollln, a native of Brooklyn New York, began 
composing at a_ge 8 and was soon recommended by conductor 
Erich Leinsdorf for a special composition scholarship at Juillard. 
Graduating Phi Beta Kappa from City College and with a 
doctorate from Cornell, he studied under Mark Brunswick, Ravi 
Shanker, Robert Palmer, Karel Huso, Elliot Carter, and Gyorgy 
Ligeti. He has been recognized with annual ASCAP awards 
consecutively for two decades and has held many important 
awards, post doctoral fellowships, and grants, including the 
Ohio Governor's Award for Creative Excellence presented by 
the Honorable Richard Celeste in a public ceremony. 

Rollin's many compositions have been performed and broadcast 
on six continents, and have been used as required jury pieces in 
the USA1 France, and South Africa. He serves as Associated
Editor ot EX TEMPORARE, a theoretical journal and has 
authored numerous articles for International journals. As active 
pianist, he is founder and coordinator of the International Dana 
New Music Festival and conductor of the Dano Festival 
Chamber Orchestra, a professional group. Rollin's recent 
premieres and guest residencies have token him to four 
continents. 

Jason Clark completed his Bachelor of Music degree in 
composition in spring 2003, and is currently pursuing his 
Masters in Composition here at YSU. In addition to his duties as 
assistant director of Composers Ensemble, he is active as a
performer. Jason's 2001 Concerto for Soto Winds was the New 
Music Guild commission for their Annual Festival for that )'ear. 

The Solo Sonata for Double Bass was written in 2002. 
The third movement uses register changes to delineate sections 
of its formal structure, and to utilize the bass' upper register 
timbre. The fourth movement, primarily pizzicato, is an 
exploration of the physical mass of the instrument, and was, at 
least in part, inspired by the Hopewell Trail in Struthers, Ohio.

YSU Jazz Faculty 

Dr. Kent Engelhardt is the Coordinator of Jazz Studies and an 
Assistant Professor of Jazz Studies/Clarinet/saxophone. He makes his 
home in the city of Youngstown with his wife Dr. Beth Hargreaves. 
Kent graduated from Boardman High School in l 981 and continued 
his education at Youngstown State University. He graduated from YSU 
in 1986 with a Bachelor of Music degree (summa cum laude) in 
Performance (jazz studies/clarinet). After graduation, Kent toured 
internationally with the ''Tommy Dorsey Orchestra conducted by Buddy 
Morrow," where he was a featured soloist. While he was a member of 
the orchestra, Kent appeared in the PBS television special ''Tommy 
Dorsey - Sentimental Gentleman of Swing." The special featured Mel 
T orme, Buddy Rich, Maureen McGovern, Jack Jones, the L.A. Voices, 
and the "Tommy Dorsey Orchestra." 

In the Fall of 1991, Kent began teaching at YSU in the Jazz Studies 
Program as a member of its part-time faculty. He completed a Master 
of Music degree in Performance (clarinet) at YSU in the Fall of 1993.
In 1994, Kent was hired at YSU as a full-time faculty member. His 
teaching responsibilities have included jazz ensembfe, jazz combo, 
jazz funaamentals, jazz improvisation, jazz arranging, jazz keyboard, 
jazz history, ·1azz in the secondary schools, flute, clarinet, and
saxophone. n 1999, Kent received a Master of Arts degree in 
Ethnomusicology from the University of Pittsburgh. In 2001, he was 
awarded the Doctor of Philosophy degree in Ethnomusicology from 
the University of Pittsburgh. In the same year, Kent became only the 
second Coordinator of Jazz Studies at YSU. He is a member of the 
Honor Society of Phi Kappa Phi, OMEA, MENC, and the International 
Association of Jazz Educators where he has presented and published 
his research. Kent serves as an adjudicator, clinician, and guest artist 
at numerous jazz festivals and was the director of the 2003
OMENIAJE Intercollegiate Jazz Ensemble. 

Kent is the saxophone section leader in the Cleveland Jazz Orchestra 
and is also one of its arrangers. He can be heard on their recordings 
11Swingin1 Together: The Cleveland Jazz Orchestra with Sammy_ 
Nestico," "T raditions,11 and "Night and Day: Barbara Knight & The 
Cleveland Jazz Orchestra." He can also be heard with the Paul 
Ferguson Jazz Orchestra on "Friends" and on the YSU Jazz Ensemble 
CD 11Burnin111 as a featured soloist. He was a member of the YSU All­
Star Alumni Jazz Ensemble, the Arts Midwest All-Star Band, and the 
Northeast Ohio Jazz Society Dream Band. His compositions and 
arrangements have been premiered at YSU, the International Trumpet 
Guild Convention, and the University of Akron. Kent has been a 
research presenter at the IAJE annual convention, and his research 
has been published by the IAJE. Kenfs biography of jazz saxophonist 



Charlie Parker was recently published in the African American 
National Biography, a joint project of the W.E.B. DuBois Institute of 
Afro-American Studies at Harvard University and Oxford University 
Press. Kent hos performed with some of the most well-known names in 
jazz including: Clark Terry, Louie Bellson, Buddy Rich, Jimmy Owens, 
Geri Allen, Duffy Jackson, Mel T orme, Tommy Flanagan, Maria 
Schneider, Tommy Harrell, Ingrid Jensen, Billy Byers, Bob Brookmeyer, 
Terri Lynne Carrington, Milt Hinton, Joanne Brackeen, Slide Hampton, 
and Jiggs Whigham. In the Summer of 2002, Kent performed several 
of his compositions and arrangements with the YSU Jazz Quintet in 
Beijing, China as part of a cultural exchange program with The Chino 
Conservatory. 

Kent has also performed with some of the most well-known names in 
entertainment. His most recent performances were with Barry Manilow, 
Marylin McCoo, Oleta Adams, Sheena Easton, Michael McDonald, 
Bill Medley, Melissa Manchester, Peabo Bryson, Roberta Flock, Steve 
Lawrence and Edye Gorme, Rosemary Clooney, Johnny Mathis, Jack 
Jones, and The Temptations. Kent can also be seen performing with 
the Blossom Festival Band, The Cleveland Lyric Opera, and The 
Cleveland Orchestra. Kent is on artist-representative for the 
Ramie/Beechler mouthpiece company. 

Dr. David Morgan is an Assistant Professor of Jazz Studies and 
String Boss. He is best known as a jazz bassist and 
composer/arranger. His teaching responsibilities include jazz 
ensemble, jazz combo, jazz improvisation, jazz arranging, jazz 
composition, and applied string bass. 

In recent years, he has shared the stage with many leading jazz 
musicians including_ Larry Coryell, James Moody, Fronk Foster, Joe 
Chambers, Benny Green, Joe Lovano, Bob Brookmeyer, Maria 
Schneider, Bobby Watson, and Mose Allison. Dave performs regularly 
with the Cleveland Jazz Orchestra, the Jack Schantz Jazz Unit, and 
with a variety of smaller ensembles. He has also appeared with The 
Cleveland Orchestra, the Akron Symphony, and the Cleveland 
Chamber Symphony. Dave received the 2003 Award of Achievement 
from Northern Ohio Live for transcribing and arranging a concert of 
the music of Frank Zappa for a TRI-C JazzFest concert that featured 
saxophonist Ernie Watts. Dave, who holds a M.M. in Music Theory 
and a D.M.A. in Composition from the University of Texas at Austin, is 
also active as a theorist and composer. His theoretical research has 
focused on the harmonic and melodic vocabulary of 



contemporary jazz, and he has presented two papers at National 
Meetings of the Society for Music Theory. His article 11Superimposition 
in the Improvisations of Herbie Hancock" will be published in the 
forthcoming issue of the Annual Review of Jazz Studies. 

