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Concerns raised 
Officials say new exhaust 
fan meets requirements

Discharged lead particles 
from a recently installed 
exhaust fan in Beeghly 
Center could potentially 
harm campus employees and 
the children attending a day 
care just 30 feet away, the vice 
president of a campus union 
has charged. University offi­
cials have countered, saying 
the new exhaust system is 
safe and is i n compliance 
with all laws and environ­
mental standards. 

Ivan Maldonado, vice 
president of the Association 
of Classified Employees, 
Youngstown State Univer­
sity's staff union, filed a 
grievance on Oct. 21 against 
Y S U claiming the university 
is not providing a safe work 
environment for union mem­
bers w o r k i n g . i n Beeghly 
Center and Fedor Hal l . 

However , M a l d o n a d o 
said he agreed, fol lowing a 
request by university offi­
cials, to put his grievance on 
hold pending the results of 
an investigation. The uni ­
versity began testing the 
soil and surrounding areas 
Monday , Y S U spokesman 
Ron Cole said. 

A t issue is the lack of a 
filtration system in the new 
exhaust fan. Whi le Y S U offi­
cials say a lead filtration 
system is unnecessary and 
not required by law, some 
pol lut ion experts feel it 
might be better to err on the 
side of caution due to the

The new exhaust fan, 

which sits atop Beeghly 
Center's roof and connects 
to the building's indoor rifle 
range, was installed early i n 
October by York-Mahoning 

- Mechanical Inc. of Youngs­
town. The o l d ventilation 
system, a Trane M o d e l Q , 
broke d o w n over the sum­
mer and needed to be 
replaced, M i k e Orto, YSU's 
manager of facilities, said. 

lohn H y d e n , YSU's exec­
utive director of facilities, 
said the new fan "should be 
significantly better than the

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Jay!: Williams looks to 
be city's first black mayor

Youngstown State University graduate 
and independent Youngstown mayoral can­
didate Jay Wil l iams spoke about the about 
the unique challenges of being a black 
leader in Youngstown in a discussion spon­
sored by the Youngstown State University's 
Africana Studies Program Wednesday 

If elected, Wil l iams w i l l become the city's 
first black mayor. 

" I f s k ind of shocking that Youngstown 
hasn't had a black mayor yet, considering 
the city is in the North , where ideas about 
race are supposedly more progressive," 
Will iams said. 

Wil l iams said one of the issues he faces is 
people, thinking his race w i l l cause h i m to 
support legislation that w i l l benefit just the 
black community if he is elected. 

"There are some people who expect me to 
push an all-black agenda, but w h e n you're 
the mayor, y o u have to be the mayor for all 
the people, regardless of ethnicity," 
Wil l iams said. 

"There has to be a balance," he added. 
Wil l iams, w h o began campaigning by 

visiting neighborhoods throughout Youngs­
town, said reactions varied; some people 
have been supportive, while others rejected 
the visits. 

"I knocked on the door of this older

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U professor downplays ice-age misconceptions

Former Youngstown State 
University professor James Adovasio 
presented "Strangers in a Strange 
Land: Some Biased Thoughts on the 
Peopling of the New World/' to dis­
courage false concepts of humanoids 
in the ice age. 

Directing Mercyhurst College's 
Archaeologist Institute and f ind­
ing evidence of the earliest k n o w n 
human settlement in N o r t h 
America , Adovas io is "well qual i ­
f ied, to tackle myths that people 
have of early hunters. 

U s i n g examples from artwork, 
Adovas io showed how many peo­
ple's v iew of the Ice A g e are 
stereotyped: the perception of 
men in fur clothing hunting b ig 
game animals. 

"These perceive what guys 
a lways do; stick spears into 
things," Adovas io said. 

The lack of women and chi l ­
dren in the artwork depicts an a l l -
male w o r l d . 

"This is a v iew created by men 
about m e n , " A d o v a s i o said. 
"Archaeologists have ignored the 
non-male part of it, because many 
of them were men digging/' 

Other myths include groups 
l i v i n g in caves, the weather 
a lways being c o l d , mammoths 
being the pr imary source of food 
and also the use of stone tools. 

