Student Government 
appointments do not 
follow constitution 
• Student Government has 82 applications 
on file for vacant positions.

tudent Government execu­
tive committee members 
have been busy making ap­

pointments for vacant seats, but 
some feel the process is not being 
done following the Student Gov­
ernment constitution. 

The constitution says "Al l va­
cancies in Student Government of 
a Legislative or of an Academic 
Senate Representative created by 
the withdrawal or ineligibility of 
regularly-elected members shall be 
automatically filled by the eligible 
candidates for the: vacated posi-. 
tions, having the next highest num-. 
ber of votes in the most recent elec-
tion. These candidates shall be 
notified by the Chair of the Elec­
tions Committee." 

Maria Caranp, Student Govern­
ment second vice president, said 
"The problem we ran into was that 
one of the people removed last 
quarter was the Chair of the Elec­
tions Committee and there were no 
elections going on that we were 
worried about filling the position 
right away." 

The position was appointed 
three weeks ago. Until then, fill­
ing the vacated positions was an 
executive decision. 

Bob Pavalko, sophomore, mu­
sic education/violin, said he was 
not contacted about the vacancy 

for Fine and Performing Arts Rep­
resentative, a spot he ran for in the 
last election. 

"I did not find out about the 
vacancy until I started reading the 
articles in The Jambar. I went to 
Marty Manning before an execu­
tive committee meeting and have 
not heard anything from them 
since. I have also heard that I am 
not the only one this happened to," 
he said. , . 

Carano said "I wish that if 
people want to know what is go­
ing on, they would come to Stu­
dent Government meetings and not 
go by second-hand information. 
There is always someone in the 
office to answer questions if 
people stop by or call." 

The problem that executive 
committee members ran into was 
many of the vacancies that needed 
filled did not have anyone from the 
last election to contact. 

The Student Government con­
stitution says in Section 120.05, 
"In the event of removing a Stu­
dent Government member, the 
candidate having the next highest 
vote in the last election, in the 
school of the Student Government 
member who was removed shall 
be notified to fill the now vacant 
seat for the expired term." 

There are currently 82 applica-

With the negative opinion most of society holds 
about the younger generation, many people find it re­
freshing and comforting to hear college students are 
donating their time to help the elderly at Park Vista 
Retirement Home on Fifth Avenue. 

Students from the aging and society class volun­
teer to take Park Vista residents to the doctor, movies 
or an outing to the park. The students also participate 
in large events held by the center such as monthly 
birthdays, bingo and a Mardi Gras celebration, which 
was held last week, said Susan Smith, volunteer co­
ordinator at Park Vista. 

YSU limited service gerontology professor Dr. Jim 
Collins teaches the course and encourages the stu­
dents to volunteer. He said there are 47 students en­
rolled in the class and 35 volunteer about 15 hours a 
quarter. 

"Students gain in-depth knowledge of gerontology. 
With the support of Dr. John White, chair of the soci­
ology department, and Park Vista, the reality of the 

aging process is brought to the students," Collins said. 
Michelle Fullerman, sophomore, community 

health, who takes part in the program, said, "It is a 
valuable experience that has given me an idea of what 
I want to do with my life." 

Collins said there has been an increase in the eld­
erly population beginning with the baby boom. The 
students study aging dilemmas like dementia, suicide, 
prejudice and overpopulation. " 

Judy Seiber, activity director at Park Vista said the 
students are very helpful to the residents. 

"They are a godsend to us " she said. 'They go out 
of their way to be helpful." 

Seiber said about 25 students volunteer each quar­
ter and the program has grown dramatically in the 
past few years. 

Smith said, 'The residents really enjoy the students 
coming. It has been inspiring to them and they really 
benefit from the kids coming." 

She said, 'There are so many people who need 
company and YSU is our main volunteer basis. I 
would welcome anyone with open arms." 

Smith said she will also write recommendation 
letters for the volunteers for future jobs.

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Survey reveals student needs 
• Nearly 500 surveyed said they would like an orientation course: : 

informing them about requirements and registration.

The preliminary results of the 
Student Government survey that 
were posted on SOLAR reveal stu­
dents are most concerned with the 
semester conversion and tuition 
costs. 

Student Government visibility,^ 
financial aid information and the 
implementation of a college orien­
tation course emerged as other rel­
evant issues. 

