Ford Plaza to replace Tod Hall in future

B The addition of Ford Plaza will'in_clude a welcome center for campus visitors.' )

Crash! Bang! Boom! These
are the sounds that may soon be

heard across campus when Tod‘

Hall is demolished.

The building needs to be torn
down to make room for Ford
Plaza, the university’s new pedes-
trian plaza and welcome center,
according to Dennis Clouse, direc-
tor of planning and construction,

Clouse said. Ford Plaza will
begin where Tod Hall stands now
and will wrap around the rear of
Butler Institute of American Art,

'ending between the newly con-

structed Beecher Center and Maag
Library..

The plaza™ will include a
curved walkway, -benches, and

landscaping, as well as a welcome -

.center for visitors.
. “Construction will begin in late
summer or early fall.

Clouse said the new construe-
tion plans will continue 10 reroute
students through campus, as did
the Beecher Center construction.
