In preparation for the new
millennium, the YSU - 2008
Planning Committee is in the
process of assessing the successes
and shortcomings of the Campus
2000 project and developing

strategies and plans to carry YSU.

into the néxt century.

The process involves three
task forces and five stages and
takes input from all areas of the
YSU comuunity.

+ “The planning commillee is
made up of all four divisions of the
university,” said Janice -Elias,
assistant provost and co-chair of
the committee. “All six colleges,
alumni, students, administration
and classified staff are represented,
as well as the Youngstown com-
munity,” she said.

Three task forces for the YSU
2008 program are already working
toward their deadline of Dec. 30,
1999, assembling information to
prepare their reports.

“The YSU 2000 Review
Committee is using the historical
approach. The purpose is 1o look

at the program to see what’s been .

accomplished, what's not been
done and what needs to be contin-
ued, expanded, revised or delet-
ed,” Elias said. ’

The second task force is the
Needs Assessment Committee,
which uses a current approach to
completing its tasks. Elias
explained that the committee will
“synthesize the strengths and
needs as identified in the North
Central Accreditation process”
well as other reports and surveys.

This committee “will review
the documents and assess the
implications of these documents
for further planning at YSU, and
puil all the information together.

The third task force is the
Environmental Scanning
Committee, which uses-a look to
the future approach. This commit-
tee will do studies through focus
groups and interviews to deter-
mine where YSU fits with local,
state, regional, national and inter-
national events. '

“All three task forces have
begun their work, and must pres-
ent their reports by the end of

Evidence for Rollin’s love of music is captured in
his words to describe it.

‘Rollin’s wife, Gwyneth, said her husband is very
serious about his work.

Swing dancing popular among young people

B YSU offers ballroom dancing courses to feed the craze.

Young people across the country are
getting caught up in the latest dance craze.
No, it's not the Electric Slide or the
Macarepa - it’s ballroom dancing, or more
specifically, swing. The dance form that
reached the peak of its popularity 50 years.
ago has resurfaced with amazing fervor
among young adults.

“The current popularity of swing dates
back to the 1996 independent movie
‘Swingers,” about a bunch of guys in their
20s living the night life in Los Angeles,”
writes Ann Cortissoz of the Boston Globe.
“But recent songs and videos by such big
band-inspited groups as Big Bad Voodoo
Daddy, Cherry Poppin® Daddies and Squirrel
Nut Zippers, and the current Gap khakis ad,
featuring a group of acrobatic swing
dancers, has pushed interest to

near rage level.”

Christine Cobb, assistant professor of
human performance and exercise science,
said the ballroom dancing course she teach-
es at YSU is very popular among students.
According to Cobb the class has been filled
to capacity every quarter since the class
began in 1996.

“1t’s filled every quarter. People always
come to me on the first day of class wanting
to get in, and they have to wait for someone
to drop,” said Cobb.

Cobb said the university currently
offers Ballroom 1, in which students learn
the waltz, foxtrot, swing and cha-cha. This
fall the university will offer Ballroom 2 for
the first time. The meringue, salsa, rumba
and tango will be taught in Ballroom IL

The reasons behind the recent interest in
ballroom dancing vary. Many people believe
the Gap khakis commercial revived the
dance form. Dr. Martha Pallante, associate

professor of history, said she does think the
rapid spread of trends is a product of mass
media, which spread new information faster
and wider through society, but doesn't agree
with the “Gap commercial” theory.

“I don’t think the Gap commercial had
anything to do with it. The interest in the

music started about six to eight months

before the commercial,” said Pallante.

Cobb said she believes movies such as
“Swing Kids” and “Dirty Dancing” have fed
into the phenomenon - but a general nostal-
gia far the past and better times may be a
bigger factor.

“There’s a recent trend in society for
people to want to become more couple and

family oriented,” said Cobb. “Yon want to -

be able to go to a weddmg and dance with
your mom and dad.

Guy Schiavone, owner of Fred Astaire
Dance Studio, said he can’t explain the

renewed interest in swing, but he's very glad

to see it. :
Schiavone said there is resurgence in

interest in all dance forms, but the younger -
generation is most interested in swing.

Schiavone said the addition of ballroom
dancing as an Olympic -exhibition sport at
the Sydney games should cause interest to°
“really take off.”

Ron Stewart, a senior in video produc-
tion at Cleveland State University, said he
took dance lessons because, “It just looked
like a lot of fun.” Stewart said he thinks
swing is so popular now because “it’s a
chance for guys to dress up and meet girls -
it makes it really easy for guys to meet girls
and it’s a safe, 90s way to meet girls.” .

Swing does bring back memories of a
kinder, gentler dating scene.

. Michael Snyder writes in the Herald
Sphere, “Some women like to go to clubs on
swing nights because often the only pick-up
line they hear is ‘“Would you like to dance?"”
