The Governor said the
goal of the Edison program is to
define new technology and how

In their study of the history of G;rard YSU professors James Dale, Hugh Earnhart
and Richard Urich discovered that trotley cars increased Girard’s contact wnth sur-

real work,” said Earnhart. “We are just
showing them how to conduct the inter-
views for the oral history end of the pro-
ject.

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Traficant supports Amerlcan focus

- “Too many pohnmans look at these
posmons as jobs,” said Mahoning Coun-
ty Sheriff James Traficznt of elected of-
fices. “You are not putinto a jOb you are
put into a position of privilege.”

Traficant, curcently a zandidate for the

17th district’s congressional seat, spoke to
approximately 40 people in the ‘Ohio
Room Friday as a guest of the Young
Demoerats, .

Before his scheduled speech, Traf:cant
- spoke to members of the local news media

in an impromptu press. conference which

dealt with the investigation of the recent
New Middletown bar incident involving
two sheriff’s deputies.
“If our agents did perpetrate a situa-
tion where they were wrong, we’ll deal
with that,” Traficant seid. “One of the
problems was that staiements weren't
taken that night and, for some reason,
~ they weren’t given until the following mor-
.ning. Second of all, how did people just
seem to have shotguns in their trucks with
live Joads in them? There are a lot of ques-
tions to be asked here.”

Early in his talk, Traficant assessed his.

opposition in what he cilled “one of the
key races in Mahoning Valley history."
