Government election that w i l l be held to ­
day and Wednesday, N o v . 29. 

V o t i n g w i l l t a k e place in the K i l c a w l e y 
Arcade and in the lobby of M a a g L i b r a r y . 
A l l l u l l - t i m e , part-t ime and graduate 
students may take part in the elections. 
A val id Y S U I D must be presented^efore" 
vot ing. 

T h i s year, students w i l l be asked to vote 
for the Student C o u n c i l representative 
from their school, a n d choose two c a n ­
d i d a t e s to f i l l C o u n c i l ' s o p e n 
representative-at-large seats. T h e y w i l l 
also vote to f i l l an A r t s & Sciences seat o n 
Academic Senate and vote "yes or n o " on 
two election issues. 

Since few C o u n c i l seats are up for elec-. 
t i on , the list of candidates is somewhat 
smal l this quarter. Races between c a n ­
didates w i l l only take place between two 
students, Rebecca Whaley and A m y V a n 
K i r k , running for a seat representing the 
School of Business and among six students 
v y i n g for two rep-at-large seats. 

T h i s election, students w i l l also be ask­
ed to vote on two issues. T h e first issue

D r . Janet D e l Bene was awarded the 
three-year grant by the N a t i o n a l Institute 
of Genera l M e d i c a l Sciences of the N a ­
t ional Institutes of H e a l t h , Bethesda , 
M d . T h e title of the grant is " M o l e c u l a r 
O r b i t a l Studies of H y d r o g e n B o n d i n g H * 
and hi* Assoc ia t i on . " 

I n her research, D e l Bene w i l l carry out 
sophisticated calculations on a computer 
to obtain detailed in format ion regarding

the structures and energies of hydrogen-
bonded and ion-molecule complexes. 

Descr ipt ions at this level of detai l 
generally are not avai lable f r o m other 
sources. T h e studies proposed are balanc­
ed between state-of-the-art calculations on 
smaller systems whi ch serve as models for 
larger b iochemical systems, and ca l cu la ­
tions direct ly o n the biophysical systems.

insights into wel l k n o w n phenomena, such 
at site selectivity; or to suggest new ex­
periments and predict their outcome. 
T h e y w i l l lead to a better understanding 
of the important role of hydrogen bonding 
and ion-molecule associations i n biological 
functions and processes, a n d are necessary 
for the orderly development of theoretical 
b i o l o g y . " 

T h e chemistry professor sa id her 
research " i s a s tep" w h i c h m a y eventual ­
ly lead to solutions to problems i n the 
genetic code, the molecu lar basis of 
cancer, a n d the action of drugs i n the body 
because her studies investigate interac­

tions w h i c h are at .work i n these areas. 
" I t ' s a help to f ind solutions to problems 

i n these areas once one understands the 
mechanisms of the basic b iochemical and 
bio logical processes i n v o l v e d , " D e l Bene 
expla ined . 

D e l Bene submitted a 44)-page proposal 
for the grant in J a n u a r y . H e r proposal 
was assigned to a review committee, con­
s is t ing of about 20 scientists f rom 
throughout the nation, who critiqued it for 
scientific mer i t . 

T h e grant funds w i l l be used for D e l 
Benc ' s computer work over the next three 
years as w e l l as personnel costs, wh i ch i n -

Sheri Matascik, a senior majoring in classical guitar, wi l l give an elec­
tronic music recital 8 p.m., Friday, Nov . 30, Spotlight Theatre Arena, Bliss 
H a l l . 

Although there have been other electronic music recitals, Matascik's wil l 
be the first solo recital on synthesizer performed at Y S U . 

Four compositions will be performed on a studio synthesizer with 
quadrophonic sound. Matascik said there are traditional sounds, although 
she's performing them on a synthesizer, and non-traditional sounds she prefers 
to call "events," 

" I like to call them events, not noises or sounds, because they are musical 
happenings but not in a musical sense," she said. 

Matascik explained there are two types of synthesizers, performance and 
studio- , 

The one familiar to most people is the performance synthesizer.' It is widely 
used by rock bands and is pre-wired with desired sound effects. 

The studio synthesizer is different because each sound produced is created • 
by the performer. Matascik wil l be performing on a Surge-Modular system. 
"The sounds I make are only limited to my imagination and the capacity 
of the synthesizer," she said. 

"One Monster After Another" wil l he Matascik's first selection. It is bas­
ed on the popular children's story by Mercer Mayer. Illustrated slidesftaken 
from the actual story wi l l accompany the music. "It 's kind of like an elec­
tronic 'Peter and the Wolf, ' " she said. 

