Prof. Doll to Teach ‘
New Metallurgy Class

Profess;or Dolt

The science department of kYoungs—
town College, realizing tixe need for
more knowledge concerning the process-
ing of metals and their alloys in our
great industrial center, have added a
course in metallurgy to the curriculum.
" The course will include a study of
metal ores, their reduction to the metal,
refining, and the properties and uses of
these metals. Special attention will be
placed upon the ché.racteristics shown by
alloys under. various types of tests and
stress, A study of furnaces, their con-
struction and operation, will be made.
Fuels, pyrometry, heat treatment, weld-
ing, and other studies are to be included
in the laboratory course. '

' Professor Doll,' who received his sci-
ence degree at Case in metfallurgical en-
gineering, will teach the course. Because
of space limitations, the lab class will be
restricted to ten students of Junior rank.
