More students will be able to register for required English courses 
in coming months, due to an increased effort on the University's part 
to resolve registration backlogs and meet needs of under-prepared 
students. 

New guidelines and regulations on registering for English and com­
position courses went into effect at the start of the 1986-87 school 
year. The movement gained momentum as the English Department 
received additional funding over the summer to hire instructors, 
thereby increasing the number of composition and pre-composition 
courses offered each quarter. 

These changes should aid all Y S U students, "especially those who 
have demonstrated that they need some work before composition," 
said D r . Gratia Murphy, English composition coordinator. 

One of the results of a 1986 task force, investigating the Universi­
ty's role in assisting students notfully prepared to begin college, was 
an increased effort in deficient-student assistance, according to

In a decision that could affect students who pro^ 
test at private colleges, a federal appeals court last 
week said Hamilton College in New York must of­
fer judicial hearings to 12 of its students before 
disciplining them for participating in a sit-in. 

The appeals court decision, college President J . 
Mart in Carovano said Sept. 11, would give colleges 
"less discretion" in disciplining students. 

The court, which voted 2-1 in favor of the 
students, said Hamilton's disciplinary policy, writ­
ten specifically to comply with a 1969 New York 
State law, violated the students' constitutional 
rights to due process. 

The court said in Albert v. Carovano that, "there 
is little doubt that Hamilton would ever have 
adopted the new regulations and the policy reflected 
therein had it not been required to do so by the 
state." 

The case, said the students' attorney, Michael 
Krinsky, could be used as a precedent in other 
states if there's evidence of "state influence or coer­
cion on how to handle student protest." 

"We successfully argued that the Constitution's 
due process clause gives the students the right to 
a hearing*' before they are punished, Krinsky said. 

Because they are state agencies, public schools 
have long been required to grant hearings in 
disciplinary matters. The Hamilton case, Krinsky 
said, established that right for private college 
students if their schools have links to the state. 

" I n a broader sense, colleges must be truly i n ­
dependent of the state if they want to avoid exten­
ding constitutional privileges," Krinsky said. 

" I consider the Court of Appeals decision a 
significant step forward in having Hamilton Co l ­
lege deal with student protests in a fair and respon­
sible fashion. 

In the dissenting opinion, Judge Ralph Winter 
wrote, "the sweeping opinion in this case subjects 
to federal judicial review virtually every decision 
disciplining students for disruption by a private col­
lege or university in the State of New Y o r k . " 

"Every independent college in New York wil l 
have to look at its disciplinary procedures," 
Carovano agreed.. 

Krinsky said the problem arose during the fal l ,

G o v e r n m e n t d o e s n o t c o m p u t e 

One word can be used to describe the first official meeting of Student 
Government last Monday afternoon — disorganized. 

To begin with, the meeting proceeded with official business when the body 
did not have quorum. Student Government must have two-thirds — 16 of 
24 — of the representatives present to conduct official business. 

Government President Marvin Robinson asked his parlimentarian, Sam 
McKinny, whether they had quorum and McKinny counted 16 members. 
However, Robinson andVice PresidentGary Caylor do not have a vote and 
cannot be counted. So quorum was not met, but the meeting proceeded. . 

McKinny should do one of two things — learn the rules or learn how to 
count. 

This ignorance of Robert's Rules of Order or parUmentary procedure is 
not only irresponsible, but it also raises questions about the leadership of 
the executive committee, which consists of Robinson, Caylor, Second Vice 
President Amy Otiey, McKinny and Secretary Chris Ciabonti. 

This committee must know the rules. Students voted for these represen­
tatives trusting they would carry out their duties in a professional and ethical 
manner. 

Both of these qualitites are in question after Monday's meeting. 
Figuring out whether quorum was met wasn't the only problem Govern­

ment had Monday. 
„ Two groups had brought requests for funds before Government, but Otiey 

had failed to organize the financial appropriations committee and the re­
quests had to go to the entire body for discussion and action. 

A financial appropriations committee would have reviewed these requests, 
held hearings with the groups and had recommendations prepared to deliver 
to the body Monday for a vote. 

