This fall there are 240 men
active in the program. Although
‘the freshman class enroliment
has fallen by 30%, the number is
approximately the same in the
other classes. ‘

+ The freshman year is a basic
study of the defense programs

and_policies of our - country,
marksmanshxp, and the funda-

mentals of command experi-
ences, as learned -through drills
and marching. These diills are
presented as a course in leader-
ship laboratory.

The Sophomore involves him-
self with American military his-
tory, tactics and operations, map
reading, and interpretations of
aerial photos. He also must parti-
cipate in a leadership laboratory.
 As with all students, the cadet
must file for upper division
courses his Junior year. A large
percentage of those who partici-
pated in the ROTC. program in
“thc:r first two years of college go
“onto ‘the advanced courses.

During the Yunior and Senior
years of the Military Science
program the real task of develop-
ment is undertaken. It is in these
two  years that an advanced
knowledge of military opera-
tions and tactics must be ac-
_quired, along with the “cultiva-
‘ting of those traits necessary to
beconie a worthy officer in the
Armed Service.”
