A s it 
turned out, Murphy had not talked to the accused girls. He 
had not made them aware of the charges he would publ ic ly 
br ing against them. He considered them gui l ty unt i l proven 
innocent. 

La t e r on, when asked who the accusers were, Joe 
Murphy refused to give their names publ ic ly because they 
\yere not present. He, therefore, publ ic ly exposed the accused 
gir ls whi le avoiding the accusers any embarrassment. 

What Counci lman M u r p h y did was unethical . To con­
sider someone guilty unt i l proven innocent violates the 
very foundation of our national democracy as well as our 
student democracy.

Political Achievements

The Negro can combat police 
brutal i ty and unjust local laws 
by ut i l i z ing his vot ing r ights to 
elect-pol i t ical officials.

derline students w i l l lose their 
deferments as they did dur ing 
the Korean War . This means 
draft boards could require a stu­
dent to meet certain academic 
levels in order to retain his de­
ferment. 

The graduate students' chances 
of completing his studies before 
service vary. The state director 
of Selective Service for Mary l and 
said in a recent interview that 
graduate deferments were con­
sidered by local boards but that 
deferments were given after ask­
ing if the student's studies were 
serving the national interest, 
health, or safety. The Mary l and 
director, B r i g , Gen. Henry C. 
Stanwood, said he felt the re­
quirement could be interpreted 
to mean that science, math, and 
medical students were favored, 

tocal V i e w 
In M a h o n i n g County the 

amount drafted depends on the 
avai labi l i ty of men per month. 
The local board is given no spe­
cific quota to fu l f i l l , and func­
tions only upon an annual pledge. 

F u l l t ime college students are 
automatical ly deferred. F u l l t ime 
status is determined by the col­
lege which he attends. In most 
colleges twelve hours attempted 
usual ly result in fu l l t ime classi­
f ication. Pa r t t ime students,' on 
the other hand, are subject to 
immediate: cal l and change in de­
ferment classif ication. The only 
way a part time student can 
achieve fu l l t ime deferment, that 
is, a 2-S classif ication, is to pre­
sent his case in wr i t ing to the 
local board. W i t h sufficient rea­
son, after the board's review, the 
student may be reclassified. 

Normal l y , a draftee f r om Ma­
honing County has twenty-one 
days after the physical to be 
readied for induction. 

If a man is called to take his 
physical, the chances are s t i l l 
better than even that he w i l l be 
turned down. A report f rom the 
A r m y Surgeon General 's office 
indicated that dur ing 1964 only 
47 percent of the 847.511 draftees 
were accepted. 

Of the 53 percent that failed 
to qualify, 22.2 percent were for 
medical reasons; 16.2 percent 
for mental reasons; 11.4 percent 
had " l imi ted t ra in ing ab i l i t y ; " 
1.5 percent "mora l ly unf i t . " 

"The cr iter ia for medically de­
termining 'combat f itness' have 
obviously c h a n g e d w i th the 
changing techniques of warfare , " 
the report said. In some ways, 
the present standards are more 
l iberal than dur ing Wor ld W a r II. 

St i l l , medical deferments are 
going to be harder to get i n the 
coming months. Gen. Hershey 
compares the situat ion to shop­
ping for tomatoes. " W h e n you 
go shopping for tomatoes and 
discover that there is a l imited 
supply , " the general says, "you 
have to buy some w i th ' spo ts if 
you're to get as many as you 
need." 

The easiest way to get drafted 
s t i l l is to be in some sort of 
trouble w i th you local board. 
The highest draftable classifica­
tion is reserved for those who 
the local board finds to be "de­

l inquent" under the Selective 
Service Act . Th is may be a per­
son who doesn't keep the board 
informed of his address or his 
status. The law says a registrant 
must furnish the board informa­
tion on any change of status 
w i l h i n 10 days. N o w there is a 
new way to be in trouble w i th 
the board, and w i th the law.

Is the YF-12A (he world's fastest manned aircraft?

The a i r at Strouss ' Aud i t o r ium 
was f i l led w i th organic chem­
is try terms and formulas Octo­
ber 7 and most of the seats were 
f i l led w i th pre-med students, 
home economics classes, student 
nurses and others interested i n 
nutr i t ion. 

The occasion was a lecture on 
"Nut r i t i ona l Adaptations, F r i e n d 
and Foe" , given by D r . R i chard 
C. Bozian, professor of internal 
medicine, Univers i ty of Cincin­
nat i College of Medicine. H i s 
appearance was sponsored by 
the Amer i can Medica l Associa­
tion, The Mahoning County Me­
dical Society and the Home 
Economics C lub of the Univer­
sity. 

T r y i n g to Interest Students 
D r . Boz ian said part of his 

purpose in being here was to 
interest young people. in science. 
H e said we should a l l be in­
terested in nutr i t i on f rom the 
standpoint of our own health 
and that of our famil ies. 

He showed slides deal ing w i th 
the human body's handl ing of 
carbohydrates and said the ca­
pacity to store fat is almost 
l imitless and this factor proba­
bly aided humans i n surv i va l 
l ong ago. 

He described regulatory obes­
ity and metabolic obesity. 

Exper iments Cited 
D r . Bozian cited examples of 

nutr i t ion experiments done w i th 
rats and mice. H e said many 
obese humans have the same 
problems as obese rats. Both 
take food in at one interval , 
resul t ing in an accelerated con­
version of carbohydrates to fat. 

Touching on the problem of 
why people become obese, D r . 
Bozian said scientists don't 
know a l l the answers yet. He 
said opt imal nutr i t ion hasn't yet 
been determined. 

D r . Bozian said there were 
many possibilities as to develop­
ments in the f ie ld of human 
nutr i t ion.
