The recent dlscussmns about a two-year commumty col-
lege for Mahoning County seem to revolve around fwo major

issues. -
These are as . follows:

1. Is there actually a need for
‘4 two-year institution in Ma-
honing- County

2. Assuming that a need exists,

the issue becomes: How may

the need best be met? Should
the college be established as
an independent  organization,
offering a multipurpose  cur-
riculum, or shouid -a contract
be established with Youngs-
town University to meet the
need?. '

Proponents of the community
college, in discussing issue num-
ber one, could conceivably argue
that ‘enrollment in fouryear
colleges " is extremely close o
the saturation point, with ap-
proximately 100,000 qualified
high-chool graduates to be turn-
ed away by colleges this year,

A growing need -has been
cited for manpower in. .semi-
professional, technical and sales
work which requires only  two
years of college, Finally it
might be said that a community
college, with low costs and an
“open door" policy, will allow
students to attend who might
never have been able to attend
a four-year college.

The true value of a commun-~
ity college lies in its perform-
ance of multiple functions. That
is, the community college to be
effective must offer something

. to the whole gamut of students,

ranging from honors programs
to remedial and adult education.
In addition, it Is desirable that
independence be mainfained to
facilitate the . counseling pro-
gram, :

_ Students must be channeled
into the proper area, they must
be prepared for transfer to a
four-year college.-or given gen-
eral education or
training. .

vocational’

There is no dispute about the
national problem. but.there may
be some question as to the ne-
cessxty of a community college
in our partlcular location and
situation: _
raised regarding the validity of
the survey in Mahoning County.
Was it truly representative?

A study of this type would
have to be stratified, Yet it may
be asked if the stratification was

inclusive enough. Were all the

various aspects that should or
could
cluded? What was the percent-
age of replies? Were random
sampling methods strlctly en-
forced . . -

Would there actually be a sig-
nificant reduction in costs? A
large portion of the cost reduc-
tion of community college is dic-
tated by - their . non-residential
character. Youngstown Universi-
ty is already a low cost institu-
tion of the non-residential type.

If there is a need for some
type of institution, it would fol-
low that they would favor the
type that was under a contract
arrangement with Youngstown
University.

The arguments for such an
arrangement begin with the cit-
ing of savings that would result
if the duplication of already
existing facilities, such as libra-
ries and laboratories, could be
avoided.

Under the aegis of Youngs-
town University, a community
college would avoid the often
cited “lack of prestige” that
many junior college officials
complain of,

Some type of contract is ne
cessary to insure that the com-
munity coilege continues to per-
form both academic  and voca-
tional functions. A 10ss of per-
spective on the part of the .com-
munity college, if a' successful
liberal arts program is initiated,
might lead to the expansion of

'lne experience of Youngstown
University in the  community
would be invaluable in establish-
ing an effective counselling pro-

grem. Counseling is often desig-
nated as-a- weak area in com-

munity college: programs.

Finally, without some type of
guarantee  regarding -the nain-
tenance of the proper  senior-
jurior college relationship, it
would be entirely possible for
some type of competition to
arise. This would have undesir-
able effects ‘on Youngstown Uni-
versity, -on ' the students at
Youngstown University and, fin-
ally, on the tax-paying  com-
munity. - .

This might be ilustrated if

© the assumption is made that the

studlents now attending Youngs-
town University. are. the most
qualified of the various poten-
tial students. It follows that if
inter-school  competition is al-

‘Towed to start, the tax supported’

coramunity college - would - be
able to charge lower tuition, and
population at
Youngstown. University would
decrease. '

The decrease would necessitate
an increase in Youngstown’s tui-
tionn. which would precipiate a

further outflow of students with

a corresponding increase in tui-
tion.

Thus the spiral could begin.
Marginal students would be
graduated from the community
coliege, The costs of maintaining
the community college would in-
crease as .the increased demand

necessitated expansion. The in-

crease would be borne by the

taxpayer who, in addition, would

have to pay increased rates to
secure the graduation of his son
or daughter from Youngstown
University.

Thus it appears that the origi
nal problem. has been magnified.
Fewer students are able to se-
cure a bachelor's degree. Tax-
payer costs. have gone up with-
out any commensurate return to
the commrunity,

The net effect has  been to
gracduate from a two-year pro-
gram -an increased number of
partially educated, marginal stu-
dents with a - decline in more
qualified graduates from the
four-year college '

game or to adopt the 24-second
clock used in ‘pro ball.. “These
changes would make the game
toe mechanical and would mini-
mize the use of strategy. The
human element is what make
basketball tick.”

Likes Rosselli

He sees Dom as an extra.
ordinary coach who “has the con.
fidence of his plavers, knows the
game inside out and can comrmu-
nicate this knowledge to the
team. Dom is regarded by his
fellow coaches as.one of the top
tacticians of the game.” In his
travels Joe has scen other coaches
seck Dom out for information
about his unique defense and of.
fense. Joe adds, "His defense is
not only successful but outstand.
ing when you-consider that YU
gives up an average of only 62
points per game. That puts them
among the top 25 college teams
in the nation as far as defense
is concerned.”

Joe has some def:mte views
about athletes and academics on
the college level. “Athletes should
be primarily concerned about get-
ting'an'education. That is basic.

And “when you get boys who
want an educatmn and want to’
be ashletes, they deserve help be-
fore they get into academic giffi-
culty.” However, Joe is quick to
say that perhaps both player
and teacher should realize early
enough that trouble is ahead, per-
haps a little extra help if re.
quesied should be forthcoming
and perhaps a little extra time
at the semester break might help.
“After 2ll, a team plays sey-
eral nights a week, practices
every other night and travels a
number of days causing them to
miss classes. Further, the bas-
