Selective Service |
Help Local Draft Boards

There has been a lot of falk, both truth and fiction,
concerning the effect Selective Service exams will have on
students who take them and students who.don’t take them.

Actually very little information
is available on how test scores
will be used-and when they will
become a means for determining
deferment. Local draft board of-
ficials believe the class rank of
a student probably will carry
more weight than the test scores.
However, the test can be bene-
ificial to persons who rank low
in their class if they score high
on the exams.

The test cannot be of harm to
anyone; so there should be no
fear of taking the exam no
matter what year you are in col-
lege or your class rank.

On the subject of class rank,
Selective Service does have guide
lines to follow to determine if
a student’s grades are too low to
entitle him to deferment.

At the end of your first year

in college, if you do not have a
ranking in the upper half of your
class, grade point average wise,
you may become elegible for the
draft. At the end of the second
year the percentage is upper two
thirds, third year is upper three-
fourths, and if you are in a five-
year program, at the end of the
fourth year you must be in the
upper half of your class to be
elegible for student deferment.

If a person is graduating and
plans to take graduate work, he
must graduate in the - upper
fourth of his class to be exempt
from the draft.

“If you can get a bit of satire and humor. out of the
passing parade of events, you have something of value,” said

Harry Golden Tuesday. He spoke to capacity crowd of -
students and faculty on “American Humor, Mar__'k Twain to

Groucho Marx."”

“Humor can help man with
his problems,” Golden said to
illustrate, we tracexdd the pattern
of American humeor beginning
with Mark Twain's Huck Fin
There was something funny he
said, about being an imnocent
American boy in an agrarian
society.

He said the rise of industriai-
ism and immigration led to ethn-
ic humor, The Irish, Eastern
European Jews, ltalians and Ne-
gros “laughed at their fumbling
attempts to be Americans,” he
maintained, even through each
was a Malvolio trying “to figure
out what class he belonged to0.”

“Ethnic’ humor gave way to
vaudeville, or the poor man's
humor based on the dialect
story However, the social mo-
bility of immigrants as a group
and as individuals eliminated this
brand of humor,” he related.

"Golden’s theory of humor is

The belief that only introverts
are suicide proneé was disspelled
at Yale—10 of the 25 held stu-
dent oifices, six were athletes,
and 10 belonged to fraternities.

A recent study, “Suicide Ten-
denciey - Among  College Stu-
dents,” was conducted at Cornell
University by Drs, Leif J. Braa-
ten ang C. Douglas Darling.
