Not Just Another Office 
Lost in the large number of campus offices at 

Youngstown College is the Employment Office, d i ­
rected by M r . Robert Cooper, job placement head. 
Many students, i t is probable, don't know where 
i t is — let alone what i t does. However, M r . Cooper 
and his assistants can do some of us a great deal 
of good. 

Over four-f i fths of those registered at the E m ­
ployment Office f or part-time enrollment were 
placed in jobs during the academic year ending 
August 31, 1950. The number of jobs ordered by 
employers was 515. Only 370 of these jobs were 
f i l led . The reasons were either a lack of qualified 
applicants or working conditions unsuited to those 
who applied. 

M a n y students are l ikely to be looking for part-
time jobs this semester. M r . Cooper does not pre­
dict any figures for the coming year, but expects 
i t to follow last year's pattern. Maybe the job 
that doesn't suit someone else would suit you. I f 
you are one of the many persons who somehow keep 
needing cash, i t might be worth your while to drop 
i n and see the employment director.

370 Appliconts Placed 
In Part-time Jobs 

M r . Robert Cooper, director of 
the college employment office, i n 
his annual report to the College, 
revealed that his office had placed 
370 (approximately 90%) of the 
applicants for part-time jobs dur­
ing the academic year, Sept. 1, 
1949 to A u g . S I , 1950. M r . Coo­
per received orders from employ­
ers f or 515 part-time workers. 

Ful l - t ime employment orders 
totaled 527 for the same period. 
400 applicants registered for the 
positions and 236 or three-fifths 
of those registered were placed i n 
full -t ime jobs. The majority o f 
these were graduates. Some, how­
ever, were students who trans­
ferred to night school and desired 
steady employment. 85 graduates 
registered at the local office were 
placed by the Uni ted States E m ­
ployment Service i n Youngstown. 
This brought the total of full -t ime 
placements to 883. 

The Employment Office, locat­
ed on the f i rst floor o f the B u s i ­
ness School, is open f rom 8 to 5 
M o n . through F r i . Applications 
for part-time and full -t ime em­
ployment may be- made v during 
these hours.

Five weary Student Council delegates recently returned 
from a week-long ordeal at the National Student Associa­
tion's Third Annual Congress in Ann Arbor, Michigan. The 
problems facing student government was the chief topic un­
der discussion. The congress sessions were conducted in the 
classrooms a'nd recreation rooms of the Michigan University 
buildings. The delegates slept (when they slept) in the spac­
ious dormitories of the West Quadrangle of the campus. 

None of the Youngstown visitors expected a vacation, 
but the pre-congress instructions didn't cover who would 
supply the "No - - Doze" pills. The representatives were put 
to work promptly at nine o'clock each morning and were 
frequently kept busy until after midnight. Average time for 
the long-winded sessions was upwards of three hours with 
an all-time high of seventeen hours recorded by Bob Clay­
ton in one of his commission meetings.

9. Driveways on the Pollock H a l l 
grounds must be kept clear at 
a l l times. 

10. Violators of the above rules 
wi l l be penalized by the S t u ­
dent Council Discipline Com­
mittee.
