»- Colleges Grow from Humble Beginnings 

In 1884 Dr. Russel! H. Conwell founded Temple University, housed it in this 
old stone building in Philadelphia. His famous "Acres of Diamonds" lec­
ture, which he gave 61 52 times, netted close to seven million dollars for the 
institution and helped make it the great school it is today. 

This crude frame shack 
held the first classes of 
what is now Emory Uni­
versity in Atlanta, The 
building was built in 
1 8 3 6 to house a man­
ual labor training 
school. 

Georgia Tech, now one 
of the great engineering 
schools in the nation, 
had its start in this old 
brick building. The old 
aboratory rooms have 
been replaced by a 
swimming pool, now 
used by a junior col-
ege.
