Professors vent 
student concern

With new contract negoti­
ations for the teachers union 
scheduled next year, the cur­
rent chief negotiator for the 
union said previous disagree­
ments between faculty and 
administrators have hurt stu­
dents and wilt continue to if 
the new administration doesn't 
make changes. 

"While we have a certain 
style of government at YSU, 
and administration and 
unions, ultimately what we 
want to know is why this is a 
concern to students," said Dr. 
Gabriel Palmer-Fernandez, 
professor, philosophy and reli­
gious studies. 

Palmer-Fernandez said, in 
some cases, administrators, such 
as deans have been given too 
much power, and cites a case last 
year where he said Dr. Barbara 
Brothers, former dean, College of 
Arts and Sciences, abused that 
power, inconveniencing both 
faculty and students. 

"Under the former dean, 
all funds for limited service in 

-the . department^, were can.-„ 
celled. We could hire only one 
instructor instead of the usual 
12 to 15. We were not able to 
offer the amount of classes stu­
dents demand," Palmer-
Fernandez said. 

To accommodate students 

in the department, Palmer-
Fernandez said one section of 
professional ethics had 166 stu­
dents in spring 2001, requiring 
both Palmer-Fernandez and. 
Dr. J.C.. Smith to share the 
class workload. 

"When )vou have academic 
administrators allowed to pur­
sue like this, the students are 
diminished," Palmer-
Fernandez said. "Ask yourself, 
would you rather be in a class 
of 166 or 40? I think the vast 
majority of students would say 
40. The former dean prevented 
students 'from having that." 

In a telephone interview, 
Brothers — who retired in June 
— denied accusations made by 
Palmer-Fernandez. 

"You know, that's not 
. accurate . information," 
Brothers said. "I find it very 
awkward to get involved in 
this now. If [Palmer-
FernandezJ wanted to get 
involved in this, shouldn't he 
have brought it up while I was 
still there? That, indeed, sug­
gests it's not accurate informa­
tion." 

Brothers said she blames 
the philosophy and. religious 

~ studies department for the sec­
tion of 166 students and 
expressed anger with Palmer-
Fernandez's comments. 

"Making public accusa­
tions about people is not 
news," Brothers said. "What's 

news is how the classes are 
being offered. Instead of the 
teachers teaching two separate 
classes, they made One section, 

"There have been a num­
ber of things unfair to students 
... like the fact that the philoso­
phy department cancelled 
those classes." 

Dr. Thomas Shipka, chair, 
philosophy and religious stud­
ies, stood by. Palmer-
Fernandez's claims, saying 
Brothers was responsible for 
the large section. 

"As chair, I can tell you the 
former dean gutted our part-
time budget prior to her depar­
ture," Shipka said. 'The inter­
im dean [Dr. Ikram Khawaja] 
and the new administration 
have restored that funding to 
where we are in a much better 
position now." 

But Palmer-Fernandez 
said the professional ethics 
class situation is just an exam­
ple of how union-administra­
tion relations affect students.; 
Citing broken promises report­
ed in The Jambar earlier this 
month, Palmer-Fernandez said 
the lies have affected students 
through teacher performance 
in the classroom. 

"When we work harder 
and don't get results, there is a 
loss of spirit in employees — 
faculty and staff,'! Palmer-

Speaker: Don't mix drinks, education 
Cornelison 
related her own 
experiences with 
drinking during 
college to YSU 
students.

A former softball standout 
at Georgia State University, 
who has battled abuse and 

addiction, told YSU students 
they need to look out for one 
another 

"If you know someone who 
needs help, do not hesitate or 
feel bad in telling that person, 
'You know, I think you need to 
get help/" said Dr. Carolyn 
Cornelison, who addressed an 
audience of YSU students 
Thursday. "Hopefully they will 
thank you for it^omeday." 

Cornelison shared person­
al accounts of her own battle 
with alcoholism "By my senior 
year in college, 1 was out of 
control" said Cornelison/ who 

has since gone on to earn her 
doctorate in physical educa­
tion from Florida State 
University. 

"It came to a point where if 
someone had to make me 
chose between drinking and 
playing sports in college, I 
would have quit the team," 
said Corrtelison. 

After her third DU1 
charge, Cornelison said . she 
still continued to drink exces--
sively. What started out as an 
occasional recreation, her sen­
ior year in high school was 
tuning out to be a deadly 

addiction. "I finally decided 
that it was time for me to get 
help and approached a univer­
sity counselor about my prob-' 
lem" Cornelison said. 

