Some of the fiber optic cable 
installed in the dormitories as part 
of the campus's $3.2 million net­
work infrastructure project is be­
ing pulled and rewired because 
the cable was cut too short. 

Norstan Communications, the 
contractor hired to wire the build­
ings, didn't leave enough spare 
wire in 80 percent of the face­
plates in Lyden, Kilcawley and 
Wick houses. 

"I don't think they fully un­
derstood the terms of our agree­
ment," said Thomas Doctor, di-
•rector of network services. 
"That's the only thing 1 can fig­
ure out." 

Doctor said 262 of the 324 
cables had to be pulled and re­
placed. 

He said Y S U does not have to 
pay for the extra work. 

.Michael Skurich, Y S U staff 
architect, said the original plans 
called for 10 feet of spare cable 
to be coiled up behind the face­
plate. He said the contractor was 
leaving various lengths of cable. 

"It wasn't at all consistent," 

Skurich said. "If it had been consis­
tent — say 5 feet — we may have 
researched it and said 'that's fine.'" 

Skurich said URS Grciner, the 
consultant company overseeing the 
wiring, reduced the required length' 
from 10 feet to 5 feet 10 inches 
upon discovering the faceplates 
were too small to hold 10 feet of 
coiled cable. 

He said the company also re­
quested the contractors remove the 
cable's protective jacket, exposing 
the fragile strands of fiber optics 
about the size of a human hair. 

U . S . Communications, 
Norstan's subcontractor, said they 
are not responsible if the glass fi­
ber optics arc damaged. 

Skurich said the extra cable 
is necessary in case any cable is 
damaged or needs to be ex­
tended. 

"It allows a measure of con­
tingency," Skurich said. 

Doctor said the rewir ing 
shouldn't push back the sched­
uled date for completion of the 
campus infrastructure. 

"Norstan was very up-front, 
very business-l ike and very 
agreeable with the situation," 
Doctor said. "Hopefully we ' l l 
get back on schedule." 

The project is set to be fin­
ished July of next year. 

Doctor said the rewiring is 
well underway.

In May, a' team of consultant 
cvaluators representing the North 
Central Association of Colleges 
and Schools will discuss an aspect 
vital to Y S U . They will arrive-on 
campus to determine YSU's ac­
creditation status. 

Accreditation is a process of 
peer review, rather than govern­
ment inspection, to assure insti­
tutional quality and encourage im­
provement. Apositivc recommen­
dation is essential to expand Y S U 
financially and educationally. 

Y S U has been approved every 
10 years since 1945, since the last 
review, occurring in 1988. 

"We expect to receive accredi­
tation again," said Janice Elias, as­
sistant provost for planning. 

To assure accreditation next 
year, Y S U has developed a 
self-study committee. The self-
study committee consists of 80 
students, faculty, and staff mem­
bers. 

"It's very participatory," said 
Elias, head of the committee. 

Hana Kilibarda, Student Gov­
ernment president and committee 
member, said, "It's nice to know 
students can be heard — that 
somebody cares." 

The self-study committee is di­
vided into eight subcommittees, 
each making sure North Central 
Association standards are met. 

The steering committee over­
sees the other subcommittees. It 
coordinates work of the commit­
tees, shares progress reports, 
keeps committees informed and 
reports progress to the self-study 
committee heads. The steering 
committee is also responsible for 
a written report of the entire pro­
cess. 

Another subcommittee is re­
sponsible for making sure Y S U re­
sponded to recommendations of 
the last visiting team. 

Elias said Y S U was criticized 
in 1988 for not having enough 
women in the administration. 
They were also told the general 
education program was falling 
behind that of other universities. 

The remaining subcommittees 
are left to respond to other ques­
tions important to accreditation.

Load, The great question mark 
among Metallica albums.

The sequel to the most schizo­
phrenic album of all time, Reload, 
was released Tuesday and is not 
what it seems. 

Metallica said Reload is the left 
over stuff from the Load sessions. 
Load was originally a double al­
bum project,.but Metallica pulled 
the plug on the idea after they got 
offered the Lollapalooza gig last 
year. 

Metallica has also been quoted 
as saying it is a "heavier" sound­
ing album than Load Surprisingly 
it is. 

As soon as you pop the CD in, 
you hear a familiar and heavier 
Metallica that you are used to hear 
The words "Gimmic, Fuel. 
Gimmie Fire. Gimmie What You

Hettfield, and it instantly gave me 
flashbacks of "Motorbreath" on 
Kill 'Em All.

A win Saturday will give the 
Y S U football team a share of the 
Gateway crown in its first season 
in the Gateway Conference. 

