Dr. E . B . Smith, professor of history at Youngstown Co l l ege , has 
been appointed by the U ;S . State Department as director of i ts 
summer seminar program for July and August. T h i s program, f inan­
ced jointly by the State Department and the Carnegie Foundation, 
i s designed to instruct a smal l number of outstanding graduate 
students and college instructors in 
the actual problems of American 
foreign • policy and the functional 
organization of the Department. 

Participants in the program are 
...selected on the basis of scholastic 

achievement. After . investigation 
and clearance for loyalty and se­
curity, the participants attend high-
level briefings, lectures, and con-

. ferences on actual problems of 
foreign policy, are taught functional 
organization of the Department and 
in turn are expected to make a 
valid contribution to the work of 
the Department.

..dependent research on projects and 
J problems of actual significance and

Another advantage offered " to 
Aviation Cadets is their ability to 
enlist for a two year period, no 
more than the present 24-month tour 
required of inductees. Men who are 
accepted for cadet training are 
granted automatic four-month defer­
ments to await assignment to class­
es. At present, class assignments 
are made approximately one month 
after processing is completed. 

In order to take advantage .of this , 
opportunity, applicants must be 
citizens of the United States, single 
between the ages of 1.9 and 2&A 
and have completed two years of 
college. .

To Set The R e c o r d St ra ight 
Recent ly there has been considerable debate - or perhaps (t 

should be ca l l ed arguement - over the question of sending an am­
bassador to the Vat ican , as Pres ident Truman has proposed. We 
don't know, or bel ieve that anyone e l se except Mr. Truman knows, 
what was behind this move. A good guess, however, i s that it w i l l 
provide an 'embarrassing question for many of Mr. Truman 's oppo­
nents come e lect ion day. Regardless of motives, however, the de­
bate over the actua l p roposa l goes on. 

Recent ly we heard a speaker who, in our opinion, put the ques­
tion in i ts proper setting. He stated that, to Americans a s Catho ­
l i c s , the appointment would have no advantage whatsoever, s ince 
his relationship to the Vatican* i s spir i tual and not po l i t i ca l . He 
went on to point out that the reverse was true. The move would 
have definite disadvantages, s ince i t would tend to st i r up re ­
l ig ious hatred and bigotry, which are always more or l e s s latent in 
American l i fe . 

However, to a l l Americans, the proposed ambassador would be 
benef ic ia l . A s one of the two centers of world-wide information, 
(the other i s Communism), and the only one avai lab le to us, the 
Vat ican can be an invaluable l i s ten ing post. That this i s generally 
conceeded i s proven by the fact that, every major power in the 
world, with the exception of R u s s i a and the U .S . has a representa­
tive in the Vat i can . It seems that our only point of agreement with 
R u s s i a concerns the Vat ican . 

T h e proposal i s attacked by American Protestants as being a 
v io lat ion of what i s ca l l ed " t h e American pr incip le of the separa­
tion of Church and S t a t e . " T h i s notion i s derived from the art ic le 
that Thomas Jefferson inserted in the Const itut ion prohibiting the 

^-Congress from making any laws respect ing re l ig ion and " t h e free 
exercise thereof . " T h i s i s the same principle that supported the 
banning of rel igion in the publ ic schoo ls , at the request of a s ingle 
athiest . It has come to be the tool of those who would secu lar ize 
the nation. 

A s a matter of fact, Jefferson had no such idea in mind when he 
proposed h i s amendment. He was faced with the hard po l i t i ca l 
fact that each of the co lon ia l governments has a virtual or actua l 
state church, and that no federal government could hope to exist-
under such c ircumstances. It was a measure dictated from n e c e s s ­
ity, not from inc l inat ion . A t that time, Jefferson was roundly damn­
ed by American Protestant churchmen in general and V i r g i n i a 
churchmen in particular for h is act ions . He was looked upon as a 
traitor and an athiest. 

Today , those same men, or their successors , hold this once -
hated pr inciple to be sacred, but not, however, without some em­
barrassing consequences. F o r instance, Ep i scopa l i ans can only 
shrug their shoulders when reminded that the titular head of their 
church, the Queen of England, has a personal representative, in 
the Vat ican . 

A s a matter of fact, our own Pres ident Roosevel t had a personal 
representative in Rome. Truman should have done the same, and 

' c o u l d have, with-much l e s s trouble, and with the same results , as 
i t i s not the rank of ambassador but the establishment of re lat ions 
that counts That he didn't makes it seem l ike ly that he had h is 
own reasons for the move.

Parker said this fact, applying to 
families in Mahoning and Trumbull 
.counties, Ohio, and Mercer County, 
Da.,-,has been revealed in a study 
of official U.S. government statis­
tics just released by the National 
Association of Manufacturers. The 
purpose of the study is to show the 
burden of the cost of government for 
the average family in relation to 
family income. 

"Federal taxes, both direct and 
indirect, are costing the. average 
metropolitan Youngstown family 
approximately $1,100 a year , " 
Parker explained. "That same fam-

•;lly,,spends about $1,000 during^a 
year in the area's retail food stores." 

Midd le Income L a r g e s t 

' "The NAM study shows that of the 
total of 143,000 families in metro­
politan Youngstown, 24,300 of them 
have incomes up to $2,400 a year , " 
Parker said. "Some 65,800 families 
have incomes ranging from §2,400 
to $4,800 a year, and' 52,900 have 
incomes above $4,800 a year . " 

i. Defining a family as "two or more 
Velated persons living in the same 
household," the NAM study states 
that "the annual family income for 
the average family in the metropoli­
tan Youngstown area is $4,800." 

" B y taxing away $1,100 of this 
yearly family income,' ' Parker 
pointed out, "the federal govern­
ment is taking 23 cents out of every 
family income dollar in the area.". 

Parker said that the NAM study 
shows that the total income of a l l 
metropolitan Youngstown families 

^ now is about $686,600,000 a year. 

Impact Greater 

"According to the NAM, the total 
impact of federal taxes at various 
income levels is much greater than 
generally supposed by the public, 
who tend to think of their federal 
tax. bi l l as only that amount deduct­
ed from their pay envelopes and as 
reflected in their personal income 
tax returns," Parker said. t 

Parker emphasized the fact that 
the NAM study was based on offic­
ia l U.S. government figures pub-

Demand for Engineers 
Continues to Increase 

Troy , N .Y . - (I.P.) - T h e dangerous gap between the supply of 
engineers and the need fo r their se rv ices i s becoming wider, accord-- ' 
ing to a report re leased by Richard W. Schmelzer, Chairman, Pub l i c 
Re lat ions Committee of the American Society for Engineer ing E d u ­
cat ion. 

Based upon a survey of engineer­
ing schools and colleges made in 
October, 1951, under the joint spon­
sorship of the U.S. Office of Edu­
cation and the American Society for 
Engineering Education, the data 
contained in this report reveals that 
only 28,000 engineering students 
will graduate in 1952 to meet the 
current demand of from 60,000 to 
90,000 engineers. 

The increasing .desire for graduate 
training in engineers is reflected by 
the fact that graduate enrollment is 
now three times, what it was in 1'940. 
At that, time, the graduate students 
comprised only ^4.6 per cent of a l l 
engineering students. This fall, 13.1 
per cent of a l l engineering students 
are taking graduate work. For the 
entire college population, the per­
centage of graduate students; is esti ­
mated at about 10 per cent. 

Almost 28 per cent of a l l engineer­
ing graduate students are taking their* 1 

training in electrical engineering.
