In other schools when the fight song is struck by the band the en­
tire student body i s stirred to the heights but we here at Youngs-, 
town have never had this feel ing. ;Since we are progressing rapidly 
in other directions it would a lso be nice for us to advance in this 
direction. It may seem l ike a t r iv ia l point ' to dwell on but actual ly i t 
i s a very important facet of our col lege l i fe . 

There are severa l solutions to this problem. .One would be to revive 
the old song to its original status and in this way regain much of our 
lost ' " ' sp i r i t " . 

Another solution I would l ike to suggest to the student body and to 
the administration would be to se lect a new song. Se lect ion of the 
number would be a comparatively easy process . T h e song could be 
se lected by a committee se lected by Student Counc i l and the ad-
mi nistratibn. Pos s i b l e members of the committee would include the 
president and vice-president of Student C o u n c i l , Pres ident Jones , 
Dean Ki tchen of the Dana 'School of Music , a member from each of the 
fraternities at the School of Music , P h i Mu. A lpha and Sigma A lpha 
Iota, and poss ib ly the editors of both the N E O N and the J A M B A R . 

One more solution would be to have one of the instructors or one of 
the students of the Dana School of Music compose a new song. 

Immediate action should be taken to insure the student body of the 
University a fight song to open the football season next year. I would 
l ike to request Student Counc i l to d i scuss this project 'ahd to take 
definite steps toward the fulfillment of the goal of having a fight 
song around which to rally our forces. ^

several meetings d i s cus s ing severa l of the problems of the various 
papers in the State.
