It should -be -obvicus from the letters in
Tuesday’s Jambar answering my -letter in last -
Friday’s issue ‘that Amierican military officers are -
not the only Americans who are presenting misin-
formation on Vietnam to the public. Mr. Yost
begins his letter-with Dean Rusk’s unsubstantiated
claim that the North Vietnamese were the original
and principal violators of the Geneva Accords of
1956. In fact, the International Control Commis-

. sion, which was. established to.oversee. the imple-

mentation of the" Accords, reported few violations
by the Hanoi government. In 1956 the Commission

-reported that while it “has” experienced difficu-
tlies in North Vietnam, the major part of its

difficulties has arisen in South Vietnam.”
..Yost ignores my. point, for which there is
from ‘everyone from President
Eisenhower on down, that had the political terms
of the Accords been implemented ; Ho Chi Minh
would have won :the elections calles for in 1956,
and become -the-undisputed leader of the Viet- -
namese nation. It-was the effort by Diem and the.
Americans to create: a separate nation in the
southern zone -of - Vietnam, in  violation of the
Accords, which-.was the starting point of the
present war. Since Vietnam was one — and not
two countries (see Articles 6 and 7 of the Finat
Declaration of the Geneva Accords—" —:any mili-
tary actions which the Ho Chi Minh government
might have taken against the Diem government
were no more a case of international aggression
than President Lincoln’s actions against the
government of  Jefferson Daws during the
American Civil War. -
‘But despite the claims of both Mr Yost and Mr.
Gmnmm the evidence indjcates that Hanpl dxd not
initiate the revolumn against the Diem . regime.

- Because of government withheld endorsement of

the revolutionary straggle in the South throughout
the 1950’s. According to the French coirespon-
dent, Jean . Lacouture, ihe southern rebels
demanded of the North Vietnamese evisaries sent.

particular jmportance is a biting indictment of the
war entitled The Betrayal by a marine Lieutenant
Colonel named William Corson. Although Corson,

who is an expert i Asian affairs, ran‘one of thé -

few successful programs in Vietnam, pacification
effort in the I Corps area, he castigates the war as'a
betrayal of the Vietnamese and American peoples.

In spite of the brainwashing of the military and -

the inevitable emotional commitment for one’s

own side which one develops. in fighting a war, .

_ men liké Corson have had the courage to speak out
against American - mvolvemem in this tragic con-
‘flict.: To my mind they are the real heroes of
America. But whethér American soldiers oppose
the war or favor it, T hate to see their lives
sacrificed to maintain in power a corrupt, tyran-
nical dictatorship in Saigon. which is too unpopular
to -sustain itself in spite of its repressiveness.

communication gap, " is - termed by Dr. Taghi Thomas

Kermani as a major

problem in

student-faculty

relationships. The YSU economics professor pointed out
that it is not so much what students have to say, but their

method of saying it.

"Dr. Kermani used the ex-
ample of an economic student
protesting against the necessity
of taking an examination. The
student ignored the entire exam
and merely stated that he
“didn’t believe jd the test,”
asking whether the purpose of
education was to “cultivate”
what the student already knew,

r “to introduce new materials.”

This, according to Dr.
Kermani, was not a proper or
meaningful way for a student to
communicate about general edu-
cation to his professor. He com-
mented that if a student’s atti-
tude is beliigerent or antagonis-
tic, an instructor will genecrally
react in the same mannér, even if
the student has a justifiable com:
plaint.

Dr. Kermani interjected here
that “‘the common difficulty be-
tween faculty is nothing new,
and will probably continue in
the years to come.”

Another problem noted by
Dr. Kermani in_student-faculty-
relationships is that a “‘contest -
where one tries to outsmart the
other” has been known to

“evolve, and. the necessary ¢o-

operation between students and
faculty does not result.
