The Y S U Campus Police 
D e p a r t m e n t and the 
Youngstown Police Department 
have arrested a man i n connec­
tion wi th a Tuesday night 
robbery. 

According to Officer George 
Hammar, at approximately 9:30 
p . m . Tuesday, a woman was 
getting into her car on Lincoln 
Avenue near the parking deck 
when a male approached her. 

According to reports, the 
suspect pushed the victim into 
another car, grabbed her purse 
and fled. 

Hammar said the suspect was 
described as a white-male, ap­
proximately 27 years old, 5'6" 
and 170 pounds. He said the 
suspect had a dark complexion, 
black hair, a beard and a 
moustache. 

According to Carngus Police 
reports, the suspect headed west 
on Lincoln Avenue toward Bel­
mont Avenue. 

According to Hammar , a 
parking attendant working in 
the Lincoln deck heard the vic­
tim screaming and immediately 
radioed for assistance. 

"That's one of the advantages 
we have w i t h h a v i n g the 
radios," said Hammar. "It real­
ly helps us to stay in contact 
around campus." 
; Hammar said that Officer B i l l 

Rafferty, a juvenile officer wi th 
the Ci ty of Youngstown who 
was working part-time with 
Campus Police that evening, 
and Lieutenant Greg Clemente 
responded to the call and began 
checking the L inco ln Avenue 
and Belmont Avenue areas. 

The officers received a possi­
ble lead on the identity of the 

^suspect, Hammar said. He said 
in the meantime, th 

taken to the hospital for injuries 
she sustained when she was 
pushed into the car. 

According to Hammar, Of­
ficer Dave Wil l iams of the 
Youngstown Police Department 
was working at the Choff in 
Career Center when he heard 
the call . Hammar said Will iams 
recognized the description of the 
suspect as a man he had seen 
walking around earlier in the 
evening. 

O n Wednesday evening, 
Wil l iams was again working at 
the Choffin Career Center when 
he saw the suspect again walk­
ing around the area. The suspect 
no longer had a beard, but was 
wearing the same articles of 
clothing, said Hammar. 

Hammar said the suspect was 
apprehended and admitted that 
he had recently shaved off his 
beard. 

The suspect was taken to the 
Voungstown .Police Stat ion 

where he confessed to Detective 
Jerry Schuster that he had taken 
the victim's purse and fled. 

Schuster could not be reach­
ed Thursday for comment. 

Hammar said the suspect is 
being held at the Ci ty Jail , 
w a i t i n g an arra ignment 
hearing. 

" W e do try to work closely 
with the Youngstown Police 
Department when it comes to 
crimes like this ," said Hammar. 
"This is one good example where 
we worked together and caught 
the suspect."

Or. G r a t i a Murphy 

Helping high school students 
to become more proficient in 
writing and reading comprehen­
sion is the focus of an ongoing 
program headed by D r . Gratia 
M . Murphy, English. 

For the past ten years, M u r ­
phy, assisted by co-coordinator 

D r . Gary M . Salvner, English, 
has been working wi th the 
students of Youngstown and 
Mahoning County schools to i m ­
prove the students' wr i t ing 
abilities. 

Together they have devised 
the Ear ly English Comprehen­
sion Assessment P r o g r a m 
( E E C A P ) , which, enables them 
to find out w h i t the students* 

writ ing problems are so that in ­
structors may correct them. 

Murphy's program has two 
purposes: to assess the writ ing 
skills of high school students and 
to assist students who are having 
difficulty before they leave high 
school. 

E E C A P helps train teachers 
how to recognize students' 
writing problems. Teachers may 
then help the students to unders­
tand and correct their problems. 

Murphy and Salvner have 
been able to do this wi th the aid 
of two four-year grants issued by 
the Ohio Board of Regents. 

"The board issued these grants 
for the purpose of bringing the 
schools closer together," said 
Murphy. "These grants have 
enabled us to w o r k w i t h 
Youngstown C i t y , Mahoning 
County, Warren and Trumbul l 
County schools as wel l as the 
most recently added Colum­
biana County schools." 

" F o r four years running, 
students i n Youngstown C i t y 
and Mahoning County schools 
have had to take an Ohio Profi­
ciency Test beginning wi th 10th 

grade through 12th grade. The 
purpose of these tests is to check 
a student's wri t ing ability. The 
students take the test twice a 

year and must pass all four areas 
[writing, math, reading and 
citizenship] before they can 
graduate," she said. 

