Chrishon’s
recommendation represents the first formal attempt to
drop the rules. Organizations would be reluctant to admit
to " their own violations m an effort to abolish the
regulations,

“Chrishon, however, is in an awkward position. First, he
is a commitfee chairman whose responsibility is to see
that the socidl regulations are enforced. Second, he is a
Greek who knows that the numerous v1oIat1ons are never
enforced.

His solution is simple, and sensible; do away with the
social regulatmns altogether.

. The fact that social violations do exist is common
knowledge. Many functions are not registered, a majority
of them don’t have proper chaperoning, few are over at
one a.m., and in most, “illegal” alchoholic beverages flow
prolifically’. Add to this the fact that women can be found
at fraternity houses at any fime and you have a list of
violations that could put most campus organizations on
social probation.

The University’s response to these violations should
not be further restriction or social probation. Dean
Painter, the Calendar Committee, and the administration
must realize that the University is not the babysitter for
-15,000 students. Their outdated social regulations have
repressed maturity, not expanded 1t and should be

After reading the letters submitted by Chuck Hettler,
Michael Bongiorni, et all., and Peter J. Isgro, I can only
conclude that the members of student government (or what
passes for it on this campus} have failed to” do their

homework before going to Council meetings and, that they -~

Members .of Council cannot
complain that the Jembar has not covered their proceedings -
adequatzly. It has done an excellent job; indeed, this year’s

Jambar is the best that I have read in my time at YSU, and ']

If the Jambar has not written extenswely on the

has no business to tend to at all and adjourns after 40 -
minutes. as it has done at lcast once this year.

I attended the first meeting of this year’s Student
Council. 1 could not help but be impressed by the officers
of SG who said they were determined to make SG
responsive to the needs of the student body. The speeches
were excellent — well thought out and well delivered. So
far, I have not discovered that SG has improved in any
respect since my time on Council except that there are now
better speakers. They are long on rhetoric and short, very
short on action. They are re-attempting to govern by
but the Jember has realized what they are
attempting to do, and apparently will -have nothing to do
with it.

The Jambar recognizes that one of its roles is to report

and interpret the goings-on of SG; it isnot 1n existence to
provide -.publicity: ..for. ambitious. .members: of .

Government, Its duty is to examine: to praise where praise

is merited and to criticize where criticism is earned. It does
not atlempt to govern, although it does suggest
improvements. Likewise, it is not the duty of members of
SG to write a column of seif praise about their actions or
rhetoric in the Jambar. The press and the government are.
scparate and distinct? when the government covers itself, it
rarely fails to omit that which is unfavorable to the author
and almost always includes that which is favorable.

Already the Jambar, ajthough not this year, has provided
a column to former members of SG who were ambitious for
higher office. These pcople were successful in their.

ambitions, and SG did not function to anywhere near the .

level that it should have as a result of their election:

In the midst of a crime wave that has piagued the city of
Youngstown, University security officials report negligible
incidents on the University’s six-block campus. Paul Cress,
chief of security here made it clear that Youngstown’s

current crime wave apparently has not infiltrated the

campus. Cress stated that crimes are rare and usually minor.

Chief Cress attributed the low campus crime level to the -

small size of the physical campus. The security force is

responsible for the protection of only the University’s §
building and parking facilities.

On-campus crimes are primarily thefts. Cress stated that
students at this time are subject to boolc-and purse thefis
and are undergoing a “strange expenence in this respect.

Burglaries are the second most common campus Crime,
Cress reported. A low number of jllegal entries have been

~—recorded and several more vulnerable buildings are under

special protection. Losses have been minor in all instances.
Car thefts are the most predominent crime in the

immediate off-campus area.

Cress stated that cars in

city-owned property directly adjacent to the university’s
campus on Elm and Spring Streefs are most susceptable to
car-stereo thefts. An estimated 50 to 100 stereo thefts are
