Meotion At Hoffman Trial

CHICAGO AP — Judge Julius
J. Hoffman denied a defense
motion yesterday for the release
from jail of David T. Dellinger
and set off another round of
swearing and name-calling in the
federal courtroom where
Dellinger and six others are on
trial.

Dellinger was jailed Wednes-

day when the judge revoked his.

$10,000 bail for shouting an
obscenity in the courtroom.

Leonard 1. Weinglass, defense
lawyer, while arguing the mo-
tion, was continvally intexrupted
by the judge who, in turn, was
interrupted by Jerry C. Rubin,
another defendant.

“Will you let my aitorney
argue without interrupting him?
Rubin asked the judge.

Interruptions interrupted

The judge asked Weinglass to
make his client keep quiet but
Weinglass asked the judge not to

-interrupt his argument.
© Judge Hoffman said: “If you

do not think I can interrupt you,

then 1 will deny youi motion
and I will not hear Mr. William
M. Kunstler on the matter.”
Kunstler leaped up and shout-
ed, “That’s disgraceful.” The
judge ordered marshals to make
“the lawyer sit down and

“Kunstler replied, “This is oné -

RIVERSIDE, Calif. (AP) —
Chanceller Ivan Hinderaker says
he is disbanding the black stud-
ies department at the University
of California at Riverside.

He told a called-faculty con-
vocation Wednesday that black
studies department chairman,
Maurice Jackson had resigned to
return to the socxology depart-
ment.

Hinderaker said the black
studies department was pre-
maturely created, academically
inferior, and had' become a
“propagandistic” program for

the campus’ 140-member Black . - 5

Students Union.

“I retain my feeling that the
need for a black studies program
is extraordinary,” Hinderaker
. said. T will continue to work
toward developing a sound - aca-
‘demic program in- this
field” The black studies pro-
gram courses will continue to
the end of the term, he said.
Afterwards, traditional academic
departments can offer similar
courses.

In an effort to maximize wtili-
zation of space and time, the
University Senate has voted to
revamp class scheduling by chan-
ging the normal course .credit
from three to four hours.

By invoking the rule in the
fall of 1970, the Senate intends
to have. classes scheduled at

every hour Monday through -
Friday -from-8 am. fo 4-p.m..

Accordingly, no courses will
meet for more than an hour each
day, thereby abolishing the
Tuesday-Thursday hour and a
half courses. '

This pattern will only vary.

with the Monday-Wednesday
and Tuesday-Thursday evening
sequence which in .the fall will
be scheduled from 4:40 to 7:30
pm. and 7:40 to 9:30 p.m, for
the nonmat four hour course,
The new scheduling will not
only afford better utilization of
classrooms and school hours, for
the Unijversity, but it will also
prove beneficial for the student
body.
