With the excep-
tion of Russ Maddicks “floor
painting, the pieces seemed to be
totally forced, created for an in.

" herent shock value that doesn’t
- seem 1o be present. On the other

“hand Mr. Maddick’s piece comes

off-as a painting..on the floor,*.

‘nothing more, nothing less, When

~asked to comment on the works, Mr.

Maddick stated that “it is a very

_important statement, and that

something like painting on the

floor isatotally tew concept for

"It seems very amiable that Mr.

* Maddick wishes to take steps to

present a new. approach at the
Butler Institute of Art, but [
don’t feel that the piece accom-

" plishes anything other than presenting ",
a painting on an unusual surface,
The attempt to use this as an .

example of the temporal nature
~of art or emphasize the common
element of-art and its relationship
to the public fails. The floor
painting in itself is not overly
offensive, but coupled with the
other three pieces (a sheet of
plastic hanging-from the ceiling, a
playpen and chair sculpture and a

- sculpture composed of plexiglass

stands) it comes off as a hack

. statement as to the relevence of

-art and its place in society.
_ As for the rest nf the show, as

- far as faculty shows go it’srquite -
.strong.  The inherent . problem*

with faculty shows is that all the
work shown is submitted to the
committee for the exhibition,

wheréas in a competitive. show -
- the works selected are indicative
-of a particular point of view, ..

creating a show that has 3 consis-
tent quality. This is obviously.not
the case with a faculty show.
Therefore we have the good and’
the bad of the YSU art faculty at

“the Butler.

“The show s so varied that it
would be impossible to critique it

-completely. This fact along with

the subjective nature of art taste
and esthetics makes a complete
critique 2 hopeless -task. There-

fore I will attempt to deal briefly -
. with two or three pieces that I

find outstanding, leaving the rest
of the show. up to the individual
to view and critique. '

 Alex DiGiacomo, a limited ser- -
vice faculty member, has pre- .

sented several outstanding paint-
ings. His understanding and hand-

- ling of color comes off very:so-

phisticatedly. “Roadblock No.

37, although very simple in use of
golor: and form ‘as-surface; quali-
ties, has ‘an underlying structure -
_that is quite complex. Coupled

with a use of a very subtle pal-

ette, the painting comes _off very

strong and dominating.

Joseph Babisch, a full-service
faculty ‘member in art education,
has offered for view several pieces
in ‘the craft or minor arts field.
His puppet intitled Owlloves, is
an example of the craft of pup-
petry at its finest. The complete
harmony of this peice, the blend-
