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EA executive endorses

faculty evaluation proposal

The Faculty Evaluation
Proposal was submitted to YSU
faculty by Everette Abram,
president of YSU-OEA, last
month. ‘Abram said the OEA

executive committee had
unanimously endorsed the
proposal, '

An OEA chapter meeting is

scheduled for Thursday, April 10,
in which agenda time will be
made for a question-and-answer
session concemning the proposal.
On April 14, a referendum will be
held on the proposal. “The
Executive Comrmittee considers
itself to be morally bound by the
vote of the Chapter members,”
said Abrams in the report.

The proposed evaluation
would measure teaching ability,
scholarship, and umiversity
service, The measure of teaching
ability would be taken partly by
consulting colleagues, partly by
asking students’ to fill ont a
questionaire. The emphasis of the
student evaluation in the total
evaluation would not be less than

40 per cent nor more than 60 pe
cent.

Abram’s report revealed for
the first time the questions that
would be included in the student
evaluation.

The questionnaire wou}d be
broken up into four different
sections. The “General Instructor
Rating” would be wused in
deciding . promotion and
retention. It would ask the
student to rate the instructor
according to how he compared
with other instructors at the
University, and according to his
over-all effectiveness.

The other three sections would
ask more specnﬁc qu%txons to

give the instructor a detailed
opportunity for
self-improvement.

The instructor would be
required to . give a brief
description of his course, stating
the principal learning objectives
and the basic' instructional
approaches employed. He would
also be required to specify how
grades are determined and how

many exams and papers would be
assigned This information would
be published in a handbook to be
distributed to the student body.

The proposal also calls for the
institution of an office of
instructional improvement, which

would manage the student section - &

of the evalvation and would
provide conseling and instruction
to those faculty seeking
self-improvement.

Heide to speak April 9
on ‘Feminism Today’

Wiima Scott Heide, former
president of the National
Organization for Women (NOW),
will speak at 2 p.m. Wednesday,
April 9, at YSUs Kilcawley
Center presented as part of the
1974-75 Artist/Skegges Lecture
Series.

The lecture, “‘Feminism
Today,” is free and open to the
public.

Heide, a hehavioral scientist
and writer, is at the forefront of
NOW, the largest feminist
organization in the world.

- She is an equality activist who
insists that human rights must be
indivisible by.sex. The problems

of discrimination, she feels, ‘are
too massive for individual
solutions. She states “it’s going to
take . systematic . changes, a
profound, universal behavioral
revolution. And it’s starting to
happen. Call me a confirmed
optimist, but things are
changing.”

Heide will speak on wonren’s
rights, redesigning jobs, daycare
centers and working at home,
“Feminism is central to
humanism,” she is quoted as
telting her listeners and calls for
needed social reforms.

adoption of a new constitution is hardly surprising. In fact
we fully expected that the draft constitution, which would
“have turned Student Government  here into a parliamentary
-system complete with opposition leader and minority party,
would be dealt a quick death-blow by Council, which
naturally became indignant, and developed a mild case of
hurt pride, when some of its own undertook a sweeping
self-improvement course. Anyone would be steamed.

All. is not well with Student Government. Somehow,
* somewhere along the way, government representatives have
ceased to represent and begun to carefake. Defeat of the
proposed constitution is only the latest in a series of
decisions which have been made for students, not by them.
This notion that Student Government knows what is best
and can be trusted to do what is best for ifs constituents is
dangerous. (The in loco parentis doctrine works the same

way, and even that has been undermined since
eighteen-year-olds were emancipated from- status as
children).

It’s been said before in this space, and we're a little sorry
we must repeat ourselves:Student Governmentshould be
replaced with a union. It’s the only answer now that all
other hopes are killed. No one on Student Council liked the
idea of organizing government by departments; they didn’t
like the idea of becoming a parliamentary-styled body.

But ¥YSU’s 13,000 students must-right now-take back
the power they have lost, the power which their tuition
buys them, the power a student government rightfully owes
them. For all intents and purposes, those 13,000 have no
power save the power to unionize, and they ought to use it.

