prosecutor.

Debra Lynn McCambridge, 35, of
East Palestine, was sentenced by Judge
Andrew Polivischak to pay a $100 fine,

serve 180 days in the city jail and attend
counseling sessions,

The jail time was suspended upon suc-
cessful completion of one year of
probation,

Limbian said McCambrxdge provided
YSU police Lieutenant Greg Clemente
with “false and misteading information”
throughout the investigation that ran
from April 27 to May 24.

According to Clemente, the informa-
tion that was falsely provided revolved
around her entire report.

Clemente said that on May 24,

MecCambridge told him that the wound

was self-inflicted and that it was not a
planned action.

Clemente said police found in her car
a single-edged razor with dried blood on
it and a towel between the front seats
with blood spots on it.

Clemente said he was suspicious of the
claim from the first day of the investiga-
tion. He said at that time, the wound ap-
peared to be more of a slice than a stab.

According to Clemente, McCam-
bridge told him that she was assaulted by
a white male on the morning of April 27
at 7:45 a.m. in the Lincoln Avenue park-
ing deck.

YSU — The YSU women’s basketball team an-
nounced the signing of two recruits Tuesday to na-
tional letters-of-intent.

Carrie Lynn Kelly, a 6’2" center from Union-
town, Pa., (Geibel High School) signed one of the
national letters-of-intent..

Kelly graduated from Geibel averaging 11
points, 14 rebounds and seven blocked shots as a
senior.

“We are extremely happy to have an athlete
such as [Kelly] coming into our program,” said
YSU Head Coach Ed DiGregorio. “Down the
road she is going to be a key member of this tearn.”

The other recruit is Lauren Blauser, a 511" for-
ward from Cranberry, Pa., (Cranberry High
School). She helped her high school team to their
second, straight state title this past season with a
31-1 record.

Blauser averaged 12.9 points, 7.8 rebounds and
three assists per game last year.

“I cannot tell you how happy I am that
[Blauser] has decided to attend ¥SU in the fall,”
said DiGregorio. “She has all the tools to become
an excellent collegiate player.”

Track

YSU’s outdoor track team ended one of its most
memorable seasons ever, breaking 49 school
records throughout the course of the year. The in-
door team also shattered numerous records, with
“20 of the 30 events having new Penguin standards

The women’s outdoor team was most im-

pressive this season as it broke 23 records over the. .

course of the season. Seven of the 19 events now
have school records from the 1993 season.
Senior Becky Rudzik holds individual outdoor

" records in the 800, 1,500, 3,000 and 5,000 meter

runs. The 800, 1 500 and 5,000 meter runs were
all broken in 1993

Rudzik also holds records in two relay events,
the 4x400 meter (with Dawn Oddo, Stacie Bender
and Lisa Clegg) and the 4x800 meter (with Becki
Yeany, Tracy Stein and Amy Palmiero).

Oddo also broke records thisyear for the
women in the 400m hurdles (1:06.16) and the hep-
tathalon(3,992 points).

Julie Williamson, who consistently finished in
the top two all season in the discus, was named
women’s outdoor MVP,

On the men’s side, 11 events gained new stan-
dards. Senior Jay “the Grandfather” Payne set

new records in three events this year, including

the 110m high hurdles (14.0 seconds) and the
4x400m relay (with Jamal Smith, David Smith
and Bruce Alexander).

Payne also holds outdoor school marks in the
4x100m relay and the 400m hurdles plus four in-
door records.

David Smith and Alexander each broke three
school records this year. Smith’s records are in the
200 and 400m and the 4x400m relay while Alex-
ander took records in the 800m and the 4x400 and
4x800m relays.

David Smith was named MVP for the men’s
outdoor team.

Whinham, however, express-
ed a concern with injuries,
especially in the defensive
backfield and offensive center.

“We're pressing a couple of
guys into service who aren't
natural centers,”  said
Whinham.

Whinham feels that as a
whole, the Thunderbolts have ag
good a chance as any other team
in the Jeague to win the AFL
Championship

“If we can fill those voxds [at
defensive back and center] we

have a good chance to be an ex-

cellent team.”
' Whinham said that arena

‘football is a great product for the

fans.
“We don’t have the name

recognition like the NBA or

NFL, but dollar for dollar and
play for play, we're the most ex-
citing pro sport going,” said
Whinham.
