In conjanction with the college,
the Yow gstown DMunicipal Air-

port has opened a flight course

for vetersns, it was announced by
Forest 8. Beckett, manager of the
Youngstovn Alrways, Inc., recent-
ly. The sourse is to include ac-

“tual fligh'. training at the airport

and grow d instruction at the col-
lege, and is the first such course
to be offered in this section of
Ohio.

To datt, over a dozen vaterans
have alreidy envolled, and offi-
cials state that 200 or 300 are ex-
pected to sign up. The program
will be completed, tentatively, by
April 1. Veterans may apply at

the Veterins' Administration of-'

fice for certificates of eligibility
in the G. .. plan. These will then
be presented at the airport.

The course has been divided in-
to three plases, the private course,
the instructor’s, and the instru-
ment course. The private course
will quali’y non-flying veterans
for privatc pilots’ certificates. In
the instructers’ phase, flying vet-
erans already qualified for com-
mercial pilats, will qualify for fly-
ing instructors. The instrument
course will qualify flying veterans
instrument ratings
needed fo airline and transport

 positions.

The private course includes 50
hours of astual flight, 20 hours of
dual instruction, 30 of sele flight,
and 30 of groudn school. The lat-
letter includes 8 hours of civil air
reggulatior s, 6 of gencral service
of aircraf:, 8 of air navigation,
and eight «f meteorclogy..

The instructor course includes
B1 hours of flight, 23 of dual in-
struction, 28 of sole flight, and
46 of groind training and ma-
neuvers. Those taking this course
will also b: required to give five
hours of getual flight instruction,
probably t> & school or college
teacher.

The instiument schedule will in-
clude 26 lours of dual instruc-
tion, and 62 hours of ground

training which will include 10

hours of ¢ivil air regulations, 18
of meteoro ogy, 20 of navigation,
and four heurs of orientation pro-
cedures.
