Bob Taft on the
recent cuts in higher education
instead of offering pay raises
to Y5U administrators.
Trustees evaluated the jobs
of Sweet and his top adminis-
trators last week, deciding on a

6 percent raise for the presi- -

dent and 3 percent raises for
many of his assistants. :

“There will be increases
up to 19 percent in all universi-
ties across the board, and I just
can‘t blame Sweet, but I do
blame the Board of Trustees,”
Bob Hagan said.

There was some good news to come out of last week’s Board
of Trustees meeting, at which University President David Sweet
and his top assistants received ridiculous raises.

Trustees also approved several new degree. programs for
YSU, including an associate of technical study degree that we
think will entice current and prospective students.

The associate’s degree will be a part of the business and tech-
nology track, and Betty Jo Licata, dean of the Williamson College
of Business Admijnistration, said the program would attract stu-
dents experienced in high-tech fields.

We agree. We also think the program could be a step toward
attracting much-needed high-tech, professnona¥ jobs to the
Mahoning Valley. _

Since the demise of the steel industry in the 1970s and 1980s,
Youngstown and its neighboring communities have been in a
severe ruf, As the few remaining local steel mills struggle to sur-
vive, the crowning achievement in a turbulent year for Mahoning
Valley was the announcement that the General Motors
Lordstown Assembly Plant would be making a new car.

That's pretty sad.

The bottom dropped out in late summer when Phar-Mor
began closing its stores, and the last airline doing business at
Youngstown-Warren Regional Airport in Vienna retreated.

. The writing is on the wall. High-tech jobs are essential to the
~ Youngstown area’s survival. For years, economists have said YSU
could be a prime contributor to a trend change.

And now, YSU is finally showing signs of a commitment.

This is not to say that an associate’s degree program is the
panacea for what ails the Valley. At the surface, this is quite a
small step, but most definitely it is a step in the right direction.

Downtown Youngstown has fallen apart. The city has two

ﬁederal courthouses but no substantial employer other than the
university now that Phar-Mor is gone. Major metropolitan cities
today feature downtowrskylines decorated with office buildings
for major technology and other professmnal firms.

= The new associate’s degree program is not going to change
‘fe reahty, but factored into a business college that has made tremen-

dous improvements and additions over the last few years, there
is some hope in Youngstown.

Walt Ulbricht, executive director of Marketmg and
Communications, said the new program would offer the chance
for YSU to engage in more partnerships with the community.

“The technical education can be provided through coopera-
tive arrangements with public, private, or proprietary post-sec-
ondary institutions, vocational centers, or other educational
enterprises,” he said.

It's true. : :

We hope Dean Licata and YSU officials will continue to
increase the credibility and attractiveness of the business college.

And, we hope those outside the university take notice.

Would the attack contravene interna-
tional law, which holds that one country
can’t attack another unless it has been
attacked or is under threat of imminent
attack? Would the attack violate the U.N.
Charter, which allows for the use of force
only in self-defense?

Isn’t war supposed to be a last resort,
considered only after all other options have
been exhausted? Wouldn't an attack on the
scale Bush is suggesting lead to the deaths

“of thousands of innocent people; people

like you and me, people with daily con-
cerns and life aspirations? We each have to
look especially deeply into this question. Is
there a greater moral question than that of
being.directly or mdlrectly responsible for
the taking of human life?

After exhaustive digging, there is no
evidence that Iraq is connected to Al
Qaeda. No money, no hijackers, no noth-
ing. In fact, Al Qaeda would just as scon
see Saddam Hussein's secular regime top-

A serjes of posters around campus ask stu-
dents, “Where is Mel Watkins?”

The numbered posters offer clues to a-scav-
enger hunt about Mel Watkins, an author, New
York Times editor and Youngstown native who
is coming to campus next week.

The winner of the scavenger hunt will
receive a $200 scholarship. In conjunction with
the poster contest, a winner of an essay gontest
will receive a $500 scholarship.

Watkins wrote the book, “ Dancing with
Strangers,” which is being read by first-year stu-
dents as part of the English department’s
Freshman Reader’s Dialogue. He will be on
campus to meet students Oct. 7 through 11.

“Dancing with Strangers” chronicles
Watkins' life as an African-American in
Youngstown during the 1940's and 50's, paint-
ing a picture of the segregation and racial hostil-
ity that went on during that era.

“He's been very successful, and he has a
great message,” said Dr William Jenkins, coordi-
nator of General Education at YSU.

Events throughout the week include a tour

of Youngstown with Watkins, where he will
guide students on a WRTA trolley through Oak
Hill Cemetery, Mill Creek Park and the ne;gh-
borhood where he grew up.

Watkins will also speak with joumalism
and composition students in the Jambar ofﬁce in
Fedor Hall on Oct. 7 and 9.

Other events include book signings at
Barnes and Noble Bookstore in. Boardman,
Borders Bookstore in Warren, and the YSU
Bookstore in Kilcawley.

Watkins will be also be involved in chvers:-
ty luncheons on Oct.9 and 10.

Area high schools will also be sending sen-
ior students to YSU's Chestnut Room in
Kilcawley on Oct. 10, where Watkins will speak
and answer student’s quest:onb

The topic of this year's Freshman Reader’s
Dialogue is race and cultural diversity, and the
department plans to make the Freshman

‘Reader’s Dialogue an annual event with new
topics and authors coming to campus each year.

‘Mel Watkins has also written two other
books, “African American Humor” and “Who
Killed Tiffany Jones?”, a murder mystery with a

Since  Slum  Village
released  their  sophomore
album, Trinity {past, present
and future) last month, it has
stayed on R&B/Hip Hop
Album Billboard charts.

The Detroit rap group,
consisting of Baatin, T3 and
producer Jay Dee, received
rave reviews for their first
album, Fantastic Volume 2.

For his efforts on the
album, producer Jay Dee was
deemed  hip-hop’s  most
intriguing producer,

Trinity, however, has a
much different sound.

Most of the creative input
for this album was left to rap-
pers Baatin and T3. According
to the group’s press release,
the rigors of touring caused
Jay Dee to take a back seat to
producing most of the album.
