Task force studies
university spending

® The audit should be complete by April.

The YSU Operations
Improvement Task Force formally
launched its study of YSU’s opera-
tions Friday morning,

The goal of the audit is to
improve the efficiency and cost
effectiveness of the university, said
information provided by John
Habat, special assistant to the pres-
ident, who is providing overall
staff management. ‘Organizational
and managerial recommendations
by the auditor’s office are expected
to provide immediate and long-
term benefits.

Meeting with the state audi-
tor’s office representatives in the
Gallery of Kilcawley Center, the
Task Force's executive committee
unveiled the focal points of the
stdy. - -

The auditor’s: office w:ll e
evaiuat:ng the areas of technology,

finance, customer relations, fadili-~

ties and human resources; said rep-
resentatives at the meeting,

president, said he is glad the audit
has been initiated. ¢

“I think it's a good beginning.

There are serious budget problems

that are now impacting -student
enrollment and faculty workload.
We believe this is the best fxrs’c
step,” he said.

YSU' President David Sweet
requested a performance audit
from State Auditor Jim Petro earli-
er this year. The audit does not
include’ the academic budget or
athletics, aécording to an audit
update sent to faculty members by
union leaders.

Memorial gathering honors
English Festival founder

the late Thomas. Gay, former YSU
English professor, was an opportu-
nity for friends to honor their for-
mer colleague and reflect on his
accomplishments  during  his
lengthy career at YSU.

Throughout his 38-year career,
Gay taught courses in composi-
tion, drama and advanced writing.
In addition to work inside the
classroom, Gay's professional

achievements outside the class--

room can be accounted for as well.

“Tom, for many years, was the
editor of a_ newsletter for the
College English Association of
Ohio (CEAOQ), a statewide publica-
tion responsible for keeping
English instructors abreast of new
programming and curriculums
being tried across:Ohio,” said Dr.
Gary Salvner, chair, English, recall-
ing some of Gay’s past achieve-

ments.
Gay was also noted for organ-

izing yearly local arca EnghshK

teachers and YSU faculty for a day.

YSU.
