Y U ' s roundball teams have been among the most feared 

T i m e after t ime they 
have been recognized by both the A P and U P I polls among 
the Top Ten, and have been ranked as high as t h i r d i n the 
nation i n smal l colleges. 

Coach D o m Rossell i was voted Ohio colleges' Coach of the 
Y e a r only two year ago, and is known throughout the country. 
H e is regarded by many as one of the greatest coaches i n the 
country. A n d yet this team and this coach have to p lay the ir 
games in a high school f ield house. 

The same holds true for Y U ' s gr id team. In the past few 
years Youngstown has held its own against some of the 
roughest squads i n the country, regardless of what some 
people say. A l t h o u g h D y k e Beede's teams haven't as yet 
received the national acclaim that the basketball team has, the 
fact remains that on several occasions they have acquired 
national recognition,-and have more than once been ranked i n 
the two press polls.

Hoping to expose the clandes­
tine operation of the Klan the 
H U A C has thus far succeeded 
in extricating little more than 
the 1st, 4th, 5th, and 14th amend­
ments from the usually verbose 
segregationists. 

Various ploys were used to 
excuse the reluctance of the 
klansmen to answer but none 
quite so revealing as that of 
James R- Jones, Grand Dragon 
of North Carolina. He couldn't 
understand the questions of the 
committee since, he "does not 
have a high school education'. 
Another Grand Dragon from 
Virginia refused even to admit 
that he was an American citizen. 

Robert Shelton, Imperial Wiz­
ard and grand-daddy lizard of 
them all, admitted no more than 
the other two, and invoked the 
5th amendment no less than lCiS 
times, according to the latest 
tabulations. Dubbed by commit­
tee member John Buchanon, the 
"Inferior Lizard" Shelton has 
borne the brunt of the HUAC's 
attack thus far. Accused of, but 
not replying to charges of tax 
evasion, misappropriation of 
Klan funds, graft and other in­
fractions (including the sale of 
bed sheets at $15 a crack) the 
Imperial Wizard has set the 
pace* for his brethren. 

In spite of his sterling ex­
ample at least two former klans­
men has renounced their vows 
of secrecy and corroborated, .at 
least in part, HUAC's chief in­
vestigator Donald Appell's dis­
closure of financial hanky-panky 
within the ranks.
