During
that time, he frankly admits
“I was pretty depressed about
it. I just couldn’t believe it was
happening to me.”

“Then, on the day I couldn’t read
any more,” Witt said, “I decided
not to sit around and feel sorry
for myself”

He learned braille in a month and
a half, an amazingly short period
of time.  He continued to study
music and composition as though
this interruption were nothing more
than a fly landing on his arm.

Witt is held in the highest es-
teem by his students at Dana and
one of them summed up the general
feeling about his  abilities” ‘when
she said “he has a helluva lot to

Witt feels he.is fortunate in hav-
ing what is referred to as ‘perfect
pitch” and is able to- recognize
any note, His students will not dis-
pute that fact; as the ones who hit
wrohg notes are quick to testify.
