Jazz has found followers all
over. the world but there is still
resistance; The protest that jazz
aroused " upon its interjection into
Americah and European culture
seems tohave given'way to afashion-
able indifference.

newspapers and magazines concerned
with .the arts feel it thelr duty bo
carry a jazz column, This-limitdtion
on a expansion that has been so
great in other -respects. present a
problem we cannot avoid,

\hat are the causes of these
apparent coatradictions? At first, it
might seem that jazz is incapable of
touching the masses and 'is suifed
only. to the elite. This hypothesis
would explain its limited sucless
but unfortunately it is contradicted
by facts. In fact jazz seems’to be
accepted’ only . with the - greatest
reservations by ‘those regularly
referred to as the elite - that.ii to
say the small part of the public that
is capable of fully appreciating both
‘elassical and modern artistic thought,

There is a simple explanation for
this cultwred publics aloofness.
Anyone who tried to place jazz Inthe
prespective of a culture foreign to it
without first revising his traditional
artistic habits has hardly any chance
of understanding it. Jazz appears to
him in its negative aspécts, He thus
-refects this -music which is not
thought out, not worked over, not
constructed, whose' harmony is dull

and sugar coated etc p

This is his conclusion -severe but
in many respects well founded -
reached by the music lover who
expects from jazz the satisfaction
he received from classical mus ic.

To me this - attitude is rather
nonsensical. Would jazz have the
slightest interest if - its function
were to bring back to life in its own
way the very same musical emotions
that European art cultivates. It .is
obvious that our musi¢ lover is only
showing how "hard - it is for him to
broaden his listening scope. Certain

one can free himself from them. If
this be the case then owr listener
has the risht to state thal he can do
without jazz. The musical universe
with the exclusion of jazz, is diver
sified enough to take up a lifetime
by itself, .

Tanguy and his
mother who became severely ill were
sent to Montipellier for a short time
which was followed by a disastrous
separatxon Tanguy’s mother left for

Madrid where Tanguy was to join her|

but the night before his departure he
was captured along with_many Jews
by .French officers and was sent to
another concentration camp in
Germany, clutching a picture of h1s
mother, his only possession.

Tanpuy Befriended

In- the concentration camp Tanguy
was befriended by Gunther, a German
‘who gave the boy the needed strength
to struggle for life however bare and
antagonizing it might be. Tanguy
spent his first real Christmas with
Gunther even though It was a Christ-
mas enclosed in the agonies of a
concentration camp. Days that follow-
ed were incessant repetitions of
vexations, ‘Each day brought more
hunger and less hope for freedon.
Finally a door opened, Gunther was
taken away, a shot was heard and
