in the last two decades, and con-

-cludes that our present unemploy- °
ment situation is a result of the
displacement of men by automatic’

or semi-automatic machinery. This
is true. Before sounding the call-
to-arms, however, it wduld be well

‘to consider just why this displace-

ment has taken place.

"Per capita incomein the
United States standg at a level
some three times as high as
its closest competitor, Great
Britain, Despite the faet that .
foreign cotupetition from cheap
labor is cutting into. our mar-
kets abroad and at home, La-
bor continues to press for
higher wages, further acceler-
ating the wage-price spiral.
When .profits .are high, unions

" demand that management distrib-
-ute some of the ¢xcess in the form
‘of higher wages. When profits are

low, unions insist that manage-
ment raise wages to increase con-

sumption. ‘and bolster the economy.

The average steelworker makes
about $4.50 .an hour . today. Of
course, he doesn’t take home this
amount, ‘but his" total cost to the

_company, including fringe benefits,

easily reaches this figure. Even
union leaders concede that most
workers turn out only about ‘two-
thirds their possible output. Ag
productivity rises, workers demand

. Labor points with glarm to sta-¢-
‘tisties evidencing that employment
" has not kept pace with production

pay increases. The employer there-

fore realizes little reduction in unit

costs by producing a high level of
output.

Contrast thig- to_the altua-
‘tion im a: h:ghiy ‘automated "
factory. The initial outlay -for
machinery is high, but costs
after the initial purchage are
at 2 minimum with machines.

- Machines do not organize, do
not go out on_strike, do not
demand higher wages and in-
“creased fringe benefits, with
three weeks vacation a year.
As workers continue to press for

higher wages; the point is eventu-

ally reached where using a mini-
mum of manpower and a maximim
of .machinery becomes more eco-
nomical in the long run. Manage-
ment’s goal is to lower unit costs.

The more units a machine pro-

duces, the less each one costs. Nat-

urally, American employers are
turning to the more easxly man-
aged maching to supplement and

.to displace laborers.-

_There is a disparity between the
two alleged aims of Labor. On one
hand, unions demand & halt to the
increase in automation. On ‘the
other, they- contmually press for
higher wages. They cannot have
both. If they.do.not direct their
energies to the achievement of one
of ‘these goals and the exclusion of
the other, they may soon find that
they -cannot have either.

Writer Doubts Negro
Integration Clamor

In more recent weeks, the nation has. wztnessed the

feehngs and anxieties of Negroes throughout the country
by outbreaks that ‘have been centered around our schools.

On the surface, the problem ap-¢-

pears simple. Better faecilities and
adequate space are being demand-
ed—or are they?

A closer analysis of the prob- -
"lem, especia_lly the incident that
“has brought nationwide attention

to Cleveland, seems to  indicate

‘what is being sought by Negro
- leaders is not necessarily “better
‘eduecation for Negro students, but

integration for the “sake” of it.

They - seem to be saymg
that the only good education
for the Negro student is one
in which 2 whife child is in
the same classroom. What will
their demands be if schools in
the Negro areas have adequate
space and - facilities?

It is strange that people who be-
lieve that “forced segregation” is
wrong do not believe that “forced
integration” is wrong  also. The
only students that should attend
schools. in a particular area are
those that legally reside in that
district, In the case of an emer-
gency, transfer from: one school
district to another is certamly rea-
sonable :

University President Howard W,

Jones said “the project will open

a new era in University education
in the Youngstown area and it will
create an entirely new outlook for
the University and a future we
could never dream of before.”

He said that future enrollments
at the University may reach 14,000
or 15,000 over the next 10 years.
Dr. Jones added that “present
plans and progress point toward
the fact that in the future a grad-
uate school will be initiated.”

To be considered a rushee at all,$
the young male student must have
completed a minimum of 12 semes-
ter hours, be a full-time student
and have an accuraulative average
and a preceding semester average
of 2.2 minimum, if a rushee ful-
fills these requirements, a frater-
nity can assume their boy will be
around, at least for a semester.

Fraternities have been around
for some time despite consistent
rumors to the cortrary. The first
social fraternity was Phi Beta
Kappa, taking up the Greek let-
ters in 1776 at the second oldest
American college — William and
Mary. I¥'s existence was not con-
tinuous, however, and it wag later

revived as a scho astic honors s0- |

ciety. : b

Kappa Alpha, founded Nov.
26, 1825 at Union College,
therefore takes the honors as
the longest continuous social
fraternity in history.

The fraternal system shows .nd
signs of dying. In the past 50 years
the number of incividual chapters
in America has more than quadru-
pled, boasting over a million ahd a
half members. The gain is obvious,
hut for all interested in perspec-
tive, the rate of college enrollment
during the past 50 years has made
“the fraternities’ gain lock wmore
proportionate.

Significant in the distriﬁution of

fraternities is "that: in the Ivy
League circle, Harvard has only
one social fraternity and it takes
a back seat to the more important
societies ‘based on the intellectual.
Princeton University has no affili-
ation to frats at all,

Dartmouth, on the other hand,
relies heavily on social fraternities
to accommodate a sembiance of so-
cial life.

‘Moving west, fraternities are an
integral part of campus life.

The fraternity system at
Youngstewn has grown. sigs.
nificantly since Sigma Delta
Beta began as a local social
frat in 1928. 'This chapter is

The universal opinion of the
bearded male in this problem is
evident by the multi-million dollay
business of selling razors, blades
and shaving cremes. The competi-
tive field has reached the point
where you can buy shaving creme
in everything from: aerosol cans to
squeegie bottles. Shaving creme
also comes in just about every fla-
vor with menthol and regular head-
ing the Hlist. |

The utensil used in the proc-

ess ranges from a mere holder
of the blade to a faney appa-
ratus with 10 adjustable set-
tings. The field of advanced
-electronics has brought about
many electrie: gadgets that
make shaving a . twice daily
process. Some of these ma-
chines feature biades that go
horizontal, others have a verti-
cal cut and the newest feature,
rotary motion,

Blades, which are held to be a
minor aspect in the field, never-
theless, play a most important part
to the individual- using them. A
new stainless steel blade claims to
give 15 smoother shaves. What.
happens to.the. 16th is not exactly
spelled out, but one can imagine.
a terrible fate for the 16th user.
