On the other hand, liberal arts
majors form 45.4 percent of Stu. =

dent Council membership, while

their school commands only 29.4 ¢
percent. of the total full-time en- |
rollment. This again is sadly ‘out

of proportion, -
Last Friday, Council menther
Gary Ross presented. Council with
a proposal to.solve the problem of
disproportionate apportionment of
geats. Ross’ proposal would rajse
the percentage of edueation majors

in Council to 22.8 percent, and low-

er the :percentage of liberal arts
majors in Council to 31.8 percent.

. The proposal would have brought
closer to reality the required pro-
" portions of Council members to the

percentage enrollment. in the te-
spective schools,

Ross put these facts and flgures
quite simply and plainly before
Council in a way that any dolt
ecould understand. Still, Student
Council vetoed the proposal with-
out raising any valid eriticisms,

This makes one wonder about the
ob;ectweness of Council in achiev-
ing its purposes and presents the
question of whether the lawmakers

are responsible -to their own laws. .

Like blunderirig blusterheads

or insight, voted down a consti-
tutionally supported proposal. Stu-
dent Council has outwardly and
forwardly betrayed thé- faith and
trust placed in them by the student
body through the constitution..
