GYMNASTICS 
In gymnastics, the Penguins marked 1981 as a year of improvement as 

the highest score ever marked by a YSU women's gymnastic team, a 123, 
was achieved.

Women's Basketball 
Under the guidance of Coach Joyce Ramsey, the female Penguin cagers 

finished their 1980-81 season with one of the best records in the history of 
women's athletics at YSU. 

Despite the outstanding record, the team ended its successful season on a 
disappointing note as the Penguins lost their game against Kent State Uni­
versity in the opening round of state championships held in Toledo. 

Leading the lady cagers in their efforts in the 80-81 campaign was senior 
Wanda Grant, who completed her YSU cage career with the distinction of 
being the all-time leading scorer and rebounder for women's basketball in 
the school's history. In her four years, Grant garnered 1,829 points and 1, 
178 rebounds.
