This December, it ends with Ann’s voluntary retirement from
WYSU. She still loves us, we're reassured, but her life-long interest
in yoga and massage therapy is pulling her in a different direction,
and she’s decided to follow that tug.

Those of us who’ve worked with her will most likely remember
her for her seemingly endless capacity to listen. Those who have
invited her into their homes each morning these past many years will

remember her for her calm professionalism and her great musical
instincts.

But this is no time for a euology, and this article is beginning to
sound like one! Ann is simply retiring, but even that’s a word that’s
hard to use with reference to her. If she sets about doing half of what she plans to do, it will be enough to keep
her occupied as much as any full-time job could. She’s not the one we worry about. It’s the rest of us, of course.
There will be a hole for all of us to fill, and it won’t be easy.

It’s possible that she’ll adjust to life without WYSU more easily than WYSU will adjust to life without her.
And we wonder how long it will be before she’s home listening, and some glitch will catch her ear. Pad music
where there shouldn’t be any; a pause that goes on a little too long; a mis-programmed CD. She’ll know she’s
made the break when she can shake her head and mutter, “I wonder what really goes on down there?”
