REPORT FROM SENATE COUNCIL BY CHAIRMAN, DR. IRWIN COHEN: 
The President had asked the Council previously to review the 

Standing Committee structure with the possibility of providing student 
membership on some of the Standing Committees. 

a) Dr. Cohen reported on the recommendation of the Senate 
Council for Student Representation to some of the Standing Committees 
as follows: 

A-5, Library Committee - recommended that 2 students be 
added to this Committee; B-2, Calendar Committ e - that 3 students be 
added: B-5, Student Affairs Committee - that $students be added; 
B-6, Alumni Affairs Committee - that 2 students be added; B-9, Special 
Lecture Series Committee - that 3 students be added; B-10, Health 
Committee - that 2 students be added; C-14, Public Ceremonial Affairs 
Committee - that 2 students be added. 

b) Dr. Cohen mentioned that the Student Council matter (re- 
garding the eligibility of Kenneth Tomko for President of Student 
Council) had been referred to the Student Affairs Committee (B-5). 
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c )  The Sei~a-Le meetings wi.11 cclnt.inur= to be held the  f i r s t  " 

Friday of the  month except a t  examination time. 
d) Other Committee Reports : 

No formal Committee reports  given. 
The Curriculum Committee has met but they are  not ready t o  

submit t h e i r  report  a t  t h i s  time (A-4). 
The President mentioned the  recommendations for  Student membership 

69 the  above Committees. A s  soon as  Student Council is  wil l ing t o  make 
t h e i r  nominations known we w i l l  accept them on t h a t  basis.  

GRADUATE SCHOOL - REPORT GIVEN BY DR. EDGAR: 
D r .  Earl E. Edgar, was appointed Dean of the  Graduate School, 

e f fec t ive  September 1, 1967. He reviewed the  current  s t a tus  of 
Youngstown S ta te  University Graduate School. 

There a re  basical ly  two (2) kinds of ac t iv i t i e s :  
1) Developing of Masters Degree Programs. 
2 )  Actual organization of the  Graduate School. 
I. Developing of Masters Degree Programs: 

Several Programs were approved by the  Senate a t  t h e i r  
May 5, 1967 meeting. 

The Programs w i l l  be developed i n  l i n e  with the  Board of Re- 
gents proposals. Our f i r s t  important date i s  December 1, 1967 i f  we 
expect t o  of fer  a Masters program next f a l l .  We must have a c c r e d i t a t i o ~  
by the  North Central Association. After they have met and made t h e i r  
decision, and only then, can we announce our decision regarding the  
Graduate School and s t a r t  accepting applicants. Not much could be 

I done t h i s  summer, In  September the  Board of Regents indicated the  
kind of information they wanted. They want information on nine (9) 
points.  We must have broad basic  programs. The Worth Central Associa- 
t i o n  meets i n  August. It i s  possible we w i l l  not be able t o  announce 
anything de f in i t e  regarding the  Graduate School u n t i l  September. The 
f i r s t  group of graduate students w i l l  probably come from t h i s  area. 
W e  w i l l  draw from the  commuting students. We a re  not going t o  s t a r t  
out with a graduate school t h a t  is  a resident school. Consultants 
have been conferring with the  President, Dean Edgar, Dean Coffield and 
many more a re  scheduled t o  come for  conferences (from Ohio State,  etc.). 

11. Actual organization of the  Graduate School: 
The Board of Trustees of Youngstown S ta te  University has es- 

tablished the  Graduate School as one of the  Schools of the  University. 
This school must be organized. An Advisory Committee has been s e t  
up (C-6), which i s  as follows: 

C-6. COMMITTEE ON ORGANIZATION OF THE GRADUATE SCHOOL: 
To develop a plan fo r  the  s t ruc ture  of the  Graduate School 

(including c r i t e r i a  for  membership on the  Graduate Faculty and the  
makeup and dut ies  of the  Graduate Council), and fo r  pol ic ies ,  regula- 
t ions ,  and procedures for  the  operations of the  Graduate School.

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GRADUATE SCHOOL COHT'D.: 
This Committee has had meetings a l l  through t h e  month of October 

and they a re  continuing t o  meet, 
1% was mentioned t h a t  there  a re  no plans for  Fellowships, 

~ s s i s t a n t s h i p s ,  fo r  the  f i r s t  year of the  Graduate School, The tu i t ion  
r a t e s  w i l l  be the  same r a t e s  as  the  under-graduate students w i l l  pay, 
The Board of Trustees is going t o  ac t  upon the  ra i s ing  of the  t u i t i o n  
f o r  Out-of-State students. There w i l l  be a $5.00 r a i s e  but does not 
include fees. It w i l l  apply t o  both undergraduate and graduate school. 

Many questions were asked about the  Graduate School and what was 
t h e  best method of answering questions received from the  public, The 
following MOTION was made by Mr, David S. Ives: 

MOTION: t h a t  a l l  inquir ies  concerning the Graduate School be 
channeled through Dr .  Earl E. Edgar's Office. Moved 
and seconded, Passed unanimously. 

Some of the  Colleges do not charge an Out-of-State fee  but the  
S t a t e  of Ohio is adamant i n  t h i s  respect. We can do no more than go 
along with t h i s ,  

It is necessary t h a t  we show a need i n  t h i s  area fo r  the  programs 
of the  proposed Graduate School. Many firms and businessmen have 
writ ten l e t t e r s  t o  the  President and D r .  Edgar s t a t i n g  t h i s  fact .  

D r .  Edgar w i l l  be glad t o  have members of the  faculty c a l l  a t  h i s  
o f f i c e  t o  discuss the  need with him, and a lso  the  various aspects of 
t h e  Graduate School. 

\ QUARTER SYSTEM: 

The President mentioned the  a r t i c l e  on the  Quarter  System i n  the  
Janibar. He suggested we explain t o  the  students as  bes t  we can t h a t  
they a r e  not being worked harder than they were before; but the  pace 
is  fas te r .  It may be necessary fo r  the  facul ty  t o  check the  organi- 
zation of courses, review contents, and reevaluate courses. 

STUDENT GOVERNMENT: 

This group has been looking a t  the  $30.00 comprehensive fee, 
They seem t o  have the  idea t h a t  t h i s  $30.00 i s  t o  be al located t o  
Student Affairs,  From t h i s  money is made an al locat ion t o  the  year- 
book and many other things. This $30.00 is not t h e i r s  t o  do with as 
they please, We w i l l  use it up as we begin t o  make use of various 
services such as remodeling, e tc .  

Last year $40,000 was collected from the  100 parking fee. 
$26,000 added t o  t h i s  from University funds helped improve l ight ing 
and wage increases. The 20$ parking fee  now i n  e f f e c t  seems t o  be 
0.k. The $5.00 parking fee  charge is  t o  go i n t o  the  Reserve Fund for  
parking decks, e tc .  

CHANGES I N  LOCATION OF DEPARTMENTS: 

There a re  t o  be some changes i n  the  location of departments. 
(These a re  t r u e  insofar as rumors go). A s  t he  Engineering Building 
becomes available t h i s  w i l l  make more space. Mr, Leonelli i s  Chairman 
of a Committee and he has talked with the  Deans of Departments concern- 
ing.khis.  Nobody is going t o  be put out of t h e i r  place against t h e i r

will, if at all possible. We are trying to utilize space as advan- 
tageously as possible. 

HOMECOMING WEEKEND: 
The President mentioned this was Homecoming Weekend. He re-

time (Mr. John Ulicney). The Alumni organization is not as yet in 
its final form. We want to have a true Alumni Association and from 
our Commencement programs draw some of these people in and develop a 
lasting relationship.