His compositions for jazz and classical ensembles are performed 
throughout the world. The 13-piece Jazz Unit has released a critically­
acclaimed recording of his compositions entitled "Choices." Dave's 
performance and compositional talents can also be heard on 
recordings by The Cleveland Jazz Orchestra enti�ed "T raditions,U and 
11Night and Day: Barbara Knight & The Cleveland Jazz Orchestra. 11 He 
can also be heard with the Paul Ferguson Jazz Orchestra on "Friends." 
The Polish National Chamber Orchestra recen�y premiered two of 
Morgan's works, "Concert Music for Alto Saxophone and Strings" and 
"Romance for Flute and Strings." Their recording of the "Romance" 
with American flutist Katherine DeJongh was released in 2002 on the 
Errato label. Dave has two upcoming premieres. The first is 
11Consolation" for Alto Saxophone and Orchestra, which will be 
performed in South Korea in November. The second is 11Fine Lines" for 
Flute and Wind Ensemble, composed for Dr. Katherine Thomas 
Umble, Assistant Professor of Flute. It will be performed with the YSU 
Wind Ensemble in December. Morgan's music has also been 
performed by YSU's Jazz Ensembles, Jazz Combos, Flute Choir, 
Symphonic Wind Ensemble, and Dr. James Umble. 

Dr. Glenn Schaft is Associate Professor and Director of Percussion 
Studies at Youngstown State University. He teaches applied 
J)ercussion, directs the YSU Percussion Ensemble, Latin Percussion 
Group, a jazz combo, SMARTS Drum Circle Educational Outreach 
Program, and performs with the YSU Faculty Jazz Group. Glenn 
earned three percussion performance degrees including the Doctor of 
Musical Arts from the University of Illinois at Champaign-Urbana, the 
Master of Arts from Eastern Illinois University, and the Bachelor of 
Music from the Baldwin-Wallace College Conservatory of Music. He 
studied Afro-Cuban percussion at the Escuela Nacional de Arte in 
Havana, Cuba through a grant from the Ohio Arts Council and at the 
Berklee World Percussion Festival. Glenn has studied with a variety of 
teachers including Tom Siwe, Johnny Lee Lane, George Kiteley, Tom 
Freer, Jay Burnham, Harold Damas, Giovanni Hidalgo, Horacio 
Hernandez, Glen Velez, Jamie Haddad, and T richi Sankaran. Glenn 
endorses Zildjian Cymbals, GMS Drums, Remo Percussion, and 
ProMark sticks and mallets. 



Glenn has performed with the World Percussion Group Battu, 
Colorado Music Festival, Cleveland Chamber Symphony, Cleveland 
Ballet, Cleveland Opera, Youngstown Symphony, Akron Symphony, 
Ohio Chamber Orchestra, and the Cleveland Jazz Orchestra. He has 
also performed with numerous jazz and popular artists including 
1940's Radio Hour Show, Chuck Berry, Dan Wall, Marvin Stamm 
Todd Coolman, Nick Brignolo, John Fedchok, Harold Danko, Ra(ph 
Lalama, and Anthony Cox. 

Dr. Schaft's scholarly research includes his doctoral dissertation 
entitled Jazz Drumming 1960-65; Transcriptions and Analysis. He has 
presented his research at the Percussive Arts Society International 
Convention and was invited to serve on the Percussive Arts Society 
International Convention Drumset Educators Panel Discussion to 
discuss the development of drumset education in America's 
universities. He is an in-demand lecturer, clinician, performer, and 
adjudicator. 

Glenn was born in Berea, Ohio and presently lives in Poland, Ohio 
with his wife Sara - a professional violinist, and their twin sons - Lewis 
and Karl. 

Mr. Alton Merrell, Jr. is an Instructor of Jazz Studies. He received 
a Bachelor of Music Education (cum laude) with an emphasis in Jazz 
and Classical Piano at YSU in 2000, and he earned a Master of 
Music in Jazz Piano Performance at YSU in 2002. Alton is a pianist, ( 
educator, producer, songwriter, composer, and a native of Warren, 
Ohio. His teaching duties have included applied piano, applied jazz 
piano, jazz keyboard, and jazz combos. He also serves as the Music 
Director at The New Jerusalem Fellowship Church in Warren, Ohio.

Composers 

Gian Carlo Menotti (b.1911) 

Gian Carlo Menotti, born July 7, 1911, in Cadegliano, 
Italy, wrote and produced his first opera when he was 
eleven. Following preliminary studies at Milan's Verdi 
Conservatory, he went to the United States on the advice 
or Arturo Toscanini and completed his compositional 
studies under Rosario Scalero at Philadelphia's Curtis 
Institute of Music. Commissioned to write a chamber 
opera for Columbia University in 1946, he produces THE 
MEDIUM. Coupled with the comic curtain-raiser THE 
TELEPHONE, THE MEDIUM was taken up the next season 
by Ballet Society, and on May 1, 1947, the double bill 
began an unprecedented six-month Broadway run at the 
Ethel Barrymore Theatre, establishing the composer as an 
international celebrity and launching American Opera on 
a new and exciting course. 

Seymour Barab (b.1928) 

Seymour Barab is well known in opera circles as a prolific 
writer of both music and libretti for nearly l 00 short comic 
operas, mostly intended for children. Barab1s Little Red 
Riding Hood is a delightful adaptation of the fairy tale 
classic, in which the scary wolf is transformed into a comic 
character and important lessons about life are learned.

Coordinator, and Associate Professor of Music at Youngstown State 
University (YSU). He earned a doctorate at the University of Illinois: 
Urbana-Champaign, a masters degree at the Eastman School of 
Music, and the bachelors degree and Performer's Certificate in 
Percussion at the State University of New York at Fredonia. Prior to his 
current position, Dr. Gage was the Director of Bands at Emporia State 
University (KS) and was the Director of Bands at Auburn High School 
in upstate New York.

Laura Buch 

Laura Buch, associate professor of Musicology, specializes in 
the research and performance of music-before-1750. At the 
Dana School of Music, she oversees the music history program, 
teaching the full spectrum of undergraduate music history survey 
courses, as well as upper division and graduate courses that 
focus primarily on the Medieval, Renaissance, and Baroque 
eras. She also directs the Dana Early Music Ensemble, the 
university's historical performance group, which includes early 
winds, strings, and voices. As a performer and coach of early 
music, she plays baroque flute and recorder, and also performs 
as a meuo-soprano. 

Dr. Buch brings an interdisciplinary approach to her teaching 
and her research. Her Ph.D. in musicology, from the Eastman 
School of Music, culminated in a dissertation that dealt with the 
aesthetic shift from the Italian Renaissance to Baroque, as 
witnessed jn the works of Monteverdi's contemporary, Tomaso 
Pecci, a Sienese composer of the early seventeenth-century 
11avant garde, 11 the seconda prattica. Her earlier training (M.M. in 
Music History, University of Louisville; B.A. .in Music and B.A. in 
English literature, Oakland University) provided a foundation for 
appreciating cross-currents between music, literature, and the 
visual arts. She worked for two years as an editor of literary 
criticism in Detroit, Michigan. 

An ltalianist, Laura has spent several years in Florence and 
Siena, Italy, where her research interests center upon late 
Renaissance and Early Baroque projects. A Fulbright Scholar, 
and former fellow of the American Association of University 
Women, she has several works in progress: an interdisciplinary 
monograph that explores late-Renaissance Florentine Monsters 
and Marvels; a study of music in the Sienese confraternities; and 
two editions of music from early seventeenth century Tuscany.