"There were houses construct­
ed of mammoth bones, wi th the 
hides of caribou or reindeer for 
roofs," A d o v a s i o said. Stone tools 
were used, but A d o v a s i o argues 
that baskets and nets made of 
plants were also important to 
early settlers. 

Meadowcroft Rockshelter south­
east of Pittsburgh is where Dr. 
Adovasio and his team found evi­
dence disproving the popular Clovis 

Theory; that man had migrated to 
North America via the land bridge 
and settled in at about 11,500 years 
ago. The evidence at Meadowcroft 
dates to at almost 16,000 years ago, 
moving the land bridge back to at 
least 30,000 years ago. 

A d o v a s i o said M e a d o w c r o f t 
represented a place that never had 
ice on it. M u c h of the same glacier 
movements that shaped it also 
shaped Youngtown and the land­
marks of M i l l Creek Park. 

"We here i n Youngstown w o u l d 
have been under two miles of 
glacier ice," he said.

old one." 
The new exhaust system, 

a Greenheck up-blast cen­
trifugal fan, does not contain 
a filtration system, and 
instead shoots any lead par­
ticles from the firing range 
high into the air, Orto said. 
The fan cost just under 
$7,000, Orto said. 

M a l d o n a d o said he is 
worried that the new fan's 
lack of a filtration system 
could leave potentially 
harmful amounts of lead in 
the air. He said he was espe­
cially concerned because the 
Wee Care Day Care play­
ground sits just two stories 
d o w n and 30 feet north of 
the new fan. Wee Care Day 
Care is located in Fedor H a l l , 
which also houses the 
Youngstown Early College 
and the Rich Aut i sm Center. 

"There's a possibility of 
exposure to lead to those 
folks," Maldonado said. "We 
want to bring to the atten­
tion of the university, they 
have to correct this issue 
immediately before someone 
is'irijured because of a lack of 
fdre&ght;^ '>• • 

' ^ a i n m y 'Wilt , Wee-Care 
Day Care's director of quality 
and safety, said no children at 
the Y S U location had become 
sick wi th lead poisoning. 
Wilt, however, said she was 
unaware of the A C E griev­
ance or the EPA complaint. 

O h i o code requirements 
The O h i o mechanical 

code does not require a filter 
for the exhaust fan, Orto 
said. The code does require 
keeping the exhaust ten feet 
from any fresh air intakes, 
Orto said. 

" U n t i l someone does 
some testing, no one can say 
lead is even coming out of 
there. A n d no one has done 
any testing yet," Orto said in 

an interview Wednesday. 
H y d e n said, "Based on all 

the information that we 
have, we're not putting any 
employees, the publ ic or 
especially those children in 
harm's way. I think that 
we've been very proactive i n 
ensuring that they won't be 
in harm's way." 

The o ld Trane M o d e l Q 
fan contained a filter, but 
John H y d e n said it was a 
common pleated furnace f i l ­
ter not capable of trapping 
lead particles. Orto 
described the Trane fan as 
having a side discharge that 
"exhausted out onto the 
roof." 

A H EPA (High Efficiency 
Particulate Arrestor) filter 
w o u l d prevent lead particles 
from entering the atmos­
phere, H y d e n said. However 
M i k e Fagert, York-
M a h o n i n g ' s professional 
engineer, w h o Y S U consult­
ed with , said the velocity of 
the air that comes out of the 
ventilation unit is so strong 
that it w o u l d require a 26 
square foot H E P A filter to 
stop all le'acPcomin^ from''the 
firing ranged • r ; 

" I f s not feasible because 
of the volume of air. The o ld 
system d i d not have 26 feet 
of filter area. So h o w it 
w o r k e d , I have no idea , " 
Fagert said. 

EPA complaint 
Maldonado said members 

of his bargaining unit who 
work in Beeghly Center first 
alerted h i m to the potential 
lead problem. In addition to 
the grievance, M a l d o n a d o 
reported his concerns to the 
O h i o Environmental 
Protection Agency, he said.

Isaiah Jbdbon, 'Ctrachsrtor 
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investigated the complaint 
on Oct. 18, inspecting the 
new exhaust fan and the 
playground. Slanina filed a 
report on Oct. 26. 

Slanina's supervisor, 
Larry Himes, said the report 
was faxed to the EPA's dis­
trict office, but "this is some­
thing we really don't have 
jurisdiction over." 