Angela Chasebi, Student Gov­
ernment representative and chair 
of the publicity committee, said 
most of the results are what she ex­
pected. 

More than 500 students said 
they are not ready for the semes­
ter change in fall of 2000. Seven 
hundred and two students said they 
did not understand the new GER 
model. 

Chasebi said she will bring the 
results to Dr. Cynthia Anderson to 
help address some of these issues. 

"People don't know that Stu­
dent Government can help them. 
We can't solve all the problems, 
but we have contact with the ad­
ministration and we can bring 
these issues to them," Chasebi 
said. 

Of the 1,000 students who re­
sponded to the survey so far, 773 
said they did not know their Stu­
dent Government representatives, 
while 107 said they did. 

However, more than half of the 
respondents said they trusted their 
Student Government representa­
tive. 

Chasebi said, "From the results 

that I've seen, I can see that Stu­
dent Government has a lot of work 
to do to make ourselves visible." 

Nearly 600 students said an ori­
entation course in the colleges, de­
signed to inform students of re­
quirements and registration, would 
be beneficial. 

Almost 500 students said the. 
university should implement such 
courses. 

Results show most students un­
derstand university parking regu­
lations but want more signs posted 
to prevent parking tickets. Eighty-
seven of 139 disabled students sur­
veyed said they had adequate ac­
cess to buildings. Two-hundred 
twenty-four of 499 nontraditional 
students surveyed said their needs 
are being met by the university. 

"I'm glad I know what the stu­
dent body is thinking because that 
can help Student Government to 
better represent the student body," 
Chasebi said. 

Chasebi further said this kind 
of survey should be done at least 
once a year. 

She said she suggested this 
method because it was voluntary, 
random and documentable. 

"[Student Government] is hop­
ing that we can come past the nega­
tivity that we've had and end the 
year on a positive note. We can all 
remain not only colleagues, but 
work together as friends," she said. 

Chasebi said she expects the 
final results to be consistent with 
the preliminary results. 

She will bring her findings to 
Student Government after she sorts 
through the results and prepares a 
presentation.

College students are known for 
having no money—some students 
complain YSU doesn't help mat­
ters. They say late fees of $25 are 
wrongly applied to tuition costs 
when loan checks don't arrive on 
time. 

"I can pay everything but what 
the loan covers, and I count on it 
to come in on time," said Maggie 
Braun, sophomore, biology, who 
has a government Stafford Loan 
through her bank, 

Fred Knepper, sophomore, said 
because of his grades, his loan 
forms are held by the Center for 
Student Progress and sent in at the 
end of each quarter. He said they 
are sometimes held until the day 
before school starts, causing the 
loan check to be late. 

While students blame banks 
and loan agencies, some staff 
members disagree. 

Eileen Greaf/ director, Finan­
cial Aid, said many factors contrib­
ute to a late loan check, such as 
the time of year and amount of 
people applying, for aid. 

"It takes time to certify and pro­
cess the paperwork. Two weeks is 
a normal turnaround time,", she 
said. "Also, if there is verification-
needed, either party could delay 
the process." 

University Registrar Bill Coun­
tryman said the. policy is, "if the 

bill is not paid by the due date, the 
Bursar's Office will give students 
a set number of days before the late 
fee is assessed." 

No matter how the bill is paid, 
there is a late fee charged if it is 
not paid by that date, he said. 

Another reason late fees may be 
assessed due to late loan payments 
depends on when the student filled 
out the loan, application in the first 
place. 

Countryman said, "If a loan is 
applied for late or paperwork is late 
getting sent in, then it may be the 
student's fault. In some cases, stu­
dents wait until the last minute to 
apply for the loan, thus making 
their tuition fees late getting paid. 

"Students are not taken out of 
their classes if the bill isn't paid 
on time, but there is a late payment 
fee. That doesn't necessarily hold 
a student back from registration, 
but it could," Countryman said. 
• To avoid this, Greaf said plan 

ahead and make arrangements for 
the loan to be processed before the 
bill is due. 

. Depending on the time of year, 
this may take several weeks, she 
said. Greaf also said to send back 
the promissory note right away. 