The second composition is "AguUles De Son," which is Frenchfor "Needles 
of Sound." The first section contains a fast, fragmented melody that jumps 
from speaker to speaker. The second section, she explained, has a mysterious 
melody that builds to a dramatic, full-sounding close. 

"Life 's Cycle" has seven sections — birth, childhood, adolescence, young 
adulthood, middle age, old age, and death — and represents Matascik's 
musical interpretation of the stages of life. 

Birth sets the theme and each section after is a variation of the theme in 
different styles. She said to help create the feeling of a cycle the section depic­
ting death is the same as birth except it is played in reverse arid in another key. 

An electronic fantasy called "Electrasy " wil l be the final composition per­
formed. Abstract slides photographed by D r . Rick Shale, English, wil l 
dissolve from one into the next in rhythm with the music. 

Matascik said she was excited and confident her upcoming performance 
wil l be enjoyed by all who attend the recital, unless there is a power failure, 
she said jokingly. 

Admission is free for anyone wishing to attend the recital.

The B i g Brothers and B i g Sisters 
program of Mahoning and Trumbull 
counties wants to reach out. 

And with Y S U Student Govern­
ment's sponsorship, the group recent­
ly acted as role models for children 
involved with the program. 

Karen Saunders, case worker for 
Mahoning County, is hoping for 
volunteers to help with the over 90 
children in the county. " M y dilem­
ma is that there is just not enough 

volunteers," Saunders said. There-
are currently 99 boys and girls in 
need of a volunteer but only 34 
volunteers, according to Saunders. 

B i g Brothers and B i g Sisters was 
formed in Cincinnati by Irv in 
Westheimer in 1903, when he 
befriended a boy digging thru rub­
bish near Westheimer's office. 
Westheimer's concern for the boy 
provided.the inspiration for the na­
tionwide program. The goal for the 
program is to provide companionship 
for parentless and single-parent 
children. , 

Volunteers for the program must 
meet certain criteria before being 
considered. The volunteers must be 
19 years of age and should be 
employed, although, unemployed 
volunteers wil l be considered. They 
must have an insured auto mobile or 
access to one and'must ;have.a valid 
Ohio driver's license. Volunteers 
must also be in good physical and 
mental health and must give B B / B S 
access to all information about them; 

Three references must also be fur­
nished. " T h i s is a p r o b l e m , " 
Saunders said. "People get only two 

references sent back and .they can't 
be a volunteer until I get the third. 
one." 

The volunteers must be willing to 
serve in the program for one year and 

„they must see the'child three to six 
hours per week. 

The volunteers must first call, the 
office, at 782-2228, and an applica-

'' tions form wil l be sent out. After the 
application is returned, reference 
forms wil l be sent to the three 
references. 

After the reference forms are 

returned, the case worker visits the 
volunteer's home to make sure that 
the volunteer is suitable to work. The 
volunteer is then matched by com­
patibility with a young boy or girl . . 
" A lot of times if a volunteer is outgo­
ing we wil l match him up with so­
meone who isn't quite as outgoing," 
Saunders said. 

P h i Beta Sigma has volunteered 
it's services to B B / B S for the com­
ing year. "What we really need is 
more publicity and I think we'd get 
more volunteers," Saunders said.

Detroit, he served with the Army in 
Korea, playing with the 7th Infan­
try Division Band, and then joined 
Count Basie in 1953. 

Since Foster left Basie in 1964, he 
has toured extensively with his own 
bands, The Loud Minority, Living 
Color, and The Non-Electric Corn-

a new election system utilizing a 
single election to be held spring 
quarter to elect Student Council 
representatives, the Student Govern­
ment president and vice-president, 
and Academic Senate. 

Jeanne Lasky, Council chairman, 
said the amendment would also 
change a Council representative's 
term of office to four quarters, three 
in the spring and on in the summer. 
Presently, students serve five terms. 

Lasky also said the amendment 
would give University students equal 
time on Council and diminish "the 
turnover rate of council members and 
provide better representation of the 
schools." 

There are also several other ar­
ticles/changes that would go into ef­
fect if the issue is passed and students 
are advised to read these articles 
before voting. 

Issue 2 concerns a resolution that 
would call for individual recognition 
at graduation ceremonies. 

The resolution, if passed, would 
give Student Government the 

. authority to pursue a change in the 
graduation ceremonies in which i n ­
dividual recognition of graduating 
students would be obtained by pro­
nouncing each student's name as they 
receive their diplomas from their 
respective deans and schools.