Otiey was asked whether she knew the body did not meet quorum and 
her response was she knew they didn't have quorum, but she thought accor­
ding to the bylaws "that someone had to call for quorum, so it was okay." 
As a second-year member of Student Government, Otiey should know the 
rules. 

Because Otiey knew the appropriations committee was not organized, knew 
no one from either group was there to answer questions and realized she was 
the most experienced member in attendance, it appears she wanted the issues 
resolved then regardless of the circumstances. 

Due to a prior commitment, Robinson had to leave the meeting early. He 
said he put trust in his executive committee to run the meeting properly. 
Robinson has since contested Monday's meeting and all official action must 
be revised at the Monday, Oct. 5 meeting. 

Claiming ignorance of the appropriate rules and structures of meetings 
is no excuse for this kind of disorganization. 

Citing this was the first meeting is no excuse. 
Not having enough time to preparers," again, no excuse. 
It is a mistake not to know the rules, but it is a worse mistake not to take 

responsibility for these errors. 
Student Government should sit down and iron out their problems, form 

the appropriate committees, become familiar with the charter and bylaws 
— and learn to count.

1986 term, when a black student 
received several death threats, 
and other black students said 
they were verbally abused by 
whites. 

In response, Hamilton conven­
ed a campus forum on racism, 
which, the protesters charged, in­
effectively addressed the pro­
blem. The forum, they said, was 
typical of the school's insensitivi-
ty to racial and gender issues. 

When Caravano then refused 
to meet the students to discuss 
racism further, 50 students, oc­
cupied a campus building for 
three days... When threatened 
with suspension, most left. The 
12 who remained were suspend­
ed for six months. 

In November, 1986, the 12 
students sued, claiming Hamilton 
denied them due process.

Krinsky said the definition of 
the hearings now required by the 
court wil l depend on the severity 
of the discipline imposed by an 
institution. 

If suspensions are longer than 
10 or 15 days, he explained, 
students must get the chance to 
reply to testimony, call their own 
witnesses, receive specific, writ­
ten charges and have the sentence 
reviewed by an impartial fact­
finder. 

Carovano announced he will 
resign from his post, but accor­
ding to a Hamilton official, his 
decision was not influenced by 
the court's ruling. 

The appeals court ordered a 
lower federal court to consider 
the students' claims. Hamilton 
College, meanwhile, is awaiting 
approval of its request for a hear­
ing by all seven second U . S . C i r ­
cuit Court of Appeals judges.

Bancroft explained. 

"Staff members only have to 
come in periodically to read or 
examine submitted items and 
then write down their 
comments." 

Bancroft said she requested the 
interview with The Jambar 
because, " W e want to do 
something to let the people in the 
University know we are here as 
a creative outlet at Y S U for 
literature and art . " 

One of the ideas she said she is 
considering would be to have 
people read their stories or poetry 
and display artistic works in the 
Pub or in one of the Kilcawley 
lounges. This would be similar to 
the way British writers have been 
doing readings in the commuter 
train stations in London. 

"We also plan to discuss co-
sponsoring some events with 
groups like the Youngstown 
Writers Group, " said Bancroft. 

"This year submissions for 
publication will start around mid-
October," said Bancroft. She ex­
plained that she wants to receive 
the submissions early, but wil l 
wait t i l l the October date 
because, "We want to avoid hav­
ing things lost in shuffle during 
the current renovation." 

" B y late January we want to 
have all the submissions in . This 
is so we can make the final selec­
tions for publication early," said 
Bancroft. She added that all 
selections w i l l be critiqued 
anonymously to avoid favoritism. 

She said that this year she 
wants to have The Review out by 
the beginning to the middle of 
M a y because she wants it to be 
readily available to students. 

To submit to The Review, 

send or bring pieces of art or 
literature to The Review office. 
If you want the work returned to 
you it should be submitted with 
a self-addressed stamped 
envelope. 

If you don't want to bring in 
an art-piece, a slide or 
photograph is usually sufficient," 
she said. 

The types of submissions 
should include: short stories, 
poetry, photography, graphics, 
paintings, or any other art form 
which reproduces well in print. 