Some time after gradua­
tion from Georgia State 
University, while in graduate 
school at the University of 
Southern Mississippi, 
Cornelison learned her long­
time friend and sorority sister, 
Mary Beth, had died in a car 
accident. 

Mary Beth, according to 
Cornelison, had lost her life 
because she had been drinking 

arid decided to get behind the 
wheel of a car. 

"That destroyed me," said 
Cornelison. 

Cornelison said "Last year 
alone, 21 deaths of college stu­
dents across the country were 
due to alcohol poisoning." 

Cornelison said these 21 
deaths were only those report­
ed, indicating that the number 
could possibly be higher. 

Furthermore, she said 
these reports do not include 
alcohol-related accidents such 
as driving under the influence 
of alcohol. 

Signs remind YSU students 
to travel safely on campus

Skateboards, Kollerblades 
and bicycles, w i l l be missing 
from the campus core this year. 

Signs stating that these 
objects are prohibited are now 
alerting students across the 
core of campus. 

Marilynn Butler, secretary 
to University President Sweet, 
said these signs were put up 
due to a need to improve cam­
pus safety. 

Last year a YSU student 
was killed in an accident while 
he was skateboarding between 
Beeghly and Kilcawley centers. 

Amanda Yovick, senior, 
education, said, "Precautions 
were necessary to prevent 
something like this from hap­
pening again. No one was pre­
pared to hear that someone 
had died on campus from 
something as harmless as 

using a skateboard." . 
Len Perry, director,-

Environmental and 
Occupational .Health and 
Safety, said, "YSU had been 
against the use of this equip­
ment for years." 

The signs were placed 
throughout the campus core 
earlier this summer, but the 
YSU Board of Trustees has not 
yet approved them. A policy 
meeting is scheduled for 
Friday, where the issue of pro­
hibiting • skateboarding/ 
Rollerblading and biking on 
campus is expected to be 
raised. -

The issue was previously, 
addressed to the board March 
2- It is being decided upon but 
is expected to be incorporated 
into YSU's Code of Student 
Conduct for the beginning of 
the next academic year. 

Butler said an excerpt 
involving the use of wheeled 

instruments wi l l also be 
included in the students' 
Rights and Responsibility 
pamphlet that wi l l be distrib­
uted to all YSU students later 
this year. 

'This policy is an old rul­
ing," said Perry. "For about 
three years YSU has discour­
aged any type of wheeled 
instruments to be used on the 
central core of campus. These 
policies need to be brought to 
the hoard of trustees to make it 
official." 

Although articles and cor­
respondence have been sent to 
the board for three years, the 
policy is not yet in the YSU 
Student Pamphlet for Safety. 

These acts are prohibited 
only in the central core of cam­
pus. 

"It presents a lot of liabili­
ty," said Perry, "not only to the 
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SIGN L A N G U A G E : Signs like this one have been placed in 
various locations on campus, reminding students of the skate­
boarding, Rollerblading and bike riding ban. 
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Fernandez said. "Let's say you 
have an employee demoral­
ized by the conditions and 
relations between the adminis­
tration. That employee is not as' 
likely to be energetic, as forth­
coming." 

Thomas Maraffa, chair, 
geography, and director of fac­
ulty relations, said he's not 
sure the labor situation con­
cerns students and that work­
load is often what teachers 
make of it. 

"I don't see any direct 
effect on students," Maraffa 
said. "As for workload, I per­
sonally feel 1 am overworked 
because my workload — to a 
large extent — is a product of 
my own choices." 

Students themselves 
expressed confusion in the 
stance of professors such as 
Palmer-Fernandez, saying they 
are missing the point — them. 

"1 think teachers, as a 
whole, are underpaid ... but I* 
don't think that should have 
any bearing on a teacher's 
classroom performance," said 
Josh Wolk, junior, education. 
'They are obligated by their 
profession to be the best they 
can be." 

Todd Creed, sophomore, 
criminal justice, said he under­
stands the point of view of 
some of his professors. 

"If you don't get paid 

enough, you may not give it 
all ," Creed said. 

Palmer-Fernandez said the 
current problems, which 
include workload and pay, 
were created by former 
University 'President Leslie 
Cochran. Several professors 
have blamed Cochran for lying 
about wage increases. 

P a l m e r - F e r n a n d e z 
expressed concern over" deci­
sions made by Cochran that he. 
said have not be addressed 
under current University 
President David Sweet. 

"The Cochran administra­
tion created a very poor insti­
tutional culture at YSU. One 
way in which it was created 
was by allowing top adminis­
trators, such as deans, to do 
with budgets what they 
pleased. 