The fourth ranked Penguins 
will host the showdown with the 
second ranked Western Illinois 
University Leathernecks. 

Coach Tresscl said, "Our guys 
have been thinking about this game 
for quite some time, trying to el­
evate our play so that we'll be 
ready to take on the team every­
one expects to be the champion." 

As of this week the 
Leathernecks sit alone atop the 
Gateway with a 5-0 mark. The 
Penguins, who are 4-1, stand in 
third place behind a 5-1 Northern 
Iowa team. 

If Y S U takes the win it wi l l 
cause a three-way tie between the 
three teams. If the Leathernecks 
win, first place is theirs alone. 

The Penguins, who are 6-0 at 
home, have never lost to the 

Leathernecks in Stambaugh Sta­
dium. 

Y S U leads the series 7-5, win­
ning seven of the last eight meet­
ings, but WIU won the last meet­
ing in 1984,48-15. 

This battle will pit the best de­
fense and offense in the conference 
against each other. 

YSU's defense leads the league 
in rushing defense, pass efficiency 
defense, total defense and scoring 
defense. 

The Penguin defense has held 
all opponents to 2,623 yards to 
Y S U ' s 3,934 yards, and in 
Saturday's 45-13 win over South­
west Missouri State, the first de­
fense shut out the Bears 45-0. 

"We just have, to buckle up. We 
have got to pick it up a notch, come 
out physical and come out .work­
ing hard," senior defensive end 
Harry Deligianis said. "We've got 
to attack." 

WIU's offense tops the confer­
ence in rushing with 2,525 yards 
and 4,409 yards in total offense. 

The Leatherneck offense is 
sparked by junior running back 
Aaron Stecker and senior quarter­

back Jeff Hccklinski. 
Tressel said, "They are an out­

standing team led by a great run­
ning back. The finest running back 
in I-AA, he's a very solid guy who 
just keeps coming at you." 

Stecker leads the league in rush­
ing with 1,821, scoring with 22 
touchdowns and all purpose run­
ners with 2,086 yards. 

"It will be a joy to watch him 
out there and see how he competes 
against what I think may be one of 
the finest defenses in the land," said 
Tressel. 

Hecklinski stands second be­
hind Penguin quarterback Demond 
Tidwell in passing efficiency. 

Tressel said, "He is an excellent 
player - not a real threat as a run­
ner, but he's got great receivers. He 
does a nice job of getting the ball 
to the right people." 

Stopping the duo will be key in 
a victory for Y S U . 

The Penguin offense is not too 
shabby either, really pouring it on 
as of late. 

Y S U is second in rushin'g with 
2,332 yards and comes up third 
with 3,933 yards in total offense. 

The Penguins have a few tricks 
•of their own in their own running 
backs. 

Junior running back Jake 
Andreadis has ignited the Penguin 
offense, rushing for more than 100 
yards in each of the last two 
games. 

Back in action will be sopho­
more tailback Adrian Brown, who 
has been out with a hip injury. 
~ Brown, who has missed the last 
two games, leads the team in scor­
ing and follows Andreadis in rush­
ing with 490 yards. 

The Penguin's other junior run­
ning back, Demetruis Harris, has 
come up big for Y S U also. 

Harris scored two rushing 
touchdowns in Saturday's win 
over S M S before leaving the 
game with a sprained ankle. He 
will be ready to play Saturday. 

The Penguin's offensive game 
is led by Tidwell. The seasoned 
signal-caller has thrown for 1,428 
yards this season, along with 147 
yards rushing. 

Behind Tidwell is sophomore 
quarterback Jared Zwick. Despite 
only 174 yards in 21 throws, 

Zwick has, for the most part, been 
there when the Penguins have 
called on him. He has rushed for 
195 yards and scored three touch­
downs on his own. 

The Penguins versatility on of­
fense will play a large role in the 
match up of the two power houses. 

"We've got to keep the ball so 
they can't use their weapons," said 
Andreadis. "If we can keep long 
drives going, that's the best defen­
sive play we'll want to use." 

YSU's offense, as well as. the 
defense will be put to the hardest 
test of the season - WIU's defense 
stands second behind the Penguins 
in the Gateway. 

"They have excellent, excellent 
speed on defense - the best sec­
ondary we've seen," said Tressel. 

So it will be revealed Saturday 
- no holds barred. 

"This is a big one - exciting. 
Everyone in the country will be 
watching Youngstown, Ohio to 
find out who is the best," said 
Tressel. "We' re looking forward to 
it, and I know our guys are going 
to prepare hard." 

May the best Penguin win.