Murphy said 20 to 30 percent 
of the students tested could not 
pass writ ing, while even more 
failed math. Because of this in ­
c r e d i b l y h i g h number of 
students who lack writ ing skills, 
solutions were sought to 
alleviate, if not eliminate, the 
problem. 

" W e are emphasizing that 
w r i t i n g skills be taught in 
kindergarten instead of waiting 
to teach them in eighth grade," 
said Murphy. "This w i l l give the 
students more of a chance to 
overcome problems before they 
develop."

More impor­
tantly, a small section explains how to report a 
crime and then finally the pamphlet breaks down 
the crime statistics as reported in 1989, 1990 and 
1991 at YSU for the various crimes committed on 
our campus — theft, burglary,etc. 

The Safety Pamphlet is one item everyone on 
campus needs to keep handy in either a purse or 
a notebook. 

By bringing crime out of the shadows and into 
the light, we will slowly begin to scare away the 
giant crime monster that makes so many people its 
victim.

The Lady Penguins volleyball team is 
currendy 5-8 after a five-set loss to Kent 
State Wednesday in the Beeghly Center. 
But don't let that record fool you. Why? 
Because they may be the most exciting 
5-8 team around. 

Wednesday's match-up with their 
more powerful Mid-American Con­
ference foe is a perfect example. After 
dropping the first set 15-6, head coach 
Joe Conroy inserted a new line-up that 
included senior. Mickey Pence, junior Jen 

Windau , sophomore T ina Gregory and 
freshmen J i l l Raslevich and C i n d y 
Neubauer. The mix of youngsters and 
upperclassmen worked wel l as Y S U 
jumped out to an early 4-0 lead. 

Kent aaswered back with six straight 
points to take a brief lead. The Lady 
Penguins, thanks to the teamwork of 
Gregory and Pence, scored four straight 
to put Y S U up, 8-6. After that, the 
momentum switched back and forth un­
t i l Pence once again showed its leader­
ship with a block and a k i l l to put Y S U 
up for good at 12-11. Neubauer's left-
handed spike over two Lady Flash 

defenders won the second set for Y S U , 
15-11. 

Wi th the same line-up from the second 
set for both sides, K S U adjusted wel l to 
Y S U and dominated most of the set. But, 
wi th the Lady Penguins facing a 14-6 
deficit, they attempted to mount a come­
back. W i t h Windau and Neubauer 
leading the way, Y S U racked up four 
straight points to keep itself alive at 
14-10. 

Kent, however, kept its cool and took 
its last point to take the third set, 15-10. 

Y S U bounced back again, this time i n 
overwhelming fashion. Everyone on the

court contributed to Y S U leaping out to 
a 9-1 lead. Junior M a r i a Schuster 
highlighted the run with several strong 
kills as well -as the Gregory-to-Pence 
combination. 

The lead went up to 14-1 when Kent 
State tried its own comeback. They 
would score six unanswered points before. 
Raslevich made a jump serve the Lady 
Flashes couldn't return to get the final 
point. 

The fifth and deciding set capped off 
what was already an exciting evening. 
The lead exchanged hands several times 
as neither team gained an early advan­
tage. But with the score tied at 10 each, 
Y S U gained some momentum by scoring 
three straight points. Again Schuster led 
the offense with a k i l l and Gregory hit 
Pence with a perfect pass to give Y S U the 
13-10 lead. 

Kent tied it at 13 with some gutsy play 
of its own. The momentum switched 
back and forth again, with the Lady 
Flashes having a slight advantage wi th

the match, 19-17, after two Lady Flashes

I believe that a lot of die-hard 
old-school writers feel that-
women's sports are cute and 
deserve to be treated as a mere 
novelty. 

* I've got news for you fellas, 
that's sexist, and I believe that 
pure, stone-age sexism is the 
main reason w h y women's 
sports are regarded slightly 
below men's skeet-shooting i n 

-the media's sports spectrum. 

I guess you can't teach old 
dogs new tricks and, from the 
media standpoint, it is up to the' 
young minds embarking upon 
the world of sports journalism to 
set the standards for generations 
to come. 

However, I 'm sure a young 
journalist 10 years ago thought 
the same thing. 

Journalists, although they are.

I, along with my colleagues, 
have seen this type of attitude up 
close. The only way to solve this 
problem is "new blood." 

People with new attitudes and 
open minds are what is needed 
in the media, as wel l as in the 
upper offices of sports 
administration. 

In the mean time, I w i l l be 
doing my part to open the sports 
pages and the minds of my 
peers. 

Hopefully with new thinkers 
on the rise, women's basketball 
w i l l get more press than men's 
horseshoes.