All other ways have been tried. A student union wouid
- present a united front on pressing issues. Presently, Student
- Council can hardly muster enough strength to unite on the
less imporfant . issues.
belongs—in the hands of students who, -in effect, have
bought and paid for it. Student Government is not likely to
budge an inch from its current position of caretaker body.
- It’s enough to make a student want to stay away from the
polls on election day! Of course, that would not accomplish
a thing. The only way is to unionize. Now.

Put the power back. whe;re it”

In regard to the Faculty
Evaluation Proposal, a petition
supporting the concept of
evaluating faculty 1nembers was
circulated dmong a portion of the

" YSU student body. The objective

of the petition was to determine
to what degree, if any, the
students sympathized with the
evaination concept.

My analysis of the numerical
results is not intended to
repres e n t 2
scientifically-arrived-at
conclusion, but merely to give
you some indication of the scope
of the project, attitudes of the

respondents, and the s:gmﬁcance
of the results.
Of the 11 per cent of the

student body actually contacted, .

90 per cent acknowledged their
support with their sugnature. 90
per cent of the supporters signed
the petitions .without any

questions, 5 per cent required a’

verbal sumiary of the proposal.
On the other hand, those not

. supporting the concept can be

grouped into four areas. One,

students opposed to the concept

(three per cent); two, students
not weil enough informed (four
per cent); three, students who
“don’t sign anything” (2.9 per
cent); and four, students with

other reasons (one per cent).

Due to certain restrictive and
limiting citcumstances, only 11
per cent of the student body was
actually approached. Of those
approached, 90 per cent support
the concept of faculty evaluation.
In my opinion, the question of
“consistent student attitude” has
been answered. Furthermore, the
wording of the petition implies
support for the concept of

faculty evaluation rather than any

particular instrument of

evaluation.

The first remote control

nirplane on the YSU campus has

been designed and built by Peter
Ashouri, senior, electrical
engineering.

Ashouri constructed the model
to fulfill his thesis and project
requirment for graduation with a
Bachelor of Engineering degree.
His thesis advisor,
Skarote, electrical enginecring,
had told Ashouri that no one had
ever built a transmitter and
airplane for a project here at
YSU,

Ashouri attributed his ability

to plan and construct the airplane .

ie

to a good engineering
background from YSU.”
48 days

Ashouri built the plane in 48
days at his house, but said this
figure does’ not include the
research and planning time. He
stated the total cost of the plane
camne to $48. _

The plane is red with black
and white checked wings. Ashouri
said he used fireproof oil paints.

Ashouri described the plane as

three feet long with a wing span
of two and one half feet. It is

made out of light plywood except

The entire plane weighs only
11 ounces and Ashouri pointed
out that the power of the engine

keeps the wind from blowing it

away. He noted that it can travel

“up to 25 mph,

Ashouril said the plane usually

“runs for 30 minutes on an eighth

of a pint of fuel and this averages
out to about 12 cents an hour.
There is ‘also an extra fuel tank
that can be -connected to the
main one, Ashouri stated.

500 feet

The plane can reach an
altitude of 500 feet and travel
within a one mile radius of the
controller. It has three wheels and
can take off and land smoothly

“on the ground, Ashouri said. He
‘also noted that the plane lands on .

its front wheel unlike real planies
which land first on their back

Ashouri described® the
transmitter system as’ consisting
of 24 resistors, 13 transistors, 18
capaciators, 3 variable coils, 3
inductors, 1. crystal and 1
nine-volt battery. The transmitter
has one antenna and the plane has
two helical (spiral) antennas.

Transmitter

The transmitter sends out a |

pulse .which is received by the
plane and sent to the rudder,
pulse " is changed into
mechanical energy by the
¢lectro-magnetic actuator,”
Ashouri said. When the pulse is
heaviest on one side, the plane is
able to tum either right or left,
Ashouri explained.

Ashouri states that he can
pilot regular airplanes and hopes
to soon get his pilots license.