The Phantom Dances (1990) Michael Hennagin 

YSU Percussion Ensemble - Glenn Schaft, director 

Michael Hennagin was born in 1936 in The Dalles, Oregon and 
died in 1993. He studied at the Curtis Institute of Music in Philadelphia and 
at summer festivals in Aspen, Colorado and Tanglewood, Massachusetts. His 
teachers included Samuel Barber, Aaron Copland, Leonard Bernstein, and 
Darius Milhoud. Much of his early professional life was spent in Hollywood as 
a composer in media ranging from symphony orchestra to solo songs to 
chamber ensemble pieces. He come to the University of Oklahoma in 1972 
where he was Composer In Residence until his retirement in 1991 . He 
received numerous awards including the Music Teachers Association's 
National Composer of the Year award in 1975, a National Endowment for 
the Arts Grant in 1976, and the American Society of Composers And 
Performers (ASCAP) Standard Award for performances of serious music for 24 
consecutive years. 

The Phantom Dances is based on Walt Whitman's poem: Hast never 
come to thee on hour, / A sudden gleam ... / (A phantom), / precipitating,/ 
bursting all these bubbles, / fashions, wealth, / these eager business aims -
(a phantom feeding on the strife, the ceaseless ambition - dances.) / books, 
politics, art, amours -/ Host never come to thee on hour,/ (At work, at ploy, 
at home, on the street, on a stage)/ A sudden gleam ... / (a phantom -
dancing, gliding, rising, and softly whispering) / precipitating, ? (Why?) / 
bursting all these bubbles,/ (while playing the play, speaking the lines, 
beating the drum, incessant, structured, disciplined, mechanical - rocked by 
the strife, the ceaseless ambition, host never come to thee a secret moment 
when you embrace, and dance with the phantom) / to utter nothingness? / (in 
silence.) Words in italics are Hennogin's annotations. 

The work Is based on a series of two-phrase segments (the first 
ending with a 2 + 3 beat pattern and the second ending with a 2 + 2 + 3 
beat pattern) which ore repeated a number of times. As the piece progresses, 
the phrases become shorter and the number of repetitions ore reduced. The 
effect should be that of a tightening and diminishing (not in volume or 
activity, but in length) aural experience, and on emerging and increasing 
visual experience as the phantom rises and dances with the performers while 
the ploy goes on - finally in silence. The phantom is depicted in the work 
using two "phantom techniques"; "phantom gestures" are executed in silence 
but ore visually deceptive byblending in with the audible gestures and audible 
"phantom stick clicks". These "phantom" ports ore portions of the audible 
materials, but in reverse order: a simultaneous formal palindrome. Notes by 
Glenn Schaft.

In Praise of Johnny Appelseed is based on the story of Johnny 
Appleseed, really John Chapman. Legend claims he wandered through much 
of Ohio, Kentucky, Illinois, and Indiana while planting apple orchards. After 
200 years, many of these trees still bear fruit. John Chapman died in 1845 at 
the age of 70. This work was composed as a true dance piece and the 
movements are interchangeable in order and repetition. The percussion trio is 
asked to make many of the instruments used, as Johnny may have done out 
on the trail. 

Tammy Metz Starr is dancing in a structured improvisational mode 
drawing from her experiences in Asian movement forms, particularly "butoh, • 
a post-WWII Japanese avant-garde dance/theatre art form. In this approach 
she will focus on inner and outer landscapes of body and mind in order to 
attune her movement choices to the unique and fleeting moment at hand.

Charon, from Greek mythology, is the ferrymon of the dead and is 
depicted as a sulky old man, or as a winged demon carrying a double 
hammer. The souls of the deceased are brought to him by Hermes, and 
Charon ferries them across the river Acheron. He only accepts the dead 
which are buried or burned with the proper rites, and if they pay him an 
obolus (coin) for their passage. For, that reason a corpse always had an 
obolus place under the tongue. Those who cannot afford the passage, or are 
not admitted by Charon, are doomed to wander on the banks of the river Styx 
for a hundred years. living people who wish to go to the underworld need a 
golden bough obtained from the Cumaean Sibyl. Tributes is also interesting 
in that Counterdance in the Spring, was completed in March of 1939 - one 
of Harrison's earliest works Passage Through Darlcness was probably one of 
his last worlcs for percussion, composed in May of 1982. Notes by Tim 
Strelau and Glenn Schaft.

The Drums of Orpheus is a small section of a 38-minute ballet that 
Harrison created for percussion orchestra, tenor soloist and SATB choir. 
Orpheus was the son of Calliope and either Oeagrus or Apollo. He was the 
greatest musician and poet of Greek mythology, whose songs could charm 
wild beasts and coax even rocks and trees Into movement. When Orpheus' 
wife, Eurydice, was killed by the bite of a serpent, he went down to the 
underworld to bring her back. His songs were so beautiful that Hades agreed 
to allow Eurydice to return to the world of the living. Orpheus had to meet 
one condition: he must not look back as he took her to the surface. Just 
before safety, Orpheus looked back and Eurydice slipped back to the 
underworld. Orpheus was inconsolable at this second loss of his wife. He 
spurned the company of women and human activities. A group of female 
devotees of Dionysus came upon him one day as he sat singing beneath a 
tree. They attacked him, throwing rocks, branches, and anything else at­
hand. However, Orpheus' music was so beautiful that it charmed even 
inanimate objects, and the missiles refused to strike him. Finally, the women 
attacked him with their own hands and tore him to pieces. Orpheus' head 
flooted down the river, still singing and came to rest on the Isle of Lesbos.

North Texas with Robert Schietroma. Smith has held percussion positions at 
Tarleton State University in Stephenville, Texas and Humbolt State University 
in Arcata, California. He is currently Associate Professor of Music and 
Coordinator of Percussion Studies at Arizona State University. His work Slap 
Shift is a conga drum sextet based on traditional Afro-Cuban folkloric 
drumming rhythms.

In the dictionary, a crystal is a three dimensional structure made up of atoms, 
molecules, or ions arranged in basic units that are repeated throughout the 
structure. Scientific as well as mystical groups ascribe various "magical" 
properties to them. The Crystals endeavors to imagine one's external 
contemplation gradually succumbing to the crystals' hypnotic pull. The 
observer becomes an internal part of the structure, feeling its patterns of 
energy - similar and contrasting facets sometimes in sync, sometimes not. 
The spell is broken by peak activity at the climax and the listener escapes to a 
respectful distance as peaceful contemplations reasserts itself. The final 
section is a reminder of the untapped energy available within the crystals.

Lou Harrison (b. Portland, OR, 14 May 1917; d. Lafayette, IN, 2 
February 2003) had a diverse and prolific life in occupation, interests, 
and music. At a young age, Harrison toured as a child actor with the 
stage name Buster. His parents enrolled him in various courses 
including ballroom dancing, piano and violin lessons, and Gregorian 

r Chant. From January of 1935 to May of 1936 Harrison attended San 
Francisco State University where he studied French horn, harpsichord, 
clarinet, recorder, and performed in an early music consort and 
various vocal groups. He later studied with Henry Cowell in San 
Francisco and with Arnold Schoenberg after relocating to Los Angeles 
in 1942. Harrison has taught at San Jose State University, Stanford 