" F r o m what I understand, 
the amount of emissions 
from this w o u l d be so mini ­
mal that it wouldn ' t neces­
sarily need to have any per­
mits or any k ind of emis­
sions control devices on it ," 
Himes said. 

C h e r y l Sutman, of the 
O h i o EPA's Div is ion of A i r , 
said there are no E P A regular 
tions for f ir ing ranges. She 
said that lead emissions 
coming from the exhaust fan 
w o u l d l ikely be very low, but 
"to be conservative, it w o u l d 
have been nice" to install a 
H E P A filter, given the prox­
imity of the day care. She 
said if her children were 
there, she w o u l d be con­
cerned. 

' "T think I'd' want a filter," 
Sutman said. 

Joe Diorio, director of the 
Mahoning County Board of 
Health's C h i l d h o o d Lead 
Poisoning Prevention 
Program, said there is no 
investigation by the board of 
health. 

D i o r i o said typical ly 
"there should be H E P A f i l ­
tration" for any type of lead 
exposure stemming from an 
exhaust fan. 

"There w o u l d be concerns 

there, especially if there is no 
filtration from the exhaust 
fans. There could be lead 
falling out in the playground 
area," Dior io said. "I w o u l d 
have concern for the mainte­
nance workers that are at 
that facilities that might be 
doing any maintenance to 
that f ir ing range, any adults 
that are i n that general firing 
range that may be using that 
facility, as wel l as the day 
care, certainly, because lead 
affects children at a higher 
rate than it does adults." 

The R i f l e Range 
Located i n Room 116 of 

Beeghly Center, the Rif le 
Range is used by Y S U Police 
once a month for about 4 
hours and by the Y S U Police 
Academy twice a year at the 
end of each semester, accord­
ing to the report filed by 
Slanina. Y S U police use cop­
per-jacketed ammunit ion to 
reduce lead emissions, the 
report stated. 

A marksmanship class 
taught by M i k e Bowman, an 
administrative assistant wi th 
Y S U ' s campus "'recreation, 
also uses ' the f ir ing range 
two days a week for one 
semester each academic 
year, B o w m a n said. The 
marksmanship class was last 
taught fall semester 2004 and 
wi l l next be taught during 
the spr ing 2006 semester, 
Bowman said. 

The Standard Operating 
Procedures (SOP) for the 
Rifle Range, which provides 
"a centralized, written docu­
ment for guidance in the

Employees changing those 
filters are required to wear 
personal protective equip­

"Lead Exposure and Design 
Considerations for Indoor

exhausted from the range 
should be filtered us ing , a 
H i g h Efficiency Particulate 
Filter (HEPA) or, equivalent 
to insure that state regula­
tions for airborne lead are" 
not violated." .

ush did it 

President Bush did it again. 
With his third Supreme Court nomination of 

the year, Bush picked Samuel Alito, another ultra-
conservative non-descript white male, to please the 
country's evangelical Christians who care about lit­
tle other than overturning Roe v.Wade and usher­
ing in a new era of back alley, coat hanger abor­
tions. 

Harriet Miers, Bush's second Supreme Court 
nomination, internally combusted last week under 
right-wing pressure that she wasn't firm enough on 
the abortion issue. 

But unlike newly appointed Chief justice John 
Roberts, Bush's first Supreme Court nomination, 
who received little opposition from Democrats and 
breezed through his Senate confirmation hearing, 
Alito will likely (and rightfully) face the full brunt of 
Democratic outrage. 

Sensing a weakening Republican party beset on 
all sides by scandal and indictments, Democrats 
must mount a deafening offensive chorus against 
Alito to match the uproar arch-conservatives 
inflicted upon Miers. Miers was denied the much 
ballyhooed "up or down vote" mostly because she 
wasn't publicly for outlawing abortion. 

Aside from the abortion issue.Alito has some 
conflict-of-issues skeletons in his closet According 
to the Chicago Tribune, Alito, who is a federal 
appeals judge, issued an opinion in 2002 in favor of 
a corporation called The Vanguard Group "while 
owning hundreds of thousands of dollars of the 
firm's mutual funds." 