"If there is a delay that is our 
fault and not the student's, we will 
request the Bursar's Office to re­
move the late fee. They may or 
may not remove it because they 
may know past history about the 
student," said Greaf. "We wouldn't 
want to charge a student unneces­
sarily."

rock's lost ones 
In the midst of the Seattle alternative-

rock scene's close in the mid '90s, a lot 
of attention was focused around the cen­
tral event of Kurt Cobain's untimely sui­
cide: That focal point sent a wave of real­
ity into the music world. 

In the wake of the years following, 
bands broke up, fans grew up and the 
original vibe that created it all vanished 
into a mere memory. 

While no one can really argue against" 
the fact that Cobain's death was the high 
point in the end of the movement, another 
terrible death most likely sent everything 
toward the finish. And that story ŝtarted 
right here in Ohio. : 

At the close of the late '80s, a group; 
of students from Antioch college.forraed 
a punk rock outfit called the GitsyAt the; 
center was vocalistvMia Zapata, who!s 
inspired lyrics talked about dead-end jobs 
and nights at local taverns. 

The group moved to Seattle at the apex 
of Nirvana and Pearl Jam's big break and 
while they sounded nothing-like the 
grunge bands of Seattle, the Gits struck a 
chord, due mostly to Mia's;unmatchable 
voice and style. 

Sadly, before the band could get out 
of the Seattle circle, Mia Zapata was bru­
tally raped and murdered in the summer 
of 1993. 

Friends mourned her by setting up in­
vestigation funds to find the killer. Her 
story went to "Unsolved Mysteries." 
Bands like Nirvana, Soundgarden and 
Pearl Jam recorded tributes to her. 

Amazingly, to this day, no killer has 

ever been found. 
After listening to a couple songs by 

the Gits, it became a little clearer that' 
this death might be so much more than 
just another number. 

Mia's lyrics spoke of rapists and se­
rial killers, and in a Tupac and Biggie 
Smalls kind of way she told of her dimise 
through her lyrics. 
< Her death* disturbed the Seattle 
grunge scene and:it stole the innocence 
away. 
y This story; isn't one I found lying in 
my lap; but the logistics of what hap­
pened to thisperson are something that 
should be known far and wide. 

According to a Seattle Times article 
from August of 1998, the investigation 
fund has dried up and the detectives are 
no closer tosolving the crime than they 
were the night of the murder. People 
are starting to forget. 

When Mia died, it was a wake-up call 
that echoed a final curtain call to musi­
cal renaissance and like the punk rock 
phenomenon of the '70s, '90s Ganstarap 
and the countless other musical move­
ments in the past 50 years, untimely 
deaths of musicians hurt deeply. 

Friends feel it. Fans feel it. Every­
body feels it. 

And it doesn't stop. The fire keeps 
burning. It's a cycle that doesn't end. 

The list goes on: Sid Viscious, Bon 
Scott, Lennon, Stiv Bators, Morrison, 
Hendrix, John Bonham, Tupac, Smalls, 
Joplin, Eric Carr, Cliff. Buton," Ronnie 
Van Zant, Stevie Ray Vaughn...

The secretary of Non-Tradi­
tional Students is a cabinet position of 
Student Government. There are'no po­
sitions available for students with dis­
abilities. 

My problem is, I am not allowed to 
have a voice with the current Execu­
tive Council of Student Government 
here on campus. I am a non-traditional, 
honor student with disabilities here at 
YSU. 

I have served as vice-president of 
Phi Theta Kappa, Alpha Alpha Phi 
chapter, as mission director of the Bap­
tist Student Union at the University of 
Akron and many more volunteer posi­
tions with Victims Assistance and H.M. • 
Life. 

I have raised $42,000 for Akron--
area charities. Yet David [Myhalj and 

Carrie [Wilson] would not allow me to 
serve on the Executive Council. When 
I applied for an opening on Student 
Government, Myhal shot me down, 
just like he has done to so many others 
that are qualified, but refuse to brown­
nose him and Wilson. Myhal hand-
picks the students, then there is a vote. 

The non-traditional and disabled 
students here.on campus need some­
one like me on the Executive Council 
who will represent them, the students, 
not represent Myhal and Wilson. 

I have asked the Board of Trustees 
to see that non-traditional students and' 
students with disabilities serye on fu­
ture Executive Councils in Student 
Government, and that they have a voice 
for the students here at YSU. 

The students at YSU who apply for 
positions on Student Government need 
a fair voting method called democracy.