To get to The Review offices, 
enter through the double doors 
directly under the bookstore, turn 
left, go halfway down the hall 
and enter through the second 
door on the right.

N e i l Humphrey, University 
president. 

Among the English Depart­
ment's efforts to help deficient 
students was an increase in the 
number of pre-composition 
courses offered. 

"We are attempting to make as 
many sections as necessary," said 
Murphy, who noted that five ad­
ditional sections of English 520 
were offered this F a l l . 

Twenty-five sections of Educa­
tion 510 were added this quarter 
as well, according to D r . Bernard 
Gil l is , University Provost. 

In addition, students who are 
placed into pre-composition 

courses (Education 510 A or B , 
English 520 or English 540) as a 
result of their scores on the 
English Placement Test, cannot 
withdraw from these mandatory 
courses unless they withdraw 
completely from the University, 
said Murphy. 

Another change in registering 
for required English courses is 
the 90-hour ruling, which was 
passed i n F a l l 1986. New 
students are required to complete 
required English classes before 90 
credit hours are accumulated. 
Those students who do not meet 
the requirement cannot register 
for any other classes. 

Because students have put off 
completing the freshmen English 
sequence, a backlog of upper-
and under-classmen registering

Sometimes reviewing an album 
can be a real task, especially 
when it is not very well done. 
Believe it or not, bad reviews are 
more difficult to write than good 
ones. 

Most times, the L P s I review 
are good ones, or at least, not that 
bad. Case in point: I was 
recently given a copy of a brand-
new, just-released 45 R P M 
record, performed by the area 
band, Union Street. I was asked 
to review it and if I liked it, that 
was fine and if I didn't like it, 
well that was fine, too. 

The song, called "Love It That 
Way," was recorded in Nashville 
in M a y , 1986, but due to a 
monetary squeeze, it wasn't 
pressed into a record until just a 
few weeks ago. 

Written by Union Street 
founders Russ Sayior, who sings 
lead and plays rhythm guitar and 
keyboards, and Joe Bevilacqua, 
who plays lead guitar, the song 
also features the other two 
members of the band, Dave Rice 
on bass guitar and Paul Testa on 
drums. 

So, I went home, put the 
record on my turntable and 
listened to it . Well , I liked it. I 
thought it was fine. 

If I was on the Rate-A-Record 
portion of Dick Clark's American 
Bandstand, I would give the song 
an 87 because " i t has a good beat 
and is easy to dance to," which 
is true but is also cliche.. 

The song kicks in with a drum 
beat that doesn't quit . 
Throughout the whole tune, 
Testa pounds out the pace, mak­
ing the others keep up with him. 
Rice doesn't have much of a bass

line to really set him apart from 
Testa's performance, but he does 
contribute his licks. 

In about the middle of the 
song, Bevilacqua presents his 
guitar solo. It isn't earth shatter­
ing in the sense that it breaks any 
new ground, but it is played 
cleanly and, on occasion, has a 
staccato sound to it . Considering 
that the song leans a little more 
towards pop than rock, a scream­
ing riff would be out of place here 
anyway. 

Sayior sings with an edge of 
urgency, lending more 

believability to the song's lyrics. 
I appreciate those lyrics, since 
they don't insult my intelligence 
by treating me like I 'm 12-years 
old. 

The only complaint I really 
have is that when Sayior is sing­
ing the chorus, the vocal behind 
him is too high. I think it would 
sound much, better if that 
background voice could be 
brought down an octave to be 
more similar to, but not the ex­
act same pitch as, Saylor's. 

The B-side, "Read A l l About 
I t , " is a ballad set in a slightly 

faster rhythm. Although I 'm not 
a ballad-type .person (I usually 
despise these 'syrup songs'h it is 
well-written, not repeating the 
same refrain over and over and 
over. It also shows off Saylor's 
vocal range, as he holds long 
notes that are both high and low 
in pitch. 

If the members of Union Street 
can persuade local radio stations 
to play their record (which may 
prove to be fruitless, considering 
the local stations are so heavily 
formatted into Top 40), they just 
might have a regional hit on then-
hands.