"Labor, as a result, suf­
fered," Palmer-Fernandez said. 
"With the section of 166 stu­
dents, the present administra­
tion did nothing about it." 

Palmer-Fernandez said he 
is not sure if he wi l l remain 
chief negotiator for the upcom­
ing talks, as a new team wi l l be 
assembled soon. He did say 
students will be an important 
factor in the talks. 

" A l l the work we -do 
reflects on class performance. 
We're overworked, underpaid 
... we won't be as effective, 

high spirited or enthusiastic," 
Palmer-Fernandez said. "We 
won't have as much time for 
students." 

Maraffa said the teachers 
and administrators already are 
successful in serving students. 

"We are working to serve 
students better. You have to 
remember these [union] issues 
just represent a small portion 
of how faculty and administra­
tion react with each other. 
There are other interactions ... 
other examples of us working 
together to improve things," 
Maraffa said, saying the facul­
ty is dedicated to and conscien­
tious of its students. 

But Palmer-Fernandez 
said it doesn't matter how 
strong both sides are in some 
aspects, teachers in negotia­
tions wil l look for a fair work­
load policy and fair faculty 
compensation. 

"We raised the bar; lefs 
have the salaries meet that 
bar/' Palmer-Fernandez said. 
"I once told Sweet, 'you can 
have an army very wel l -
equipped, but with no morale, -
and it won't be as effective as 
an army not well-equipped, 
but with great spirit. 

"It's all about the spirit. 
Build up morale, not with 
words, but with actions: Thaf s 
what's going to make a good 
faculty even better." 
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people on the wheels but 
pedestrians as well." 

In the past, campus police 
have attempted to stop stu­
dents' Rollerblading or skate­
boarding. When they told stu­
dents of the danger involved 
and of the school's policy, 
many students said they were 
unaware of school regulations. 

"Signs stating, no 
Rollerblading, no skateboard­
ing and no bikes, were placed 
around campus for the protec­
tion of students and pedestri­
ans," said Perry. 

Although the board has 
yet to approve the signs and no 
wheel rule, the university 
erected the signs due to con­
cern for safety: 

"YSU's campus is elevat­
ed, adding to the danger and 
potential threat to safety," said 
Perry. "There are many cracks 
and sewer grates on campus 
that could create a dangerous 
obstacle for Rollerbladers, 
skateboarders and bicyclists." 
"Students attempt to do tricks 
or go beyond the average use 
of thistype of gear> posing fur­

ther threat to safety," he added. 
Students and faculty at 

larger campuses, such as The 
Ohio State University, often 
rely on Rollerblading or biking 
to get from class to class quick­
ly. YSU is not discouraging 
using Roilerblades, bicycles or 
skateboards altogether, only in 
the heart of campus. 

"When this equipment is 
used, great care and precaution 
is to be taken into considera­
tion," said Perry. "We as a cam­
pus need to provide a secure 
environment in all aspects.

What We Think 

YSU campus was 
wrongly ignored 
by the Red Cross 

The events of Sept. 11 left The Jambar staff stunned and 
shocked beyond words. . 

We watched the news reports and like the rest of the 
world, we were horrified by the sight of aircraft crashing into 
the twin towers of the World Trade Center and the Pentagon. 

The pictures of women and men racing from the collaps­
ing buildings, blood streaming from open wounds on their 
faces, sickened us. 

Somewhere between our disbelief and our passionate dis­
cussions of the events, we felt the need to pitch i n and do 
something to both help the victims and show our love of 
America. 

For some that meant flying an American flag, for others 
that meant sending money or supplies for relief efforts. 

However, many of us were wil l ing to give the very blood 
from our veins to help the victims. We just didn't have the 
opportunity to do that on this campus. 

Many places around the area, including churches and hos­
pitals, immediately sprang into action after the attacks. The 
American Red Cross set up blood drives at institutions such as 
the University of Akron , days after the attacks. 

Y S U was not one of those sites. When Joe Long, Student 
Government president spoke with Red Cross officials about an 
emergency blood drive, he said he got the impression from the 
spokesperson that Y S U doesn't produce enough blood. 

Not only did the Red Cross assume Y S U students would­
n't open their hearts to the victims of the attacks, but it also 
took away the right of the students to assist in the only way 
some of us could afford to do. 

N o w they have scheduled a campus blood drive for Oct. 
30 and 31. That drive, however, is an annual event — not the 
emergency one it could have and should have been. 