" University, Cabrillo College, the University of Southern California, the 
East-West Center at the University of Hawaii, Berkeley, Black 
Mountain College, UCLA, and Mills College. Additional teaching 
residencies included schools in Asia, New Zealand, Europe, and the 
United States. It was at Mills College on July 27, 1939 that Harrison 
and John Cage altered the course of Western music by presenting 
their first concert of percussion music. Henry Cowell was responsible 
for introducing Cage to Harrison in 1938 and for encouraging them 
to explore world music, non-western instruments, and non-traditional 
(found) instruments. Cage and Harrison's early percussion writing was 
spurred by their involvement with dance. From 1937 to 1942 Harrison 
collaborated with choreographers Bonnie Bird, Carol Beals, Tina 
Flade, Marian van T uyl, Lester Horton, Katherin Litz, Merce 
Cunningham, et al. In 1943, after Cage had left Los Angeles for 
Chicago, Harrison moved to New York until 1949. While in New 
York, Harrison worked with Virgil Thomson as a music critic 
contributing over 300 reviews for the Herald Tribune and authoring 
articles and essays for several other publications. In addition to his 
writing and compositional endeavors in New York Harrison also 
championed the music of Charles Ives by editing the manuscript and 
conducting the premiere of Ives' Third Symphony in 1946. In 1953 
Harrison returned to California, settling in Aptos, which remained his 
home for the next fifty years. After returning to California, Harrison 
began traveling to Japan, Taiwan, Korea, and Mexico. In 1967 
Harrison met his partner William Colvig (1917-2000) and together 
they began exploring gamelan, instrument building, and alternate 
tuning systems. After building and composing for his "American 
gamelan," Harrison composed more than 30 works for traditional 
gamelan ensembles, occasionally incorporating Western instruments. 
Harrison's work list includes some 400 plus works including: 



symphonies, concertos, operas, puppet operas, ballets, theatre 
music, suites, songs, music for choruses, and countless solo 
instruments and chamber groups. While known primarily as a 
composer, Harrison held other occupations including: forestry 
firefighter, animal nurse, record salesman, florist, dancer, puppeteer, 
poet, painter, calligrapher, journalist, dance accompanist, music 
critic, instrument builder/designer, music copyist, playwright, teacher, 
theorist, ethnomusicologist, computer font designer, and condudor. 
His music reflects these aiverse interests in title, instrumentation, 
tunings, and compositional approaches. Although his music exhibits 
extreme contrasts in medium and method, Harrison's music is 
characterized by its' directness, simplicity, and melodic beauty. The 
percussion community is forever indebted to Mr. Harrison for his 
contributions to the percussion ensemble literature and his free­
spirited curiosity. Harrison was elected to the Percussive Arts Society 
"Hall of Fame" in.1985. 

About The Artists 

Glenn Schaff is Associate Professor of Music and Diredor of 
the Percussion Studies Program at Youngstown State University, where 
he has served since 1996. The program presently includes about 30 
percussion majors in music education, performance, and jazz studies 
aegrees at the graduate and undergraduate levels. Dr. Schaft directs 
the YSU Percussion Ensemble, teaches private and small group 
lessons, directs combos in the Jazz Studies Program, is the founder of 
the Drum Circle Program component of the YSU SMARTS educational 
outreach program, performs with the YSU Faculty Jazz Group, and is 
the co-founder of the Youngstown Percussion Collective. 

Mr. Schaft earned three percussion performance degrees 
including the Doctor of Musical Arts from the University of Illinois at 
Champaign-Urbana, the Master of Arts from Eastern Illinois University, 
and the Bachelor of Music from the Baldwin-Wallace College 
Conservatory of Music. Additional studies include Afro-Cuban 
percussion at the Escuela Nacional de Arte in Havana, Cuba, the 
Berklee World Percussion Festival, Remo Health Rhvthms Drum Circle 
Workshop, contemporary American music at Cleverand State 
University, and symphonic percussion with members of the Cleveland 
Orchestra. Dr. Schaft endorses Zildjian Cymbals, GMS Drums, Remo 
Percussion, and ProMark sticks. 

Recent activities include a performance/teaching tour of 
Beijing, China with the YSU Jazz Quintet, a sabbatical study of jazz 
drumming with Lewis Nash and John Riley, chairing a panel discussion

world premiere of Dave Morgan's concerto Readions for drumset and 
wind ensemble with the YSU Symphonic Wind Ensemble. Upcoming 
performances include the music of Lou Harrison with the Youngstown 
Percussion Collective at the Percussive Arts Society International 
Convention in Louisville, Kentucky, a tour with the YSU Percussion 
Ensemble, Jazz Ensemble I, and Symphonic Wind Ensemble (including 
performances of Dave Morgan's concerto Readions for drumset and 
wind ensemble) at the 2004 Ohio Music Educators Association 
conference in Columbus, Ohio, and a performance/teaching tour to 
Shanghai and Nanjing China with the YSU Faculty Jazz Group in May

Dance/Theater Collective is a professional contemporary 
company of northeast Ohio dancers committed to the creation of high 
guality, community-based arts projects. Formed in June of 1992, The 
Dance/Theater Collective has been in residence at Cleveland State 
University and Lake Erie College in Painesville, Ohio since its 
inception. During its 11-year history the company has presented 
performances, workshops and residencies to more than 100,000 
residents of northeast Ohio. 

Projects of The Collective have received sui;>port from diverse

Anne Ilagan Bentz, soprano 

Ms. Bentz is a native of Silver Spring, Maryland, After graduating from 
the University of Delaware with a degree in Music Education with an 
emphasis on voice, Ms. Bentz wa a recipient of a Rotary fellowship 
which enabled her to attend the Hochschule Fur Musik and Theater in 
Hannover, Germany from which she holds a degree in vocal 
performance. She also attended the Goethe Institute for the study of 
the German Language in Germany, Dante Alighieri Institute for the 
study of Italian in Florence, Italy, the Vienna International Music 
Center in Vienna, Austria and the American Institute of Musical Studies 
in Graz, Austria. Upon completing her studies in Germany, Ms. Bentz 
received her forst operatic engagement at the Badishes Staatstheater 
in Karlsruhe, Germany. Further engagements followed with opera 
companies at the Landestheater Flensburg (1987 - 1990) at Eduard 
von Winterstein Theater in Annaberg (1990 - 1996) where she 
continued to appear as a guest artist while completing her doctoral 
studies at the University of Maryland in Vocal Performance (1996-
1998). Other guest appearances include Hebbel Theater in Berlin, 
Alte Oper in Frankfurt, Nienburg Theater in Hannover, Stadttheater 
Kiel, Stadttheater Konstanz, Stadttheater Heidelberg in Germany and 
at the state theaters of Karlovy Vary and Marien Bad in the Czech 
Republic. Among her major roles are Pamina, Rosina, Antonia, 
Marzelline, Gilda, Adina, Susanna in The Marriage of Figaro, 
Susanna in II Segreto di Susanna, Rosalinde, Grafin Mariza, and 
Csardas Furstin. During the summers of 1996-1998, she sang the 
title role in Der gestiefelte Kater (Puss in Boots), a children's opera at 
the Greifenstein Fetspiele in Germany as well as in numerous outdoor 
symphony concerts throughout Saxony. Ms. Bentz has also appeared 
as guest soloist with the Auener Symphonic Orchestra in Furth and in 
Hannover, Germany. 

Ms. Bentz is an active performing member of the Friday Morning 
Music Club, a member of the National Association of Teachers of 
Singing, a member of the honor society, Phie Kappa Phi, Vice 
President of Vocal Arts International and a frequent recitalist in the 
Metropolitan Washington, DC area. Her recent appearances have 
been as featured soloist in Mozart's Vesperae Solennes de Confessore 
and Haydn's Lord Nelson Mass in Washington, DC in "La Bella Voce" 
with The Opera and Musical Theater of LaGrange, Georgia witht the 
Heartland Philharmonic Orchestra at UNO, with the UNOmaha Wind 
Symphony, with the Annaberg Wind symphony in Weiden, Germany 
and with the UNOmaha Concert Choir and Heartland Philharmonic in

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Poulenc's "Gloria" and Westminster's College Orchestra singing 
Mozart's Cantata, "Exultate Jubilate". She has appeared as recitalist 
at the Moscow Conservatory and at the Shanghai and Hung Zhou 
Opera Houses in China. During the summer of 2000, Dr. Bentz also 
taught German diction at the Vocal Arts International Summer Institute 
in Washington, DC and directed and performed in the Musical revue, 
"Concert of the Bugs" at the National Arboretum in Washington, DC. 
In 2000, Ms. Bentz recently received a Governor's Citation for 
outstanding vocal performance from the Maryland State Arts Council. 
Dr. Bentz taught for two years as "Visiting Professor" of Voice at the 
University of Nebraska in Omaha from 1998-2000. Currently she is 
Assistant Professor of Voice and heads the Voice Area at Westminster 
College in New Wilmington, PA. Dr. Bentz maintains an active career 
as recitalist both in Pennsylvania and in the Washington, DC 
metropolitan area. 