Alito's press-given nickname, "Scalito," should be 
enough to send shudders down the spines of any 
forward thinking American. The nickname is in ref­
erence to Alito's ideological similarities to conserv­
ative hard-nose Justice Antonin Scalia, famous for 
his"originaiist" view of the Constitution, which 
holds that the Constitution is a static document 
that does not change with the times — what the 
founding fathers believed in and thought is what 
Scalia thinks.-Scalia uses this"originalist" view to 
rationalize backward stances on gay rights, among 
other issues. 

If Alito is really a mini-Scaiia, a more affable 
"originalist," this country has some dark days ahead 
of it 

If there were ever a time for Democrats to fili­
buster, it would be now. 

Republican Senate leaders have threatened elim­
inating the filibuster as a political tool in the past 
but Democrats can no longer be bullied. It is time 
to fight back.

Although there's been much ado about 
the withdrawal of candidate Harriet Miers 
for a seat on the Supreme Court, the truth is 
that this minor goof-up won't even make it 
as a footnote of a footnote in history. Le fs 
face it, the somewhat-annual return of the 
McRib sandwich at McDonald's is more his­
torically important than President Bush 
selecting another one of his buddies to fill 
one of our country's most important- posi­
tions. This rampant nepotism 
isn't just exclusive to the 
President, though.

ny of Alito's rulings at odds 
with those of Supreme Court

W A S H I N G T O N — Samuel Al i to 
once wrote that employees who 
allege sex discrimination ought to 
have a tougher time proving their 
claims. The Supreme Court dis­
agreed. 

Ali to once argued that Congress 
hadn't granted state workers the 
family-leave benefits that are man­
dated for other employees. The 
h igh court rejected his th inking 
again. 

A n d Al i to , now President Bush's 
choice to replace Justice Sandra Day 
O'Connor, once embraced a stan­
dard that would make it harder to 
punish water polluters. But the 
Supreme Court didn't go along. 

In Alito's 15 years of rulings on 
the Third Circuit Court of Appeals 
in Philadelphia, many of his inter­
pretations of federal law and the 
Constitution are at odds with estab­
lished tl i inking and practice, and 
ultimately they've been rejected by 
large majorities on the high court he 
hopes to join. 

Alito's most aggressive opinions 
— on every tiling from abortion and 
civil rights to gun control and feder­
al authority —• are already drawing 
fire from the critics l ining up to 
oppose his confirmation. A n d 
they'll likely be a focus of the debate 
on the Senate floor. 

Nearly everyone expected Bush 
to pick someone with superior con­
servative bona fides after White 
House counsel Harriet Miers ' cata­
strophic nomination was w i t h ­
drawn. 

But some, court watchers say 
Al i to ' s conservatism often takes 
shape i n opinions that attempt to 
push the law closer to his ideals, 
rather than simply reflect it. Ifs an 

approach that could be difficult to 
define as restrained — the philoso­
phy preferred by many conserva­
tives. A n d that could leave Al i to 
open to charges that he's an activist. 

" I f s clear he'll write opinions in 
cases just to voice what are clearly 
unpopular opinions , " said 
University of Pennsylvania law 
professor Nathaniel Persily " A n d 
he has 15 years of opinions for peo­
ple to go through, so there's poten­
tially a lot of material for people to 
f ind. " 

Douglas Kmiec , w h o worked 
with Ali to in the Department of 
Justice during the Reagan adminis­
tration, described the judge as 
"careful in his reasoning" and said 
any notion of h i m as an activist is 
"not the Sam Alito I know." 

Kmiec said Al i to does have a 
knack for pointing out "weakness­
es" in court precedent and the con­
flicts and inconsistencies that he 
believes should be remedied. "But 
he generally does not reach out to 
decide those issues if they aren't 
squarely before h i m in a case," 
Kmiec said. "In that sense, Sam is 
more scholar than activist. A n d 
most of the disagreements with the 
high court are explainable in similar 
terms." 

To be sure, much of Alito's work 
suggests a traditional conservative 
approach, one that resists broad, 
sweeping opinions and is marked 
by meticulous examination of the 
facts in each case,.and the language 
used in laws and in the 
Constitution. 