A new era in the basketball 
program at YSU; was ushered in 
recently as former N B A star and 
Ohio State assistant coach J im 
Cleamons was named as the 
Penguins ninth basketball coach. 
He replaced B i l l Dailey, who 
died tragically in Toronto on 
Aug. 10. 

Even though Y S U was looking 
for a new head man after Dailey's 
death, it was Cleamons who step­
ped forward and madEe the first 
move. 

" I actually made the initial 
contact with Y S U concerning the 
head coaching posit ion, 
Cleamons said in a recent 
interview. . 

" I was anxiously looking for a 
job. There were a lot of qualified 
people that Y S U was looking at 
to take over, and I'm just happy 
they picked myself." 

While an assistant coach, first 
at Furman than at OSU under 
Eldon Mi l ler and then Gary 
Williams, Cleamons "learned-
the-ropes" so to speak. 

" I was interested in a head 
coaching position ever since I was 
at O S U , " said Cleamons, " I had 
first-hand experience in just what

it took to be a coach. As a former 
player, you look back and you 
realize that there are things that 
happen behind-the-scenes that 
thenormalfan is not aware of." 

When asked about the transi­
tion for his team after Dailey's 
death, Cleamons said, "Some of 
the players were around here 
shooting around, practicing, etc. 
over the summer. I'm starting to 
become a little more familiar with 
some of the players. The others 
I really didn't get a chance to see 
because they just came to the 
area to start their education the 
first week of class." 

Cleamons, who graduated 
with a B .S . in education, stress­
ed the role of academics for his 

players. 
" I think that the most impor­

tant thing for my players is to do 
well academically while at 
Youngstown State," Cleamons 
said. 

A l ong those some lines, 
Cleamons is also a proponent of 
the controversial N C A A rule 
Prosposition 48, which sets 
minimum requirement standards 
for a l l incoming freshmen 
athletes. 

" I think the intent of Proposi­
tion is very good," Cleamons 
said. "The education of a young 
man at a university comes first." 

Though the image of a 
disciplinarian has been cast upon 
h i m , Cleamons doesn't see 
himself as such. 

" I would consider myself as a 
player's coach," Cleamons said. 
" I ' m sympathetic to the players' 
needs and aspirations. However, 
as head coach, I am also sure of 
the administration's needs and 
aspirations." 

A lot of the qualities that 
Cleamons possessed as a player 
will appear on this year's squad. 

" A s a player I got a lot of 
things done on desire," Cleamons 
said. " I expect my players to play 
hard every practice and in every 
game. On the defensive side of

"Jerry Dunlap is always all 
over the field," Tressel said of the 
senior transfer from South 
Carolina. "Those of you who 
haven't seen Jerry on the football 
field, you are in for a treat." 

Going into the home opener in 
front of the home fans with a 1-2 
record doesn't bother Dunlap's 
optimism. " I really think we're 
getting better. They are going to 
see a different Youngstown State 
team," he said. 

Meanwhile, Northeastern's 
biggest worry is Penguins ' 
quarterback Trenton Lykes, who 
last week crossed the 5,000 yard, 
barrier in total offense. Lykes 
needs only 31 yards to break Ron 
Jaworski's all-time passing yar­
dage record. Jaworski's record 
has stood for the past 14 seasons. 

"He 's probably our biggest 
concern," said Huskies coach 
Paul Pawlak in a telephone hook­
up during Tuesday's press con­
ference. "We got to do a good job 
defending against him. 

"We've got to handle (YSU's) 
very patient passing attack. 
They're going to complete then-
share of passes, but we just got 
to corral Trenton." 

Y S U added freshman Frank 
Edie to the starting line-up at 
punter last week because of the 
injury to junior punter Ken 
Kubus. 

Kubus, who averaged 40.2 

yards per punt, injured his knee 
late last week. Against Marshall , 
Edie made his first collegiate 
start and finished with a 38.3 
average. His longest punt was 49 
yards. 

History is not on Y S U ' s side 
this Saturday. The Penguins 
have lost six of their last seven 
home openers.