When an emergency situation arises, such as the one that 
occurred Sept. 11, it spurs people into action. Although there 
w i l l be people wil l ing to donate blood on those days, ft won't 
be the spontaneous action that the attacks w o u l d have 
spawned. 

Such a catastrophic event makes people feel helpless and 
giving blood is a wonderful way to be helpful, "that immediate 
reaction w i l l be gone by Oct. 30. 

Y S U students feel the pain of the nation. We are just as 
patriotic, proud and wi l l ing to help out as the Kent State 
Univerity Trumbull branch and University of Akron campus­
es. \ 

With over 12,000 students and hundreds more faculty and 
staff members, we are amazed that the Red Cross didn't think 
enough of Y S U to fit us into its drive schedule. 

For the students who live in the dorms, campus blood 
drives provide the perfect time, place and opportunity to 
donate. 

For some of us, it's a way we can feel good, about doing 
something to help the victims. . 

In a time of national crisis, Americans pul l together. Y S U is 
no different. We are a diverse community with people who 
care and want to help. 

Most of us don't have the money to donate to the victims.

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YSU football fans are in a 
league of their own. 

More than 19,000 specta­
tors packed Stambaugh, 
Stadium for Saturday's game 
against Western Illinois 
University. 

About half of those were 
on hand before the game to 
take part in the taiigating fes­
tivities on campus. 

Music blared, ribs barbe­
cued, a YSU alumni brass 
ensemble played the fight 
song while faculty mcrribcrs 
stood around and talked about 
university politics, and stu­
dents wondered when, exactly, 
the dry-campus rule had been 
suspended. 

As the clock struck 6:30 
p.m., the taiigating lots emp­
tied, and the masses of alumni, 
staff, faculty, students and all 
streamed toward the stadium. 

Once in the stands, the 
entire crowd hushed to 
observe a moment of silence in 
honor of those who were lost 
in the recent tragedies in New 
York and Washington. The 
national anthem played, bal­
loons were released, and the 
Penguins took the field. 

The football action served 
as a backdrop for all the action 
in the stands. Friends, neigh­
bors and total strangers dis­
cussed the merits of the play­
ers; the current state of the 
country, the acrobatics of the 
cheerleaders on the field and 
who was going to what 
church. 

One worthy gentlemen 
was able to recite the complete 
football genealogy of about 
half the team; he knew which 
player's father graduated in 
1965 from Austintown Fitch, 
who's grandfather had played 
for Tennessee State and could 
remember all of the player's 
stats from last year. 

The crowd was loud, the 
crowd was silent, the crowd 
cheered, the crowd booed the 
referees. For many people, it

was more than just a football 
game; it was a return to nor­
malcy after the past few hell­
ish weeks.

YSU won the football 
game and by a decisive victo­
ry. But for most of the people 
in Stambaugh Stadium on 
Saturday, it wasn't so much 
about winning; it was just 
about being there.

The date: Apr i l 1, 2000. 
Carlos Pearson arrived at the 
party and started moving 
through the crowd when he 
noticed a guy glaring at him. 

He recognized the guy and 
knew there was some tension 
between them because of a girl. 

Pearson had seen him out 
a few other times but never 
before paid much real attention 
to him. 

Just as Pearson was about 
to leave, the guy approached 
him. Without speaking, 
Pearson punched the guy in 
the face, and the fight went 
into the street 

Within seconds, Pearson 
had been stabbed in the neck 
with a pen knife. The cut nar­
rowly missed his jugular vein, 
and Pearson ended up in a hos­
pital bed with more than just 
his wounds to worry about. 

His 4-year-old son crawled 
up the hospital bed, looked his 
dad in the eyes and begged 
him to stop fighting. 

"He asked me, 'Big Carlos, 
can you not fight anymore?'" 
Pearson said. 

He said his son's eyes told 
him he needed to . 
stop fighting and 
do something with 
his life. 

P e a r s o n , 
known by many as 
No. 23, considers 
himself a success 
story — a man who 
chose college 
instead of crime 
and who maintains 
that football and a 
few caring people 
have saved him 
from a life that 
would have been 
easy to fall into. 

Pearson, now a sopho­
more majoring in computer 
information systems, grew up 
in the inner city war-zone of 
Baltimore, Md., where he said 
the streets were "drug-infest­
ed." 

He said sports is what kept 
him out of trouble and what 
brought h im to the football 
field at YSU. 

Before starting at YSU, 
Pearson said he attended sev­

eral funerals of close friends. 
"It wasn't quite a gang 

thing," he said, "but more like 
neighborhood versus neigh­
borhood." 