James Gorton, oboe 

James Gorton, currently Co-Principal Oboist of the Pittsburgh 
Symphony Orchestra, was formerly Associate Principal and Acting 
Principal Oboe of the orchestra. Prior to joining the Pittsburgh 
Symphony in 1971, Mr. Gorton was a member of the Rochester 
Philharmonic Orchestra, the Eastman-Rochester Orchestra, and 
Principal Oboe of the Rochester Chamber Orchestra. From 1971 to 
1986 he was Principal Oboe of the Pittsburgh Opera and Pittsburgh 
Ballet Theatre. He has also been Principal Oboe of the Colorado 
Philharmonic, the New Hampshire Music Festival, the Aspen Festival 
Orchestra, as well as oboist and E��lish hornist of the Bethlehem (PA) 
Bach Festival and Lake George (NY) Opera Festival. 

As oboe soloist, Mr. Gorton gave the Pittsburgh premiere of Witold 
Lutoslawski's Double Concerto for Oboe, Harp, and Chamber 
Orchestra with harpist Gretchen Von Hoesen, conductor Zdenek 
Macal and the Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra on the May 1985 
subscription series. Mr. Gorton presented the Rochester premiere of 
L'Horlo e de flor he Flower Clock by Jeon Fron�aix with the 
Eastman-Rochester Orchestra under alter Hen di. Together with 
trumpeter Charles Lirette and conductor Michael Lankester, Mr. 
Gorton performed the Hertel Concerto in E flat with the Pittsburgh 
Symphony at Harlwood Acres in 1983. In addition, James Gorton 
has appeared as soloist with the Colorado Philharmonic, New 
Hampshire Music Festival, Johnstown Symphony, Carnegie Civic 
Symphony (now Pittsburgh Civic Orchestra), and the Main Line 
(Philadelphia) Symphony. 

As a chamber musician and recitalist, Mr. Gorton was a founder of 
the New Pittsburgh Quintet, which ployed throughout the U. S., at the 
prestigious Osalca International Festival in Japan, and for the 
nationally televised PBS special commemorating opening of the Sarah 
Scaife Gallery in Pittsburgh. He was a member of the Mid-America 
Woodwind Quintet in residence at Emporia (KS) State University from 
1969 to 1971. He has opeeared in recital throughout the Pittsburgh 
area at the Frick Museum, Duq_uesne University, Carnegie-Mellon 
University, Chatham College, Carlow College, Shadyside Concert 
series, Pittsburgh Chamber Music Project, Rodef Shalom series, and at 
California State University and the University of Akron. 

James Gorton grew up in the Philadelphia area and studied privately 
with Charles Morris, Louis Rosenblatt, and John de Lande, all of the 
Philadelphia Orchestra. Mr. Gorton studied with Robert Sprenkle at 
the Eastman School of Music where he was a Rochester National 
Scholar, and earned the Bachelor of Music degree and Performers 
Certificate. Mr. Gorton is a faculty member of Duquesne University. 



Susan Davenay Wyner, conductor 

After an international career as a soprano, Susan Davenny Wyner 
has received acclaim for an equally impressive career as a conductor. 
The MacNeil-Lehrer Newshour and WGBH Television have presented 
special documentary features on her life and work. The Cleveland 
Plain Dealer hailed her as "a galvanizing presence", and went on to 
state: 'Wyner ... defines those attributes reserved for the finest 
conductors. She has a firm vision of how a score should sound, an 
instinctive feel for texture and phrasing, and the ability to 
communicate ideas with almost laser-beam exactness to colleagues." 
The Los Angeles Times praised her "sensitive and thoughtful 
leadership", The Chicago Tribune celebrated her "rousing and joyous" 
conducting, and The Boston Globe has selected her conaucted 
performances of concerts and opera as among the "Best Musical 
Events of the Year'' for the last four years. 

Susan Davenni Wyner's conducting credits include the Los Angeles 
Philharmonic, The Boston lyric Opera, and members of the Cleveland 
Orchestra in three special benefit performances. Andre Previn, Lynn 
Harrell, Peter Sarkin, Emanuel Ax, Richard Stoltzman, Dominique 
Labelle, Eliot Fisk and Robert Levin have been among her guest 
soloists. She has also conducted concerts at the Hollywoocf Bowl, in 
the Czech Republic, at the Tanglewood and Aspen Music Festivals, in 
Chica.901s Orchestra Hall, as well as in New York and for CBS Radio. 
In 1998, The American S)'mphony Orchestra league named her a 
Catherine Filene Shouse Conductor , a first-time award given by a 
national panel of conductors and orchestral managers to conductors 
poised for major careers. 

Since 1999 she has been Music Director and Conductor of two 
orchestras: the New England String Ensemble, a Boston-based 
professional string orchestra, and The Warren Philhannonic Orchestra 
near Cleveland Ohio. Calling her conducting of Shostakovich's 
Fourteenth Symphony in her debut with the New England String 
Ensemble "dazzling", The Boston Globe went on to state: 11a sizable 
audience listened. enthralled and rewarded the perfonners with a 
standing ovationOWyner conducted with lucidly passionate specificity; 
she is musically and emotionally fearless." The Boston Globe chose 
that concert as one of the five Best Orchestral Performances of 1 999. 

She has conducted a wide range of reJ>erfoire 6symphonic, operatic, 
oratorio, and choral6from the 14th to 21st centuries and has 
garnered praise for her work with period instrumentsas well as for her 
world premiere performances of works just composed. Her recording 
of Sam Adlerfs Concertino #3 with the Cleveland Chamber Symphony 
has just been released on Albany Records and in the past season 



alone she presented six orchestral premieres of new works. In July of 
2003, she conducted the production of Carlisle Floydrs Susannah for 
Lake George Opera in Saratoga, NY, of which Opera News wrote: 
"the orchestra had some terrific lyrical moments under Susan Davenny 
Wynerfs deft baton." 

Trained initially as a violinist and violist, Susan Davenn_y Wyner later 
performed as a soprano soloist with the Metropolitan Opera, the New
York City Opera, the Cleveland Orchestra, the Boston Symphony 
Orchestra, the London Symphony Orchestra, and the New York, Los 
Angeles, and Israel Philharmonics, among many others. Her eloquent 
voice and musicianship led to frequent engagements with such 
conductors as Leonard Bernstein, Sir Colin Davis, Erich Leinsdorf, 
Andrl! Previn, Lorin Maazel, Seiji Ozawa, Robert Shaw, and Michael 
Tilson Thomas. She often premiered works written especially for her 
and recorded for Columbia Masterworks, Angel/EMI, CRI and Musical 
Heritage.

studies at the Cleveland Institute of Music and the Hartford 
School o Music, Ms. Davenny Wyner graduated summa cum laude 
from Cornell University with degrees in both comparative literature 
and music. She continued her studies at Yale and Columbia 
Universities and received conducting fellowships for study at the 
Tanglewood and Aspen Music Festivals as well as at the Los Angeles 
Philfiarmonic Institute. She has since held conducting positions at the 
New England Conservatory and at The Cleveland Institute of Music, at 
Wellesley College, and at Brandeis and Cornell Universities. In 1998, 
she was Assistant Conductor of Chicag_o's Grant Park Music Festival, a 
position created especially for her. In 2002, she was a juror of the 
International Bach Competition of the International Bach-Archiv in 
Leipzig, Germany. 