Al i to has also written several 
opinions whose results should 
please liberal interests: cases assert­
ing disability rights, preserving due 
process for criminal defendants and 
securing free-speech rights. 

When he was introduced at the 
White House Monday, Al i to also 

spoke of the limited role that judges 
play and its importance. 

"Federal judges have the duty to 
interpret the Constitution and the 
laws faithfully and fairly, to protect 
the constitutional rights of all 
Americans and to do these things 
with care and with restraint," Al i to 
said. 

Not all of his work may square 
with that notion, though. 

In a 1996 employment discrimi­
nation case, Sheridan v. Dupont, 
Al i to concluded in his dissent that 
victims of sex discrimination in the 
workplace should meet a higher 
standard of proof than was 
required. 

Al i to said proving discrimina­
tion and that the employer was 
responsible weren't always enough 
to ensure that the claim wouldn' tbe 
dismissed by a court. H e based his 
interpretation on the rulings of 
another, more conservative appel­
late court decision, urging his col­
leagues on the 3rd Circuit to adopt 
that standard. 

They didn't, and the Supreme 
Court later unanimously rejected 
that same rationale in another dis-

' crimination case, Reeves v. 
Sanderson Plumbing Products, in 
2000. 

Kmiec said the Sheridan opinion 
is an example of restraint on Alito's 
part, because he acknowledged that 
he was bound by his o w n circuifs 
rules; he was simply pointing out 
his preference for another approach. 

"That's.one of the things he does, 
and I think i f s from a scholarly 
point of view," Kmiec said. 

But Alito's interpretation w o u l d 
have led to a fundamental change 
in the way sex discrimination 
claims are handled and w o u l d have 
conflicted wi th what Congress 
intended when it enacted anti-dis­
crimination laws.

In another knotty case, Chittister 
v. Department of Community and 
Economic Development, A l i t o 
questioned Congress' power to 
require state governments to grant 
family and medical leave to men 
and women equally. 

Al i to ' s opinion, which was 
echoed in opinions from other 
lower courts, w o u l d have denied 
protection to millions of workers 
w h o m Congress clearly intended to 
protect wi th the Family and 
Medical Leave Act of 1993. 

The Supreme Court contradicted 
Alito's thinking in a 2003 ruling in 
Hibbs v. Nevada Department of 
H u m a n Resources. The late Chief 
Justice Wil l iam H . Rehnquist wrote 
the opinion. 

Al i to also joined another judge in 
1997 in a ruling that, attempted to 
make it more difficult to hold pol ­
luters accountable w h e n they 
fouled water supplies. 

Rather than applying the stan­
dards that punished companies 
based on how much they polluted a 
body of water, Ali to embraced an 
approach that would require proof 
that the pol lut ion damaged the 
water. The ruling, in Public Interest 
Research G r o u p (PIRG) v. 
Magnes ium Elektron, invalidated 
an existing $2 mill ion fine. 

Three years later, the Supreme 
Court rejected Alito's analysis, say­
ing in another case that the new 
standard raised "the hurdle higher 
than.. . necessary."

mil l for library funding. The 
first part, 0.6-mill of the levy is 
a renewal levy that has been 
in effect since 1976, and faces 
renewal every five years. 

The addit ional 0.4-mill is 
a result of state budget cuts, 
said Janet S. Loew, c o m m u ­
nications and publ ic rela­
tions director for the Publ ic 
Library of Youngstown and 
M a h o n i n g County . Since 
2001, the l ibrary has lost 
about $1 m i l l i o n dol lars 
each year in state funding. 

Loew said they estimate 
the levy w i l l cost an average 
family about $2.55 a month, 
or about $30 a year. 

"There 's so m a n y rea­
sons that the l ib rary is 
important to a communi ty , " 
C a r l t o n A . Sears, l ibrary 
director, said, "We go from 
birth to senior ci t izens." 

Sears and Loew also point­
ed out resources like the 

Grant Center and services like 
information and help for stu­
dents seeking financial aid. 

A campaign a imed at 
informing audiences about 
services of the l ibrary and 
Issue 9 has been launched, 
i n c l u d i n g television c o m ­
mercials and pr int adver­
tisements. It includes testi­
monia ls from real l ibrary 
patrons and the phrase, "I 
Love my Library." 