He said violence took 
many of his close friends away 
and almost took his mother, 
too. His mother is a paraplegic. 

He said, "She was shot 
when I was,like 5-years-old by 
an ex-boyfriend." 

Pearson said he grew up 
living with his aunt because 
his mother's house had to be 
suited to her taste. 

Just before his senior year 
of high school, Pearson said his 
brother and mother decided 
that he needed to be some­
where else. 

His brother helped him 
look into a prep school, and he 
was enrolled at Fork Union 
Military Academy in Virginia. 

Pearson said his mother 
and brother knew he could be 
recruited for football that way. 
His brother acted as his father, 
since he didn't really have one. 

" M y brother is my mentor. 
I have a dad, but not a father." 

Without emotion Pearson 
said, "I know who my dad is, 
but I don't. He was incarcerat­
ed my whole life."

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was seeing, he said he knew 
that going. to another school 
was the right choice. It came to 
the point where he could 
remember the.nights where 
"you almost didn't know what 
was going to happen next." 

Pearson said it was a 
strange experience to be at the 
military academy. 

He said he remembers the 
first time the Seven Gun Salute 
was performed with rifle shots 
in the air. 

He said he ducked and 

ran, and people laughed, but 
he wasn't embarrassed. 

"It was a natural reaction," 
Pearson said. "I was so affect­
ed, I didn't know it." 

He knew prospective col­
lege coaches were going to 
come to the annual College 
Day at Fork Union Academy. 

Pearson said he knew this 
was the time he had toprove to 
someone what he could do on 
the football field. 

A t College Day, there was 
an inter-squad scrimmage, 
along with various strength 
and speed tests. 

He impressed a coach 
from YSU. 

Pearson said, "Coach 
Klacik was the one that recruit­
ed' me." 

He first stepped on the 
field in 1997 to play football for 
the Penguins as a strong safety. 

But in 1998, just a year 
later, Pearson was kicked out 
of school for certain, circum­
stances he .didn't discuss. He 
said he knew it was back to 
Baltimore and back to the 
streets. 

After the stabbing that 
changed his life; he said his 
desire to come back to YSU and 
play football was stronger than 
ever. 

It was a Monday morning 
as Pearson walked into 
Stambaugh Stadium and into 
former coach Jim TresseTs 
office to ask for a second 
chance. 

He told Tressel he was 
tired of the life he was living, 
and he needed , a second 
chance. 

Pearson said Tressel told 
him to do what he needed to 
do to get back here and that he 
was welcome on the team. . 

^He remembered Tressel 
said, "Eyes are gonna be on 5 

you. Are you willing to handle 
it?" 

On Jan. 18, ,2001, Pearson 
was back in the classroom. But 
soon enough he was going to 
have to prove himself on the 
field to his coaches and earn 
respect from his teammates. 

"I was 160 pounds when I 
left fin 1998] and like 200 
pounds when I came back," he 
said.

Pearson said Klacick — the

— was even shocked that he 
was back. 

He knew, he was fortunate 
to be getting a second chance. 
So quitting wasn't an option. 
He continually, got up for 6 
a.m. practices and received 
comments such as "You're still 
here?" . 

He said, "It didn't bother 
me, cause I understood." 

Pearson said he was not 
going to give up. 

He said, "This university 
saved my life," 

He also said he couldn't 
have done it without his team­
mates. 

1 'They truly are your fami­
ly! You spend so much time 
with them. The people you 
meet; they are your friends for 
life." 

Tressel said he.remembers 
Pearson and speaks fondly of 
him. 

Tressel said during an e-
mail interview, "Carlos is a 
good kid that had Some strug­

gles early, in his college career 
but-has had the courage to 
grow from it and wil l end up 
being a fine citizen. 

" H e was always caring 
and compassionate, and truly 
appreciates his opportunity at 
Y S U , " said Tressel. < 

In addition to Tressel, 
Pearson said his brother, has 
been a powerful figure in his 
life. 

" M y brother has only 
missed one home game since I 
have been at Y S U , " Pearson 
said. "There could be nofans, 
and my brother would still be 
there." 

Pearson said he hopes to 
show his children the same 
sacrifice and commitment. He 
said he'd drive 1,000 miles to 
see his son play T-Ball. 

Pearson said his children 
are back in Baltimore. „ 

"It's hard being away, but 
these two years is better than 
being away from them the rest 
of their lives." * . 

Pearson said he realizes he 
has changed at YSU. 

"I came to YSU as. a boy 
but came back as a young 
man."