The Library of Congress featured her in its 2003 'Women Who Dare" ( 
calendar--which honors exceptional woman of all eras and 
countries-os the Christmas week honoree.

Thomas Osuga, a third generation Japanese-American 
pianist, earned his B.Mus. degree from Youngstown State 
University, and M.Mus. from the Manhattan School of Music in 
piano performance. He now lives in New York City. In addition 
to performing as a soloist, he teaches piano at the Mannes 
College of Music, and along with his wife, Li Chen Hwang 
Osuga, has a huge and very successful class of private students. 
He is currently working on his Ph.D. at New York University. 

Osuga has performed throughout the U.S. and appears 
regularly in the New York metropolitan region as a specialist in 
contemporary music performance. In addition to solo 
performing and teaching, Osuga adjudicates music 
competitions and is active as a professional accompanist. His 
father, Rev. James S. Osuga, is former pastor of the First 
Christian church of Youngstown. Rev. Osuga served in the U.S. 
army in Berlin during World War II, while his family was interned 
in Tule Lake (CA) and Heart Mountain (WY). Maureen K. 
Osuga, Thomas Osuga's mother, has written extensively on her 
internment experiences. A number of the works performed 
during Thomas Osuga's residency reflect his interest in opening 
new aesthetic vistas onto difficult subject matters. 

David Loeb is a Professor of Composition at the Mannes 
College of Music. Dinu's Mysterious Rag was originally 
composed for the New York University Chamber Players and 
was premiered by them at the Gubbio International Festival in 
Italy in summer, 1990. The title refers to Dinu Gheuo, the 
conductor of the ensemble. The mystery lies in the harmonies 
used in the piece. The solo piano version was premiered by the 
composer at the Butler Institute of American Art, Youngstown. 

Robert Rollin, a native of Brooklyn New York, began 
composing at age 8 and was soon recommended by conductor 
Erich Leinsdorf for a special composition scholarship at Juillard. 
Graduating Phi Beta Kappa from City College and with a 
doctorate from Cornell, he studied under Mark Brunswick, Ravi 



Shankar, Robert Palmer, Karel Huso, Elliot Carter, and Gyorgy 
Ligeti. He has been recognized with annual ASCAP awards 
consecutively for two decades and has held many important 
awards, post doctoral fellowships, and grants, including the 
Ohio Governors Award for Creative Excellence presented by the 
Honorable Richard Celeste in a public ceremony.

Osuga, Thomas Osuga's mother, has written extensively on her 
internment experiences. A number of the works performed 
during Thomas Osuga's residency reflect his interest in opening 
new aesthetic vistas onto difficult subject matters. 

Steven Kazuo Takasugl is a third generation Japanese­
American composer living and teaching at the University of 
California at San Diego. His family was interned during World 

C- War II in T ule Lake, (CA), Jerome (AK), and Gila River (AZ). Dr.
T akasugi administers the Summer Academy: International
Masterclass for young composers in Stuttgart, Germany.

Ushlo Torlkal's wide-ranging musical background began 
at on early age with violin and piano, followed by studies on 
traditional Japanese instruments. She was invited to the Paris 
Biennole in 1982. Concerts of her music hove been presented 
at Cathedral of St. John the Divine (NY), Son Francisco Museum 
of Modern Art, Walker Art Center (MN), and Georges Pompidou 
Center, Paris. She has received awards from New York State 



Council on the Arts, ASCAP, Asian Cultural council, and 
Rockefeller Third Foundation. She also helds a B.A. in 
Economics from Keio University, Tokyo. The New York Times 
calls her music 11exuberant and spectacular." 

Robert Rollin, a native of Brooklyn New York, began 
composing at age 8 and was soon recommended by conductor 
Erich Leinsdorf for a special composition scholarship at Juillard. 
Graduating Phi Beta Kappa from City College and with a 
doctorate from Cornell, he studied under Mork Brunswick, Ravi 
Shankar, Robert Palmer, Karel Huso, Elliot Carter, and Gyorgy 
Ligeti. He has been recognized with annual ASCAP awards 
consecutively for two decades and has held many important 
awards, post doctoral fellowships, and grants, including the 
Ohio Governors Award for Creative Excellence presented by the 
Honorable Richard Celeste in a public ceremony. 

Rollin's many compositions have been performed and 
broadcast on six continents, and have been used as required 
jury pieces in the USA, France, and South Africa. He serves as 
Associated Editor of Extempore, a theoretical journal and has 
authored numerous articles for international journals. As active 
pianist, he is founder and coordinator of the International Dana 
New Music Festival and conductor of the Dana Festival 
Chamber Orchestra, a professional group. Rollin's recent 
premieres and guest residencies have taken him to four 
continents.

Hungarian March from The Damnation of Faust Op. 24 

I Allegro marcato Hector Berlioz . 
(1803-1867) 

Hector Berli� was born on December 11 th
, 1803 and

died on March 81 
, 1869. He has composed many works 

including the famous "Symphonie FantastiqueH. Like many 
other composers, Berlioz decided to write a musical 
landscape to the words of Goethe. The Damnation of Faust 
was one of man'{ works written by 19th century composers 
based on Faust. Berlioz wrote most of the work while touring 
Europe during the mid-1840s. After he returned home to 
Paris, more ol the work was completed; however, it was his 
success of his own music in those cities visited during his time 
in Europe that was most beneficial. Below is an excerpt from 
the original poem 'Faust' written by Goethe. 

Nature immense, impenetrable. et fierel 
Toi seule donnes tr�ve a mon ennui sans fin/ 

Sur ton sein tout-puissant je sens moins ma misere, 
Je retrouve ma force et je crois vivre enfin. 

Oui, soufflez ouragans, criez, for�ts profondes 
Croulez rochers, torrents precipitez vos ondesl 
A vos bruits souverains, ma voix aime a s'unir. 
For�ts, rochers, torrents, je vous adore/ mondes 

Qui scintillez, vers vous s'elance le desir 
D'un cceur trop vaste et d'une 6me alteree 

D'un bonheur qui la fuit. 

Nature more immense, more impenetrable and more 
proud! You alone give truce to my endless boredom! On your 
omnipotent breast r feel less my miserv, I rediscover my force 
and I believe to live at last. Yes, blow liurricanes, scream, deep 
forests, Collapse boulders, torrents precipitate your waves I To 
your sovereign noises, my voice likes to sing. Forests, boulders, 
torrents, I love youl worlds that sparkle towards you and the 
desire in your heart is too vast and your soul is impaired with 
happiness that flees it. 



The Hungarian March is an excerpt of the total work 
written by Hector Berlioz which includes scenes of this 
symphonic poem. This is not considered an Opera by 
Berlioz, rather a poem set to music, a concert stage piece. 
The entire work is split up into 4 parts.

Faust in Hungary {in nature); he hears of peasants' 
dance and the soldiers' Rakoczy March, but is unmoved 
by this. 
Faust meets Mephistopheles and is tempted by this devil 
fi�ure through a series of dreamy incidents, including a 
tnp to Auerbach's Cellar, where the song of Rats and 
Song of the Flea take place. Faust is lured to sleep by 
the sylphs and dreamt of Marguerite. 
Faust and Marguerite meet and recognize each other in 
her room. They declare and confirm their love for one 
another. 
Faust learns of Marguerite's trouble and be9.s 
Mephistopheles for help. After signing a pact with 
Mephistopheles, he rides with the devil prince to hell, 
while Marguerite is saved in heaven through her repent. 