The phrase adorns signs 
outside of libraries and T-
shirts, which went on sale 
yesterday. 

"We bought T Love my 
Library' shirts for the staff and 
they just took off. Everybody 
decided they wanted one, so 
we put some in the Poland 
Public Library to sell to the 
public," Loew said. 

The c a m p a i g n w i l l con­
t i n u e after the e l e c t i o n 
a n d is p a i d for by the 

C i t i z e n s ' C o m m i t t e e for 
the L i b r a r y Levy. 

" N o public funding goes 
into this, it 's a l l private 
funds , " Loew said. 

If Issue 9 passes, than the 
library system wi l l continue 
with the seven-year Library 
2011 plan. Library 2011 would 
help acquire more resources 
and keep library open on 
more consistent hours. 

Sears said there w o u l d 
also be reposi t ioning of 
libraries in the 2011 plan. 
W h i l e some lesser-used 
libraries w o u l d close, other 
w o u l d gain extended hours 
and addit ional resources. 

"We're trying to reposi­
tion libraries. That 7 s bottom 
l ine of i t , " Sears said. 
"People generally want 
more stuff and want y o u to 
be open. We need to create a 
consistency in our hours ." 

H e said Issue 9 w i l l sus­

tain operations for the 
library and help keep the 
budget balanced. 

If the levy does not pass, 
it w i l l have two more 
chances to appear on the 
ballot, 2006's pr imary and 
general election. 

After that, Loew said 
libraries w o u l d more than 
likely see hours shortened 
and special services 
decreased. However, she said 
that layoffs were not a likely 
result of the levy failing. 

"Last year at about this 
time, we were debat ing 
finances," Sears said. "We 
figured that by late 2006 or 
early 2007, w e ' d run into 
deficit. We have never oper­
ated in a deficit." 

H e said these f inancial 
projections p r o m p t e d the 
addit ional 0.4-mill levy. 

The P u b l i c L ibrary of 
Youngstown and M a h o n i n g 

C o u n t y currently has a 
cooperative agreement w i t h 
Y S U ' s M a a g Library . 
A c c o r d i n g to Loew, the 
agreement el iminates any 
d u p l i c a t i o n that w o u l d 
occur between the libraries. 

"It's really h e l p f u l for 
y o u r collection, and I 'm 
assuming Y S U as w e l l , " 
Loew said. 

She also pointed out that 
the Publ ic Library of 
Youngstown and Mahoning

dren born to Mart in Luther 
K i n g Jr. and Coretta Scott 
K i n g . K i n g is currently the 
chief executive officer of the 
K i n g Center in Atlanta. He 
was invited to Youngstown 
because he has a reputation 
for bringing various groups 
of a community together, 
according to Susan Moorer, 
executive director of 
Leadership Mahoning Valley. 

K i n g noted that he didn' t 
k n o w a lot about 
Youngstown, but said that 
from the outside, 
Youngstown had a reputa­
tion for being a mob town 
and a once thriving industri­
al city that has seen a decline 
in last few decades. 

K i n g said he hoped that 
Friday's discussions w o u l d 
serve the start of a "blue­
pr in t " to change 
Youngstown that w o u l d be 
created after similar talks in 
the future. 

"It w i l l take the entire 
community to make Youngs­
town great/' urged K i n g . 

The need for an identity, 
K i n g said, should be a main 
goal for community leaders 

in all areas. H e said that 
w h e n therfef^s a "positive 
image of «aS city, people 
w o u l d want to come back. 

K i n g split the attendees 
into groups of about five and 
encouraged them to answer 
and discuss a series of ques­
tions aimed at formulating a 
plan for change. 

The five groups each had 
a spokesperson that reported 
results of discussions. A 
common theme of responses 
was the need for cultivating 
youth in the Valley. 

"These kids need to be 
practicing success at an early 
age," Wi l l iam Blake, director 
of Student Diversity 
Programs at Y S U , said. 
"Everyone in this room needs 
to be mentoring a kid , teach­
ing them how to succeed." 

Wendy Webb, superinten­
dent of Youngstown Ci ty 
School District, noted the 
Valley media might be hav­
ing a significant effect on 
youth. She said the integrity 
of reporting needs to be 
looked at as w e l l , c i t ing 
headlines that often read 
"fugitive of the week" rather 

than "student of the week," 
Which "may be g iv ing chil­
dren an inferiority complex. 