As with other concert stage works by Berlioz, the voice is 
a very integral part of the entire work, as it depicts the human 
emotion felt and experienced by Faust. The oeginning of the 
March starts with a fanfare with the trumpets and horns and is 
followed by the first theme which is played by the woodwinds. 
Throughout the first section of the �iece, the strings are 
pizzicato with short burst of the bow. Even though the piece 
1s considerably short, the point is brought across the music 
very well.

Ludwig van Beethoven 
(1770-1827) 

Ludwig van Beethoven was born in Bonn, Germany in 
1770, and died in Vienna, Austria on March 26, 1827. 
Unquestionably one of the most influential composers in 
history, Beethoven began his Fifth Symphony with three quick 
G's and a long E-flat. These two notes comprise an outline 
of the c minor triad and could be the most memorable 
musical phrase in music history. 

Beethoven be_gan the work now know as the Fifth 
Symphony around 1804, shortly after finishinQ the Third 
Symphony. Many other projects interrupted �,s progress on 
tlie Fifth Symphony, including what became known as the 
Fourth Symphony completed in March 1807. In the early 
months of l 808 the c minor Fifth S_ymphony was 
simultaneously completed with an F major Symphony, the 
Pastorale, which at first bore the name of Symphony number 
Five. Somewhere between the first P.erformances and 
publications, Beethoven renumberea the Fifth and Sixth 
Symphonies, the c minor became known as the Fifth, the F 
major became the Sixth. 

More than anv. other piece of music the Fifth Symphony 
has been acknowleaged for its thematic unification and 
development. In the lirst movement the opening theme is 
expanded into a horn call that develops into the second 
subject using the same note pattern as the horn-call. Later in 
the piece, die horn-call is fragmented down to a single half 
note that alternates between the strings and woodwinds. 
Also,. the last two movements are run together without a 
break. The third movement evolves into a C major coda that 
triumphantly finalizes the piece. This technique was 
commonly used in other works of the time and gave the fifth 
Symphony a sense of continuity. 



There is very little information recorded from music 
critics regarding the first performance of the Fifth Symphony. 
However, a year and a half later in the Allgemeine 
Musicalische Zeitung, E.T.A. Hoffmann a novelist /composer 
�ave a highly positive review of another performance. 

Radiant beams shoot through the deep night of this reQion, 
and we ·become aware of gigantic shadows which, roc�mg 
back and forth, close in on us and destroy all within us except
the pain of enaless longing - a longing in which every 
pleasure that rose up amid jubilant tones sinks and 
succumbs. Only through this pain, which, while consuming 
but not destroY.ing love, hope, and joy, tries to burst our 
breasts with a full-voiced general cry trom all the passions, do 
we live on and are captivated beholders of the spirits." 

INTERMISSION (10 minutes) 

Spin Cycle (2001) Scott Lindroth 

For the University of Michigan Wind Ensemble, H. Robert 
Reynolds commissioned Spin Cycle. This piece marks the 
beginning of a series works that tend to have fast tempi, 
conspicuous virtuosity and a generally lighter expressive 
character than some of the composer's earlier works. The 
first musical ideas were the swirling and spinning melodic 
figures that are heard throughout fhe piece. As it happens, 
tliese gestures circulate in a fairly rigorous cyclical pattern, 
leading to the whimsical title.

Within the Christian tradition, the main focus of Christmas 
activities is a mother and child, the result of a miraculous 
birth--certainly a thing both immediate and sublime, as is 
reflected in Franz Biebl's beautiful and compelling Ave Maria.

With the many previous songs entitled Ave Maria as his 
source of inspiration, Biebl has given us a somewhat more 
contemporary, but nonetheless inspirational choral setting of 
this wonderful story. Cameron's transcription certainly 
captures, instrumentally, the essence of this powerful music.

This composition was original!Y titled Clog Dance. A close 
friend of Graingers, William Gair Rathbone (to whom the 
piece is dedicated) suggested the present title because the 
music seemed to reflect both Handel and English musical 
comedy--the Strand in London is a street that is the home of 
English musical comedy. According to Grainger his 
composition sounded "as if old Handel were rushing down 
the Strand to the strains of Modern English popular music." 
The guest conductor of this work this evening is Ms. Heather 
Sirney. Ms. Sirney is in her second year as a graduate 
assistant for YSU Bands. She will complete the MM in 
Instrumental Conducting degree in May 2004, she completed 
the BM in Music Education at YSU in 2002, and after 
graduation she will be pursuing a career in instrumental 
music teaching. Heather hails from Mars, Pennsylvania

Fine Lines was composed in July of 2003 for Kathryn 
Thomas-Umble and the YSU Wind Ensemble. I was flattered 
and a bit anxious when Dr. Stephen Gage approached me 
last May with a proposition to write a piece for the Wind 
Ensemble featuring Dr. Thomas-Umble My initial point of 
departure was to imagine what Igor Stravinsky might have 
written had he decidea to compose a flute concerto during 
his neo-classical period. I wanted to compose something that 
expanded "})'. usual tonal vocabulary, but that was still based 
in tonality. The entire piece unfolds from the opening chord, 
which is a triad in second inversion containing both the major 



and minor thirds. Much of the melodic material is based on 
the octatonic scale, the eight-note scale of alternating whole· 
steps and half steps. The texture is quite transparent in order 
to allow the solo flute to be heard. Upon reflection, I realize 
that this one-movement work is almost an example of sonata 
form.

Romance for Flute and Winds explores the lyrical side of the 
flute. The entire �iece unfolds from the three-note ascending 
motive played by first clarinet. Choirs of clarinets and French 
horns create an almost mournful atmosphere out of which the 
solo flute emerges. The Romance for Flute and Winds is a 
transcription of my Romance for Flute and Strings, which was 
recorded by The Polish National Chamber Orchestra for the 
Centaur label.

The final movement to Tchaikovsky's Symphony No. 4 is 
arguably the most brilliant finale in the symphonic repertoire. 
The opening notes rocket downward in a meteor-like blaze, 
settling restlessly into a little tune based on a five-note scale.· 
This simple theme is passed round the ensemble, each time 
with markedly different accompanying texture, encompassing 
various keys, distinctly biased towards minor tonality. In a 



sense the finale is an introduction, theme and variations, but 
the reappearance of the introductory motive three more times 
is also suggestive of rondo form. The apex of the movement 
is an arresting fanfare, which is actually a verbatim return to 
the opening oars of the first movement. 

Long a favorite of band audiences, Tchaikovsky's 114th to the 
4th" has been available for more than half a century in a 
durable transcription by V.F. Safranek, as well as a more 
recent version by Mork Hindsley. The present arrangement, 
heard here in its premiere performance by the YSU 
Symphonic Wind Ensemble, has several noteworthy features: 
it retains the composer's original key of F major and his 
characteristic style of brass writing. Trumpets do not play the 
florid scalar passages he typically assigned to woodwinds and 
strings, but are instead held in reserve for those moments 
where they can add maximum power and majesty. The result 
is a feeling of authenticity, retaining a sense of the Russian 
master's musical signature.

WIiiiam •• Slocum received the bachelor of fine arts and 
master of music degrees from the University of New Mexico and 
earned an artist's diploma at the Julliard School of Music where he 
studied French horn with James Chambers. 

William Slocum is a member of the faculty of the Dana Sch�ol of 
Music of Youngstown State University. At the Dana School he is music 
director of the Dana Symphony Orchestra, professor of French 
horn, and a member of the Dana Faculty Brass Quintet. He is also a 
lecturer in conducting, symphonic literature and the history of art and 
music. 

Previously, Mr. Slocum was conductor of the Cheyenne Symphony 
Orchestra in Wyoming. He played principal horn in the Buffalo

Dr. Stephen L. Gage, conductor 

STEPHEN GAGE is Instrumental Music Coordinator, 
Professor of Music, and Director of Bands at Youngstown State 
University (YSU). He earned a doctorate at the University of 
Illinois: Urbana-Champaign, a masters degree at the Eastman 
School of Music, and a bachelors degree and the Performe�s 
Certificate in Percussion at the State University of New York at 
Fredonia. 