K i n g noted h o w media 
outlets in certain markets, 
such as co-sponsor W Y T V 
Channel 33, are n o w 
attempting to bring a posi­
tive image to their area. K i n g 
took part i n an on-air W Y T V 
broadcast Thursday, hoping 
to aid i n the improvement of 
labor management relations 
in the area. 

He also talked about h o w 
the station is trying to get 
people talking i n a produc­
tive manner about the Valley, 
citing W Y T V ' s "Government 
in C r i s i s " and "Steel to 
Scholars" as important pro­
grams that help "reframe" 
talks about the Valley. 

After the discussion, K i n g 
urged talks to continue. 
A d m i t t i n g that he d i d n ' t 
k n o w a lot about the city, he 
urged those i n attendance 
that they are the ones who

"5.5?!," said a less-than-
pleased, svelte Asian twen-
tysomething, before spin­
ning on her patent leather 
go-go boots and heading to 
the bar. There is no logic, for 
beauty is in the eye of the 
clicker. 

While hun­
dreds of 
start-ups 
rest in 

peace, Hotornot continues to 
thrive. In its five years, 11 
bil l ion votes have been cast 
on the site, and 2G mil l ion 
photos have been uploaded 
for judging. 

The co-founders, James 
H o n g and Jim Young, both 
32, threw the all-expenses-
paid bash in October at the 
Bambuddha Lounge to cele­
brate. Ifs been a long road 
for the chi ldhood friends, 
from Taiwanese summer 
camp to write-ups in nation­
al magazines. 

"It's a real accomplish­
ment that we're around and 
doing so well/' says H o n g , 
surrounded by beauties and 
sporting a large gold dollar 
sign around his neck. 

Their story is no different 
from other computer geek 
fairy tales. In 2000, H o n g 
and Young were l iv ing with 
Young's parents. Young was 
p u rs u i n g the P h . D . - tha t-
would-never-end. H o n g , a 
high-tech businessman, was 

unemployed. 

One night, the guys, 

regulars on the South Bay 
party circuit, headed to a 
get-together where Y o u n g 
was eager to show H o n g a 
girl he was convinced was a 
"10."

night , " H o n g recalls, not 
sure whether he ever spotted 
the girl . Somewhat drunk, 
they debated it some more, 
and an idea was born. Back 
at the house, the two engi­
neers began brainstorming.

Valley, we had a whiteboard 
in the l iving room," H o n g 
said, laughing. Within three 
days, Young had built the 
basic site — one page to sub­
mit photos, another one 
to rate them and 
a third to keep 
score.

folks. Bad move, he says. 
" M y 60-year-old Asian 

civil engineer dad was look­
ing over my shoulder, obvi­
ously displeased," said Hong, 
who graduated from Monte 
Vista High School. "Here I 
was unemployed and tinker­
ing on this site, when I 
should've been looking for a 
job." 

H o n g and Young sent the 
l ink to friends, and by the 
end of the day, 40,000 people 
had visited the site. By the 
end of the week, Hotornot 
received 1.8 m i l l i o n page 
views. To incense traffic, 
H o n g went rollerblading in 
the parking lots of major 
Si l icon Valley companies. 
" H e y have you heard of that 
Web site, Hotornot .com?" 
he'd ask people, innocently.

More casual than online 
dating, the feature is a way 
for l ike-minded hotties to 
meet up. Today, the Meet M e 
service, w h i c h costs $6 a 
month, boasts 600,000 mem­
bers. A t least one marriage is 
reported to the site 'every 
day, H o n g says. 

The site's motto is " f u n , 
clean and real," so they've 
avoided pop-ups and "have 
enlisted thousands of volun­
teers to moderate the site 
and keep it free of nudity 
and other questionable con­
tent. 

In 2003, H o n g and Young 
moved out of m o m and 
dad's and into their current 

office i n d o w n t o w n 
Berkeley, Cal i f . The open 
space is Uttered wi th beach 
balls, video games and odes 
to " A m e r i c a n Idol " anti-hero 
W i l l i a m H u n g . The co-
founders don't have desks, 
but their four employees do. 