Dr. Gage is currently in his eleventh season as the music 
director and conductor of the Youngstown Symphony Youth 
Orchestra (YSYO). He has numerous publications including 
articles in the Kansas Music Review Journal, in the Ohio Music 
Educators Journal, TRIAD, and in the National Band Association 
(NBA) Journal and NBA Newsletter. He hos been a member of 
the NBA School Reform Committee, the ABA Ostwald Selection 
Committee and served a four-year term as the NBA North 
Central Division Choir. His many professional credits include 
serving as a guest conductor, clinician, and adjudicator for all 
state, sectional, regional, and district high school concert bonds 
and orchestras across the United States and Canada. Gage 
also recently guest conducted the U.S. Army Band: Pershing's 
Own and the U.S. Army field Bond. 

Under his direction the YSU Symphonic Wind Ensemble 
(SWE) and the YSYO were guest performers at the 1998 and 
2000 OMEA State Music Convention and the YSYO appeared 
again at the 2002 North Central MENC/OMEA Convention in 
Cleveland. In April of 2002 the YSU SWE appeared in a feature 
performance at the Music Educators Notional Association 
(MENC) Biennial Convention in Nashville, Tennessee and will be 
performing at the 2004 OMEA Convention in Columbus. The 
SWE also was a guest performer at the 1996 CBDNA 
Convention in Green Bay, Wisconsin. The SWE has recorded 
and released three compact discs, Lions, Jesters and Dragons, 
Oh My (1998), Star Wars and Other Scores (2000), and 
Carnival (2002); and the ensemble will be recording its fourth 
CD project, Spin Cycle in the spring of 2004.

In the 
post year he has shared the stage with many leading jazz 
musicians, including Larry Coryell, James Moody, Frank Foster, 
Joe Chambers, Benny Green, Joe Lovano, Bob Brookmeyer, 
Bobby Watson, and Mose Allison. Morgan performs regularly 
with the Cleveland Jazz Orchestra, the Jack Schantz Jazz Unit, 
and with a variety of smaller ensembles. He has also appeared 
with The Cleveland Orchestra, the Akron Symphony, and the 
Cleveland Chamber Symphony. 

MorBan, who holds a M.M. in Music Theory and a 
D.M.A. in Composition from the University of Texas at Austin, is
also active as a theorist and composer. His theoretical research
has focused on the harmonic and melodic vocabulary of
contemporary jazz, and he has presented two papers at National
Meetings of the Society for Music Theory. His article
"Superimposition in the Improvisations of Herbie Hancock" will
be published in the forthcoming issue of the Annual Review of
Jazz Studies. His compositions for jazz and classical ensembles
are performed throughout the world. The 13-Riece Jazz Unit
has released a critically acclaimed recording of his compositions
entitled Choices, featuring Dan Wall, Chris Karlie, and Howie
Smith. The Polish National Chamber Orchestra recently
premiered two of his works Concert Music for Alto Saxophone
and Strings and Romance for Flute and Strings. Their recording
of the Romance with American flautist Katherine DeJongh will oe
released in 2002 on the Cerauto label.

LEE BROOKS, a native of Norfolk VA, received his 
Doctor of Musical Arts degree from the University of Michigan 
and his Bachelor of Music and Master of Music degrees from 
Michigan State University. He studied composition with H. Owen 
Reed and James Niblock, clarinet with Elsa Ludewig-Verdehr, 
Keith Stein and John Mohler, and saxophone with Larry Teal. 
While a Fulbright scholar in Austria he attended the Vienna 
Academy of Music where he was a clarinet student of Rudolph 
Jettel. 

As clarinetist Brooks has performed with the American 
Wind Symphony Orchestra and a number of orchestras and 
bands in Michigan and Ohio. His military service included 
assignments to U.S. Army bands in Ft. Monroe VA and 
Heidelberg Germany. Dr. Brooks has been a music professor at 
Wayne State College, DePauw University and the University of 
Akron, conducting bands and teaching woodwinds, music theory 
and orchestration. In recent years he tics worked in the private 
sector as proprietor of music publishing and recording 
enterprises. 

His compositions and arrangements have been 
performed by university and high school bands around northeast 
Ohio, including five works at YSU. His arrangements for wind 
quintet of sixteen Joplin piano rags have been recorded by the 
Solaris Quintet and will be released on a compact disc entitled 
"Great Scott" in 2004.

1824 at the request of Georg Staufer, the inventor of the 
Arpeggione. The Arpeggione was a violin shaped instrument 
with six strings, about the size of a cello. The work was meant 
to explore the expressive possibilities of the new instrument. 
Since the Arpeggione had such a short existence, the piece < 
has been transposed for several other instruments. 

The Great Train Race (1993) Ian Clarke (b. 1967) 

Ian Clarke has established a reputation as one of the 
United Kingdom's most innovative flutists and composers with 
a particular interest in contemporary works and techniques. 
His unaccompanied piece "The Great Train Race" has been 
performed in large concert halls such as the Barbican, 
London & the Symphony Hall in Birmingham, England. Ian 
Clarke's compositions range from the '1umorous to the 
ethereal, often employing an array ·of extended techniques 
which he manages to combine in a uniquely accessible 
manner. 



Flute Concerto (1968) 

I. Allegro con fermezza

Aram Khachaturian 
(1903-1978) 

French flutist Jean-Pierre Rampal approached Aram 
Khachaturian in 1940, and asked him to write a concerto for 
flute. Khachaturian, taken immediately by Rampal's virtuosity 
and unlimited expressive gifts, suggested that he arrange his 
violin concerto for the flute. Rampal took up the challenge 
and premiered the new concerto in 1968. He kept the new 
concerto close to the original. He did, however, write a new 
cadenza, suited uniquely to the possibilities of the flute. 

The senior recital of Eduardo Mandujano-Aguilar is in partial 
fulfillment of the Bachelor of Music Performance degree, 
flute emphasis. 



Eduardo Mandltjano-Aguilar, flute 

A native of Mexico City, Mexico, Eduardo began studying 
the flute at age 16 with Roxana Lara. He was a member of the 
Orquesta Juvenil Santo Cecilia and appeared as a soloist with 
them on numerous occasions. His work with the orchestra 
earned him a full scholarship from the Mexican government to 
study abroad at Youngstown State University. He was also a 
founding member of Metropoli Jazz. 

Eduardo is currently a senior flute performance major 
and has studied with Nancy Andrew and Kathryn Thomas 
Umble. He has performed in many flute masterclasses, including 
those of William Bennett and Sir James Galway privately. Other 
coaches include Marcellene Hawk and Walter Mayhall. Last 
year he gave a masterclass for his former peers at the lnstituto 
Nacional de Bel/as Mes in Mexico and performed with 
renowned pianist Marta Wilemowska. He was also invited to 
become the principal flute of the Filarm6nica de Queretaro. 

Eduardo is a staff member of the Warren Junior Military 
Band and was the featured soloist in the 2002 Annual Fall 
Concert. During the summer of 2003, he studied with Jonathan 
Snowden and Christine Hankin in England, and performed in 
recital with pianist Timothy Carey. Eduardo is the principal flute 
of the Dana Symphony Orchestra and was the first place winner 
of the Dana Young Artist Competition, performing the flute 
concerto of Aram Khachaturian. He is a member of the Dana 
Composers Ensemble and has given premieres of numerous 
chamber music pieces. He has performed extensively in Mexico, 
the United States and Europe. He is also an enthusiastic 
amateur athlete and ran the 2003 Cleveland Marathon.