These days, the entrepre­
neurs are busy dec id ing 
which w a y to take the busi­
ness: They rate people, so 
w h y not cars, or movies? 
Whatever it is, i f 11 most l ike­
ly be hot: It1 is estimated, 
according to Hong's market 
research, that more than half 
of America's 18-24 year-olds 
have been o n the site. 
• " H o w m a n y hours of 
corporate A m e r i c a ' s t ime 
are w e wast ing? , " H o n g 
asks, joking. " H o w many 
dollars a r e n o t being made 
so people can t inker o n 
Hotornot?"

Doubts of f i l l ing seats at the 
Youngstown Convocation Center 
were quashed Saturday night 
when the Youngs town C o n v o ­
cation Center held its concert wi th 
bands 3 Doors D o w n , Shinedown 
and Alter Bridge. 

Concert promoters d i d not 
release an official number of tick­
ets sold, but thousands of fans 
filled thearena floor and seats. 

Alter Bridge, with former mem­
bers of Creed Scott Phi l l ips , Brian 
Marshal l and iMark Tremonti, was 
the first band to take the stage, 
fronted by new lead singer M y l e s 
Kennedy. 

Kennedy and Tremonti paced 
the stage with a rock swagger in 
their walk and played off crowd 
energy, especially d u r i n g electric 
guitar solos. Kennedy's had a clas­
sical feel, whi le there was no mis­
taking Tremonti 's for anyth ing 
other than rock. 

" H o w ' s it feel Youngstown? It 
feels pretty damn good. We're 

proud to be a part of 
the first show to rock 
the center," Kennedy 
said d u r i n g Al ter 
Bridge's performance. 

A l t h o u g h . often 
labeled as melodic 
rock, Al ter Bridge's ' 
sound was much heavier than 
expected from former Creed mem­
bers. Their new sound has little in 
common with songs they became 
famous for in their former band. 

Shinedown took the stage next, 
a heavy rock group that controlled 
audience interaction like an art. 
Between songs, most everything 
lead singer Brent Smith said, he 
sang or screamed to the audience. 

"We owe a lot to you. Our newest 
album, 'Us and Them/ is only pos­
sible because of you. You inspired 
us every single day," Smith told the 
crowd during their set. 

S h i n e d o w n also performed 
their cover of Lynyrd Skynyrd's 
"S imple K i n d of Man." The ballad 
brought out lighters and cell 
phones, the first song to do so at 
the convocation center.

3 Doors Down's powerful per­
formance started with pyrotech­
nics and a introduction, to reveal 
massive, prop gears turning on­
stage, a m o n g stainless steel 
tamps. 

"Thanks for h a v i n g us here 
tonight. Thanks for letting us be 
the first concert in tins beautiful 
arena. It must feel great," 3 Doors . 
D o w n lead singer Brad A r n o l d 
said to the crowd. "It sounds awe­
some in here." 

Their set list included all of 

Doors D o w n performed, included 
"Kryptoni te , " "Be Like T h a r and 
" H e r e Without Y o u . " A r n o l d ' s 
.voice and the band overall sound­
ed even better live than i n their 
•albums. 

Overall , the sound quality in 
the arena varies by section. It is 
the clearest and crispest at the 
front of the crowd on the arena 
floor. The higher seats on the side 
have a slight distortion and echo, 
but the top seats in the back have 
far less sound quality problems 
than the sides. But even in the 
worst of seats at the arena, there is 
only a slight distant echo. 

Also , from some seats in the 
sections closest to the stage it was 
harder to see monitors included in 
the bands' stage sel-up. The mon­
itors were only used for 3 Doors 

Down's performance. 
Youngs town State Univers i ty 

fraternity S igma Tau G a m m a 
served as beer vendors for the 
event The arena charges $5.25 per 
beer at events. ' 

Other prices at - the arena 
included $3.50 for a large soda, 
$2.50 for popcorn , $2.50 for 
peanuts, $2.75 for bottled water 
and $3 for a hot dog. 

Before the show, many concert-
goers s topped at Buffalo W i l d 
Wings on Wick Avenue for dinner, 
showing hope for the revitaliza-
tion of d o w n t o w n Youngstown.
